A SUDDEN DEATHL.

Rev. Charles Rollit, a Well-known
Minister. Dies at Delano.

News was received yesterday of the death
of Rev. Charles Rollit of this city at
Delano, after an iliness of about one week.
Mr. Rollit was taken sick Aug. 1 with
cholera morbus, and rode into Delano, a
distance of about twelve miles, where he
secured proper attention. He appem'ed' to
be improving, but on Thursday was taken
worse, and from that time on sank grad-
ually, dying about 9 o’clock yes;tcrday morn-
ing. On Saturday, John G. Hall, his
brother-in-law, accompanied hy Drs. Coe
and Philiips, went to his bedside, but all
efforts to cheek the fatal malady were una-
vailing. The remains will be brought to
the city to-day, when the arrangements for
¢he funeral will be decided upon.

Rev. Charles Rollit was born in England
in 1810. and was in his seventh-fifth year
at the time of his death. When he was 21
years old he went to Canada, where he was
admitted, at Montreal in 1844, to the Epis-
copal winistry. He came to Minnesota in
1866, and was for two years rector of the
Episcopal church at Hastings. Since then
he has devoted himself to missionary work,
principally in Dakota county, nlthough liv-
ing in Minneapolis, where he resided at
1614 Fourth street southeast. Of his ele\'ep
children eight survive, together with his
wife, to whom he was married in 1834, at
Montreal. Two of the children died in in-
faney, and a third, Miss Adelaide C.
Roliit, died in this ecity five months ago.
The surviving children ave: Mrs. R. A. D.
Lockhart of Ornstrom, province of Quebec;
Rev. John Rollit, Glenville, Quebec;
Mrs. William Burner, La Grange, O.; Mrs.
G. H. Wood, Milbank. Dak.: Mrs. John
G. Hall, Charles C. Rollitt, Miss Henrietta
Rollit, Miss Alice Rollit of this city.

The deceased was a man of scholarly at-
tainments, and of a kindly, cheerful dispo-
sition, which made those with whom he
came in contact his lifelong friends. Al-
though advanced in years, his mg;_;ed con-
stitution permitted him to continue his
chosen work, and it was while upon one of
his customary pilgrimages through _the
country that the fatal illness came upon him.

It has become quite a serious problem with
the police department what should be done
to prevent the regular recurrence of this dis-
graceful fight.

Yesterday the gang got drunk and began
slugging each other. Officer Swan Walton
went down to quell the disturbance and he
was greeted in the customary way. The
crowd stopped its fighting and turned upon
him. One young fellow pulled out a knife
and made a slash at Walton, inflicting a
slight flesh wound in the face. With the
assistaned of other oflicers three of the
riotous crowd were arrested and lodged in
the Third precinct station.

The Coal War.

The coal excitement promises to continue
through to-day. The dealers last night
professed to be in utter ignorance of to-day’s
prices. It is confidently stated the Pioneer
will maintain its average $6.75 rate, and
that the new association men have ended
their big eut, but as no result has been
achieved, except that several hundred men
have filled their coal houses at low figures,
it is presumed the end is not yet. Pioneer
people say they demoralized the opposi-
tion by declining to meet their cut, but the
cutters announce their satisfaction at having
tdiverted so many patrons from the mo-
noply.” Further proceedings will be awaited
with interest.

Cathelic Aid to Labor.

A well-attended meeting of the several

These bureaus are not
to be eonfined to Catholics. but are for the
use of any workmen of whatever sect or
creed. An effort will be made to have the
information prompt and reliable,

nouncement was made that at 3 ¢'clock
Bishop Foss would dedicatg the new Meth-
odist Episcopal church in Northeast Minne-
apolis. As a result, and the day beinz ex-
ceptionally fine, a large congregation as-
sembled at the sightly little structure on
Fiilmore street, near Maple Hill cemetery.
The chureh has just been completed to sup-
ply the increasing body of Methodists of
that section of the city witha ])'lace of
worship. It will be known as the Fillmore
Street M. E. church. At the hour named
the anditorium was filled, the congregation
including most of the Methodist ministers
of the city. Music was rendered by a choir
and by the congregation, and the dedicatory
sermon was preached by Bishop Cyrus D.

