ami stating that dissatisfaction prevailed
because the gentlemen who hail been »;•-

--; m tinted as delegates were notoriously known
tobe connected with and interested in va-
rious railroad companies. Then' m no
reason to discredit the dispatch,' and m it
came from a section of country where the
delegates were known, it was presumed
that the* was foundation for the dissatis-
faction which was reported to exist. If
the press report was true then criticism
was justifiable and the Oi.oku took oc-
casion yesterday morning to call
the attention ~ot the people of the North-
west to the danger of having the convention
perverted from its original puri>ose. Ifthe
report was not true, and injustice has Ixxm
done to the governor of Nebraska, the
(ti.oBK will06 delighted to know it, and
will hasten to make announcement of the
fact whenever reliably informed in the case.
The Globe recognizes fully as well as the
governor and river commissioners do, the
courtesy that is due to invited guests. At
the same time the people of the Northwest
have too much at stake in the matter ofthis
river improvement to permit any false ideas
of courtesy and hospitality to intervene
between their interests and the plain duty
they have to perform. The convention was
nailed in the interest of those who desire
the improvement of the upper Mississippi
river and tributaries. The shippers and
producers of the Northwest have an inter-
est in securing these improvements.
The railroad companies are interested in de-
feating all measures that would bring the
river in competition with their lines of
road. At once there arises two antagonis-
tic interests— people of the Northwest
on one side, the railroad companies on the
other. Itis the most natural thing in the
world that the railroad companies should
combine to defeat the object Bought to be
accomplished by the riverway convention
called to meet here next month. There
could be no more effective way to compass
their ends than by filling the convention
with delegates who are connected with rail-
way interests. Ifthe governor of Nebraska
has yielded to the Influences of the convolu-
tions in this matter he has not only be-
trayed the interests of his agricultural con-
stituency, but he has also abused the con-
fidence of those who had the convention in
charge and is himself guilty of the grossest
discourtesy. Ifbe has been slandered in
this matter his friends should at once put
him right before the people and remove
from him the grave suspicion which has
been cast upon his fidelity to tho interests
of his state.

The GliOnC is satisfied that the people of
the Northwest have no public interest of
equal Importance with this matter of im- ;
proving the river. If the improvements
which should bo made can be secured, it
will add a permanent increase in value of
from 20 to 80 per cent, to every acre ofland
in the Northwest Itwill be of incalcula-
ble benefit to producers and shippers, and
will reduce the cost of transportation from
200 to 800 ]kt cent, below the present
rates. As an illustration of this fact, look
at the comparative rates now prevailing by
the river and by the railroads from St. Paul
to M. Louis. While railroads are charging
50 cents per hundred, freight is being
shipped by the river for 10 cents. Instead
of throwing cold water on the conven-
tion, the tiunii-: lias ouly the single wish
to see It accomplish the purposes
for which it was called. But if than
results are to be attained, it will
no) be done by a convention eoni-

potpd of delegates who are hostile to the
undertaking. The Globf, is gratified,
however, to know that the governor and
the Minnesota rivci commissioners are not
apprehensive of me danger we have .sig-
nalled. One of. the commissioners informs
us that while be does not know the gentle-
men who compose the Nebraska delegation,
lie L.is assurance from reliable sources that
they are all linit-clasfi men and gentlemen
of high standing in their state. This may
all be true, and ret they may be interested
in railroads. In tact the railroad compa-
nies of the Northwest have the happy fac-
ulty of attaching to their Interests first-
class men and gentlemen of high social
and political standing. This makes
their Influence to be the more dreaded
in a matter of clear antagonism
between their interests and the interests of
the people. The railroads are generally
shrewd enough to look after their own mat-
ters, and the people ought to display equal
sagacity in relation to their affairs. So far
as the people of St. Paul are concerned
there will be no necessity for discourteous
conduct, and there willbe none exhibited.
All the delegates who attend the convention
willbe received with a cordial welcome and
their personal comfort shall be provided for.
We want a full attendance and a harmon-
ious convention, which willresult in great
good to our people and their interests. At
the same time there is nouse in being mealy-
mouthed about a matter of such vast public
importance. The convention was called
for the purpose of securing united action
among the people of the Northwest in an
effort to have the upper Mississippi river
and its tributaries improved. It is no dis-

j courtesy to anybody to say that those who
are inimical to the purposes for which the
convention was called are not expected to
attend, and are not wanted.

