The first move of the new management
was the purchase of the rolling stock that
had hitherto been leased from the St
Charles Car company. The second was the
infusion of mnew energy in every erarl-
meat of the company and the adoption of
new rules and regulations for the running
of the line and the safety and comfort of
passengers. The next thing will probably
be the improvements already suggested by
the GrLope in the line of a wire cable. 1t
is believed this will be done next year, if
the counci! will extend the limit of time for

the use of steam on First avenue,
which  expires on Nov. 1. The
proposition is to place a cable

as far out as Lake street, and it is intimated
that First avenue will be occupied all the
way if possible, as it largely dispenses with
the heavy grades between Franklin avenue
and Twenty-fifth street. on Nicollet. There
is also some talk of the proposed line to
St. Paul, via Minnehaha and Fort Snelling,
but tiis is decidedly in the future. In the
meantime new steel rails will replace the
iron ones now in use. :

The yproposed cable will involve an im-
mense outlay of money, both in a plant
gnd in the construction of the cable-way.
Powerful engines are necessary to t.he
operation of the cable, involving expensive
works, and new “‘grip-cars” must be pur-
chased to supersede the motors. Tt is said
the new management is “*well-heeled,” a..ml
will spare no expense in the consummation
oi its plans.

ELEVATORS IN MINNEAPOLIS.

Enough Public Ones for the Busi=
ness==No Fear of Duluth.

Several of the elevator men of Minneapo-
lis read with intercst an article in yester-
day’s GrLope.showing it to be to the interest
of Minneapolis, her growth and prosperity,
to have public elevators. The statement was
made that if her elevators remained private
and did not take out licenses, Duluth would
benefit by it and would divert what grade
grain now goes to Chicago via Minneapolis.

“‘I agree entirely with this article,” said
a member of the firm of Van Dusen & Co.,
“*but there is no cause for an alarin, what-
ever. The new Union elevator and Eleva-
tor A of the Minneapolis Elevator company
will be public houses, and perhaps some
others, and they will handle all the grain
that is to go throngh here. We will not
be without open warehouses.”

““There is a difference then between the
business of Minneapolis and Duluth.”

“*As much as there is between black and
white. Up there they don’t sell a bushel of
wheat by sample. Everyvthing is in round
numbers on futures. They buy no ecash
wheat, but everything is August and Sep-
tember. Down here everything is cash
wheat, and of every 30,000,000 bushels that
comes here not over 6,000,000 bushels goes
to the elevators. So you see how it is. We
will have public elevators to accommodate
all business and that is suflicient.”

Louis Stern & Co., through their agent,
Max Kahn, petition for appointment of a
receiver for Henry Schuler, claiming that
he owes the firm $373, and is indebted to
different parties in the aggregate sum of
$1,800; that he is insolvent and has disap-
peared.

Bragdon and the Heinrich Brewing com-
pany.

Margaret B. Tufford yesterday com-
menced a suit against Jerome B. Tabour.
alleging that March 28 he induced the
plaintifl to trade certain personal property
for lots 4 and 5, block 8, Silver Lake ad-
dition. She claims he showed her certain
lots, and representing that he was the agent
for their sale,induced her to purchase them.
She now finds that the lots mentioned have
no existence, and that the property de-
seribed in the deed given her by the defend-
ant comprises about twenty acres at the
bottom of Silver lake. She asks 1,000,
the price paid for the lots being £500 each.

At the regular meeting of the boamd of
supervisors of the poor, there were pres-
ent Acting Mayor C. W. Clark, Super-
visors Swenson, Mareek, Pratt and Babb,
and Superintendent Williams. The super-
intendent read his wmonthly report,
which was adopted and placed on
file.

A Safe Robber in Custody.

Yesterday Officer Krumweide arrested in
a bagnio a youth named J. Espalund, for
complicity in robbing a safe on Tuesday
night in New Richland, Waseca county.
The safe was inJohnson & Sunde’s store,
and had been inadvertently left open. The
booty secured was $120.80 in cashaad a
uumber of small articles. Suspicion atonce
rested upon two young men, who had been
hanging about the store, Espalund being
one of them. The other is E. G. Nordquist,
but has not been arrested. A member of
the firm followed the two to this ecity, and
has positively identified Espalund, who is
now in the First precinet station. He had
in his possession, when coralled, a railroad
ticket from Fergus Falls to Kansas City,
and the ticket showed that he had used it
from Fergus. Healso had about $20 in
cash, mostly in dollar bills. The wmoney
secured from the safe was mostiy gold, but
it is thought that Espalund had exchanged
it for paper, and that his companion has
also a share of the gains.

Disreputable Characters.

Late THursday night Sergt. Hein and
Ofticers Brudigan and Anderson raided a
house of notorious character on Washing-
ton avenue, between Fourth and Third
avenue north, and found a young man about
25 years old occupying apartments with a
dizzy old girl probably 48 years old. They
were arrested and arraigned in the munici-
pal court yvesterday, where they gave the
fictitious names of Oscar Smith and Ada
Wilson. They were sent down to stay with
Winn Brackett for thirty days. The woman
was arrested some time agoupon a charge
of adultery, at the instanee of her husband,
and says she is persecuted. She declares
she will make Minneapolis her home no
longer than her sentence.

About fifty coopers attended a meeting at
the Sixth street cooper shop last evening
for the purpose of organizing the Minneap-
olis Co-Operative Mercantile company. .
R. Jensen presided and George Cleme .t
acted as secretary. Articles of incorpora-
tion were adopted, which provide that the
capital stock shall be §25,000, the liability

$8,000. E. C. Hatch. S. R. Jensen, Will-
iam Jay and John Vogel were added to the
committee to draft a constitution and by-
laws. The project awakens considerable
enthusiasm and doubtiess will be success-
fully carried out.

