CuicaGo. Aug. 15.—High-priced wheat |
seems to be a thing of the past.  The week
ending to-day has witnessed the substantial
deeline of 5¢ in cash wheat and about 5'de
in nearly ali future deliveries. These |
prices, as has been argued in  this column |
for months past, brings the article down to |
a point much nearer its actnal value than it
has been heretofore, and yet from e to Se¢
per bushel must be taken from it before it
can be vsed in any other thana purely spee- |
ulative way. There being no very large
line of shorts out and theretore nothing to
support the market. there is everything to
ease the market off still further and very few
features to support. A fler months of wait-
ing wheat has al last got down to a ship-
ping basis, but it does not appear to be
shipped much more readily than when
quoted up in the %05, Owners are ready to
withdraw it from elevators and let it go
east or abroad.but it must be acknowledged
that no one wants it.  There has been long |
waiting and eager expeciation for this era
of things, but so far no particular advant-
has been taken of it, by reason of an
entire withdrawal of foreign orders. In |
this particular direction, however,

is predicted, and bottom shall have been
touched. A feature of the week was a re-
newal of the exploded and well-nigh worn- |
out **hot-wheat™ scare. It doubtiess origi-
nated at New York, where on Thursday the |
calling of margins on Angust contracts was |
very general.  This shows that more or less
business existed there, though it is not |
kunown that any wheat was actually posted.
To several traders on “change it oceurred
Thursday that the mysterious break of
Wednesday, when prices dropped down 1 |
@?%{ ¢, was also eaused by the discovery of |
“out-of-condition™ wheat.  In their mind’s
eye, because some “sharks” told them so,
they saw vessels begin loading at elevators
and later stop, refusing to carry the grain
because it was heating. In speaking of
these conditions, Mr. A. M. Wright, than
whom a better posted man would be hard |
to find, said: |
5 **This talk of hot wheat in Chicago ele-
vators is the sheerest nonsense. In New
York there may be some, but not here.
The conditions are totally different. We
had a whole erop of strietly first-class wheat.
Our inspection is rigid, and the elevators
were filled with perfect No. 2 spring wheat.
The wheat averaged so good that an inspee-
tion of No. 3 was the exception instead of
the rule. The wheat passed through a winter
of unusual severity, one not ealculated to
admit of the formation of the slightest prin-
ciple that would afterward develop heat or
moisture. I should dislike to believe that
we had an elevator here so dishonoroble
that he could be bought up and thus further
the designs of any clique atiempting to start
a lie of this kind for the purpose of break-
inz down the market. I am perfectly sat-
istied it could not be done in any other
way.”

SUBSTANTIALLY THESE STATEMENTS
were also expressed by Messrs, Wheeler,
Baker, Kershaw, Irwin, Greene & Co., and
pthex receivers, shippers and elevator men.

difference  between New York and |
Chicago  wheat is guite marked.
They have an inspecior equally as
high and as rigid as ours, but

there is no comparison in keeping qualities
of the two wheats. In grain on passage to
the continent there has been, since last
week, a large increase in wheat and a de-
erease in corn.  To the United Kindom
there has been a decrease in wheat, corn
and flour. Wheat in Liverpool has also ad- |
vanced 6d. These would ordinarily have |
been strengthening influences, but the de- |
pression caused by rumors stated overcome
them entirely. The largest of the week en-
tered the market yesterday, when wheat
declined 1%{¢ from the highest point
touched.

The tone of the market being decidedly |
weak, the interest in corn, and, in fact, all
grain has been subordinated to that mani-
fested in wheat, though on Friday at 1
o'clock it closed 1:le lower for both cash
and futures than the week previous. In
the afternoon trading a decided change en-
tered the market, frost being expected in
the corn belt, and sending the market up
5@ %5 e quite sharply.

T'he provision trade continues lethargic—
in fact, little better than lifeless. In sym-
pathy with everything else pork and lard
have both declined, the former 32;¢ and
the latter 17 @15¢c.

ON 'CHANGE
to-day there was mnothing to support the
grain list and everything to pull it down.

The whole course of wheat was
in the laiter direction. The decline
being 2ije. In  the way of news

to affect the market there was nothing
strengthening. The whole list was heavily
pounded. Wheat had a sorry time of it
from opening to close.  The foreign cables,
both public aud private, were weak and
lower, and September opened at 86'{e, or
about X¢e under the closing yesterday. It
was immediately set upon by the bears,
who hammered it most unmercifully, and
the selling began in earnest. By 11:30 the
effect of such general and heavy unloading |
had shown itself by a market depreciation
of 2%e¢ for September, The bulls vainly
endeavored to support the market. and
Lindblom bought 100,000 bushels October
wheat at 87i¢e, but the price dropped i
oll almost immediately afterward to 875 @ |
873.¢, latter selling as low as 863{c. ‘

The |
early market was much depressed by the
Philadelphia cholera scare, by fine weather |
and the continued accumulation of stocks |
for which there is no demand. There was
a noticeable absence of bull news, more
than the presence of anything positively
bearish, and this of itself was depressing.
No. 2 spring sold at 84%{¢ early, but closed
nominally lower. The eclose was active,
very weak and heavy at the decline, latest
quotations being 83¢ for August, 841¢e for |
September, 86’ g¢ for October, 88¢ for No- |
vember, 90%;¢ for December, 9815¢ for May
and 93¢ for January. It is indeed a sad,
distressing time for longs, but they have
really brought

upon jhemselves by their eagerness to put
up prices before time. Many traders are
continually comparing the present year |
with some past time, forgetting that old
times and former times in the wheat trade
have passed away so far as prices are con-
cerned. We are in a new era of wheat
raising, and from this time forward, unless
some widespread calamity oceurs which
affects both continents, no one need look for
high-priced wheat. The frost boom in
corn, which occurred late yesterday after-
noon, disappeared to-day about as suddenly
as it came.  September opened *ec lower
and October ¢, and then both futures de-
clined until the low price of yesterday
was required when the market halted. Re-
ceipts to-day were good, and promise to be
much Jarger in future than they have been.
The holders of old corn begin to realize that
now is the time to  secure prices for their
stuff, as later on prices must surely be
lower, it no accident happens to the ripen-
ing erop. Liverpool was depressed on corn,
as well as wheat, and quotations were 2§
penny per cental lower. The whole future
of the corn market, however, is wrapped
up in the probability of continued good
weather., The close was steady at 475%c
for August and September, 444e for Oc-
tober, 403, for November, 38%¢ for May.
The biggest break in  corn was in October,
which closed i¢e below opening and #e¢
below  yesterday. September closed &e
fln-iow vesterday, and November at a loss of
73C.
