Cuicaco, Aug. 18.—The Hon. Josepn
E. MeDonald of Indiana was found by a
DALY Grope reporter in one of the Pal-
ner house parlors this morning. The rug-
red ex-senator from the Hoosier state said
1 was not enjoyving a pleasure trip, but
1ere on business, and that his health was
good. :

“Hew are political affairs in your state,
renator?” he was asked.

“Very quiet at present. There is no
novement to attract attention—I suppose
yecause there is no occasion for any. We
1ave no election until next year. Mr. Hen-
ricks was here a week ago and he thought
some of the politicians were beginning
t0 move early in the preliminaries bearing
on the next election for United States sena-
tor. Iave you observed any such move-
ment?” 1 have been away from home a
good deal of late, and if any such move-
ments have taken place I am unaware of
them. It is too early to move in the sena*
torship. We Lave got to re-elect a majority
In the legisiature a year from November be-
fore anybody’s chanees become more than

A DISTANT POSSIBILITY.

“I do not see how any move of consequence
ean Le inaugurated until the legislative elec-
tions come on.”

“Ifow are the Indiana Demoecrats satis-
fied with the attitude and policy of the ad-
ministration of President Cleveland?”

**As near as I can judge they admire the
president’s fivi attitude and consider him a
sineere man in all that he undertakes. As
for any well-deiined policy, putting the ad-
ministration on record ina given political
direction, four months is barely time
enough in which to outline such a poliey, to
say nothing of introdueing it. This has got
to be so big a country that big reforms or
general changes are unwieldly things to
handle, and they takea good deal of time.
I have great adiniration for Mr. Cleveland
and believe him to be honest and well-in-
tentioned in the conduet of his administra-
tion. There will always be disappointed
men, and any executive will meet with op-
position.”

CIVIL SERVICE REFORM.

“Do you believe, senator, that civil serv-
ice reform has become a political fixture?”

“Yes, Ithink it has come tostay. Itis
a good thing. There is no reason why any
purely ministerial ofticer should be removed
every time anadministration changes. The
principle of ecivil service reforms meets
with the approbation of good citizens.
There may be efforts to mnake it a politieal
issue, but it is now so far advanced as to
be alinost beyond this. The feasibility of
the system is another matter. Our present
rules are capable of vast improve-
ment. Under any system, however, the
tendeney would be for a party long in
power to absorb the offices. We ean see
how it is done under the present rules.
It works from the foundation up through
every stage. For instance when the Demo-
cratie party is in power the vast majority of
applicants for examination are Democratie
and a large percentage of Democrats are
consequently selected. If any favoritism
is shown by local boards of examiners they
would naturally favor applicants of their
own political faith.”

“It was stated, senator, that in a speech
prior to his election Mr. Cleveland said
that if elected he would not be a candidate
for re-election. Do you think he will stand
by it?”
do mnot recollect what the record
was., It is a long time until 1888, The
people generally settle such questions them-
selves. They have a way of doing it, and
one man’s views or inclinations eut no fig-
ure. e is compelled to bow to the popu-
lar will.”

“*Are your relations with the present ad-
ministration of a friendly character?”

“T was very agreeably treated while in
Washington.”

“‘It has been stated from time to time
that your relations with Mr. Hendricks
were not of the most friendly echaracter,
and that some division exists among your
friends in Indiana.”

*“T'hat is a matter I donot care to discuss.
I think the Democrats of Indiana are in a
fairly healthy condition.”

He is suffering from nervous troubles,
which render it advisable for him to be ab-
solutely quiet. Col. Vilas’ plans on coming
home were to go to Ashland and spend a
few days, then return to Madison and while
on his way back to Washington stop a day
or two in Chicago to participate in the re-
anion of the Army of the Tennessee, which
pocurs Sept. 7.

