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Care of Cows at Night--Sheep Ralsing
===Agriculiural Miscellany.

Creameries.
Hon. H. B. Gurler,

Ilinois State Dairyman’s association, who |

is the owner of-several creameries, replies
to a note addressed to him by the Illinois
state board of agriculture, as follows:

Inquiry developed the fact that a number
of complaints have been filed with the Illinois
ent of agriculture and the State |
Dauirymen’'s iation by c nities that |
bave been induoced by oily-tongued strangers |
to invest from £5.000 to £10,000 in a cheese |
factory or creamery, when an establishsent
costing one-fourth the amount would be
ample for the wants of the people. Having
been informed that communities in various |
parts of the state have been imposed upon by |
parties truveling over the country for the |
special purpose of organizing companies to
construct creameries, 1 inclose you estimates
of the necessary cost of counstracting and
equipping creameries for whole-inilk work; ’
that is, where the milk is taken to the
factory, and also for gathered cream work: |
thatis, where the cream is raised on the farm
and is skimmed and gathered by an agent of

the creamery. To make the same amount of |
butter the whole wmilk work or systew |

requires much the largest investment, as the |
mik is four or five times as bulky as the
cream from the milk, which fact necessitates
more room. I am satisted from my ex-
perience in building whole-milk factories that |
one to handle and manufacture into butterand |
cheese 15,000 pounds of milk per day, to be !
fitted up with ceatrifugal cream scparators !
and all other necessary machivery, and an
ice-house, can be built for $4,000. The water
supply is not in this estimate,
Its cost depends on circumstances, Itis
to have a reliable supply from
some source. A gathered-cream factory with
a capacity to make 1,000 pounds of butter per
day can be built and furnished complete,
including ice-house and well,” for £2,000.
Plenty of pure water is necessary in all
creameries, and the colder it is the better.
The first season that I operated a gathered-
cream factory I made 500 pounds of butter
per day, and the investinent in building vats,
churns, boiler, engine, tubular well and other
ies, except ice-h , was not in  ex-
cess of £500, but everything was worked to
its full capacity, including myself as butter-
maker.o

Stabling Cows at Night.

From the time whereof our memory run-
neth not to the country, it has been the !
practice of some farmers or dairymen to !
yard or stable their cots at night during |
the summer, or pasturing season, and give |
them a handful of bran or *‘a lick of salt”
for the purpose of reconciling them to con-
finement. A New York dairyman has
adopted the plan of stabling his cows at
night, feeding each four quarts of wheat
middlings, costing daily about 8 cents
per cow. His idea is that by this plan the
cow perfectly digests the grass eaten during |
the day, instead of again crowding her
paunch with an extra ration of grass: the |
wheat middlings promotes an extra milk
secretion, and lastly, the manure saved
during the summer will return the cost of
the purchased grain, for it will be ample to
well manure several aeres of wheat. Inde- |
pendent of all this he thinks that in the |
more perfect mastication of the food, and |
the gain she gets, pay for the grain and
even more. 1t saves going for the cows in
the moming, and, uniess the farmers has a
night pasture, it saves a double tramping
of the field each twenty-four hours that
gives the grass a better chance. It would
seem that if the matter was reversed and
the cows turned, during the very hot
season, to pasture at night, the flies, scald-
ing sun, ete., would be avoided and the
cow afforded an undisturbed oceasion to |
“‘ensilage™ a couple of hundred pounds of
green grass.  Either way would be better
during July and August than to sappose
that the cow can care for herself and give
three galions of milk per day. In
the winter at her time of rest, feeding with
hay alone, and standing inside a fence
twelve hours out of the twenty-four, re-
gardless of the weather, is the fashion with
some farmers to “‘touzhen™ their cows into
extra milkers. If one does not grow green
soiling crops for the cows, try one season,
after the ‘‘flush” of feed is gone, giving
each cow a grain ration, and with those that
respond best with increased messes add to
it in such cases, and see where the limit of
profit is reached.

Sheep Raising.

Itis doubtful whether the average farmer
can make a more profitable investment, in
a moderate way, than in keeping a
few head of well-selected sheep. No well-
regulated farm should be without them.
Aside from the income derived from the
sale of wool, early lambs or mutton sheep,
it is well understood by the practical
farmer, in the older settled portions of the
country, that sheep are the greatest scaven-
gers that can be placed on the farm. No
matter now good or plentiful the grass may
be in their range, it will be found that they
have quite effectually trimmed the tender
shoots of most of tne indigenous weeds.
An exchange says that mutton-raising
seems to be attracting the atteation of
sheep men to an unusuzl extent in these
days of low wool, and they are discussing
through the papers the relative profitable-
ness of this and wool-growing, with the
tendency just now to make the balance ap- |
pear in the favor of mutton-growing. All |
the time it is insisted that the sheep must be
big, well-shaped. plump and fat, or the best
of their kind, to wake exclusive mutton-
raising pay. Certainly thisis right, and
the same is equally true of wool-growing.
To derive any profit from the growing of
wool above actual expenses, the sheep must
be the best of the wool-bearing breeds, and
the tleece must be long and clean stapled,
fine and densely fibered. Where these high
standards of excellence are attained, sheep
will under ordinary circumstances yield
some profit, whether they be of the mution
or wool breeds, even when ordinary or low
grade sheep would be grown at a positive
loss.
