A SAFE HAIL.

Burglars Get in Succe*»f ul Work at
Tliirlaii**Hotel.

When the clerk at Thielan's hotel, corner
Central avenue and Fifth street southeast,
arose yesterday morning he found thieves
had been there since he had gone. A smell
of powder prevaded the room and the safe
in the corner was badly torn and bursted.
During the night burglars had entered the
room and had twice drilled the safe, the
second attempt resulting in blowing it open.

Montgomery told her not to lire, and to
scare her displayed his own weapon. Noth-
ing daunted, she cocked her pistol, and, to
save his life, Montgomery fired. The ball
struck her in the hand ami arm, disabling,
but not fatally wounding her. He tied
from the city, and, in the meantime, the
grand jury returned an indictment against
him.

Waiting- for the Tlire*liiMjr--Oi>era-

Milling has been extremely dull all of

this month, not more on account of repairs
to the canal than from the sluggish condi-
tion of the market, the millers not produc-
ing preferring to buy for orders to starting
up their mills. The Miller willreview the
situation this week as follows:

There has been MOM !ile on "chanpo the
pastweak, the rapid and steady decline in
values pushing the shorts to cover and de-
veloping some desire to buy on the part of
the lew who hold bullish views. The volume
of business has not been large, but there are
many sig-ns which aufrur a healthy and lively
season when the crop begins to move
freely. But little new wheat has come
in as yet. although the threshers have been
busy for ten days or more, and it is the opin-
ion of many that fanners will hold their
wheat as long as possible, the majorityof
them seeming to have Inflated views of the
future Of prices, "dollar wheat" betas; freely
talked about in many sections. The local
papers seem to believe that there is a deter-
mination on the part or millers and elevator
men to let the first heavy shipments of the
new crop go by this cityto aid in breaking
prices at the lake ports, but the fact that
much of the crop has been damaged makes
it certain that the hard wheat will be kept In
this vicinityfor use by our mills, although
they will not hinder the passage of the infer-
ior grades tojothcr markets.

The verdict of the threshers is anxiously
awaited. Latest reports from the North in-
dicate that the harvest this m la of the bound-
ary line will not be finished for ten days ormore, the fields hi some portious of the Ued
river valley being underwater to an extent
that preveuts the entrance of machines, but
as a whole, the harvest has progressed quite
favorably, and the crop promises to turn out
better than many have anticipated.

BOOMS or me hills.
The operations of our mills were on a con-

siderably larger scale last week, there being
five mills m operation part of the time.
The- Hour output of the week was
60,658 barrels;—averaging 10.1U barrels
dtiily—against 24,826 barrels the preceding f
week, and 100,101 bbls for the corresponding i
week in 18S4. This week there are six mills ,
running, all but one of which arc of tho
larger class. They are turning out u!»out :

10.CC0 barrels daily. As for next weck,there is
ROOM uncertainty about the product holding
oat as strong.

FOOD FOR THE FLAMES.

The Inland MillCompany's Build-
ing: Burned--Over 940,000 Lost.
NicolletIsland was visited by a fire yes-

terday afternoon, entailing \u25a0 loss of about
540,000, and which will result in throwing
fiftypeople out of employment. The fin
was iirst discovered in a pile of shavings,
lying near a small barn owned by the
Northwestern Furniture company, and
hand grenades were thrown upon the llanies
until the stock ofgrenades bad become ex-
hausted. The lire alarm was then turned
in from the box on Central avenue, but by
the time ofthe first arrival of the depart-
ment the barn had been consumed. The
barn contained a span of bones and three
cutters besides a small amount offeed. The
horses were taken out with much difficulty,
but nothing else was saved. To every-
body's surprise the llames communi-
cated to the large four-story
manufacturing building owned by the
Island Power company. The lire depart-
ment experienced great difficulty in getting
to work. The only water main on the
island is on Central avenue, several blocks
distant from the lire, and the precipitous
banks of the river forbade the use of the
stream until another length of suction hose
could be procured, which occupied consid-
erable valuable time. By this time the
flumes had made great headway. One of
the sections of the manufacturing block,
which is divided into live sections, was
hopelessly burned. A second alarm was
sent in. calling out the entire department.
Itwas supposed that the different sections
were divided by absolutely tire-proof walls.
This, however, proved a delusion. Sec-
tion C had burned, and suddenly section li
was discovered on lire. This was occupied
by the Northwestern Furniture company and
Zerbaugb Bios., picture frame and mould-
Ings manufacturers. The combustible na-
ture ofthe materials gave the fire a terrific
Impetus, and i; was feared that the entire
row must fall prey, but fortunately the par-
tition wall between sections A and B proved
a sufficient barrier and the lire was stopped.
The two sections, however, had been gutted.
The walls were alone left, with a portion
of the roof.

THE SUFFERERS.
The building was owned by the Island

Power company, of which W. W. Eastman
is agent and treasurer. The company's
loss depends largely upon the factof whether
or no: the wails of the building .arc dam-
aged or ruined. Ifthe walls can be used
again; the loss will do! exceed $6,009, upon
which there is insurance in companies rep-
resented by E. B. Ames aggregating $5,000.

Zerbaugli Bros., occupying a portion of
section B. suffer a loss on machinery and
moulding? in stocK amounting to $3,500,
upon which they hold an insurance of $1,400
in companies represented by W. A. Barnes.

The Northwestern Furniture company
was the heaviest sufferer. Everything was
burned and the machinery was practically
mined. The loss will amount to 515,000,
upon which there was insurance In com-
panies represented by K. Eichoru, amount-
ing to $0,100.

McAfee A: Wing owned and run the
grist mill. They estimate their loss at
$7,000, but held an insurance ofonly 83,000
in companies represented by W. A. Barnes.

E. M. Miller owned the feed mill and had
not l cent ofinsurance. His loss willreach
£4.000.

W. Paine, manufacturer of graham and
oat meal flour, suffered a loss of $1,500 and
bad no insurance.

T. Strickle, proprietor ofthe brush fac-
tory, in the third story ofsection C, had no
Insurance and lost 53,500 in machinery and
Stock.
