This excursion was one tendered by the
management of the road to the business
men of the cities on the road, in order to

give thorn an opportunity to examine the
facilities newly offered them for reaching
their metropolis. The arrangements were
in charge of Mr. M. U. I.iit.l!. general
passenger and ticket agent of the road.

The first eight miles of the outward trip

were made in twelve minutes,
and the track was remarkably
level considering that the road-
bed is new and not folly settled, and that
the ballasting is still going on. ihc trip

down was \u25a0 delightful one, occupying two
hours and thirty-live minutes, and the party
was unanimous in expressions of pleasure
at the magnificent country along the line. :

At an
early hour people began to pour into the
hotel from their other stopping places and
at 8 o'clock the capacious corridor of the
hotel was packed. From that time until
9 o'clock the hotel was all life and bustle
and there was a general cruslu The mer- j
chant princes ofthe city were out in force
and made the most ofthe occasion to form
and renew acquaintances. The North-
western band occupied a section

1 the corridor and occasionally drowned
he hum ofvoices dv some lively air. At

the appointed time the doors of the dining
room were opened. For the occasion the
ladies ordinary was swallowed up in the
hall and the tables were let wherever there

APPEAHANTE OF TIIE TABLES.
The baud altered its position to a spot

where the strains reached the hall, and to
its music boldly strode in the 000, with
Mayor Rice and a few more prominent
visitors and citizens leading the van. The
latter took apost near the center of the hall.

until every available chair was
occupied. On the table before him
each man found the annual
report ofthe chamber of commerce, on the
outside of which was printed the bill of
fare. Contrary to the customary mode of
reading a book the guests reversed the order
of perusal and began reading the end of the
book first. The change was, however,
found satisfactory, and for the next hour
the banqueters discussed the palatable bill
offare in all its moods and tenses.

toasts. This was The City of St. Paul, re-
sponded to by lion. Edmund Rice.

MA YOU HICK,
without formal words of welcome, re-
quested the visitors to receive the courtesies
ofthe citizens ofSt. PauL He heartily ex-
tended to them the freedom and protection
ot the city. The city, he said, preseuted
landscapes, enterprise, giowth. intellect
and moral standing which no other city
excelled. It claimed to represent the agri-
cultural interests— enterprise of the
country now extending to the Booty moun-
tains, and it was proud of Its possession.
In a quarter of a century the cityhud grown
to a population of 111,000. 11 they looked
at its school houses churches, princely
mercantile houses, and other evidences of
growth and prosperity, the visitors would !
»co what would do credit to any city
in the world. Then look at its
railroads stretching out in all directions 'nearly 20,000 miles. He alluded to the
Minnesota & Northwestern railroad as a I
St. Paul enterprise, because it was pro-
posed and mated through the efforts
of a St. Paul man. He pointed to the nu-
merous flourishing cities which cover the 'state, and dwelt with pride on the twin
cities. His remarks were enthusiastically
received and closed with loud applause.

SKXATUUSWEEXEY.
Our Visitors From lowa, Separated for

Political Commerce, Their Interests and
Ours are One. was the second toast.

Senator Sweeney said, in response, sepa-
rated as the two states are, a- stated in the
toast, forpolitical purposes. Minnesota and j
lowa are identical in interests. Within
his recollections he came to pro-
tect the twin cities from the Indians |
of the West. Now,people are flying hither
with their families, not tor protection but
to find homes. There are now two cities
built up with a population of a quarter of
a million. Here has been built up a city 'which in itself was a pride to the West,
and lowa and Minnesota were indeed one
people. The sons of Minnesota and lowa
had inarched together side by side and shed
their blood on many a bloody field. The
people of lowa were glad that this state
has builded up such cities, that she
stretched her hand down to lowa and bade
its people welcome. [Cheers.] To-day. !
Chicago had a rival in St. Paul for her pa't-
toaaga, [Cheers.] He but voiced the sen-
timents excursionists when he said.they
were gratified for what they received and
lie knew that every one was mashed on St.
Paul. [Cheers.] St. Paul to-day, like St.
Paul ofold, promised well for the stomach's
sake. The visitors from lowa would never
forget how they had been received and he
hoped their visit would redound to the
profit of the St. Paul jobbers, as it had to
the pleasure ofthe visitors. [Cheers.]

D. K. XOYE9
was called on to respond to the next toast,
which read as follows: The Basin of the
Upper Mississippi, the Heart of the Con-
tinent. He thought that was a large amount
of toast for a small amount of time. A lew
years ago it would have required much
nerve to say the upper Mississippi was the
center of the continent. But the worldhas
seen what the valley of the upper Missis-
sippi could do. It has seen
how it could raise wheat, it had
seen its men and what a galaxy of states
bordered its banks. He used to think be- |
fore coining West that things were exag-
gerated here, but when he came he saw his
mistake. He did not believe anything was
exaggerated, and to oblige a neighbor he
would even believe the census was not ex-
aggerated. [Laughter and loud applause.]
Although that were a hard thing to do.
[Continued laugther.] If they had the
heart ofthe continent in their keeping they
had a trust. Let them then regard the
trust, and let the heart of the country be
true.

