A CONFESSED MURDERER.

William IturplijDelivers Himself
Up to the Police.

At about S:3O last evening a seedy-look-
ing individual walked with a sangfroid air
into the First precinct station. He was ap-
parently a shade over 30 years of age and
wore a fullblack cropped beard. He ap-
proached Jailor Needham and inquired ifhe
was in charge. Being answered in the
ifurmative, the stranger visitor stated that
lie bad come to deliver himself up for mur-
ler, committed about fourteen months ago.

We struggled awhile
and 1 pulled my revolver out and shot him.
He pulled himself onto another car and 1
went back and rode in one of the eiivus
wagons. Tin' brakemau died. 1 don't re-
member his name, if 1 bini not >h<'t him
ie would have killed me. 1 teel certain of
;hat."

'"Why have you delivered yourself up?
Have you suffered the pangs of remorse?"

"'No. it wis ma that. Of course 1 have
leeply regretted killing the man. but my
conscience is clear, i did it in self-
defense. I will tell you why 1 delivered
myself Up. After the shouting 1 left tiie
circus and went into the harvest fields. 1
worked last year at Grand Forks. Ardock
and Miuto. Detectives were searching for
me anil 1 left. Since then I have been
roaming about from place to place, living
off what little ] could earn by cutting
wood and doing odd jobs. 1 tell you it has
been pretty tough. I have been starving
since last fall. 1 have lived in St. Paul
most of the present summer, but walked
up to Minneapolis a week ago. 1 have
found only a few jobs t.t do and 1 could
stand it no longer. lam about dead with
aunger."

The speaker gavf every indication of
candor and truthfulness. He is now in
the lockup, and his case will be investi-
gated to-day.

A DASTARDLYATTEMPT

To Burglarize a Safe in the Imuinc-
ulute Conception Clmrcli.

Saturday morning evidence was found of
an attempt to burglarize a safe 111 the
sacristy of the Immaculate Conception
church. Friday evening some person or
persons entered the church and remained in
hiding until after it was locked. An en-
trance to the sacristy was then effected
daring the night by breaking In a door lead-
Ing from the altar. Two holes were bond
in the door of the safe near the lock, but at
this point the operations appear to have
ceased, the thieves evidently bang fright-
ened away from some cause. In the morn-
ing matches were found scattered about by
the hundreds, which had been used to fur-
nish light, and the drill which had been
used in boring. The safe contained the
books and records of the parish and two
golden chalices valued at >4ou. No clue
has been attained as to the identity of the
perpetrators of the sacrilegious outrage.
Appearances indicate that at least two par-
sous were concerned in the attempt, and
that the work was that of professional
cracksmen.

Whether he would accept I
nomination is not known. Certain
it is, however, that he is well-
qualified to discharge the duties of
the oflice with satisfaction to the public,
peculiarly so, perhaps, for be is jxissessed
of a high degree of what is jwpularlyknown
as good, hard common sense, a gift which
is often noticeable because of its absence iii
men who sometimes attain high positions
in both business and public careers. The
man who would till the oftice of mayor ac-
ceptably need not necessarily be a politician
or an orator, but should be a practical busi-
ness man, free from personal orpolitical bins,
one who will at least make the endeavor of
treating all persons with equal considera-
tion, and who will not allow a clique or
faction to ride rough-shod over the rights
:of others who happen for the1 time being to be numbered with
the "outs."' Without easting any
reflections upon the administration
ofthe very pleasant old gentleman who nils
the mayor's chair at present, and without
intending to put Mr. Walsh in the position
of being before the people as a candidate, it
is not going too far to merely mention the
fact that while he is "some" as an orator
and statesman, he is also endowed with
these requisite qualities of head and heart.
In addition, he possesses an executive
ability which would prove equal to any
emergency. While Mr. Walsh seems so
admirably adapted to becoming a governor
for the municipal engine, it would be per-
haps asking too much to urge him to
enter the mayoralty contest. His,
term of office as alderman expires
this coming spring, and that of
treasurer the following November. Add
to this the fact that he is a Democrat living
in a Republican ward, city and county, and
it can readily be seen that he probably has
his hands already full, without being asked
to take upou himself the additional load of
a candidacy for mayor. Should, however,
such an event occur as his election, the
duties of the office willnot be entirely new
to him, for. as president of the city council
during the administration of Mayor Ames,
he was frequently called to assume the po-
sition of acting mayor, in which capacity
he invariably proved acceptable.

PULPIT AND PEW.

Borne Matters of Interest Concerning
the Handsomest Church in

Minneapolis.

Kow Westminster Church Has Marked
the Material Progress of

the City.

' The Earnest and Fervent Man of
God 'Who Occupies the

Pulpit.

Twcnty-EljrhtU Anniversary of the
Establishment ofAndrews and

Westminster.

»
Among the many handsome edifices of

Minneapolis proudly pointed out to the
visitor at the Flour city, there is none which— particularly attracts attention than the
Westminster church, and few which better
deserve it. a masnificient brown stone
structure, occupying a commanding position
at the intersection of Nicollet avenue and
Seventh street, with a graceful spire cutting
the air to a height of 105 feet, it not
only takes iirst rank among the
churches of the city, but stands as a
dial to mark the city's material progress.
Twenty-five years ago the congregation
worshipped in a small frame building on
Washington avenue, and' paid S4OO M its
share of the 51,000 salary of a preacher,
who presided jointlyover the destinies of it
and the St. Anthony church; to-day many
of the same congregation hold their devo-
tion in a church valued at 5200,000, with a
revenue of SIO,OOO, contributed by the
largest and wealthiest gathering ofreligion-
ists in the city.

