All commission houses
here are complaining of a lack of outside
orders. The country, they say. will not
come in until there is a more active market
It may have to be bullish and of an upward
tendency, for the country speculator, being
careful *not to depreciate the value of his
own property, Israrely found on the "short"'
side. In several respects this eouutyy trader
is a queer bird. From end to end of his
own county, or through such localities as
ho happens to travel, bo never sees more or
liner grain than suits his fancy. Be there
thousands of bushels of wheat he .sees dol-
lars in every one. But very quickly his
eye rests on a bad wheat field, and quick
enough is lie to send broadcast the news
that wheat is a failure. On the good crop
he argues to himself: ''Keep quiet These
Chicago fellows will want all this wheat
soon, and we will hold it for a rise." His
plans one year may "gang aglee." as they
have for many years before, but the fanner
explains the condition to his satisfaction
and is still, first, last and all the time, a
bull. This peculiar element, however, is
out of the market and has been for many a
long day. and not a few houses in the trade
predict that it will be many a long day be-
fore he re-enters the place which is gener-
ally the scene of his defeat. But commis-
sion bouses miss him and pray for his re-
turn, for his money is as good as anybody
else's, and money is what la wanted. With
a weekly increase of 1,800.000 bushels In the
risible supply and no "shorts" out to amount
