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DeviL’s LARE, Aug. 22.—Bidding fare-
well to St. Paul in the evening, morning
finds us bowling along over the limitless |
prairies of Dakota. So great is the change
from the bustle of the forum and market
place of the Northwest, to the quiet and
vastness of the plains, we rub our eyes,
wondering if our sleep has not been of the
Rip Van Winkle order, rather than the re-
pose ot a single night. On and on we fiy,
the stations far apart, and only now and
then a distant spire or house top to give
evidence of human habitation. It is a flight
from *‘the world as it is man’s to the world
as it is God’s,” and to the person who wishes
to open a season *‘the world forgetting by
the world forgot,” there cannot be
offered a more unconventional, care-
free existence than that afforded by
a sunnner  in Dakota.  Arriving
at Devil's Lake City, the terminus of the
St. Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba railway,
we find a wide-awake, enterprising town of
twelve hundred inhabitants, prairie walled
on all sides save the West, where it fronts
the bay which opens into Devil's lake, a
sheet of water dear to the hearts of all
Northern Dakotians. Business of every
kind seems to be brisk. and land and loan
office signs hang out from every building.
The dwelling houses, crude and unfinished
as to eXterior, are as cosily furnished as the
homes in a land where all household utili-
ties and adormments are easily procured.
The inhabitants are mostly from the East,
many of themm young married people who
have

COME WEST FOR A START,
and who are willing to endure the discom-
forts of pioneer life for the sake of the fu-
ture which they assure. Going from the
depot to the hostelry a gqueer sight meets
our vision, and the mardigras procession of
the West passes into review. It is a string
of twenty or thirty Indian carts filled with
buffalo bones, driven by the noble red men
of .the forest. Eastern firms pay $20 a ton
for these ‘bones, and the abused aborigine
wanders over the plains picking up the re-
mains of the rapidly-disappearing buffalo.
The two-wheeled carts, manufactured by
their owners, are coustructed entirely of
wood, and the wheels, revolving on wooden
axles, give forth shrieks and groans that
would do justice to the cries of the lost
souls in purgatory. The gift of a box of
axle grease is suggested by a tenderfoot:
but such generosity is nipped in the bud by
an old settler, who remarks that the dona-
tion would not be used for lubricating pur-
poses, but rather as an article of diet.
The motor power of these vehicles is any-
thing from a cow to a squaw, the
harness a bit of rope and twine, a strip of
bark, and now and then a leather backband,
and take it all in all the procession is some-
thing to make even Barnum turn green with
euvy. Leaving Devil's Lake City, a drive
of twelve miles along the lake shore brings
us to the pleasant home of Commissioner
Rumney, whose courtesy we have accepted
for the next fortnight. With this home as
a central point we branch out like the ravs
of the sun, to study the country in all di-
rections. There is a pleasant party of us,
and, with nothing to do save exist, we wan-
der day after day, like Alexander, secking
new worlds to conquer. Starting out early
in the morning in a two-seated **democrat,”
drawn by two tough bay ponies, we turn
our faces toward Stump lake, a place much
more romantic than its name. Rapidly we
glide along, and
FOR MILES AND MILES,

as far as the eye can reach. there is nothing
to be seen but fields of grain and prairie.
and, as the breeze sweeps over it, it seewns
like a vast ocean with waves of green com-
ing and going, wmeeting and parting, and
never quiet. There are no fences. no trees,
and nothing save politeness would ever lead
one to call the thoroughfare a road. It runs |
over the prairie two faint lines where the
wheels have worn through tie sod to the
earth beneath, and such a praivie! It is
God’s posy-bed, for there is not an inch
that does not bear some kind of tlower. The
goldenrod and wild suntlowers nod in grace-
ful courtesies as we pass by: the asters and
daisies blink at us with sauey good-morning:
the blue-bells and wild morning-glovies
twine in fond embrace, and with the fresh,
invigorating air blowing across these fra-
grant plains, the bluest of skies above, I
realize the utter inadequacy of words, the
feebleness of the customary forms of speech,

of the peace) and postoffice. The office
proper is an old desk perched upon two
empty orange boxes, and there are two
pigeon-holes, one for papers and one for
letters. The first time 1 went for my mail
the postmistress had her hands in a pan of
pie-crust, and I had to wait for the dough
to be eradicated from her fingers before my
wants were supplied. The official salary
amounts to the number of stainps canceled, |
and I am looked upon as a public bene-
factor. One Dakota feature is the length
of days. Folks think midnight an early
bedtime, and one can see to read until half-
past 10. The sunsets are most beautiful.
I never tire of watching the sun go down
the horizon, a great ball of fire leaving
A ROSY PATHWAY

