THE BIG SCHEMK

Minneapolis Will Bring- Eteforc the
River Convention.

The river convention to be held in St.
Paul on Sept. .1 is attracting the attention,

in Minneapolis, its importance deserves.
Within the past day or two leading citizens
have been discussing a plan of action for
the Minneapolis delegations and a meeting
has been called for to-morrow morning at
the board of trade rooms to formulate ideas.
There willbe lour distinct delegations from
here, vi/.: From the municipality, the
chamber of commerce, the board of trade
and the Jobbers' association, and all of tin Be
delegates will unite in a meeting at the
time and place mentioned. Minneapolis
will spring a plan on the convention forthe
improvement of the Mississippi from the
Falls of .St. Anthony, or Minneapolis to
Cairo, instead of from St. Paul to Cairo,
and the individual delegates are very san-
guine of carrying it through. Capt. J. C.
lteno. a board of trade delegate, is busily
working up sentiment and will lay hisplans
and ideas before the meeting to-morrow.
In a conversation with a Globe reporter
yesterday Cant. Reno produced a map of
the river from the Milwaukee short line
bridge to the bend above the new bridge at
Washington avenue, with which he illus-
trated what he bad to Bay.

i loin me siiort bridge to ot Paul,
the river is just as navigable as it is below
St. Paul for the same distance. What we
want is to have the necessary Improve-
ments to make it navigable up to the Wash-
ington avenue bridge. This is no work of
any great magnitude, nor is it anything
new. If the village of St Anthony In
1857 could have steamboats running to its
wharf.why may not the city of Minneapolis
in lsvji;? Iremember distinctly when fifty-
seven steamboats" ran to Cheever*s and
Murphy's landings in 1557, bringing over
12,000 tons of freight. Cheever's landing
was on the east bank, just below the bend
and Murphy's was opposite.!'

"What is your plan?"
"We want a dam across the foot of

Meeker island, remove obstructions and
widen the channel in one or two places.
The principal work will be the dam and
locks at Meeker i land, which must be six-
teen feet high, with eight-foot lift-, to
throw the water back to the Washington
avenue bridge."

"Would this be expensive."
"it would cost considerable money, but

it would not be expensive as compared with
pome of the work done on the lower Missis-
sippi, and it would open to navigation the
largest shipping port, St. Louis excepted,
from Itasca to the Mississippi delta. We
willpresent these and additional facts to
the convention and expect to get our plan
through."

"Do you anticipate opposition?"
"Perhaps sum,- will come from other

points asking attention, but we do not ex-
pect enough to seriously interfere. This
will be a big thing and that will be a big
convention, with seventy congressional dis-
tricts represented, bo we may expect .some-
thing.-'

"riir stone-arch BRIDGE.

A. Breczjr Council"-Knjrineer to Ad-
verliwe for I'roitnHiilN.

At the meeting of the city council last
night the city engineer reported back the
matter of draining the sink-hole between
Plymouth, Fifteenth avenue north. Fourth
street and Lyndale avenue, with an esti-
mate that the cost would amount to 33,000.
Placed on file.

The committee on streets, grades
and additions reported in favor ofaccepting
the plat of Beebe's third addition, which re-
port was adopted.

Aid. Barrows, from the committee on
water works, moved that a water main be
laid in Fourth avenue south, from Washing-
ton avenue to Sixth street. Adopted.

The committee on police reported that
they had purchased full equipment for the
Thirdprecinct police station, and that they
would recommend the purchase of sixty-six
feet front on the corner of Fourth street
and Nineteenth avenue south, for a stable
for the South Side patrol wagon, for$5,000.
Adopted.

TO EXECUTE THE COXTRACT.
The proper officers were authorized to

execute the contract with the Minneapolis
Millcompany for four additional water
powers at a rental of $1,000 per year each,
the same having been confirmed.

The report of the commissioners in the
matter ofextending Clinton avenue, from
East Twenty-seventh to East Twenty-ninth
street was confirmed. Also the report of
the commissioners in the matter of widen-
ing Twenty-sixth street, from Douglas to
Franklin avenue.

Upon motion of Aid. Phelps it was voted
that one-half instead ofone-third, as pres-
ent, of the lines collected from houses of ill—
fame, be sot aside for the Sisterhood of
Bethany home.

Aid. Johnson moved that the engineer be

Instructed to advertise for proposals for the
erection for a stone arch bridge across the
river hi a central location, or next to the
suspension bridge.

