In an interview
yesterday Mr. Keiley said: "Any govern-
ment, according to international law, from
the fact of its sovereignty, has a perfect
right to receive or reject whoever may be
appointed as minister to it. International
courtesy, even, does not require an ex-
planation. But when a government assigns
reasons for rejection it must be judged by
the strength of these reasons. It is almost
impossible for any American to understand

' how a man can be rejected as a minister to
a civilized government because his wife is a
Jewess, as my wife is. That is the reason,
so the newspapers say, which the Austrian
government assigned for myrejection. That
was the only objection made that i know

For the Austrian government
to give such a reason to a government
founded on the principles of this govern-
ment is an anarchism and is scandalous. It

, affects the United States and insults the
nineteenth century. Italy is a growing and
strong neighbor of Austria, it gains with
rapid steps on its neighbor and Austria
fears to offend it After my appointment
to Italy I was informed that the views I
bad expressed about the action of the Sar-
dinian prince in 1871 in violating the papal
territory would make my reception at the
Roman court cold and seriously impair my
relations with the Italian government 1
hold the same views now that Idid then
and my beliefs on questions of right and
wrong cannot be changed to get an olnce.
There is no doubt that the present govern-
ment is the

CHOICE of THE PEOPLE
of Italy. The fact that it is their choice
has convinced me that it is the proper gov-
ernment. But the question of the dominion
of the pope is distinct. The arbitrament
settled that, but not the right of it. The
two provinces of Austria that adjoin Italy
are known as the Italian provinces. They
are peopled With Italians. Their senti-
ments are Italian, and their feelings and
desires impel them to unite with Italy.
Austria knows this and tried to unite them
to herself by doing what would please the
people of these provinces. She wishes
more for the friendship of Italy than for
the alliance and friendship of the United
States. What I shall do now I do not
know. Iwas city attorney of Richmond
before I was appointed. I resigned, sold
my library and my house. Now 1 am
broken up root and branch.

Chineso Iniiul^ratlon.
New Yoke, Aug. 27.—John Russell

Young, ex-minister to China, in an inter-
view yesterday said: "The emigration ques-
tion Is not understood in America. Immi-
gration from China conies from one point
alone —Canton. Canton is a cityof 1,000,-
--000. the center of the vast province, the
most southern port in China. Within seven
hours of Canton by river is Dong Kong.
Hong Kong is a British settlement as much
Under the British flat: as is Cork or Liver-
pool. All the truln'c in the way of immi-
gration to America comes from Bong Kong
mainly through British houses. There is
no stipulation treaty and there can be none
to justify us in asking the Chinese govern-
ment to prevent Chinamen going from Can-
ton to Hong Kong. There they are free
from Chinese Influence. If the American
government wishes to reach the immigra-
tion question it will have to go to Lord
Salisbury and ask him to so instruct
his government in Hong Kong as that there
may be no immigration. The British
governor general at Bong Kong, whose
guest I have been, said he was perfectly
willing, it the American government wished
it. to stop the immigration, but 1 had no
instructions. There is nothing in the
record to show that China has ever en-
deavored to evade the treaty. on the con-
trary, she has enforced it even more strin-
gently than any request of ours calls for.
The Chinese do not care for emigration.
They would stop the whole thing to-morrow.
They do not, of course, like the idea of
other nationalities being accepted and they
being excluded, but that is a question of
pride on their part.

AxxAubok, Mich., Aug. 27.—Previous

to the morning meeting of the different
sections of the Association for the Advance-
ment of Science this morning the botanical
section met and considered four proposi-
tions which the president stated at the start
These were uniformity hi the at of Eng-
lish names offungi and other lower orders
of plants; uniformity in the pronunciation
of scientific names; distribution of labor of
the publication of papers of the society and
the relation of botanists to the national
herbarium and the furtherance of the ob-
jects was made the work of the committee.
Prof. R. V. Riley of Washington spoke on
the new methods of counteracting ravages
of locusts or so-called grasshoppers. This
method is the use of poison, which proved
satisfactory under certain limitations. It
consists ofarsenic, sugar, bran and water.
He believes the threatened danger from lo-
custs will not be as bad as formerly, on ac-
count of the increased population in the
west preventing insects being massed.
Henry E. Alwood read a paper on
the relative value of human foods:

Germany "Willing to Arbitrate the

Question of Her lllshts,

But Spain Doom* the Carolines Her
Property and Hesitates.

BF.ni.i.v. Aug. 27.—Count Yon Ilaizfeldt,
German secretary of state, on the 24th
inst. wrote to Count de Bcnotuar, Spanish
ambassador to Berlin, that Germany, in oc-
cupying the Caroline islands, had no inten-
tion to prejudice any anterior rights which
Spain might possess therein, and if an ex-
amination ii;t<> the question of Spanish
rights to the Carolines should produce no
mutual understanding. Germany would be
still perfectly disposed to appeal the dis-
pute to the good oflkn of some friendly
to both disputants. German otlicial circles
here are sanguine that a method of
calm adjustment of the Carolines diiliculty,
based on the facts of the case, will be
reached and willprevent a rupture of the
relations between Germany and Spain.
Allowance is made for the difficultyof the
situation in which the question places King
Alphonso, for itis believei among German
diplomats that tiie Radicals, tiieRepubli-
cans and the Federalists, supported by the
French party in Spain, have commenced to
ferment an anti-German feeling among the
Spanish people.

The Caroline islands not seized by Ger-
many willbe occupied by Spain directly.
Spanish troops arrive at Yay, the principal
islands of the group. Anti-German meet-
ings continue in the provinces.

Fleeing From Cholera.
Marseilles, Aug. 27.—There was a

sudden increase in the mortality in this city
to-day, eighty-live deaths being reported,
forty-three of which were caused by cholera.
Apanic is hourly expected. Since the out-
break of the epidemic G.OOO persons have
flo d from this city. *- . ..

