A COWARDLY ASSAULT.

Myr. Willinm Bickley Savagely As-
saiied on the Street.

During the noon hour yesterday, William
Bickley, editor of the Hotel Gazetie, was
most brutally assaulted in a cowardly man-
ner. Mr. Bickley was making his exit from
the Journal counting room, when a .scm.ly-
looking man with a hang-dog v.\'m‘os..s'lon
stepped up. Mr. Bickley scanned him in a
cursory manner, and noting that the man
was a stranger, turned toward the Fourth
street corner.  No sooner had he turned his
back to the tough specimen than the latter
led out with his left hand, hitting Mr. Bick-
ley a stunning blow on the face, directly in
front of his left ear. The cowardly blow
staceered him, and before he kad time to
recover a second blow was delivered, strik-
ing Lim squarely in the mouth and sending

kim upon his back in the gut-
ter. The dastard tlien sprang upon him
with his feet, inflicting severe bruises

about the legs and body. The latter effort
seemed to satisfy the sanguinary desire of
the assailant. He at once beat a hasty
retreat, running swiftly down First avenue
south to the corner of Third street. A. G.
Zhapin of the Journal witnessed the assault,
ind he gave chase. After turning the
corner of Third street two firemen con-
fronted the assailant and arrested him. He
was then turned over to Officer Gibbons,
who forthwith conducted him to the police
sourt, where he was thirteen minutes
later arraigned, and upon pleading guilty to
committing an :1ss:§xult and battery was
fined 330 or 60 daysn the county jail. At
the lockup he seemed in high glee. When
asked if he did not consider that he had
acted the part of a brave man he said
biufily, **I did what I tried to.” Afterwards
he said he lived in St. Paul, and that he
had been hired to lick Bickley by some
man who had a personal grievance. Said
he: My fine will be paid.”

“You will probably get $50 for your
work,” said a policeman.

“I'll git paid, don’t you worry,” was the
reply.

in the muniecipal eourt he gave the name
of John Smith, which was of course ficti-
tious. He said he was a St. Paul bartender,
and the statement may be true, although
the police are of the opinion that he does
not know enough to mix a fair decoction of
exhilarating spirits. He isa young man,
probably abont 25 years of age, smoothly
shaven, has a front tooth missing, which
he says was knocked out in a
jamborec,and wears seedy clothes and a
black slouch hat. At about 3 o'clock his
commitinent was issued and he was taken
to the county jail, but at 4:50 o’clock W. H.
Donahue stepped into the office of the elerk
of the municipal court and paid the S50
fine, and his reiease was issued. Officer
Campbell took the release and repaired to
the court house, and a few minutes later the
alleged Jolin Smith walked from his cell a
free man.

A number of the members of the press
club searched for two hours for the alleged
Jobn Smith, but could not find him. Detec-
tive Quinlan, however, states that he saw
the cowardly miscreant take the 6 o'clock
train at the Milwaukee depot for St. Paul.

The prisoner was looked upen by hun-
dreds of people, but none knew him. e
weigh about 160 pounds. and his assault
is condemned by evervbody. Mr. Bickley
is frail, and from his muscular development
it is easy to decide that nature never in-
tended him for a pugilist. He is popular,
and has a myriad of indignant friends who
feel like resenting the insult and avenging
the assanlt.

Inguiry in St. Paul failed to discoverany-
one who could be responsible for the assault.
A firm doing business in both cities, which
Mr. Bickley has  eriticised, denies that
instigated the assault.

THE DISCUSSION OF QUESTIONS
pertaining to the interests of the publie
schoois was resumed in accordance with
the program :uh,)luted Wednesday. The
first question, When Shall State Ex-
aminations be Held? was discussed by Super-
intendents. West of Faribault, \\‘nght of
Worthington, Reynolds of Fergus Falls and
Chileoat of Albert Lea. The speakers were
almost unanimous in the opinion that the
present dates for examinations, the last
Mondays in February and May, are as con-
venient as possible to all concerned.

