Mankato. Minn., Sept. I.—The second
annual fair of the Southern Minnesota Live
Stock and Fair association opened to-day
under the most auspicious circumstances.
The weather is all that can be desired, the
atmosphere being cool and bracing. Floral
hall is crowded to the utmost with the vari-
ous exhibits, tastefully arranged, and pre-
senting a pleasing appearance On every
side are the well-filled booths of different
business linns of the city, while in the cen-
ter the counter appropriated to textile fab-
rics attracts the eye by its beauty of ar-
rangement While some of the counters
are necessarily more showy than others, all
reflect great credit upon the industry of the
linns represented. The display of flowers
in this building is especially good. To the
north of floral hall are the handsome pago-
das of the representatives of different ma-
chine linns. Jensen & Firestone have aline
display of buggies, machinery, etc., as do
other city firms. The stock exhibit is un-
doubtedly the largest ever made in this part
of the state, numbering 150 head ofcattle, to
say nothing of the great Dumber of horses,
etc. The total can not be far from 300
head. The exhibits of fatted Angus, Hol-
stein, Hereford and Shorthorn cattle are
very complete. C. 1). Smith of -St. Charles
has the finest display of hogs ever made in
this city. The produce exhibit is large and
interesting. The race track was never in
better condition, and the races which com-
mence to-morrow promise to be closely
contested and of more than ordinary in-
terest. At this writing, the program of
the races has not been made out. As to-day
is the opening day, the attendance is not
very large. To-morrow it is confidently
expected that there will be a great rush.
Large numbers from a distance are ex-
pected. The fair is already an assured
success.

DAKOTA.

The Fareo Encampment
Soldiers who go to the encampment at

Fargo expecting it willbe a mere frolicwill
find that they have got hold of the wrong
program. It will be under the control of
those familiar with every discipline, and
the most rigid regulations will be in force.
Itwillbe found a school for instruction and
\u25a0work, not play. The men will be kept in
camp a mile from town, and but few al-
lowed to come into the city at a time. One
side of the camp willbe on a large slough,
and those who steal out at night will have
to swim or secure boats. The sham battle,
however, if had, will be in Island park,
very near the heart of town, which is ad-
mirably adapted for the purpose.

The pa-
pers have magnified this corps often young
ladies to forty, and draw extravagant pict
ores of their skill and charming appear
ance, always assuming that they are to at-
tend and furnish exhibition oftheir attain-
ments at the Fargo encampment, and even
steps have been taken at Fargo to provide
for their entertainment. There is no doubt
they would be a great attraction there and
be treated with the highest consideration,
but outside the romantic anticipations of
the newspapers, there is no reason to sup-
pose they have any intention of coming.
They have not indicated such purpose, and
the officers of the local companies or com-
mittees of arrangements at Fargo know
nothing of the matter. There willbe much
general disapointment, however, if they do
not attend.

The Cooperstown Courier relates that
Nels Iverson of that place, who is a
brother-in-law of Enger, of the hardware
firm of Stevens & Enger, recently left for
Nebraska and on his way had a big lark at
the expense ofSt. Paul dealers. The paper
says: Representing himself as Enger, and
in the metropolis for the purpose of pur-
chasing goods, he was dined and wined,
driven about town, and shown the elephant
by every wholesale house in the city. He
was the lion of the hour, and ordered hard-
ware shipped to Cooperstown, regardless of
expense, —in the meantime borrowing what
money he needed for immediate necessities.
Among the items were §159 worth of
whisky, two dozen road scrapers, 100 sacks
of shot, and shells enough to kill all the
birds in Dakota, together with shelf goods
to the amount of hundreds of dollars. The
goods came, with the exception of the fire
water, and if Steve and Anton had accepted
them they would have had road scrapers to
throw at the birds.

Dublin, Sept. 1.—A banquet was given
by the lord mayor at the Mansion house to-
night in honor of Parnell and his Irish
colleagues in the house of commons. Three
hundred persons were present exclusive of
the members of parliament. In a speech
Parnell said if home rule was refused the
Irish they would make it impossible for the
English to legislate. England could either
grant such a right to rule themselves or
make the country crown the colony. The
latter would be particularly tantamount to
the former. He denounced the outrages,
saying that a continuation of • them would
be a terrible blow to the Irish cause. The
land question was the great question in
Ireland.

