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RAILROAD AFFAIRS.

Many Matters of Importance for Settle-
ment at the Tranmscontinental
Pool Meeting.

The Canadian - Pacific Abandons its Pol-
icy of Making Transfers at the
Boundary Line.

Talk of a Line Being Built to Com=
pete With the Central Pa-
cific Road.

Low Rates Increase the East-bound
Tonnage From Chicago--Gen-
eral Notes.

Transcontinental Meeting.

The meeting of the Transcontinental asso-
ciation in St.Paul next week will be the most
important railway meeting which was ever
held in St. Pau). There are somany con-
flicting interests in the pool that it is not
improbable that the meeting will ax}]um"n
without having accomplished agxyt!}mg in
the way of settling the pointsin dispute.

The Sunset route has always
been the demoralizing element, be-
cause it owns its own through

route from seaboard to seaboard. and can
afford to haul at @ cheaper rate th:\p_ any of
the other lines interested in Pacific coast
business. This it did before the Transcon-
tinental pool was formed, and as its per
cent. of the total through business was
enormously large, it wanted its division of
percvutage's awarded according to thg busi-
ness it had done in the past. This the
other lines could not afford to do, and the
award alloted it not having proved satisfac-
tory to it, have become a matter of dispute,
and will have to be settled or the pool will
cease to exist Sept. 30.

The meeting will be a general one. Th.e
chief trouble in the passenger business is
the use of the present European emigrant
rate out of New York and the seaboard
cities for business which originates locally,
and which should go at local rates. ll‘he
European emigrant rate from New York
and other seaboard points to Portland
should be used only in connection with pre-
paid orders issued on the other side. The
Jocal rate from New York to Portland, in
use by lines not using the $1 rate to Chi-
caco, by the Pennsylvania road, is $67.
The use of the $50 rate involves a large
loss to lines west of the Missouri river and
St. Paul, and an attempt will be made to
have the 850 rate advauced, or coniined to
salt-water business only.

Prospects of a New Line.

There is a possibility of another line be-
ing built to San Francisco from Ogden. The
Central Pacific has always had things its
own way on business from San Francisco,
because it is the ounly line running from
there. There is some talk now of the
United States Central being built. Some
time ago Jay Gould projected such a road
and furnished $100,000 for surveys, and the
above named company was incorporated
with a fair show of suceess. Before Gould
took hold of the road it was called the
Ocean Shore road, and was to be built from
San Franeciseo to a point near Santa Cruz,
and thence eastward to the Sierras. It was
at first purely a local affair, with no trans-
continental prospects. At that time Gould
was at outs with Huntington and the Texas

>acific.  He threatened to run an inde-
pendent line from Ogden to San Francisco,
and was looking about for an opportunity

to strike the Central Pacific people
at the most vulnerable point.
He ran his chance in the United States

Central, as the line was afterward called,
and furnished money for surveys which
were made in 1882. But when the recon-
ciliation came between the Gould and
Huntington interests, the great Union Pa-
cific shareholder had no further use for the
new line, and he dropped it. Two years
have been spent by agents in Europe, and
a largze number of stocks and bonds have
been disposed of, so that the road may yet
be built. In this connection there are re-
ports that the Chicago, Burlington &
Quiney has for some time been interested
in the United States Central, and it is be-
lieved, if such is the ecase, its construetion
will not be delayed, as it is well known the
Burlington is seeking an outlet to the Pa-
cific coast from Denver.

Low Rates and No Transfer.

The Manitoba road has issued a winter
tariff from St. Paul to all points on the
Canadian Pacific line. The tariff will take
effect Sept. 15. and shows some changes
from former tariff, as the Canadian Pacific
has made some concessions in its local rates.
1t has done something else which is of as
much importance to the American lines as
low rates. For some time past, or since the
Canadian Paeific completed its line around
the north shore of Lake Superior, it has
compelled the Manitoba road to transfer all
its freight business bound for Manitoba
points, and treight consigned to Eastern
points via way of United States,
at the boundary line, thus breaking bulk,
entailing extra expense and a delay in the
forwarding of freight. This it did to save
paying for the use of foreign cars. It has
now given notice to the Manitoba that it
will discontinue breaking bulk in transfer-
ing at the border. 1t is expected that this
Canadian Pacific departure will result in
throwing more traffic to the lines operating
through the United States.

