AN IMPORTANT CHANGE

Made by the Commissioners in the
Wheai Grade Definitions.

The railroad and warehouse commission-
ers yesterday, afier full deliberation, de-
cided on some slight ehanges in the defini-
tion of the grades **No. 1 hard” and **No.
1 Northern™ hard. The definition of No. 1
hard as first laid down by the commission
required **75 per cent. of Scoteh Fife.”
This has been changed to read, ‘‘mostly
Scotch Fite.” 1In the definition of No. 1
Northern the **50 per cent.” of hard wheat
has been changed to “‘the hard and soft va-
rieties of wheat.” Following is the docu-
ment as issued by the commission last even-
ing:

No. 1 hard spring wheat shall be sound,
well cleaned and weigh not less than fifty-
cight pounds to the measured bushel, com-
posed mostly of Scotch fife wheat.

No. 1 Northern spring wheat must be
sound, well cleaned, weighing not less than
fifty-seven pounds to the measured bushel,
and shall be composed of the hard and soft
varieties of the wheat.

"he grades of No. 1 hard spring wheat

and the grade of No. 1 Northern spring
wheat, as established on July 10, 1883, are

abolished to take effect Sept. 15 next. All
other grades of grain, established on July
10, 1885, remain in full foree and eifect.

The commissioners also give the follow-
ing reasons for making the change: In
changing the rules for grading No. 1 hard
and No. 1 Northern wheat it is not the in-
tention of the board to make any essential
or material change in the grades as estab-
lished. The words 75 per cent. of hard
Seotch Fife wheat in the No. 1 hard, and 50
per cent in the No. 1 Northern have been
interpreted by many dealers purely and
strietly in a technical sense and they have
annoyed our inspectors, by counting ker-
nels, and thus retarding business, and have
questioned grades, not by the real character
of the grain, but upon technicalities only.
The commission have not at any time in-
tended to raise these grades above what
they have been in the past, neither do they
now intend to depreciate them. <

4 cents per bushel and be eminently satis-
factory to the ].)e_ogle of the Northwest.
