been. Edward L. Suin, manager of a
detective association, with its head-
quarters at Cedar XRapids, was in

the city vesterday on his way to Taylor's
Falls, but said that they certainly had ar-
rested the wrong man. He had with him a
picture of the murderer, which is not Par-
malee. This he showed to Chief of Police
Shortall and several others,
that itis not Parmalee. It appears that
Parmalee never resided in Iowa, and was
never in the state unless passing through
on the cars, He had a shop in Farming-
ton, Minn., last summer. At this place he
was married. From there he went to St.

aul. From St. Paul he went to New
Richmond, and from there he went to Til_\:-
lor's Falls, whe he was arrested on this
charge on Tuesday.

The City Elospital.

Jut little over three vears ago a few de-
voted ladies of Stillwater,recognizing keenly
the absoiute necessity of some systematized
method of caring for the needy sick, estab-
Jished the city hospital,the institution being
first located in a very small two-story dwel-
ling house en the easterly shore of Lily
Jake. Fouror five beds was the limit
of accommodations, finances were weak,
articles needed were begged and donated,
and for a long time the ladies endured an
almost disheartening struggie in  the en-
deavor to kecep the enterprise afloat. The
patronage at once outgrew the bounds of
the building’s capacity, and though the
revenue derived from patients, who were
mostly too poor to pay, was small, yet a
more extended field of operations was
ere long decided upon, and in due time a
large edifice fronting on Lily lake was pur-
chased, and the city,havingbeen practically
shown the need of a hospital, came to the
aid of the hospital association.  The prop-
erty was out of repair and needed altera-
tions, besides, that would fit it for the pro-

posed use, The changes have
been gradually  effected, some marked
improvements having been made

n the last few months, as was noted
a Grope reporter who visited the hos-

vday.  The grounds, which are
and shady, ve been beautified.
seats hayve been placed under the
oaks and walks laid where before

kept paths. In the way of late
building improvements there ‘are
sheds, a Jaundry, and front and
rear porches. The interior of the
main  building has recently  been
renovated and presents as pleasant and

wholesome a sight as a hospital can offer.
The hospital contains twenty beds, and at
times, when all were occupied, patients
were necessarily turned away. Since
March, 1882, the number of patients re-
ceived i3 378, of which the Swedish race
forms the greatest number, though many

nationalities are represented. Now
a great many patients are  able
and willing to pay, and the

institution stands on a firmer financial basis,
vet there is an ever present opportunity for
the humane and charitable to further the
aims of the ladies in charge. The hospital
is accessible to any physicians the patients

desire, and efficient nurses sec-
ond the efforts of the steward,
and its matron, Mrs. Scott. Dur-
ing the summer 1months the site
of the hospital grounds is delightful.
The view stretches across the limpid

waters of Lily lake to the wooded bluffs
beyond, and in the hottest months the
breeze from off the water renders the
shaded grounds a paradise of quiet cool-
ness. The loeation is far enough re-
moved from the city proper to avoid
dust and noise, and partakes much
of the rural While the reporter
was standing on the steps, red squirrels
were seurrying up and down the tree trunks
and skipping about the house almost at his
feet. All interested in the noble work ac-
complished and in progress are invited to
personally acquaint themselves with the sit-
uation. Comparatively few people in the
eity are aware what the institution really is,
and there are many who do not even know
where the building is located. Donations
of money, groceries, etc., are always in
order.

MISTAKEN IDENTITY.

Men Whe Have MMasgueraded in
® Other People’s Rights.