Special Sermon by the Rev. Dr. Dunn
at the Methodist Church.

The Rev. Dr. Dunn of the Methodist
church preached a special sermon last even-
ing on Solomon’s Search for Happiness, and
Lt w;;.: listened to with pleu:n l:ml profit

v audience was one
of the @amm delivered by
this eloguent divine, and a synopsis of the
sermon is given that others may, in a small
measure, foliow the reverend gentleimman’s
reasoning. He took as his text Ecclesi-
astes xii., 13, Let Us Hear the Conclusion.
While this book may be perplexing to some,
and be misunderstood by others, and may
aunoy commentators, it is nevertheless a
royal book, instructive and thoroughly prac-
tical. Jerome said once that this book
would have deserved to perish from among
men had it not been for the coneluding
verses, which make my text for to-night.
And yet men negiect or are ignorant of the

genins and sweep of this book.
Many, on the one hand, have
found food for  their infidelity

in isolated passages; and many others,
who are sour and dyspeptic, have seen in
garbled passages from this work by the
preacher materialism and license.  Voltaire
and others of his school suffered in this way.
They had an indorsement of thelr tenets.
This isa perversion of the book. But
when we candidly examine the character
of the book we find it simply a man’s biog-
raphy—the history of a man who has lost
all the glory and grandeur of - the morning
in a tireless and unsuccessful effort to
reach the highest good. This man Solomon
has penned his feelings, conflicting emo-
tions and failures after each vain effort to
obtain peace. Solomon is here telling of
his cheerless round. There is his effort to
reach happiness in the gratifieation of his
tastes. He recalled the difficulties of
mental and intellectual researches, and re-
membering that the doctrine of epicurean-
ism is most natural, he drives himself
along to satisfy his soul, by the abundant
gratifications of the senses. “There is
nothing better for a man than that he
should eat and drink.” This is his doe-
trine, and so he plupzes into the world for
satisfaction.

Read
of Solomon's immense wealth—of
his long catalogue of amusements,
but he finds them all a failure. He adds:
“Whatsoever my eyes desired I left not
from them; I withheld not my leart from
any joy.” Read upon the countenance of
this great king, disgust, emptiness, vanity.
Listen to his coneluding testimony: *I
hated life; yea, I hated all my labor.” Gall
instead of pleasure! But Solomon did not
stop there; e even ““turned himself to be-
hold wisdom.” Surely he must find help
somewhere! Speculative philosophy and
theories of science are examined, But all
with the same result. *‘In much wisdom is
much grief,” and sorrow, he said, comes
with knowledge. Mental food cannot sat-
isfy even the capacity of aSolomon! The
study of Shakespeare cannot take away this
hunger of heart which somehow must be
satisfied. No calcium light can philosophy
throw on man’s great problem of whence
and whither, strong enough to lighten up
these unsettled and hazy questions. Man's
heart eraves more than perplexing specula-
tions. DBut, alas! Soloman advances an-
other step—a step so many have taken
since his time. Solomon plunges into blank
infidelity, and in his doctrine of fatalism
cries out: **Time and chance happeneth to
themall.” But amid it all he remembers
his father’s counsel and turns in the words
of my text to the foundation rock of human
life and success.

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TEN THOUSAND PEOPLE DIE.

Terrible Destruction Caused by a Ca-
lamitous Flood in China.

Politics in England in Pretty Bad
Shape--Foreign Matters.

Ten Thousand Deaths.