At the
nine time we feel free to give the reasous
why we think the task Is surrounded with
difficulties. A large proportion, ifnot the
bulk ofthe fund contributed to the Liberty
statue pedestal, was contributed by persons

{ living outside of New York. The Ameri-
can people felt that they had a joint pride

i in seeing the Baithohfl statue erected, and
| here was a feeling of indignation
' that out of the abundant wealth of the mc-
i tropolis there was not liberality enough
i among all its millionaires to put the statue
!in place. Prompted by these feelln;*, peo-
| pie have scut their small contributions
j from all sections of the country, until the
j aggregate has been swollen into a great
i fund. There willbe no outside help in the
; Gkaxt monument business. There is a
! feeling among the people that New York
| acted selfishly in this matter. If that city
i had been generous, it would have said:
I "firmfigITTbelongs to the nation, and we
i subordinate our local feelings and interest;
jto the national will. But it didn't do it.
j How the work of erecting a monument in
New York must be accomplished by New
York people. Reduced to this extremity,
the World will find a hard field to work in.

The theory Is entertained that there is
more significance in the resignation of Gen.
Anderson as chief engineer of the Northern
Pacific than appears on the surface. And
that is. that the project of extending the
main line to tide water on Puget sound, as
contemplated in the charter, has been
lor the present abandoned. The fact is
known that the. bids invited sometime
since for the building ofthe Cascade tunnel
were all rejected. This is, perhaps, the
secret of the struggle now going on between
the present holders of the control of stock in
the company and the C. B. Wkiout party
ofPhiladelphia, who recently SWd out cir-
culars inviting proxies to vote at the Sep-
tember meeting, among other things, on
the ratification of the proposed lease of the
Oregon Hallway and Navigation company's
lines, which would give the Northern Pa-
cific an assured outlet to the coast via
Portland. C. B. Winr.iiT owns immense
lauded interests OB Pttget sound, and
would of course like the Cascade extension
pushed in that direction with .ill possible
dispatch. Ithi safe to sjy that the definite
policy of the company as to the Cascade
extension willnot be clearly defined until
after the September meeting. Considerable
work has been done already on this exten-
sion and it might be pushed through at an
early date were it not for the forbidding
character of the Cascade tunnel, which
will require about two years* time in the
construction and cost about a million dol-
lars. Ifit shall be determined to build the
extension at an early date, the tunnel con-
tract will probably be let this season. But
the result ofthe September meeting willbe
awaited with considerable interest, espe-
cially on the West end.

The cholera continues to rage with tina-
bating horror in Spain and is nij)idlv in-
creasini in France, Some idea of its terri-
ble ravages in Spain can be had from our
dispatches, which report 4.v>7 new cases
yesterday and nearly L.CM deaths. The
news from Mars?illes is even more alarming,
for in addition to the rapid increase ofca>*s
comes the information that an inexcusable
mxneeson the part of the authorities pre-
vails and that efforts are not being made to
provide proper sanitary conditions. The
case reported of the neglect to disinfect the
English ship lying in the port, on which
the daughter of th<« captain had
died of cholera, illustrates the inatten-
tion and negligence of the health officers.
With such a loose system prevailing in the
health department, there is not only the as-
surance of a frightful mortality in the town,
but there is every probability that the dis-
ease \u25a0will be carried to other European ports,
and possibly to this side of tbo water.
While the hot season is so far advanced m
to forbid the idea of a violent outbreak of
the plague in American cities this year, still
there is ample time for it to get a foothold
and Ih* ready for an early campaign durinir
the next season. At all events we would
feel more comfortable if we knew that
proper measures were being taken to check
and control it in the infected districts of
Europe.

Kidnapped the Kid.

tives remained at Chester all night and suc-
ceeded in establishing beyond doubt the fart
that EHen Dariea is the nbduetress of the
Claxtoa child and in unraveling her motive
for the crime. She was married about four
years ago to William 11. Dariea in German-
town, and on March S3. 188S, her husband,
who had found her unfaithful, left her. On
the morning ofJuly 11 she saw the Claxton
infant in a coach at Eighth and Catharine
streets. this city, and seizing a favorable
opi<ortunity took it away.