CURRENT COMMENT.

Little evening papers are hurriedly made
up and are consequently liable to errors
which morning papers escape. An instance
is furnished by the Journal of last evening,
which devetes considerable of its valuable
editorial space to the denial of what is ab-
solutely true.

“We have had an interesting struggle
over the Billings ecase.” said Assistant
County Attorney Jamieson yesterday. “*Bill-
ings’ attorneys have made every possible
effort to secure his release from custody,
but I feel confident that they have been
outwitted in the end. The legal point
raised today was techinical, yet it was a fine
one, and at first the court was disposed to
entertain it. However, after an argument,
the court, fortunately for the prosecution,

ruled against the defendant. The
point raised  was that Chief of
Police West held the prisoner on

telegraphic commaunication only, and so
stated in court yesterday, whereas he held
at that moment a warrant for Billings' ar-
rest upon the charge of being a fugitive
from justice, and the defendant’s counsel
argued that the warrant should have held
prestize and shonid have been served in-
stead of holding Billings simply upon irre-
sponsible telegraphic information. 1 tell
you it was a puzzier. but we wouldn’t give
up, and fought the battie out to a victory.
The man is in the county jail, and is as cer-
tain of going back to Chicago as fate is
sure to overtake almost any fugitive.”

Avoid railroad food by earrying chicken.
beef, hard-boiled eggs, bread, fruit and
salt.

Arrange to start quietly after a plentiful
meal. Take overshoes and waterproof in
vour handbag. This is important.

Engage sunny rooms two flights up in ad-
vance. Unsunned rooms are unsafe. f
the weather be only chilly, still have a small
fire.

In railway traveling ride only in the last
car of an express train and the front car of
a slow train, or get as near these points as
possible.

Eat hot boiled milk, salted to taste, and
crackers: also cracked ice freely. The
safest place ina car is 1 the center, oppo-
site the side taken by passing trains.

Attend to the daily functions, else travel
will derange them. On warm days ride
backward by an open window, thus avoid-
ing cinders and draughts.

For ocean trips take abundance of outer
garments and fiannel bedgowns. Walk the
deck for exercise, else first days ashore will
be fatiguing. But rest the first two days at
sea.

At night if fatigued drink a cup of tea
with a bit of Dbread and rest thirty minutes
before dining. A tired stomach cannot di-
gest easily. Hence the frequency of diar-
rheea during travel.

Final days ashore are exhausting . 1
seasick keep the deck; lie upon the back
near the center of the ship; eat in spite of
nausea. If vomiting follows, eat again at
once. This is the only remedy.

Drink little or none of the railroad ice
water. If obliged to eat at the stations,
choose simple food. Eatslowly. Better
less food than much haste. Bread and
fruit or chocolate make an excellent lunch.

Drink hot beef tea, with plenty of red
pepper. Eat ship crackers, raw beef, finely
chopped, salted and (red) peppered and
mixed with bread erumbs.  If not seasick,
control the appetite or prepare for dyspep-
sia.

Retire early. If wakeful eat simple food.
Start with warm feet. In winter provide

| them with a seapstone, fur shoes or rap them
! in a shawl. Carry a bottie of paregoric and

cardamon mixture, half each, for diarrheea.
Wait twelve hours, then take one teaspoon-
ful in hot water every two hours till better.
Avoid nearness to water closets. Be sure
of dry bed linen and clean blankets. It is
better to use your shawls than to be ex-
to dampness. Throw back the bed
clothing two hours before retiring. See
that your gas burner does not leak. Move
bedsteads away from windows.

Ned Buntline’s Thirteen Duels.

“We were all boys together then,” said
Admiral —, “but E. Z. C. Judson (Ned
Buntime) was the youngest of the lot and
ought to have received more consideration.
He was only 13 years old when he was made
a midshipman and sent among us. He had
been a mere boy before the mast and had
been promoted to be an officer.

Judson could have one shot to try the
weapon. This was conceded, and Murray,

pointing at a magnolia leaf that hung from
a branch a dozen paces off, said: ‘Judson,
cut off the stem of that leat.” He immedi-

ately raised the pistol and obeyed the order
accurately—the leaf came fluttering to the
ground. “That pistol is all right,’ said
Murray. Italmost caused a panic. The
seconds conferred, got the principals to-

gether, matters were compromised, and
Judson’s antagonist acknowledged his so-
cial and gustatory equality.

“But when we thought about it next day
it looked to us like a surrender. We made
a tacit agreement to fight, and as a matter
of fact the six other duels came off that fall
—three in Pensacola, one near New Or-
leans, and one or two in Havana. Judson
wasn’t seratched, except by a pick in the
cheek with a sword, but he wounded four
out of the six. “‘Yes,” said the aged offi-
cer, smiling, *‘I was one of the four; but
never mind about that. 1t settled the ques-
tion about his being good enough to eat
with. He resigned from the navy forty
years ago, I should think. He lives in
Stamford, Delaware eounty, N. Y., and
those who have seen him lately think he

will live forever.” i

It was
the face of a handsome brunette just verg-
ing into womanhood. On her upper lip,
and slightly shading its searlet hue, grew a
dark, silken mustache that on a dude would
have been cherished and cultivated as the
choicest treasure on eartii. Her head rested
in a metal plate eonnected by a wire with a
galvanie battery on the table.

The doctor took up from the table, at his
elbow, something that looked like an ebony
pen staff.  This also was connected with
the battery. Inthe end was a very fine
gold-plated needle. The doctor looked
cautiousiy over the young lady’s dainty little
mustache and at length, singling out a hair,
inserted the point of the needle down by
the hair bulb and, pressing a little spring
in the handle, turned on the current from
the battery. .