WAsHINGTON, Aug. 18.—Julian Emner,
Jr., chairman of the Jeffersonian club here,
says that society has preferred charges of
offensive partnership against 800 clerks in
the departments and that 300 clerks have
already been discharged in consequence of
these representations.

all the information within reach. Branches
exist in all parts of the country, and these
are asked to collect information at the
tomes of the clerks. The principal charges
made are negleet of duty for the sake of
rzmy. and scandalous acts of partisanship.

Oklahomna Boomers.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—A  distin-
guished member of congress from the
Northwest has written to the secretaay of
the interior that he is informed that the
settlers (Oklahoma boomers) have in good
faith dispersed. They will no longer re-
main in camp. This action on their part is
the result of the action of the administra-
tion concerning the issue of leases and the
occupancy of the cattle syndicates in the
Indian Territory. He asserts that the
president’s proclamation meets with univer-
sal favor among the people, and has in-
spired the greatest confidence that it is evi-
dent the administration intends todeal with
equal fairness with all classes of people,
and he feels assured there will be mno fur-
ther trouble on the border of the Indian
Territory, In the new code of
rules of practice prepared by the commis-
sioner of the general land office and ap-
proved by the secretary of the interior. The
most important departure from the present
practice is in respect to the initiation of
contests:under the present rules only a party
in interest can bring a contest, except in
the case of abandoned homestead or for-
feited timber culture entries. The new
rules extend to everybody the privilege of
initiating contests against ‘‘the party any
entry filing or other claim under the laws
of congress relating to the public lands for
any suflicient cause affecting the legality or
validity of the claim.” The power of officers
to order hearings in certain classes of con-
tests is extended by the new rules *‘to all
cases where an entry has not been perfected
and no certificate has been issued as a basis
for a patent,” the rules to take effect Sept. 1.

Will Not Bring Suit.

WAsSHINGTON, Aug. 18.—United States
Treasurer Jordan does not believe that the
Adams Express company contemplates
bringing suit against the government or
any of its representatives for alleged viola-
tion of contract in transferring specie from
New Orleans in government vessels in-
stead of by way of the express company.
Mr. Jordan holds that while the contract
might and probably would forbid the trans-
portation of specie by any com-
petitor of the Adams Express company
or by any other transportation line,
the government has the right to move the
money itself. Besides, he doubts whether
the courts would sustain the contract on
general principles, as beis inclined to think
that such contracts with big monopolies are
contrary to good and sound public policy.
He said further that the terms of the con-
tract were probably fair enough for the
transportation of a small quantity of specie
or bullion, but that it would be extrava-
gant and unfair to the government to pay
such a price for the removal of such a large
quantity as is to be brought from New
Orleans.

Forgery in Petition Signatures.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—A letter has
been received here from Col. C. W. Wooley
of Cincinnati, whose name appears in the
petition for Police Lieutenant Mullen’s par-
don, denying that he ever signed that paper.
From this it is evident that forgery has been
added to the crimes perpetrated by those
guilty with Muilins in violating the laws
during the October elections in Ohio. Col.
Wooley is frank enough to admit that he
would have signed the petition had it been
presented to him, but the appearance of his
name was unauthorized. The genuineness
of the rest of the list of names on which
the president and attorney general acted is
thus open to suspicion.

The World’ Fair Funds.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—Warrants have
already been issued by the treasury de-
partment for the payment of undisputed
claims against the World's exposition at
New Orleans,amounting to $118,000. There
remains only $61,980 to be paid on account
of claims the justice of which is admitted
by the managers of the exposition. The
balance of the congressional appropriation,
amounting to $85,000, will be reserved for
the payment of such other disputed claims

as may be found just and equitable.

Activity in Silver Doliars.

WaAsmiNGTeN, Aug. 18.—The treasury
departinent to-day purchased 200,000 ounces
of silver for delivery at the Philadeiphia
mint for coinage into standard dollars. It
is learned at the department that there is
now quitg a brisk movement of silver dollars
all over the country. The issue averages
about $100,000 a week more than during
the same period of last year and is slightly
in exeess of the regular monthly coinage of
£2,000,000.