C. T. BENEDICT
responded to the next toast. Itwas: Our
Visitors from Southern Minnesota; Ye
Were so Near and yet so Far.
Some eighteen years ago he said he dis-
covered a sign in Rochester which said
"seventy-five miles to St Paul." It took
five hours to come, and he used to wonder
how far it was to St. Paul. To-day he
realized they could reach hero in less than
live hours' weary travel.

Thirty years ago the first settlement was
made in Olmsled county. Itis the temple
In the modern Jerusalem. Ho had been
told that a strata of lime rock underlies
Olmsted county which will drive up wheat
so strongly that not even we.-ls can grow.
That is the place to live. Ifa man wants
stock weather let him go to Olmsted county.
The merchants of Rochester have beea
taking tons of merchandize from different
places abroad. Everything came from
abroad, largely from Chicago. A little out
of the way from St. Paul, they got to send-
ing to Chicago. They are now reaching to
St. Paul, and when a man now comes this
way it has got to be an old saying, "there
goes more brains to St. Paul." This city
had heretofore been having skim milk, but
the cream.was down to the South. Would
they now go for the cream. They would
find a ready hand to grasp theirs. [Cheers.]
Itwould change the sentiment from "so
near and yet so far," to "so far and yet so
near." [Cheers.]

A. U. STICK.NF.Y.
"The Minnesota and Northwestern rail-

way, hitherto the missing link. blest be
the tie which binds." In rising to pond
Mr. A. B. Stickney was received with pro-
longed applause. He said he was stunned
when he got the toast. It said the miss-
ing link. He always thought the missing
link was the connecting tie between man ;

and monkey. (Laughter). The question
was which was the man and which was the
monkey. (More laughter.) He had little to
say about the " road. They had a pretty
good road and a pretty poor track: that
was all to be said. To the merchants of
lowa and Southern Minnesota he said, if
they wanted their business to increase, they
should purchase their goods and
sell their produce in St. Paul.

Minnesota could favorably
compare with her sister states in other

I respects, in banking capital, in railways
and other matters. Where, then, was the
man who would say here was the limit of
their growth? But it had been from the
Orient that wealth had come. Th had
heretofore flowed Wot. but changing its
course, it would soon flow East and then
what willbe the result?

The cells are all arched so that
above the point where the arches touch is
a vacant space. Once in this the men could
climb around under the roof until the sky-
light was reached, and from that i
point lower themselves to the ground.
The wall is about eighteen inches
thick, but has a ventilation hole about four
by six inches. With this as a start-
ing point Farrell and Kennedy began turn-
Ing out the stones. They worked at night

Why is it that we have not dove some-
thing? For fifty years you have loaned
temperance associations, but what have you

I accomplished? The liquor dealers all over
the laud are ruining men, women and
children. The Lord calls on as to come up
and do something. lie calls upon us to
overthrow the area! evil and to save our
children and the people from this great
drink power.

The speaker drew some consolation from
the fact that two handled thousand women
are on their knees daily praying for the
success of the temperance cause, and ex-
pressed some curiosity to know how Satan
feels \u25a0 ben he sees that sight, and knows
that the women are laboring to relieve
this land from this traffic The whisky
sellers, she claimed, felt already the effects
Of the work done by the Woman's Chris-
tian Temperance union, and were conscious
that their doom was tattled. The fact Is,
she said, men fear the cholera, small-pox
aud yellow fever and take all the precau-
tions possible to avoid them, but all tho*e
combined cannot equal this liquor runic.

: Nothing but want and misery conies from
this detestable tranie. She declared that

J men and the churches an indifferent in re-
gard to it. Some ministers, -he said, are
talking about the scriptural u^e of
liquor, and the nutritive qualities

jofliquor. This she coudemned and wanted
\u25a0 an open declaration of war on their part

! against the trallic. The traffic is worse
j than the plague, worse than war. and yet

I the traffic goes on. She urged all to fight
against the sale of intoxicating drinks, to
have temperance taught iii the schools and

j generally to struggle to put down the evil.

Railway Earning* and Expense*.
To the Editor of the Globe:

A good deal is written on the subject of
the profits of running railroads by people
who do not know what they are talking
about. Here, tor instance, comes Grace
Courtland, who signs herself "The Witch
of Wall Street," and in a letter to the Globe
figures out the cost of running a freight
train from Chicago to New York, including
train hands' wages, fuel, wear and tear, oil
and interest ou the rolling stock. Then
she arrives at the conclusion that the profit
on a trip of a train of thirty cars is $1,404.
She forgets to include in her expense ac-
count the mm of track-repairers, fore-
men, switchmen, bridge watchmen, freight
handlers, etc., and the salaries of the sup-
erintendents and other officials, and of the
agents who obtain the freight. More sur-
prising still, she makes no account of the
fact that railroads cost money to build and
that a" large part of the earnings of every
train must go towards paying interest OB
the capital invested in roadbed, right-of-way
and equipment. A road from Chicago to
New York, with its equipments and sta-
tions, terminal facilities and rolling stock,
represents about one hundred millions of
dollars. Interest on that sum is about
890.000 a day. Now let your statistical
figure out how many trains must be run
daily at 91,464 profiton each before th.re
is a \u25a0liar of net profit on the whole road
as a business enterprise._ „ *-• B. V. SMAI.I.KV.