Twenty-eight years ago yesterday the
church was established by the Presbytery
of St. Paul, it and the church of St. An-
thony, now the Andrew^' I*resbyterian
church, having been given birth together.
Eight members were then enrolled, only
three now living; viz.: L. 11. Williams, Mrs.
S. E. Uliver and Mrs. D. Petit Rev. Dor-
ranee was the firstminister, and the earlier
years ofthe church weie passed in a small
frame b.iilding at the comer of Washington
and Third avenues south. Rev. Levi
Hughes of Logausi>ort, Ind., succeeded to
the pastorate and in turn was succeeded by
Rev. J. A. McKee. At this time one min-
ister had charge ofboth churches at \u25a0 salary
of SI.OOO, of which Westminster contribu-
ted 5400. St. Anthony 9900, and the Pres-
bytery of St. Paul the remaining S3OO.
Rev. Strong and Rev. Robert A. Condit of
Oswego, N. V.. followed inturn, the church
in the meantime having been removed to \u25a0
diminutive frame structure on the
north side of Fourth street, between
Nloollet ami Hennepin avenues. At this
time, January, ISCS, Rev. Kobert F. Sam-
ple was called, and on March 8 following
assumed charge. Under his leadership the
church grew and prospered. The building
was successively enlarged until it became
necessary to nek \u25a0 new temple, especially
so as the little church had become sur-
rounded by high buildings and was in the
heart of the business district.

THK NEW CIIUKCH
was finally decided upon in 1579 and the
work was begun in the spring of ISSO. The
site at the corner of Xicollet and Seventh
street was purchased for M»tOQ and the
church was erected at a cost of little less
than SIOO.OOO. Nil outside help was neces-
sary to its erection. .Members of the con-
gregation who, in 1870, could ill-afford the.
weekly 10 cents dropped into the contribu-
tion box, had prospered and
could, in ISSO, count their
wealth by tens of thousands. Generously
and freely they gave their means and the
present beautiful temple arose and was
completed. On March 11, ISS3, it was
dedicated. Rev. Ilerrick Johnson of Chi-
cago preaching the dedicatory sermon.
With the completion of the church its work
did not falter, but took on renewed energy.
Five tlourbhing churches drew their sus-
tenance from Westminster and to-day the
Franklin Avenue, the Filth church on
Western avenue, the Bethlehem, the Bloom-
ington Avenue and the Highland park
churches all look to the Westminster as
their parent. And yet, such is the vitality
of the church, that to-day a new local bub-
sion is in contemplation.

Westminster is said to be the wealthiest

in the city including among its members,
the largest number of wealthy and influ-
ential citizens. Its revenue from pews and
rents exceeds Si), 000 annually and the
prices paid are individually and collectlrely
the highest in the city. Pews were dis-
I>osed of at auction, the purchasers paying
not only the cash amount of the purchase
money, but also an annual renjul running,
in cases, as high as 10 per cent. The high-
est price paid was 93,000, which
was the cost of the pew of 11. G. Sidle,
who also pays \u25a0 rental of 5125. a.m.
Ueed paid the same- auiouut, but his rental
reaches but HO per annum. J. B. Gil-
nllau paid $-2,000 for his central pew and
contributes an annual rental of £135. J.
K. Sidle pays the highest rental, SIGS,
his pew having cost him 91,889. W. W.
McNair baa purchased 5700 worth of
pews, the rental of which he devoted to
the church; his own pew cost
him Si.GOO. Eugene 31. Wilson and
Maj. llcffelfiucer each paid $1,(500
forpews. W. 11. Dmwoody paid 51,500.

SUNDAY'S NEWS.
Ravages of Cholera.

UAI«n», Aug. 22.—The condition of
Granada remains pitiable. Hudreds of
people are attacked by cholera in single
streets nearly every day. There are no
doctors and no authorities to look after the
victims, who often dm through their ago-
nies in the streets and expire unattended in
the gutters, Most of the unaffected popu-
lace have fled, and the few healthy citizens
that remain are disheartened and apathetic.
Corpses remain uncoflined and uniden-
tified. The very misery wrought
by the plague has become a nuisance and
the government has resorted to the desper-
ate expedient ofcompelling the soldiers and
the convicts to carry on the work ofremov-
ing from the public ways and interring the
bodies of the unknown dead. Duriug the
past twelve hours twenty-three new cases
of cholera and eleven deaths were reported
in this city, and in the province outside of
the city 100 new cases and thirty-one deaths
were reported.

There were reported throughout Spain
to-day 4,510 new cases ofcholera and 1,220
deaths.

When
the husband returned home from his work.
ha noticed through the open door ofthe
bedroom the body of his v.ii'e
lying face downward upon the floor.
Uushine toward her he found her weltering
in a ikk)lof blood, which had flowed from
bar head npon the aneupetod floor. The
woman WM cold ami stiffand had evidently
been dead several hours. Her hands were
thrown over her head and her left hand
rated apt* a tin pail of water. A scrub-
cloth lay baride bei hand, and when as-
saulud she had e\idently been engaged in

\u25a0crabbing the floor. A black lace eoUai was
drawn acroai her mouth aiul tied tightly
behind her head. The fritrhtened husband
at enea gam the alarm, and aflkem were
immediately sent to investigate, and found
luunistakable evidences of v murder for the
purjjose of robbery.

The body was hurriedly taken
care of, and an investigation of the room
was at once instituted, the agonized hus-
band. whocould not speak a word ofEnglish,
meanwhile bending over the prostrate form
of his dead wifeand crying aloud in fren-
zied Polish.