across the water, and when that pours into
the purple of twilight, the lake, calm. as a
mirror, reflects every star in the heavens.
There is no need for Indian clubs or dumb
bells out here, one can go through all the
movements fighting mosquitoes, such raven-
ous, insinuating insecis as they are, the one
drawback to the enjoyments of the Jong,
beautiful twilights. An Eastern young
lady of our party has for a riding pony a
mule seventeen and a half hands high
named Cleopatra because of her “‘infinite
variety.” Watching the silhouette of this
animal and her mistress as they gallop
across the prairie one is reminded of a huge
spider who moves on the web of a horizon.
This same young lady drove a reaper
around two miles of wheat and crows over
her achievement with the volubility of a
school girl. There are a thousand and cne
incidents of life in these regions that ave
worthy of remark, but the facts most inter-
esting to the world at large are those
pertaining to the agricultural resources of
the country. The golden harvest fields
stretch out on every side and the sound of
the reaper is abroad in the land. The wheat |
crop in this part of the country promises to |
be a heavy one. The rich, sandy loam has
repaid with tenfold interest the labor of
breaking. dragging and seeding, and with
fair prices this year's crop will send the
farmers a long way down the road of pros-
perity. There is no doubt but that this is {
the granary of the world, and for a young |
man who wishes to make for himself a
home tkere is no place where energy and
ambition can so soon carve out, if nota
fortune, surely enough to make existence
comfortable. |

1f the thousands of overworked men in |
shops, in factories and erowded cities conld |
only know of the life of freedom and plenty
which Dakota holds out for willing, work-
ing hands there would be a still greater
emigration to this land of vast possibilities.

ture's heart. My quill needs to be endowed
with the rapidity of thought, and yet be as
full of expression as the brush of an artist,
to touch here and there with gandy hue and

softest shadows and bring out in all reality |
the beauty of this wonderful country. This |

is indeed a land of “*magniticent distances,™
and we are thirty-five miles from home
without the slightest feeling of fatigue to
tell of the miles traversed. The booming
of distant thunder warns us of an approach-
ing storm, the driver quickens his horses’

footsteps in the direction of a shack, which

we can just see at the foot of a distant
range of hills. Arriving, a *‘hello” arcuses
the occupants, and such a lot of children as
issue from the narrow doorway.

THEY SWARM OUT
like bees from a hive, then come the dogs,
and lastly the host himself, who invites us
into shelter with the traditional Western

cordiality. There is only one little room,
above this a loft, reached by a ladder, and
we are packed as closely as sardines. The

two chairs are monopolized by the ladies in
the party, while the sterner sex range them-
selves on the floor. The hostess is busily
employed in washing the supper dishes.
She is a tall, gaunt woman, whose jaun-
diced expression Dbespeaks the trials and
tribulations of pioneer life. She evidently
has not studied the *‘gospel of good gowns,”
and her low-cut shoes disclose stockings de-
void of heels save those furnished by nature.
The children are scattered here and there
and everywhere, they stare at us with good-
natured curiosity: it is one of those cases
where the thumb and mouth become closely

acquainted, and their contact seems
a providential  provision, for what
would we have done had they all

howled at once. The shack, built of tar
paper, let in the rain like a sieve, through
the insterstices where the paper and the
boards refused to meet. The progeny,

after dodging the drops awhile, grew so |
sleepy as to be utterly oblivious of their

surroundings and were marshalled up the
ladder like a flock of juvenile turkeys seek-
ing a resting place, while we of older years
yawned the hours away, damp, dreary and
uncomfortable.  The unwonted moisture
disturbed the vermin belonging to the house-
hold: mice seurried across the floor, much
to the discomfort of the ladies, and from a
bed in the corner came a procession of those
bugs which

of the careful housewife. ~Toward morn-
ing the storm ceased and with the pi!ot
stars to guide us we started for home, with
no desire for a repetition of that night in a
shack. We were unfortunate in our selec-
tion of a haven, for in the many shacks vis-
ited we never saw one similar to this, most
of them are neat and tidy, filled with cowm-
forts and at times even with luxuries.
Squatted down upon the prairie, in 160-
acre distances, wherever you may see them
they are ““home, sweet home” to some one;
it may be to a forlorn  bachelor, frying his
flap-jacks in solitary grandeur; to an old
couple who have left friends and home far
behind to retrieve fallen fortunes; or a
young married couple with strong hopes
and the never-failing bond of love to back
them in their struggles with toil and adver-
sity. Built of rough slabs, of tar paper,

of sod, with a patch of flowers in front.
with a morning glory twining around the
little 6x8 window, they are the embryo
dwellings which are to blossom out into the
elegant mansions of that {uture when these
plains shall be as densely populated as are
the prairies of Towa. Illinois and Ohio,
Our nearest postoffice is four wiles away,
The town consists of a water tank and a
house.