Tins brought Aid. Cooley precipitately to
his feet to oppose the project lie moved
that the matter be laid on the table until
next Wednesday evening, so that the
opinion of competent engineers can be BO*
cured.

Aid. Sly was in favor of going ahead at
once, and Aid. Cooley modified his motion

" that the matter can be considered on
Friday night.

Aid. Johnson took issue with Aid. Coolov
for alleging that the matter had been
sprung upon the council, It wasPt7ltt.ici.-r TALKED,
the papers had mentioned it repeatedly,
and Hie city engineer had been instructed
todrafl plans for the bridge last spring.Ald.Eichhorn said he had talked with several
of his constituents. They thought it a
waste of public funds to destroy the pres-
ent structure which has cost nearly aquarter of a million of dollars. He favored
the engineers making an estimate of the
cost for doubly the worth of the presentsuspension bridge.

Aid. Cooley took the floor to correct AidJohnson. He had not intended to convey
an impression that he believed the matter
had been sprung. on the city council. He
-aid the state had no authority for grant-
Ing the city a right to construct a stone arch
bridge. The government alone controls
the matter. Itwould be better to postpone

Bwmatter until tho government oflieials
can be consulted than to have the jrovern-

nient enjoin the ciiy after a few thousands
of dollars had been expended on the work.

Aid Johnson recited the conditions of the
act of the legislature authori/.im: the in-
surance of the !x>nds. explaining that the
meaouiecontemplated tin' construction of
tiie eighty-fool substructure, but for the
construction of only forty feel of ihe BOper-

suueture. befaig the present .sr..-i>ension
bridge.

Inreply to the oh:-.n:e mads by Alt1.,
('ooiey'th'at tlie government agent could
give authority to erect the bridge. Aid.
Johnson read a letter written to Engineer
[tinker by MaJ. Allen, the government en-
gineer, in which it wa- said that inasmuch
as the river is not navigable at the point
specified no pubUe interest can possibly be
jeopardized, aud. therefore, there can be
no possible objection to the contemplated
irtwie aivh bridge.

Alter an explanation from tho city engi-
neer, Aid. Johnson made another eloquent
appeal for the bridge. He said the people
ot tiie Kast Side will never accept a widen-
ing of tin; suspension bridge.

BOARD OK EDUCATION.

After illicit l)i«in<tsioiisi Teacher of
3lu»ic Selected.

At the tegular meeting of the board of
education held yesterday afternoon a com-
munication was read from the water board,
offering to lay a water main to the Emer-
son and Motley school buildings If the edu-
cational board would advance 62.400. It
was referred to the committee on buildings.

The trustees ofSchool District No. S8 !«.•-
tltioued the board for a donation of the
desks and furniture in the old school house
on Western avenue, which was granted.

Itwas voted to furnish the lumber for a
sidewalk to approach the Lyndale school
house, the same to be laid at the expense of
the ward.

Mr. ray addressed the board in the in-
terests of School District No. 117. He said
that last fall a tax \u25a0mounting; to SSOS had
been levied; that it had been ordered by the
courts that any surplus left over should be
refunded to the district: that there was a
surplus he had been given positive informa-
tion. The district owes a bond held by Mr.
Ileminway which is past due, and Mr.
Gray asked the board to order its payment.

Commissioner Austin explained that the
money is now in the hands of the county
auditor, and that the city treasurer had
never demanded it. It was voted to re-
quest the treasurer to draw the money and
pay the bond.

FIXAXCIAT..
The building committee reported bills

paid lor repairs and improvements on
buildings amounting t0514,501.98, and that
a balance had been left on hand amounting
to 135.02. Action confirmed.

The matter ofpurchasing a school site in
block 17. Cobb's addition, was brought Dp
and discussed. Owing to the fact that a
cloud shaded the title and that the property
is scarcely worth the purchase price, upon
motion of Mr. Miller, the motion authoriz-
ing its purchase was reconsidered and the
proposition was rejected, all the members,
save Austin, voting in the affirmative.

The matter of purchasing: a site for an
East side school building was then referred
back to the building committee with in-
structions to act and with the nnderstind-
iii that the board would ratify such action.

The committee on claims repotted the '
budget of bills for the month, aggregating |
55.755.59.

FOOL r.orxi>AßiEs.

Prof. Tousley reported several chances
in the boundaries of the various schools.
The only Important alterations made were
the Motley and Emerson districts. In the
Motley, some of the grades will be trans-
ferred* to the Marcy building. Scholars of \
the sixth and seventh grades in the Emer-
son district will not enter any building until
the Emerson building is completed.