Gibualtaic, Aug. 27.—Fire new cases
ofcholera and two deatlis occurred to-day
just outside of Gibraltar and the cholera
panic has beeu revived in this Ticinlty.

Madrid, Aug. 27.There were 4,777
new cases of cholera and 1.403 deaths from
the disease reported throughout Spain yes-
terday.

Totlox, Aug. 27.—A1l the theaters here
have closed and the hotels and shops are
closing. The people are depomlent.
Twelve new cases of cholera and
six deaths from the disease were
reported at Tulon to-day. Several
deaths from cholera have occurred at Lan-
con, Comillon, St Chan, Clnuias. Grans
and Bonne. AtBonne a member of the
chamber of deputies and the mayor of the
town died of the disease. Seventeen per-
sons died here yesterday from cholera.

Trouble* of a Czar.
Kremsieu, Aug. 27.—Enii-eror Joseph

yesterday conferred the order of tho Grand
Cross of St. Stephen upon the Grand Duke
George 11., son of the czar, and also ap-
pointed him to a lieutenancy in the impe-
rial Austrian uhlans. The graud duke is
in his lGth year, and was an eye witness of
the whole pafjaaaj at Krem<ier. He as-
serts that despite the efforts to make it ap-
pear that no dread of personal violence to
the czar was entertained, Alexander was
alert and uneasy, and he added
to the secret precautions arranged for his
safety more than one device of his own.
lie was pale and careworn during his entire
stay and he himself suggested several pre-
cautions to the Austrian authorities. A
few unimportant arrests were made during
his stay.

DELIBERATE MURDER.
Albert D. Swan, a Prominent Citizen of

Lawrence, Mass., Shot and In-
stantly Killed.

His Assassin Henry S. Goodwin, Who
Claims That He Had Been Defrauded

of Much Money.

The Doctor's Analysis Proves "With-
out Doubt that J. H. "Walkup

was Poisoned.

An Effort Made to Secure the Release
of Ex-Postmaster HibDs at

Victoria.

Shot to Kill.
LawbKVCK, Mass., Aug. -37.—Albert D.

Swan one of the most prominent and
wealthiest citizen here, was shot in the
back oftoe bead and killed by Henry B.Goodwin at lu::;o o'clock this morning.
Goodwin gave himself op. Goodwin
entered the office of the L. Spraguo Manu-
facturing company, of which Mr. Swan
was treasurer, about 10 o'clock. President
Coburn and the latter being in the office at
the time. Goodwin has been in the em-
ploy of the Molecular Telephone company
of New York, of which Swan was the gen-
eral Manager, and came to the office to
claim several thousand dollars which he
said was due him from thecompany. After
a brief discussion Goodwin drew a revolver,
took deliberate aim and shot Swan in tho
bark of the bead. Swan reeled and fell to
the float dead. Goodwin then stepped to
the telephone and notified the police station
tosend an officet to anest him. He stated
that Swan had robbed him of all he had
and there was a period in a man's lifewhen
he could stand no more. lie had reached
that point and went to the mill to kill
Swan and was willing to stand the con-sequence. He started a telephone business
here and later sold out to Swan mid his
partner. He then went to South America
as manager of the Bell telephone system at
I'.iu-nos Ayres, returned about two years
ago and has lately been trying to establish
the-molecular system in Cleveland. He
returned from Chicago but three days ago.
Mr. Swan was a prominent banker of this
state and New York and was universally
esteemed.

The difficultybetween Goodwin and Swan
was about a telephone switch board- which
the former invented and the latter under-
took to get patented, but failed to make all
the necessary payments, in default of which
a New York firm, to whom Swan sent
Goodwin for advice, applied for a patent on
the device. The matter was finally fixed
up, but Goodwin claimed to have lost a
chance to sell the invention for 540.000.
The switch board failed to work and Good-
win refused to fix it- The claim of his
friends is that Swan prevented Goodwin
fromgetting work inorder to force him to
fix the switch board. Goodwin had just
returned from a six-weeks' Western trip in
fruitless search for employment. Swan's
friends claim that he was one of Goodwin's
best friends.

That liisrantic Swindle.
Nkw Yokk. Aug. 27.—Senor Salvador

de Meldoner, Brazilian consul in this, says
the attemp of the White brothers to flood
the country with Brazilian counterfeit
money was brought to his notice on the 14th,
inst., through an order given by
A. L. White to an engraving and
lithographing linn of this city, for 3,000
label- tot cigar boxes. They were to be ex-
ecuted in imitation of the Brazilian treasury
note, with the name of a brand of cigars
printed ou the margin. This margin was
to Ito dipped otf, leaving the note perfect
The matter was laid before government
detectives, resulting in the capture
of the brothers. It was dis-
covered that similar work was
beinii done in St. Louis and New Orleans,
and that in a short time there would have
been printed 8300,000 in these spurious
notes. One of the brothers at one time
owned a couple of farms in Brazil. It is
believed that all the guilty parties in this
country are under arrest but they have ac-
complices in Brazil.

Ex-PoNtnianter Ilibbs' Case.
Victoria, b. c, Aug. 27.—in the case

of Ilibbs, the defaulting postmaster ofLew-
iston, Idaho, a rule was obtained yesterday
on behalf of the prisoner, calling npon the
keeper of the common jail to show why a
writ Of habeas corpus should not issue with
a view to the release of the prisoner, and
why, in lhe event of the rule being made
absolute, the prisoner should not be dis-
charged.

The unfortunate daughter, whose down-
fall has thus resulted in the death of so
many persons, all her near relatives, is
represented to be only fourteen years old.