The seeond question was: How Much
Tiwe Shall be Given Examinations? Presi-
dent Northrop made some interesting re-
marks and Prof. Judson related how the
examinations ave conducted in New York
state,
agreeing that the questions should not re-
quire pupils 1o write over two hours in an-
swering them,

_The third question: Should there be
Unifority in Examination Papers? was
passed without debate and a resolution
adopted requesting the state high school
board to furnish high schools with exami-
nation paper of uniform style, with printed
headings.

The principles of rules which should gov-
ern in the tarking of examination papers
led to some interesting remarks from Prof.
Judson and Dr. Folwell, each of whom ex-
pressed the idea that students should al-
ways be understood as saying what he
means, literally,and urged that the teachers
should endeavor to instruet pupils on the
art of forming opinions as to the value of
correct answers,

. Prof. C. W. Hall gave a short and very

interesting address concerning the apparatus

to be used in botanical and geological work.

Supt. Rankin by request spoke upon
the Course of Study, and submitted
the course which he had laid out for the
ensuing year at the Owatonna high school.
RESOLUTION OF CONDOLENCE.

At this point a telegram was received
from Supt. M. T. Varney at _Orwnvllle.
stating that his wife had just died. The
following resolution was adopted and or-
dered spread on the minutes:

Resolved, That we learn with great sorrow
of the decease of the wife of our friend and
colaborer, Supt. Varney of Ortonvilie, ana
we hereby express to him our deep sympathy
in his sad afliction.

THE PERMANENT ORGANIZATION.,

Dr. Falwell, as chairman of the commit-
tee on permanent organization, submitted a
draft of the constitution and by-laws, which
provide that the organization shall be
known as the Minnesota High School coun-
cil, its object being to co-operate in the en-
couragement of higher education, and in
particular to secure the beneficial operation
of the state law in thisbehalf. The follow-
ing can become members: Superintendents,
principals and teachers of high schools, all
college and university professors, principals
and teachers of all acadewies, members and
officers of the high school board, the state
superintendept and his assistant. Other
memibers can be elected by vote. The offi-
cers are to be a president, vice president
and a secretary, who shall also act as treas-
urer. These ofticers also constitute an ex-
ecutive board.

Prof. Lord reported that the Minnesota
Reading circle is ready for a delivery of
books to local cireles, and that a course of
study has been adopted.

The committee on libraries and apparatus
not being ready to report, the committee
was granted further time, with permission
to make a written report to the state super-
intendent.

The following officers were elected to
serve during the ensuing year:

Supt. Curtis of Stillwater, president;
Supt. Wert of Faribault, vice president;
Prof. Lord of St. Peter, secretary. E. E.
Lockerby of Wells and Prof. Niles were
chosen members. The meeting was then
adjourned, subject to call by the executive
committee, and was dismissed by President
Reynolds with one of his characteristic
addresses.

THE MOTOR SYSTENM.

Big Future and Good Probabilities
Mapped Out For Ii.

There has been a great deal written and
much more said of late concerning the
motor line, and in all of the chaff several
large-sized kernels of truth have appeared.
In speaking ot the *““motor line,” the entire
line of the Minneapolis, Lyndale & Minne-
tonka road is meant, for the motor line
proper extends only to the limits of the city.
There is now little doubt that J. J. Hill is
an influential factor in the affairs of the
company, which have brightened up very
considerably of late, and that he intends to
band Lake Minnetonka and connect at
Spring Park with the Manitoba road. Itis
an exceedingly diflicult matter just now to
get a syllable from any of the ofticials, for
the reason that all plans are in their incep-
tion, and they recognize the wisdom of
silence until they are ready for a move.