Parnell was enthusiastically cheered
throughout his speech, and reminded his
hearers that the statement that home rule
for Ireland was impossible emanated faoni
the same man who said that local govern-
ment was impossible. Referring to the
moonlighting outrages in Kerney, he
thought the perpetrators had some excuse
in their desperation and poverty. He
prayed Irishmen to forbear, as such actions
were only injurious. With equal emphasis
he asked landlords during the coming win- j
ter of farming depression to show the stuff
they were made of by refraining from ev-
acting rents which the soil refused to yield.
Iflandlords persisted in exacting a full
pound of flesh in the future, there would
be little flesh left to exact. Parnell said he
was confident that Ireland was on the brink
of victory.

Riot at Galway.

Dueltn, Sept. I.—During a torchlight
procession at Galway last night, in honor
of Mr. Timothy O'Connor, a number of the
processionists attacked a detachment of
Yorkshire soldiers on garrison duty there.
The noise of the disturbance attracted the
attention of the latters' comrades and they
issued from the barricks in force and joined
in the melee. For four hours the tight
waged fiercely,clubs and stones being freely
used by both sides. A large number of
windows were smashed, and many persons
injured. Finally the police, who had in the
meantime been reinforced, with the aid of
the military not engaged in the riot, quelled
the disturbance.

Grand Reception to the Czar.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 1.—The czar,

the czarina and all the members of the im-
perial entourage who accompanied them to
Kremsier arrived at Kief yesterday and
were present to-day at the public festivities
given in their honor. These consisted of a
sham battle, a banquet and a special gala
operatic performance. At the banquet
there were 150 guests, and the Prussian
national anthem was sung during the opera
and was encored. During the evening the
city was brilliantly illuminated in honor of
the imperial visitors. The czar and czarina
were driven through the principal thor-
oughfares, and were everywhere received
with enthusiasm and cheering. At a late
hour they started for St. Petersburg.

Cholera Record.
Madrid, Sept. 1.—There were 2,669

new cases ofcholera and 1,120 deaths from
the disease reported yesterday throughout
Spain.

Toulon, Sept. 1. —Eight persons died
here from cholera yesterday. There is no
apparent increase in the daily average of
new cases. The temperature has fallen
and the weather has become much more
favorable.

He Wants Protection.
Paris, Sept. 1.—M. Selikovitch. who is

the author of the statement that Oliver
Pain was murdered at the order of British
officials in the Soudan, announces he has
claimed liussian protection. He declares
he has taken this step to protect himself
from assault by Englishmen.

The Kepublique Francaise demands that
Englaud dismiss from the British army the
officer who signed the offer of a reward for
the head of Oliver Pain.

The Spanish Trcatv.
Madrid, Sept. 1.—Mr. John W. Foster,

the American minister, spent a fortnight at
the royal palace La Granja De San
Ildefenso. lie had frequent interviews
with Senor Elduagen, minister of foreign
affairs, on the subject of a proposed new
commercial treaty between Spain and the
United States. It is understood that
thougli a treaty was not signed, an agree
ment was reached between the representa-
tives of the two governments by which the
reciprocity provisions contained in the for-
mer treaty were abandoned. The new
treaty is confined to reforms in the Cuban
customs law. Spain accepts the interpre-
tation of the modus Vivendi signed in Feb-
ruary, 1884, which was contended for by
the United States. The settlement of the
claims of American citizens against the
Spanish government arising from the insur-
rections of Cuba are provided for.

• The Caroline Rumpus.

London, Sept. 1.—The Standard's Ber-
lin dispatch says Germany will not surren-
der the Carolines. There were imposing
meetings in numerous cities in France and
Spain on Sunday to protest against the
action of Germany on this subject. The
mayors of Barcelona and Valencia have re-
turned the German crosses with which they
had been honored. Spain lias received
offers of moral and material support
throughout the entire country.

Gladstone on a Cruise.
London, Sept. 1.—The yacht Sunbeam,

with Mr. Gladstone and party on board,

arrived at Wick, Scotland, yesterday. A
deputation of inhabitants of the town went
on board the Sunbeam and greeted Mr.
Gladstone effusively and invited him to
land. Mrs. Gladstone, speaking for her
husband, said that his health was unequal
to the fatigue of landing. The Sunbeam
afterward proceeded south.

Peace Assured.
Vienna, Sept. 1.—M. DeGiers, the Kus-

'' sian minister of foreign affairs, conversing
with a councillor at Francenbad about the
scarcity of English visitors at Bohemian
spas through fear of an Anglo-Russian war,
said that peace was assured lor many years,
and that he would wager there would be

: double the number of visitors in 1886.