An Increase in Tonnage,
Bpecial to the Globe.

CHICAGO, Sept. 5.—The weekly state-
ment shows an increase in the east-bound
tonnage for the week of 3,720 tons. The
Vanderbilt lines have pulled up on the per-
centage, inereasing from 40.4 per cent. to
48.6 per cent. The Pennsylvania also
records an advance from 21.2 per ecent. to
24.4. The Grand Trunk fell off to-8.1 per
eent., a decrease of 9 per cent. and bearing
put its claim that it is not in the market for
business at the present rates. The Balti-
more & Ohio lost 2.5 per cent. Below is
given the report of the joint agent, T. C.

The Rock Isiand’s Move.

CHicAGO, Sept. 5.—President R. R.
Cable of the Rock Island road started for
New York yesterday in company with Mr.
T. F. Withrew, the general solicitor of the
company. Regarding the object of his
trip the statement is published this morn-
Ing. It'says: ‘*Mr. Cable goes to New
York to sceure the control of the St. Joseph
& Grand Island road, which was form-
erly known as the St. Joseph & Den-
ver road. 'This road runs from St. Joseph,
Mo,, to Grand Isiund, Neb.. a distance of
250 miles.  The purpose of the Roek 1sland

road to secure an independent line
to (;ran(! Island, Neb. It is now build-
ing a line from Gallatin, Mo.. to

St. Joseph. Mo., so that the St. Joseph
and Graud Island road would prove very
useful as a ready connection. The latter
line was for & while in the hands of a re-
ceiver. ‘It never proved a paying invest-
ment as an independent line. At present
the majority of the stock is owned by the
Union Pacitic road.  While the St. Joseph
& Grand Island road runs through a fertile
and rapidly improving country, it is not be-
lieved the Rock Island is satistied in getting
to Grand Island to meet the Union Pacific
there. It is hinied the real purpose of this
move is to get an entry into Denver.”

The Western Country.

Charles S. Fee, general freight agent of
the Northern Paciiic road, returned from
the Pacific coast yesterday. While away
Mr. Fee visited Butte, Walla Walla, Port-
land and Helenra. There have been very
large crops this season in the West, and
the Northern Pacific anticipates a very
large east-bound trafiic. Settlers in Wash-
Ington territory are very much interested in
the development of the country, and are
entering into the spirit of assisting the
Northern Pacific in this work by inducing
emigration to their localities.

General Notes.

The Northwestern has a party of survey-
ors at work north of the North Platte, and
have run the line sixty miles west of Fort
Fetterman. They will run two lines to
Lander, one up the Sweetwater to Inde-
pendence rock, and the other will follow the

\ :
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North Platte to the mouth of Parson Spider
creek, and thence strike the Papoagie and
up that stream to Lander. Either line will
pass through the oil belt of Freemont
county, and the latter will traverse its cen-
ter. It is said that the surveying party will
run the line from Lander to and up the
Wind river valley and out into the National
park. Every mile is through agricultural
and pastoral lands capable of great develop-
ment. The survey is now some 300 miles
beyond Chadron.

It was remarked yesterday that parties
were bullish on Union Pacific Kecause of the
beginning of the season’s cattle trade. One
hundred carloads of cattle left North Platte
on Monday of last week, and there are over
400 carloads now on the road between
Omaha and Laramie. Most of these cattle
came from the Oregon Short line, and there
are thousands more in that country ready
for shipment. Mr. Thompson, superin-
tendent of trains, thinks the Union Pacific
will be taxed to its utmost for the next three
or four months to keep the demand of cars
supplied and the stock moved out on time.