Let us go back to 1590, to a French case
that of Martin Guerre, which eame beiore
the parliament of Toulouse in that year,and
certainly sounds.more like a fiction than a
true story. Martin Guerre, foolish man,
left his home and wife for eight years.
Thereupon one Amnauld Dutille made his
appearance, bearing a great resemblance to
the errant Martin, was received by the wife
as her husband. and took possession of hes
property, Children were born to them, and
for three years Arnauld Dutille was ac-
cepted by Madam Guerre and Martin’s four
sisters and two brothers-in-law as her law-
ful husband. The matter, however, fell
into dispute, and then came the tug of war.
Hundreds of witnesses were examined, and
of those some forty swore that the impos-
tor was Martin Guerre, while as many were
equaily positive that he was Arnauld Du-
tille, and again a number of judicious per-
sons testified that the men were so much
alike that they could not decide which was
before them,

The judges were naturally very much
puzzled, and Arnauld Dutille brazening the
matter out with consummate effrontery,
they were positively on the point of deeid-
ing in his favor when the real *‘Simon
Pure” appeared on the scene. Martin
Guerre elaimed his own, and the imposter
collapsed.

Equally curious in its way was the claim
of Pierre Mege, a soldier, to be the son of a
eertain Sieur de Caille who had fled to the
Savoy, being a Protestant, on the revoca-
tion of the Ediet of Nantes. His son died
in de Caille’s presence at Vevay, but never-
theless the imposter was after a trial de-
clared to be the said son, in spite of docu-
mentary evidence from Switzerland of the
man’s death. The wife of Mege, however,
let out her secret, and on an appeal the
parliament of Paris decided acainst him.
This imposture, as has been pointed out,
was in many respects like the Tichborne
case, for there seem to have been no points
of resemblance atall between the two men.

Another cause tried in France was
that. of DBaronet, who was con-
demned to the galleys on the false evi-
dence of his sister, who had taken posses-
sion of his property, but he afterwards re-
gained his rights, mainly owing to the evi-
dence of Louis, a celebrated surgeon of the
period.

SSECCND WIND.”
A Sciemtific View of a Subject of
Imnterest in Sporiing Circles.

The reader may be aware that in ordi-
nary respiration we only use a iportion of our
lungs, the cells at the extremty not being
brought into play. This is the reason why
those who are not ‘‘in training” and who
try to run for any distance soon begin to
zasp, and, unless they are courageous
enough to persevere in it in spite of the
choking sensation, are forced to stop. But
if they persevere the choking goes off, and
the result is technically known as “‘second
wind.” When the second wind is fully es-
tablished the runner does not become out of
breath, but goes on running as long as his
legs can carry him.

I know this from experience. having been
accustomed for many years to run three
miles every morning over a very hilly road.
The fact is that on starting the farthest por-
tion of the lungs are choked with effete air,
and the remainder do not supply air enough
to meet the increased circulation caused

by exercise. By degrees, however,
the neglected cells come into play,

and when the ‘entire lung is in work-
working order the circulation and respira-
tion again balance each other, and the
**second wind” is the result.

Now, let the reader repeat this experi-
ment of holding his breath against time,but
first let him force out of his lungs every
particle of air that he ean expel, and.then
draw as deep a breath as his Iungs will
hold. If this be repeated some seventy or
eighty times, by way of imitation of the
whale, the experimenter will find that he
can hold his breath for a minute and

a half without inconvenience. Should
he be a swimmer he should al-
ways take this precaution before

*‘taking a header;” he will find that he can
swim a considerable distance before he
needs to rise for breath.—Longman’s Maga-
zine. -

New Guinea’s Beaux and Belles.

In referring to the beaux and belles of
New Guinea, a missionary at Port Moresby,
who probably knows more about the Papuan
race than any other living writer, gives the
following amusing description of the natives
there: **They are by no means a forbidding
and repulsive people. Imagine a society
fellow about five feet nine inches, his com-
plexion anice brown color, andif he is
looked upon as a ‘masher’ he is covered
with red earth and varnished with oil, his
face being repainted to resemble Joseph's
coat in coloring. A piece of polished stone
depends from his nose; his hair, long and
frizzy, is ornamented with bird-of-Paradise
plumes and cockatoo feathers; his teeth,
red or black; his ears weighed down with
huge ear ornaments; his waist compressed
to waspish proportions, with broad belt of
bark; shell armlets above his wrists, and
dogs’-teeth necklace clasping his throat, a
breast ornament of boar’s tusks, a gaily
painted waist ribbon with long streamers,
anklets and kneelets of colored flax, a small
netted bag over his shoulders,and a chunam
pail in his hand. Tmagine all this,and you
have a typical New Guinean. The young
women wear a profusion of trinklets and
ornaments, but after marriage very few.
They are all lavishly tatooed, and wear
colored grass petticoats which reach below
the knees. Fashion is despotic in New
Guinea, and all acknowledged her sway.
The general get-up of the cream of soeiety
would create a sensation anywhere else in
the world. The women, however, leave
tight lacing to the men: do not resort to
artificial contraetion, nor crinoline expan-
sion, and have no six-button gloves or high-
heeled shoes.”—Fromn the New York Com-
merecial Advertiser.