SAN Fraxcisco, Cal., Aug. 8.—The
China Overland Mail of July 25 says a
calamitous flood, which began
to work destruction June 19, de-
vastated a part of the provinee of
Canton, causing the death of 10,000 peo-
ple, engulfing whole villages, nearly ruining
the rice and silk crops, destroying an
mmense amount of property and re-
ducing a vast number of peopie to
poverty and starvation. The flood was
caused by the bursting of an embankment
at Tamkong, fourteen miles from Canton
City, which was rapidly followed by breaks
at other places within eighty miles from
Canton, putting a large area of the country
under water, including Canton.

English Peolitical Troubles.

Loxpox, Aug. 8.—Negotiations between
the Liberal leaders in relation to the forma-
tion of an electoral program for uniting all
the sections of the party have been decisively
ruptured. The meeting which has taken
place between Gladstone, the Marquis of
Hartington and Mr. Chamberlain has shown
no common platform is pessible. Mr.
Chamberlain declined to abandon the rad-
ical propaganda of graduated taxation of
property, free education, laborers’ allot-
ment at low rents or the scheme of home
rule. The declarations made by hiin in his
speech at Hull followed the rupture with

other Liberal leaders and were taken
as an open manifesto that Le
had unfurled the flag of leadership

of the Radicals, and that henceforth
he would be free from control of Gladstone
or the Whig party. The anxiety of moder-
ate Liberals for the return of Gladstone to
active political leadership becomes more in-
tense. There will be confusion worse con-
founded without him. Herbert Gladstone
informs the inquirers that his father has re-
covered the full use of his voice. Glad-
stone tells his friends he has undertaken a
yachting cruise for the purpose of estab-
lishing his voeal strength so he may be fitted
to perform a prolonged platform work. In
the meantime, he says, any strain affects
his voice, and he declines to even hold con-
verse, except of short duration. An un-
biased opinion prevails that the premier, not-
withstanding the effort he is making to add
to kis strength, will be unable to take a
prominent part in the electoral campaign.

The Dilke Scandal.
Loxpox, Aug. 8.—The petition in the
divorce proceedings instituted by Mr. Don-

ald Crawford against his wife, and
in which Sir Charles Dilke, pres-
ident of the local  government

board in Mr. Gladstone’s cabinet was made
corespondent, was filed on Wednesday last.

General James to defend him. Mr. Craw-
ford is a barrister and many years older than
his wife. He held a subordinate but im-
portant official position in the office
of the lord advocate for Scotland in White-
hall. Mrs. Crawford is but 20 years of age.
She is the daughter of Mr. Thomas Eus-
tace Smith, radical member of parliament
for Tynemouth. Her sister is the widow of
Ashton Dilke,

Three
bodies have been exhumed. They are those
of Mrs. Philomen Camp, a widow, and two
children, aged 9 and 12 years, Mrs. Justin
Purent and two daughters, aged 2 years
and two months, and Thomas O’Brien,
aged 18 months. Two women, Annie
O’'Brien and Lizzie Burns, are undergoing
terrible suffering, but will probably recover.
This is believed to be the complete list of
casualties. The block was a veritable death
trap. The financial loss is about $15,000.

GOING OUT SLOWLY.
Five Thousaad Postofies Given to Demn-

ocrats and Forty-Two Thousand Still
Held by i
Few Changes in the

Interior Departinent,
Although a Great Pressure Has
Been Made.

The ‘‘Bouncing Process’ Carried On
Inthe Treasury Department--Turn
" Them All Out.

During the Absence of Cleveland and
Lamont the White Housein Re-
publican Hands.