Soms of Veterans,

WAsHINGTON, Aug. 18.—To-day’s ses-
sion of the convention of Sons of Veterans
was occupied in hearing reports in regard to
the condition of the organization and
changes in the ritual. The election of offi-
cers for the ensuing year will take place to-
morrow. To-night a reception was given
which was attended by many members of
the order. At the meeting to-day a resolu-
tion was adopted recommending the aboli-
tion of the grand division as a useless and
cumbrous part of the organization.

Vessels Quarantined.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 1S.—Information
has been received at the navy department
that the Yantic has been quarantined at
New Orleans. She recently left Colon,
where the yellow fever has been prevalent.
She was on her way to New Orleans to take
silver from the mint in that city to Wash-
ington. It is expected that arrangements
will be made for conveying the silver to the
Yantie in quarantine, so that its transfer
will not be delayed. The Swatara, which
was also bound for New Orleans to convey
silver, will reach that city Friday.

Mer-
chants, anticipating the action, sent their
letters aboard the steamer in government
stamped envelopes.

JUSTICE MADE SURE.

Three Tramps in Indmﬂnﬁeé the House
of a Farmer and ive Summary
Punishment.

The Plucky Man Clubs Them Till Insensi-
ble and Later Prescribes One Hundred
Lashes Each.

Shocking Acclident in Louisiana in
Which an Entire Family are
Vicetims,

Three Brothers in Pennsylvania Meet
Vicient Deaths, all on the
Same Day.

A Piucky Farmer.

CRAWFORDSVILLE, Ind., Aug. 18.—The
residence of Noah Lockabell, on a farm in
Broad’s valley, was entered by tramps Satur-
day night. Lockabell was awakened by
the noise, sprang trom his bed and closed
with the one in the room. The burglar
was reinforced by two others. Mr. Locka-
bell is a powerful man, and flung the cap-
tured burglar against the two others in such
a manner as to bring the three to the floor.
Then he went at them with a club. His
wife brought the clothes line, and together
they bound the tramps, sat down and waited
for them to recover. When the tramps re-
gained consciousness, Mr. Lockabell asked
them which they preferred, to be taken to
Crawfordsville and placed in jail, where
they stood the chance of several years in
the penitentiary, or to be led out one at a
time and receive such a whipping as he
would administer. They choose the latter,
and the farmer took them out, severally,
tied them to the gate post, and administered
100 lashes to each tramp with a large new
rawhide wagon whip. Each stroke of the
whip raised a huge welt on the back of the
tramp, and when the operation was com-
pleted a pool of blood could be seen where
they had stood. Their piteous cries for
mercy called in the neighbors until quite a
little andience had assembled to witness the
castigation of No. 3. As all sympathized
with the irate farmer, the performance
went on until hehad completed the hundred
lashes.

Maxwell’s Defense.

St. Louis, Mo., Aug. 18.—A letter is
published here to-day, dated Sunny Bank,
Hyde, Cheshire, England, July 13, 1885,
and signed Samuel N. Brooks, which speaks
of his son, 8. M. Brooks, - who was sent
last January on a business trip to Ireland,
and of whomno word had been received
since. It had been learned, however,
that he had the curate of an adjoining par-
ish for a companion, and that they had in-
dulged in various extravagances, and that
Brooks’ name had got mixzed up with the
St. Louis trunk tragedy, and also got mixed
up with Dr. Maxwell. The leiter shows
great distress on the part of the writer and
makes an urgent appeal for information in
regard to the person concerned in the mur-
der. A part of this letter was shown to
Maxwell, and he recognized the signature
as that of his father, and instructed the pos-
sessor of the letter to write his father and
tell him that he was innocent of the mur-
der of Preller, and that he had a good de-
fense. In the course of a conversation
Maxwell, or, as he is now pretty definitely
indentified, Brooks, said that Preller was
troubled with insomnia, and that he had
prescribed chloroform for him on several
occasions and with benefit. Preller, how-
ever, had heart disease, he said, and inti-
mated that he had either taken or had ad-
ministered to him on this occasion an over-
dose, with fatal result. This will be
Brooks’ defense when he eomes to trial.