The southern boundary of the Jefferson
district is changed so as to extend a distance
of one block.

The new Motley school boundary is as fol-
lows: Located on Oak street between li
and C streets southeast. The district in- i
eludes that portion of the city south of the \u25a0

southern boundary of the Hare) school and ;
inside the Manitoba Tracks. ;-.nd all
scholars above the third grade must attend
the Marcy school. The boundary of Lin-
coln school is changed so as to extend out
to the railway track at Fifth street to its |

: intersection with Eleventh avenue north.
I thence north on .sixth street to Plymouth
j avenue, and along the latter to the river.

Sumner district begins at Fifth street
north and the Manitoba railway tracks, and
north on Fifth street to its intersection
with Eleventh avenue north, thence north
on Sixth street to Twelfth avenue, out
Twelfth avenue to Eleventh street, down
Eleventh street to railway tracks to Sixth
street.

Emerson district includes that part ofthe
city bounded by a line commencing at the
MinneaiKjlis ASt Louis track and Huron
avenue north on tracks to Laurel
avenue, along Laurel to Hennepin
avenue, on Hennepin to Thirteenth street
on Thirteenth street to Yale place, on Vale
to Twelfth street; on Twelfth to Second
avenue south, out Second avenue south to

Franklin avenue, on Franklin avenue to
Lyndale avenue, on Lyndale to Twenty-
fourth street thence to Vjneland avenue,
on Vineiand avenue to Superior avenue and
along the latter to Twenty-fourth street.

The boundaries in the other districts have
not been materially modiiied.

The
resignations were accepted. He reported
moneys received from the sale of text books,
tuition and examination panera, and the
report was accepted and theamount ordered
transferred to the literary fund. While
absent in the East lie had contracted for
talent as follows: Prof. 0. K. McFadden,
as superintendent of music at a salary of
51.400 per year; Miss Hannah J. Peed, as
assistant teacher in drawing at a salary of
$700 per year; John A. Sanford,asprincipal
ofthe a room in the high school building
at a salary of !••• per year.

EXCEEDED in- AUTHORITY.
When a motion was made to confirm the

appointments, Mr. Nelson questioned Prof.
Tousle\".s authority to contract for a super-
intendent of music. Aftersome discussion
he moved that all save the appointment
of Prof. McFadden be continued.
He also called forthe reading of the min-
utes authorizing the superintendent to en-
gage teachers. The resolution was accord-
ingly read, and the only reference made to
the subject in point was to the etfe.-t tiiat a
superintendent of music should be engaged
at a salary not to exceed 5i,500 per year.
The superintendent expressed hi- astonish-
ment and called upon the board to bear
him out in the allegation that never before
had he exceeded hi- authority, lie had
misunderstood the order ofthe board, lie
was morally certain he had been instructed
to take the very action taken, and supposed
he was discharging his duty in so doing. He
read a letter ofrecommendation from the
superintendent of the Indiana state nor-
mal schools in which it was claimed that
Prof. M'Fadden had few sii|ierion as an
instructor in music, etc.. and the. opistle
closed with the assurance that he could re-
tain the position of musical instructor in
the normal school a- long as he desired.

"Then why not let him return to that
position? They are satisfied with him and
we know nothing of hi.- abilities," sug-
gested Mr. Kelson.

"But do you appreciate the embarrassing
predicament you are placing me in".'" in-
terrupted the annoyed professor. "1 have
closed a contract with Prof. McFadden, and
he has removed here and I suppose at con-
siderable expense."

"Yes: but you should not have acted so
hastily."

"Idon't think I acted hastily. Icorre-
sponded with Mr. Miller, the chairman of
the committee, stating him the action 1
had taken, anil surety his answer predi-
cated my action. Ifyou reject this man it
willpuce me in a bad predicament."

It Was also voted that the clerk of the
library be paid a salary of hOO per month.

The session ended with an economical
stroke. The teachers are to be "docked"
50 per cent, on account of sickness.

Proposals must state the length of time re-
quired for the completion of the building after
approval Of contract, and must be accompanied
by a certified check upon some United States de-
pository, payable to the order of the commissioner
of Indian affairs, for at least five (5) per cent, of
the amount of the proposal, which check shall be
forfeited to the United States in case any bidder
receiving the award shall fail to execute a con-
tract with good and sufficient sureties according
to the terras of his bid, otherwise to be returned
to the bidder.