The proposed standard gauge to Minne-
tonka, the extension to Fort Snelling and
the cable line within the Minneapolis city
limits are already on every tongue. having
been published with fewer or more inci-
dental particulars, but the biggest feature
of the entire scheme has thus far been
missed. 1t was put in the possession of a
GLOBE reporter, yesterday. by a gentleinan
who had it from first hands and gives it the
assurance of truth. In this form, it really
becomes a portion of the magnificent park
and boulevard system of Minneapolis, and
will lend the greatest aid in facilitating that
system, by shortening the time naturally
required to bring it to perfection. Col
Towm S. King has been one of the leading
spirits, and to this end has been endeavor-
ing to persuade the park commissioners to
change the proposed boulevard from the
river to the lake from Thirty-fifth street,
as now located, to a line at the southern
extremity of the eity. The idea animating
this change is that the motor com-
pany will rin a line due west from
Fort Snelling, passing between Rice and
Mother lakes, skirting the south bank of
Lake Harriet and eonnecting with the Min-
netonka line on the west side. The topog-
raphy of the east and west line at the
southern end of the city is beautiful. It
presents an elevation, giving an admirable
view in both directions, whereas the line of
the boulevard as at present located lies in
a sort of a gully for much of the way.
The argument is that with the rapid and
cheap transit furnished by ‘the motor line
the territory tributary to the boulevard
would build up and beautify, the chances
being against such a result if the present
location is retained. The Harriet boule-
vard will also be made more accessible and
the entire system will be brought within
range of St. Paul by the motor extension to
that eity. This latter move is regarded as
s0 much the property of the future as to
make it misty, but the source of the above
information is positive a line will run to
the capital city from Fort Snelling as a
part of the new sysiem. The entire track,
except the cable line, perhaps, will be
standard grade.

After giving this information the posted
authority went ou to dilate on the future
assured the twin cities by the perfection of
the system. *“The best part of Minneapolis
lies to the south, and ten years will work
little less than a miracle in building the
city solid to the river. The necessary ter-
ritory wiil be taken into the corporate lim-
its. St. Paul will include the little south-
western square now left out. and the two
cities will lie side by side with the Missis-
sippi rolling between them.”

THE WATER BOARD.

A Short Session and Routine Busi-
ness.

It was a regular meeting of the water
commission held yesterday, at which a
communication from Sidle, Fletcher and
Holines was received, asking the board to
lay a six-inch water pipe in the mill com-
pany’s canal to the Smith mill. Referred
to the committee on extensions, with in-
structions to report as soon as possible.

Upon motion of Commissioner Davis, the
comittee on construction was authorized
to receive bids for laying a water main in
Fourth avenne south, from Washington
avenue to Sixth street, the same to be laid
immediately.

William Wright and others presented a
remonstrance against the council’s laying a
main the present year in Eleventh street,
from Harmon place to Niecollet avenue.
Referred to the city couneil, with the rec-
ommendation that the main be laid for fire
protection and for circulation of water.

On motion of Commissioner ¥Foote, the
committee on claims was authorized to set-
tle with J. T. Fanning for expert work in
examining and reporting upon the water
works system.

It now appears
Mr. Blethen has bought both morning and
evening franchises of the United Press,
paying $20,000 therefor. The idea pre-

New Winter Cars,

The motor line is aiready preparing for
cold weather, and has made some important
improvements in its close cars, looking
towards the increased comfort of its pat-
rous. The cars have been entirely over-

hauled, repainted, ete. Each ecar is pro-
vided with two floors, the intervening space
being packed so as to prevent the admission
of air.  Weaden s are provided in
addition. The seats now run lengthwise
with the car which arrangement. will in-
crease the seating capacity and will leavea
wide aisle. Stovesare placed in the center
of the cars, and no point has been over-
looked in making the cars as cosy and cold-
weather-proof as possible. Car No. 1 on
vesterday was brought out, and seven others
in the shop are about finished. Four new
close cars are expected to arrive from the
East next week, and when winter comes it
will find that its arrival has been antici-
pated by the motor line.