The number of immigrants coming into
the ports of the United States for the seven
months ended July 31, 1885, was 218,178,
against 276,690 for the corresponding period
of last year. Great Britain contributed 64,-
805, Germany 72,635, Sweden and Norway
21,649, and Poland 13,000,

The steamboat Wallulo of the Wilson
line cleared from Duluth yesterday with
20,000 barrels of flour for Buffalo. This is
the largest load of flour ever taken out of
Duluth harbor. Such a load, if on cars,
would make a train a mile long.

The Western Trunk Line association has
formed a combination to control passenger
business from Australia and the Pacific
coast to the East via Chicago, and has sent
an agent to Australia in this interest.

The Rock Island has made a - special rate
on melons from Fruitland. la..to Red Wing,
Minn., and various other Minnesota and
lowa points, of 25 cents per 100 pounds,
carload lots.

Frank W. Irwin, formerly traveling au-
ditor of the Northwestern Traftic associa-
tion, has been appointed chief eclerk in the
oflice of the Western Freight association.

THE RIVER EXCURSION.

Delegates to the Waterways Conven-
tion Visit Stillwater.

An Enjoyable Trip Enlivened by a
Banquet.

Onward rolls the mighty river.
—Gordon.

Delegates to the great waterways conven-
tion, together with friends and citizens of
St. Paul to the number of about two hun-
dred and fifty, accepted the hospitality of
Maj. Mackenzie yesterday and boarded the
government steamer Gen. Barnard for a
trip around the Horn, as it was facetiously
termed. from St. Paul to Stillwater. The
“*Horn”was Point Douglas and was doubled
suecessfully at 2 p. m. after a brief stop at
Hastings, reaching Stillwater at4 p. m.,
and thence to St. Paul via a special train
on the St. Paul & Duluth road.

IN DETAIL.

The Barnard dropped down stream from
the St. Paul levee at exactly 9:45 of as
beautiful a morning as the river of Gordon’s
poesy ever witnessed. Tne sun shone
brightly, warmly and steadily, with scarcely
breeze enough to ruffle the weather-
worn flag at the ship’s mast. The
Great Western band was stationed on the
upper deck, and though their efforts were
hardly necessary to inspire the guests with
enthusiasm, their delicious strains added
much to the enjoyment of the occasion.
As the steamer passed down the Tiver the
exclamaticns of delight and surprise at the
magnificent scenery were frequent and
earnest. The wooded bluffs, upon which
the first autumnal tints were becoming ap-
parent, the numerous farinhouses nestling
among the hills and valleys, with an occa-
sional view of a bustling railway train wind-
ing along the tortuous banks, and with the
broad and glistening river constantly in
sight, all combined to excite the admiration
of the excursionists, many of whom had
never before had an inkling of the soenic
beauties of the Northwest. As the last
bend was rounded that shut out the view of
the city of St. Paul, many were the compli-
mentary allusions made to the Queen City
of the Bluffs and her hospitable people.
Great interest was manifested in the im-
provements along  the river, and Maj.
Mack »u7’e was ever on the alert, explain-
ing a” .oly and intelligently the modus
operandi of constructing wing dams, rip-
rapping, ete., until there was hardly a per-
son on board who does not to-day consider
himself a competent river engineer. The
major explained that in the construction of
a wing dam it is first necessary to lay on
the bottom of the stream a carefully and
substantially constructed mat of brush,
compactly and firmly interwoven and bound
together. which is anchored in place by
large quantities of stone, and thus the work
is continued, alternating with a layer of
brush matting and stone until the dam
rises from four and one-half to five feet
above low water mark. This acts as a
bend for the current and turns the entire
volume of water into a circumsecribed
channel.