PLAYING FARO TO WIN.

Poor Men Stand a Better Chance Than
Rich Men.

A Game Which Can Be Beaten Only
by Unlimited Capital,

“Do you know that a man with only $5
or $10 has more chance of winning a pile at
faro than a man with $5,000?” said a gam-
bler to a reporter for the Mail and Express.
“‘Take a man who owes a good deal of
money and has no chance of paying. He
gets hold of $10 and tries his luck at faro
By chance he runs his capital up to $50,
and then begins to bet sums of $25. He
wins again and is soon able to play the
limit. Being reckless and desperate, he
simply guesses; he bangs his money in a
way to either break himself or make several
hundred. Very soon he has $500 or $600
and draws out. Ile pays his debts and the
bank never has a chance to win the money
back, because the most that men will have
at a time is $5 or $10. The bank will have
to slay fifty or 100 times to get it all back,
and he will have as many chances to give it
another thumping. A man who comes
with a good roll of bills to play with makes
abouy even betting of it with the bank, and
both stand a chance of winning something
worth having. Frequently a banker will
come in to try to break a rival. Then the
fun begins. There is no talk. The dealer;
the proprietors, the lookout and the colored
waiter knows what the visit of the rival
means and watch the duel with bated
breath.”

“Does a bank ever refuse to play a
rival?”

‘*No, indeed. Gamblers never decline a
game from a man with plenty of money,
provided they know he will not kick if he
loses, and they won’t stop dealing as long
as there is a dollar left on either side to
play for.”

‘*Suppose a case should occur in which a
player should take a turn and take advan-
take of it, would the bet be paid?”

**Certainly, and nothing said about it.
Any player would be considered a chump
not to take vdvantage of every opportunity
that presents itself.”

*‘Is there any system that will beat
faro?”

“The only way that faro could be beaten
sure would be with unlimited capital and
where there were no limits to bets. For in-
stance,if a bank’s capital was $1,000 and
you lost, you would bet $2,000 in order to
get your money back and break the bank.
If you lost again you would bet $4,000, and
so on. But anybody that plays faro or any
other game is sure to lose. He may win to-
day, but he'll Jose the next day and the day
after.”

At a house where a faro bank was in full
force, and which was raided by the police,
a very ingenious machine and marked cards
were found. The backs of the cards were
most ingeniously marked. Every card
could be read from the pack. The back of
each was divided into fifty-two spaces, four
across and thirteen down.  The first divis-
ion across meant spades; the second. clubs;
the third, hearts, and the fourth, diamonds.
The subdivisions of the card up and down
stand for the value of the card, as the fol-
lowing diagram shows:

The little spot on the left-hand top cor-

ner means that the card is the ace of spades.

If it were in the next division it would
stand for the ace of clubs, and so on. If
lower down it would indicate king, queen,
jack and so on. The spot in the lower
right corner is, in case the card is dealt the
other way round. No matter which way
the card comes, an expert can read the back
as easily as an ordinary card-player can the
front.

The box was made so that two ecards
would come out at once. In the box there
was a thin strip which nearly closed the
orifice, which could be opened wider by
squeezing lightly on the inside cover near-
est the dealer, but the movement was so
small that it could not be detected. The in-
stant the pressure was released the box re-
sumed its normal condition.