The Conservative Administration.
Special to the Globe.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 8.—Of the 47,000
wasters in the United States there have
about five thousand changes in round
numbers since the 4th of March. That is,
of the 47,000 Republicans supposed to be in
these offices only 5,000 have been replaced
by Demoecrats. This, of course, includes
both presidential and fourth class
ters. During the eighteen weeks in which
Mr. Maleolm Hay held the office
of first assistant postmaster gen-
eral there were but 2,500 made.
Mr. Stevenson, who succeeded Mr. Hay, has
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held office for five weeks, and in that time
has made just about as many changes as |
Mr. Hay made during the eighteen weeks |
that he was in. This shows that Mr.
Stevenson is working just three times as |
fast-as Mr. Hay did. An officer of the |
postoflice department observed to-day while |
looking over thelist of appointments, which |
at first impress one as being a great number, |
that the difference between this adminis-
tration and the last Republican administra-
tion is that the latter expedited star routes
while the former is expediting postmasters.
When one coines to realize the work done in
APPOINTING POSTMASTERS
it does not seem to be such a great thing to
brag of afterall. It does secem thatin
twenty-three weeks there ought to have
been more than 5,000 changes in 47,000
ofices. It is very desirable to see more ex-
pedition of a Democratic character. The
postmasters ought to be expedited. The
interior department, comparatively speak-
ing, is even doing worsé “than any other of
the execative departments, althongh Secre-
tary Lamar was thouzht to be one of the
members of the cabinet who would
be as anxious as any of the others to give
places to Democrats. Of the 350 presiden-
tial appointments in the interior depart-
ment only seventy-five have thus far been
given to Demoecrats. There are also 700
places which do not come under the opera-
tion of the civil service law, none of which
are included in the 350 presidential appoint-
ments. Of these 700 places only about 150
have been changed since the 4th of March,
or in other words, only 150 Democrats have
been given places where it is possible to ap-
point 700. Of the sixty special agents of
the general land office enly twenty-five
have been changed since the new adminis-
tration came in, notwithstanding there has
been a great pressure on Secretary Lamar
by both aspirants and senators and mem-
bers to give places to
DESERVING DEMOCRATS.

The interior department includes the pen-
sion bureau and the patent office. The
heads of these two bureaus have been par-
ticularly active in their efforts to give the
non-classified places under them to Demo-
crats. It can be said that Mr. Montgomery,
the commissioner of patents, and
Gen. Black, the conmissioner of
pensions, are both grateful Democrats,
as  most of the changes in
the interior department have been
in their respective departments. Mr.
Montgomery says, however, that whenever
Le desires to remove a Republican employe
it is the exception when he is not beset by
a Demoeratic member or senator in behalf
of the employe whom it is proposed to re-
move. The treasury department has done
better than any of the others, so far as
changes are concerned, but there is plenty
of room for improvement in this particular
without causing any marked embarrass-
ment to

THE PUBLIC SERVICE.

Charges of ‘‘offensive partianship” have
been preferred against a large number of
members of the late Ohio Republican asso-
ciation, but so far few of them have been
acted upon. Of the new auditors of the
treasury department it can be said that Mr.
John S. Williams of Indiana, the third
auditor, and Dan MecConville of Ohio,
the sixth auditor, are Democrats.
Both of these officers have gone to the
limit in their endeavors to give Democrats
the places in their respective -offices. In
Mr. Williams’ office there are - altogether
about 200 employes, and in Mr. McCon-
ville’s oflice over 400. - A large majority of
these in both offices areappointed under the
civil serviee law, or it is probable that both
Williams and MecConville wouid have a
better muster of Democrats now serving
under them.

How Cleveland Smubbed an Editor.

New YoRK, Aug. 8.—Apropos of the
president’s journey, it was said by some of
his friends to-day that they did not expeet
Whitelaw Reid to invite the chief magis-
trate to dinner during Mr. Cleveland’s stay
in New York. There is a little story con-
nected with this which is as interesting as
it is true. Notwithstanding the abusive
treatment of Gov. Cleveland in the columns
or the Tribune, the editor of that paper ad-
dressed Cleveland a letter shortly after the
election, asking him to call upon him when

he ecame to New York. This
letter, it is unnecessary to say,
was never  answered. When the

president visited New York late in the
winter for the purpose of meeting the
leaders in the Democratic party, with
whom he was unacquainted, Mr. Reid was
one of the first to call and pay his respects.