MAXWELL'S DENIAL.

Maxwell will publish a card denying in
toto that he has given any reporter any
outline or idesof his defense as published
here this morning and referred to in a pre-
vious dispatch. He furthermore denies
having acknowledged that his name is
Brooks, and says no matter what is pub-
lished he will not talk about his case or
give any one any idea what his defense
will be. The letter previously referred to,
signed Samuel W. Brooks, is genuine, how-
ever. It was received here by John D.
Nincel, a highoflicer in the Masonic order.
Mr. Nincel has replied to it and is daily
expecting another letter fromm the same
person. Maxwell was placed in the sheriff’s
custody to-day and put in jail.

An Awiul Peath.

MArsmALL, 1L, Aug. 18.—One of the
maost horrible cases of suffering on record is
reported from McKeen, six miles east of
here. On the 6th of this month David Black
aged 11, was thrown from a horse and his
arm broken in two places. An unskiiled
physician set it, leaving one of the bones
protruding through the flesh. Mortification
set in and soon spread to the ehild's shoulders
and body. The mortified arm was left ex-
posed to the flies by some means, and last
Wednesday worms began working at the
flesh of the living boy. After suffering the
most awful agonies for five days,and having
his arm eaten entirely away by the worms,
the sufferer died Sunday night, and the re-
mains were buried at once. The surgeon
has been warned to leave the country.

Cold=Blooded Murder.

St. Lovis, Aug. 18.—Mike Fitzgerald
and Charles Scherman, two steamboat
cooks, between whom a long-standing feud
had existed, were between 9 and 10 o'clock
to-night on the comer of Sixth and Market
streets when, without speaking a word,
Scherman drew a revolver and shot Fitz-
gerald in the side. Fitzgerald ran to the
street and Scherman followed him and fired
two more shots. Fitzgerald then fell to
the ground, and Scherman stood over him
and fired two more balls into him, one pass-
ing through his head, killing him instantly.
Scherman was arrested. Fitzgerald was a
“tough,” and killed Pete Brady on the
same corner five years ago. Scherman was
regarded as a quiet and peaceable man.

Killing off the Reds,

Forr Bowik, Ariz., Aug. 18.—Capt.
Davis of the Fourth cavalry reports that
Lieut. Day struck Geronimo’s camp north-
cast of Nakavi on Aug. 7, and killed three
bucks. a squaw and Geronimo'’s son, aged
13. Healso captured fifteen women and
children, and among them three wives and
five children of Geronimo. Geronimo was
wounded. Besides him only two other
bucks and one squaw escaped. Everything
in the camp was captured, On the 29th
ult. Lient Day ambushed a party of four
Chiricahuas, killed two and captured all the
horses and supplies.

An Illinois Murder,

EvaxsviLLe, Ind.,, Aug. 18.—A hor-
rible murder occurred in Union county.
The dead body of Lydia Burnett was found
on the roadside, with the throat cut. Med-
ical examination proved that the unfor-
tunate girl had been outraged. A farm
hand living in the vieinity has
rested on suspicion.

The task washut half com-
pleted when a gust of wind suddenly biow-
ing through the open door senta spark
straight at the powder, which ignited amd a
terrible explosion followed. The roof of
the dwelling was torn off and three children
were instantly killed. The mother received
such injuries that before an hour she, too,
was dead, while the husband and father
aud two children were badly injured. The
noise of the explosion brought a number of
neighbors to the scene, when the bruised
and blackened bodies of the whole family
told the sad story of the fearful havoc
wrought by the spark.

THOSE BARRELS,

The Government Threatened With
Extensive Suits.