THE RIP-RAPPING
consists of much the same material as is
used in the wing dams and is constructed
for the purpose of protecting the banks
from the action of the current. Between
St. Paul and Hastings there are a great
number of these wing dams and many miles
of rip rapping, and the fact that a barge of

coal drawing five teet of water,
while the official stage is placed

at two and one-half feet, was towed
into St. Paul yesterday morning by the
Flying Eagle is cited as indisputabie evi-
dence of what these improvements are do-
ing for upper Mississippi navigation. It is
of but comparative reecentv date that the
larger boats could not reach St. Paulat the
present season of the year, while now no
difficulty is experienced by any of the big
boats. 1f the citizens of St. Paul wish to
see what is being done along the river to
make their city the great commercial me-
tropolis of the Northwest they will hasten
to make the trip herein recounted.

Capt. Edwin Bell of St. Paul, for many
vears in charge of the government improve-
ment on the upper Mississippi, was on
board, and he always advocated this system
of wing dams, and expressed himself as
much pleased with the direction that has
been given the idea by Maj. Mackenzie,and
the results which are now being enjoyed.
It is his theory, and the evidences along
the river bear him out, that wherever a
wing dam is construeted all the sand and
silf of the channel accumulﬁes behind

the dam, and 1is forever disposed
of, while its removal naturally
deepens the  channel. Capt. Bell

noted the fact yesterday that several sand-
bars that formerly gave great trouble to all
kind of eraft are now so reduced that the
Barnard, which is a heavy draft boat,
passed. over smoothly and easily. It was
the universal verdict of the many exper-
ienced rivermen on the trip that the work
now being prosecuted is of a most valuable
nature, and is worthy of the hearty
and continued support of the general gov-
ernment.

The various points of interest were
pointed out by Mr. J. D. Ludden of St.
Paul, who from his long residence on the
river coulll give details of the passing ob-
jects of interest. Carver’s cave, Red Rock,
where some of the hilarious one, wanted to
o ashore and renew its paint, and other
old landmarks were pointed out and com-
mented upon. A brief stop was made at
Hastings at 1:30, and soon after the Horn
was rounded and the dark, clear waters of
the St. Croix were entered upon. A brisk
breeze was encountered the balance of
the trip, one Southern delegate even main-
taining that ice was forming in the lake.
Stillwater was reached a few minutes before
5 o’clock, and the excursionists were es-
corted to the Sawver house by Mayor Mur-
dock, Senator Sabin and Hon. E. W. Du-
rant, where a bountiful lunch had been pre-
pared, and to which a fitting tribute was
paid. Mayor Murdock welcomed the dele-
ates in a cordial manner, and the utmost
zood feeling prevailed. When the board
had been sufficiently tested and not found
wanting, Senator Sabin called the assem-
bly to order and made a few pleasant re-
marks, and was followed by Hon. E. W.
Durant, who proposed a toast to all the
states and territories represented by the del-
egates present. He paid a glowing

enunciated the sentiment that the members
of the convention just held should always
regard themselves as the especial gnardians
of the interest of the great Mississippi.
valley. He thanked the delegation for
coming to Stillwater. He regarded the
convention as 2 wonderful gathering and a
most successiul one. A couple of Ne-
braska delegates then attempted to fire off
some hitherto suppressed ‘‘facts and fig-
ures,” but the people were in no humor for
such pabulum and a scene of considerable
confusion followed, ending with a mad
rush for the streets and escape  from the
horrible nightmare of Nebraska statistics.
A desire to remain in the city longer than
the time announced, a vote was taken and
it was decided to remain until 7 o'clock.
Carriages were in waiting and a visit was
made to the penitentiary and other points
of interest about the city. A special train
on the St. Paul & Duluth brought the ex-

gulrglonlsts back to St. Paul, arriving about

Just before reaching Stillwater the dele-
gates gathered aft in the cabin and adopted
a series of resolutions,reciting *‘that we have
viewed with great satisfaction these im-
provements and have seen the benefits aris-
Jng therefrom, and that we feel confident
that the work has been well done and will
be of immense use in the navigation of
the river, and that we tender our cordial

and that Pilot Tipton receive our warm
cominendation for his skillful management
of the boat during the trip, and that we
most sincerely hope that through the early
action of congress his labors in the near fu-
ture will be much less arduous.”