PHiLApELPHIA, Aug. 18.—In regard to
the recent seizure of a large quantity of
whisky shipped to thisecity from Peoria,
IlL, which was alleged to have been put
into fraudulently construeted barrels, with
an intention of defranding the government,
it is learned that an order was received
in this city to-day from Washington
directing the release of all the
whisky consigned by Messrs. Wollner
Bros., and also that the consignments of
the Manhattan Distillery company had been
released by a compromise, whereby the dis-
tiliery company are to pay the tax upon
one zalion of whisky in each eighty-three
barrels out of every 100 shipped by them,
with the understanding that they would
file a claim in the United States courts to

recover the extra taxes so paid.
The shipments of the Great West-
en Dastilling company and Zell,

Zweibacher & Co. are still detained, pend-
ing an investigation by the revenue officials.
It is understood that there are upwards of
4,000 barrels of whisky which will be
affected by the action of the government,
and it is thought the entire matter will be
compromised and then taken into the court.
The wholesale liquor mete-of Philadelphia,
representing a eapital of' $20,000,000, have
addressed a letter to the revenue collector
of this district concerning the alleged fraud-
ulently constructed barrels, claiming the
packages are regularly made and informing
him that unless they are permitted to pur-
sue their business without further interrup-
tion they wiil bring action against the gov-
ernment for damages sustained.

Mormouns in Mexico.

EL Paso, Tex., Aug. 18.—The lands in
Mexico upon which the Mormon leaders
have decided to locate their proselytes and
new recruits from Europe, are situated in
the northern part of the state of Chihua-
hua, within fifty miles of the Arizona and
New Alexican boundary line, a portion of
the lands lying in Socorro. The new
Canaan is a magnificent grazing country,
well watered and suseeptibie of a high state
of cultivation. The soil is virgin. It is
said the Mormon section comprises about
1,006,000 acres, which they have contracted
to purchase at very low figures. No money
has passed yet, as the titles are being per-
fected, and the Mormons demand that the
federal government shall confirm the
legality of the title before they hand over
the money. Arrangements are going for-
ward, however, for the immediate settlo-
ment of the lands, and the vangzuard of the
JMormon army will arrive the first week in
December from Utah. Brigham Young,
Jr., while here recently, said that he was
offered millions of arres of good land at a
remarkably cheap price, and that Mexicans
were offering every inducement to secure
the Mormon colony, instead of assuming a
hostile attitude toward the latter, as has
been currently reported.

A Nice Boston Sensation.

Bostox, Aug. 18.—Application was
made to the munieipal court this afternoon
for a warrant, charging Rev. W. W. Downs
and Mrs. Annie Tabor with adultery. Mr.
Downs, who has a wife and eight children,
is pastor of the Bowden Square Baptist
church, and the woman, who is young and
pretty, is the wife of Frederick 1. Tabor.
Tabor says that, suspeeting undue intimacy
between the minister and his wife, he se-
cured the services of two friends. They
went to the house where she lives and
broke in the bedroom door, finding
positive evidence of eriminality. Tabor's
friends mounted guard, while he himself
hurried to the nearest police station and
two officers came and locked the pair up.
To-day Tabor filed a bill for divoree,
Downs says he went to Mrs. Tabor’s house
to assist her in packing up prepanatory to
her departure for her parents’ home, and
that he had removed his coat because the
evening was warm.

The Pot Still Boiling.

LimA, Aug. 18.—On the 15th inst. the
government troops occupying Conta, con-
sisting of 350 infantry and 100 cavalry,
were sarprised by the rebel forees, number-
ing from 1,800 to 2,000 men, and said to be
under the command of Gen. Cocerrer of
Col Morols Bermudez. The battle lasted
five hours, when the government troops had
exhausted their ammunition and their
mitrailleuse had been disabled. A bayonet
charge was attempted, but without success,
and they retreated in confusion. Lieut.
Col. Bustomente, seeing that all was lost,
shot himself. Losses on both sides were
very considerable. Two hundred fugitives
of the zovernment forces have arrived at
Lima and the environs.

Thirsting for Revenge.

PARr1s, Aug. 18.—M. Rochefort in his
article in the Intransigeant, urging Franece
to demand from England reparation for the
murder of Olivier Pain, also says that if the
government fails to obtain the desired satis-
faction, the friends of the dead man should
make Lord Dions, the British embassador,
an object for their revenge. Inconsequence
of anarchist threats [against “the British
embassy here, policemen* have been guard-
ing the embassy all day, and the doors were
kept closed until evening. Threats are
made to hold a demonstration of sympathy
with Olivier Pain to-morrow,

IS IT PAIN?

BoMBAY, Aug. 18.—A  man, apparently
a Catholie priest, who recently arrived here
from Cochin China, was arrested on suspi-
cion of being a Russian spy. It is now be-
lieved he is Olivier Pain, although he de-
nies it. Before his arrest he had visited
the principal towns in Southern and West-
ern India.

STILL ANOTHER.

CArro, Aug. 18.—A journalist in the
Soudan was reeently eaptured and taken
before the British commander on suspicion
ot being Olivier Pain, but was released
when his identity had been established.
This is believed to be the only basis for the
story of the Paris Intransigeant. It has
been intimated in the British camp that the
capture of Pain for the sake of the papers
in his possession wouid be rewarded, but it
is said that Pain has never been seen.

ANOTHER BIG STRIKE.

The Enights of Labor on the Union Pacific
and Gould’s Southwest System Re-
ceive Instructions.

Official Orders Issued that They Must Re-
fuse to Handle or Repair Wabash
Rolling Stock.

If the Order is Antagonized by the
Rallroads, the Full Force to be
Ordered Out.

Eighty Thousand Men Affectede==
Will the Great Strike Prove
Successful?

The Strike.

St. Louts, Aug. 18.—A meeting of the
executive board of the Knights of Labor
and of the committee representing the em-
ployes of the Wabash system was held thig
morning. A body of resolutions was adopted
denouncing the Wabash oflicials
trying to break the Knights of Labor,
and for causing the arrest of its members
by United States marshals like common
felons. Congressman William Warner of
Kansas City, Mo., and Gen. J. M. Palmer
of Springfield, 1ll., were requested per
resolution to defend the impris-
oned and persecuted  knights; to
prosecute the Wabash railroad for econ-
spiracy, and to impeacir Judges Treat,
Brewer and Krekel. I..J. Russell of the
Gould system committee says that the
‘Wabash order issued yesterday was prelimi-
nary to a general order, but declined to say
when the general order would be issued, or
give an idea of its extent. This afternoon
a general strike was ordered on all the lines
west of the Mississippi. The Wabash road
has only two very smail repair shops and a
small roundhouse here, employing, all told,
perhaps fifty men. It therefore ecuts but a
slight figure in a strike. All these men re-
mained at work to-day, and there is not
likely to be any trouble at this point. The
general executive committee of the Knights
of Labor were in session again this after-
noon, and formulated and issued the follow~
ing

IMPORTANT ORDER:

Office of the General Secretary and Treas-
urer, St. Louis, Mo., Aug. 18, 1885.—To all
whom it may concern, Greeting: Owing to
the persistent fight of the Wabash company
against the Knight ot Labor, the general ex-
ecutive board deem it advisable to issue the
following order to all assemblies on the Union
Pacific railroad and Gould’s Southwest SyS-
tem. To all assemblies on the above lines of
railways: All Knights of Labor in the
employ of the Union Pacific and its branches
and Gould’s Southwest system or any other
railroad must refuse to repair or to handle in
any manner Wabash rolling stock until
further orders from the general executive
board, and if this order is antagonized by the
company, throughuny of its officials, your
execative committee is hereby ordered to eall
out all Knights of Labor on the above sys-
tems without further action. By order of the
general executive board,

Grand Secretary and Treasurer.

It develops that it was the intention of
the board to issue this order before the one
sent over the Wabash, as the actual weak-
ness of theKnights on that road was known
to the executive committee, and there was
good reason to believe that the effort of
to-day would have been favorable, but
from some unexplained cause it was held
back. The order was, however, tele-
graphed®all over the specified roads thig
evening, and assembly meetings were called
at every point to receive it, and itis ex-
pected that to-morrow the real strike will
be fairly on. In this connection the Globe
Demoecrat will say to-morrow: *“Under
this order all Knights of Labor

inany way to handle Wabash railroad
stock, and should any yard master, master
mechanie, distriet or division superintend-
ent, or any other official of the road en-
deavor to force the men to handle such cars,
then a district strikeis ordered. The situa
tion is about this. On the Wabash road
the Knights of Labor are all, or nearly all,
out and have been for some time; but om
the Missouri Pacific, Iron Mountain, the
Union Pacific and other roads the Knights
are said to fill the shops and yards. Thus
is this last order a guarantee of a
revolution of labor. It will at any rate
force a public test of the strength of thae
Knights of Labor and the fealty to the
prineiples which each has sworn to uphold.
In fact, the fate of the organization seems
to be in the issue, and it remains to be seen
whether the 80,000 Knights, as are claimed
to be employed on the railways west of the
Mississippi  river, will obey the call
of the executive board, whom they vested
with this absolute power.” Dispatches from
Council Bluffs, Andrews, Ind., Decatur,
and in faet from all points on the Wabash
road, especially Stanberry, Mo., received
by officials and by the press heresare to the
effect that the men remained at work to-day
and that no demonstration was anywhere
made. So far the strike, in its relations to
the Wabash road at least, is regarded as a
complete fizzle.

An Interesting Strike.

BmyiNemawm, Ala., Aug. 18.—The sita-
ation at Warrior coal mines near here has
assumed a peculiar status. The strikers
who objected to the employment of 1talian
labor are stubbornly holding out, while
twenty-three Italian newcomers are in jail
in default of bail, on the charge of carrying
concealed weapons and firing pistols in
publie. The regular miners are prosecutors.
The foreigners will have a hearing to-mor-
row. Meantime the miners say they will
quit work the moment foreign laborers are
introduced, and will permit none but them-
selves to work at the mines. The company
is equally determined.

The Stonecutters’ Strike.

PmiLADELPHIA, Pa., Aug. 18.—The
strike of the stonecutters continues without
any signs of an immediatesettlement. A
new pinase of the situation was developed
to-day by the issue of a manifesto by the
Master Stonecutters’ association, in which
they announce their determination to no
longer employ journeymen belonging to the
Journeymen Stonecutters’ society.

Death of a $25,000 Cow.
Special to the Globe.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 18.—During the past
week the world-renowned cow, Princess
Second, belonging to Mrs. Samuel Shoe-
maker, died from an overtaxation of the
system. Some time ago a test of her butter
qualities was made and she yielded in seven
days forty-six pounds and six ounces
of butter. About two years ago her
owner refused $25,000 for her. She was
8 years and 6 months old, and was bought
at auction in New York for $4,800. She
was of the celebrated Coomassile strain.
Her last calf was sold during the absence
from home of Mrs. Shoemaker for $10,000,
but upon her return she refused to ratify
the sale. Dr. Ward, the state veterinary
surgeon, at the request of Mrs. Shoe-
maker, diagnosed the case of the cow,
inasmuch as there are two other animals
in her herd of equal value, which require
constant attention. After a careful inves-
tigation Dr. Ward came to the conclusion
that the animal could not stand the tremen-
dous strain she was subjected to when her
butter qualities were being tested. The
food at this time was of the richest quality
and after this was completed she was fed as
any ordinary dairy eow. This change was
too much even for her splendid constitution
and death resulted.

Another Success.

NEwporT, R. L., Aug. 18.—Experiments
were made at the torpedo station to-night
with a movable, 15,000-candle-power elec~
tric search light, for use at sea.
