DISCUSSING THE GRADES.

The New Definitions of Wheat

Gradesand Opinions on Them.

At the meeting of the board of trade yef-
terday morning the matter of the change in
the grade of wheat just made by the com-
missioners was talked over with a.goqd
deal of liberality. The members o} ?lus
board have always manifested a \\'}!hng-
ness to aid the commissioners asiar as
possible. They believed the latter made a
mistake in the first place, in the way they
commenced, and when the rules adopted
were promulgated some of the members
felt quite sure that a grave error had been
made. They concluded, however, to
honestly, aud in a broad and unn_smcntmus
way to aid in a fair application of the rules,
and to cause them to operate in such a way
as to do justice to the farmer ill}Ll the
miller.  Still but little real confidence
was felt or expressed as to the _px:uctxcnl
workings of the plan of the commissioners.
Yesterday morning, when the board mgt.
the new change published by the commis-
sioners naturally became the subject of a
eurious sort of discussion. The talk was
in the nature of surprise that such an ab-
surd change should be adopted. The mem-
bers rezarded it as absurd to say that No. 1
spring wheat should weigh not less than
fiftv-cight pounds and be composed mostly
of Scoteh Fife, One inspector would h:\.\'c
one opinion as to how much Scotch Fife
would be required by the word “‘mostly,”
while another inspector would have a very
different idea as to how much would be re-
to make the sample No. 1 hard
81 . This opinion was very firmly fixed

in the minds of the membeos and was unan-
imous. It was generally believed that
this change would unsettie the \\'!ml_(-.
maiter of making the grade uni-
form. A similar objection was made to the
definition of No. 1 Northern spring \\'h'gz\t.
Of the two the absurdity oi the expression,
*ishall be ecomposed of hard and soft wheat,”
without any sufiiciently qualifying clause as
to how much of either will be required, is
greater than the absurdity of using the
term ‘‘mostly” in regard to No. 1 hard
spring. The opinion was general that }hc
commissioners made a mistake in the first
place, and that the last change, instead of
helping the matter, only made the confu-
sion all the worse.
MR. L. A. GILBERT,

one of the most conservative gentlemen in
the city, and a member of the board,
was asked his opinion and gave it to a rep-
resentative of the Grope substantially as
follows:

It is difficult to see any good reason for
the recent change in the grade of No. 1
hard and No. 1 Northern wheat.” said he.
“One of the strongest argumentsin favor of
a state law and state supervision was that
uniformity of grading would be obtained.
In order to do this it would be necessary
not only to have the same rules at Minne-
apolis, St. Paul and Duluth, but those rules
would have to be eclearly defined, so that
the wayfaring man, though a farmer, would
not mistake them. This was attempted in
the first set of rules, though they were no
improvement in perspicuity over the rules
already in use. But now, because Minne-
apolis inspectors disregarded the rules and
are more lenient or more diseriminating
than those at Duluth, the commissioners
change them. so as to conform to Minne-
apolis practice, thereby hoping to secure
uniformity. But in doing this they make
uniformity in grading practically impossible
by taking away definite rules and trusting
to men’s judgment.

““No.1 hard with 75 per cent. Scotch Fife
is very indefinite. Some inspectors will in-
terpret ‘mostly’ as Milwaukee always
has, to mean nearly all.  While
others will hold that 51 per cent. is
‘mostly.” And so in regard to No. 1
Northern. With ‘50 per cent, hard’ it
was definite and was quite low enough, but
the term, ‘shall be composed of the hard
and soft varieties of wheat,” leaves alto-
gether too much to be guessed at l):\' the_in-
spector and will not tend to uniformity;
and the fact that most of the inspectors are
new at the business only increases the difli-
culty.”

“Phere is nothing in the new rule for
No. 1 Northern that would prevent wheat
with 10 per cent. hard from passing as this
grade. It is stated in this conneetion that
the high character of Minnesota hard grades
will not be disturbed in the least by these
changes in the rules, and the impression
has gone out that the state inspection was
higher than under the old system. To
show the falsity of this statement it is only
necessary to read the threerules for grading
No. 1 hard.

¢ ‘Pirst, by the rules of the St.Paul board
of trade, adopted 1883. No. 1 hard wheat
shall be composed of the hard varieties of
wheat, clean, bright and sound and shall
weigh not less than fifty-eight pounds to the
measured bushel, and shall not contain
more than 15 per cent. soft wheat.

¢t ‘Second—State rule as first published No
1 hard spring wheat must be sound, bright
and well cleaned; must contain not less
than 75 per cent. of hard Scotch Fife and
weigh not less than fifty-eight pounds to
the measured bushel.

¢ ¢Third—Last rule of commissioners No.
1 hard spring wheat shall be sound, well
eleaned and weigh not less than fifty-eight
pounds to the measured bushel, composed
mostly of Scotch Fife wheat.”

““The first reduction was from 85 per cent.
hard to 75 per cent., and then to ‘mostly,’
with the word bright left out. If the high
standard for hard wheat is maintained it
will be because the grade is better than the
rule allows.”

ANOTHER MEMBER
af the board was asked about the matter
and he expressed himself as follows:

““What should any one think of such
work? What can any one think eof that
way of establishing a grade? Can yeu tell
me what it established? Well, T'll tell you
just what it has established and it is this—
confusion to all grades in the numbers
named. What do we make rules for? Is
it not to permanently fix something so that

" we may know what to rely upon? Isany-
thing established by fixing a rule that wont
operate and then to escape the results of

such a Dblunder fix wupon another
rule that means  nothing? Can
you fix and establish permanently a
grade that men can buy and

sell by, and that inspectors fean work by
saying that a certain grade shall consist
partly of the hard and partly of the soft va-
riety. without saying how much of the
hard? The way is to fix permanently the
grade and then work rigidly to it. It you
lower the grade by changing the rule, you
may rely upon it that the practice under
the rule wiil be carried to the very last

. point. It's a great biunder. The work
was begun wrong and it has been growing
worse and worse ever since. You need not
Jook to see the trouble.stop here. You
have not seen the end of it yet.”

Itseems that as
soon as Mrs. Brainerd was advised of her
husbands abduction she secured counsel,
who at once wired all along the lines to
friends to try, if possible and secure Brain-
erd from the Boston detectives. A telegram
was received by the gentleman above al-
luded to, who has been a life-long friend of
Brainerd’s. He at once, out of pure friend-
ship, secured the services of a prominent
legal {irm, who undertook the legal part of
of the rescue. Writs of habeas corpus were
taken out, one of which was placed in the
hands of Detective O’Connor and another

‘day afterncon,” said the gentleman, *‘1

left him in company with two persons
for Minneapolis. We concluded the best
plan was to go out a distance and meet

When we struck the train, however, we
were inforiied that the persons we wanted
had gotten off at Osseo junction. We were
at a loss to know exactly where we could
spring on them. Wita a view of finding
them aboard of the Chicago train at St.
Paul, a short time afterwards we went to
the Union depot® We had no expectation of
finding him there but the very next man I
got my eye on was Mr. Brainerd. He was
in such a state asto hardly know me. The
back of the detective was turned at the
tiine so we just walked up, took Brainerd
by the arm and fairly pushed him out of
the station. When we got outof the station
we hustled him up Nicollet to Washington
avenue and down Washington avenue about
a half a block where we all got into a close
hack and started for St. Paul. On Wash-
ington avenue we saw the Boston detec-
tives, but they never noticed us. When we
got to St. Paul, I stowed Mr. Brainerd away
until the proper time. e has since been
placed on 2 Winnipeg train and will arrive
in that city to-morrow morning.”

There are several persons in St. Paul
personally acquainted with Brainerd. One
of these informed a GLoBx reporter yester-
day that Brainerd was at one time one of
the best known men in the state of Ver-
mont, He has some wealthy connections
in Vermont, and a son-in-law
in Denver who has  considerable
money. His. family consists of
three children. This gentleman had wun-
derstood that Mrs. Brainerd had left her
husband not long ago, but now thinks the
rumor was unfounded. A  brother of
Brainerd was in St. Paul week before last.
Incidently speaking of his losses during the
last few years, he stated that his share of
his brother’s bail was %50,000, so that the
amount for which he skipped seems to
have been a considerable sum.

With streamers fiying,
officers in full-dress uniform, soldiers pa-
raded and under arms, ladies with gay and
britliant ribbons fluttering, the commanding
general and his staff in full uniform, and
the excellent band of the Twenty-fifth dis-
coursing sweet music, the event was one
not soon to be forgotten by the fortunate
visitors to the spot.

Dr. Elliott, one of Minnesota’s ecrack
marksmen and a member of the fine body of
Minneapolis marksman, was a visitor to the
Snelling range yesterday and witnessed the
magnificent  skirmishing, which he pro-
nounced to be almost the finest posssible.
Dr. Elliott is an expert in such matters and
knows whereof he speaks.

Licut. Partello, captain of the Dakotas,
feels very proud of the work done by his
team. The lieutenant has been hard at
work imparting to hi§ men the many fine
points he picked up while among the ex-
perts at Creedmoor. » .

Capt. Blunt, ordnance department U. S.
A. and inspector of rifle practice for the
whole army, was present throughout the
division shoot. Capt. Blunt left yesterday
for New York, where he will witness the
Division of the Atlantic shoot.

announced. This late contest at Ft. Snell-
ing will go down in the annals of rifle shoot-
ing as one of the most remarkable on
record, at least in one particular. The
skirmishing of some of the competitors
passes almost beyond belief. If any one,
only six months ago, had predicted that
200 points could be made on a single run by
one individual he would have been looked
upon as a candidate for an insane asylum.
During the shooting at Snelling 200 has
been a common record. It has been made
by a number of the competitors. Two hun=
dred and four was the limit until yesterday,
when Ehreufreid, the crack shot of the Mis-
souris, stepped to the front and smashed
the record all to pieces by a cold 214. This
is marvelous rapid shooting with a single-
loading gun, and discounts the possibilities
of any magazine gun manufactured.

Five years ago Sergt. Cavanaugh of the
engineers ground out 77 at skirmishing at
Creedmoor. He was a greatman for a time
and was very proud of his laurels. What
would Cavanaugh think of himself now
were he at Snelling, where an even 200
points is considered only ordinary skirmish-
ing.

The division team for 1885 is perhaps the
strongest ever formed. If twelve such men
had tackled the Englishmen in the interna-
tional match whieh came off a few years
ago at Creedmoor there would have been a
different story to tell who should wear the
laurels on that oceasion.

Lieut. Handforth of the Eleventh infan-
try, a member of the Dakota team, is loom-
ing up as one of the strongest military rifle
shots in the whole United States. His
skirmish score of 223 made yesterday morn-
ing takes the cake. It seems almost incred-
ible that such a score could have been made
by one man.

Sergt. Weeks, the leader of the Platte
team, takes sixth place on the Division team.
Lieut. Sage, head man of the Dakotas, gets
third place. Sergt. Crawford, medal-man
of the Texas Shortbores, catches tenth
place and a silver medal, while Lieut.
Shanks, the Missouri leader, gets sadly left.

After the regular division shoot came to
an end the different departmental teams
were marshaled under their captains and
ran down the line in a bunch. Each team
strove to beat the other. When these forty-
eight sharpshooters commenced their fusil-
lade it sounded as if a thousand men were
working Gattling guns with lightning-like
rapidity. The shots poured into the inno-
cent targets in a perfect storm of hail for
awhile, so that the pitmen, who were
snugly ensconsed behind the butts, became
frightened, fearing their heavy earthwork
protection would actuallybe battered down.
Forty-eight such sharpshooters as those
have never been gathered together before;
and if brought into active service might be
counted upon to annihilate a small army in
short order.

INSULTED THE CHIEF,

And Was Bounced From The Office
===A Lost Pocketbook.

C. H. Freeman, the manager of a Minne-
apolis ereamery went into the office of Chief
Clark breathless and excited yesterday af-
ternoon, and said some men had a pick-
pocket which they wanted arrested. The
chief asked where the man was. Freeman
said they had chased him from the fair
grounds and had followed him to a clump
of woods in the rear of the workhouse. He
had then come straight in for an officer.
As it took him almost an hour to come in
the chief told him it wasno use to go out,
as the man was not chump enough to wait
there until they got an officer. This inform-
ation so enraged Freeman that he began a
tirade of abuse, and said that all the police
officers were paid for was to sit around and
draw their salaries. The chief in his turn
got his back up, and if any man ever went
out of the police station in a hurry it was
Freeman. He was so frightened that a by-
stander was led to remark: ‘“T'wo to one
that man will forget to water his milk to-
night!” This is the second man who has
insulted the chief in his office during the
week. ““The next one who comes in and
insults me like that man did,” said the
chief, as his molars came together like the
stones of a grist mill, “I’ll forget my but-
tons for agminute and drive him plumb
through that wall.”

WARNING TO ATTORNEYS,

A Lecture to Solicitors by Judge
Wilkin.

George P. Farnsworth, et al., againse J.
B. Hoxie, et al., is the title of a suit
brought to recover damages by reason of
the closing of plaintiffs’ business under an
attachment issued by defendants. Yester-
day Judge Wilkin filed a memorandum on
defendants’ motion to allow a new trial on
the ground of their absence from the trial.
The judge, in his memorandum, says it is
with hesitaney that he has decided to grant
a new trial, and speaks reprehensively of
the habit of attorneys in leaving the court
room whenever a jury is impanelled upon
the presumption that the case or trial must
necessarily take a half a day or a day. He
says it is a source of great annoyance to the
judges, who naturally dislike to default
suitors when there is any reason to think a
trial of their case is desired. *‘It is a well-
known fact,” says Judge Wilkin, “‘and one
that ought to be understood by attorneys,
that cases very frequently go off suddenly
upon motions to dismiss, upon settlements
at trial, upon the decision by the court of
some question involving the whole merits
of the action, and for other causes. In
view of the heavy amount of business the
court cannot afford to adjourn whenever
there is a hitch in proceedings, or an ab-
sence of attorneys, whose cases are called
in their regular order. 1If attorneys eannot
remain in attendance upon court theyshould
have a proper person to watch the progress
of business for them.” This case was
called in regular order an hour or two be-
fore the regular hour of adjournment in the
afternoon and none of them were ready for
trial. In this condition of things the court,
with perhaps mistakenleniency, declined to
strike the case from the calendar and ad-
journed, declaring, however, that the case
would be called veremptorily on the follow-
ing morning. In the morning the case,
which was second in order, was called and
again there was no appearance by the at-
torneys or counsel ond the case proceeded
to verdict. The memorandum recites
further that from affidavits it appears to
the judge that the defendants’ attorney is
usually punctual in court atteudance, and
that there were circumstances affording
some excuse for the absence of the defend-
ants and the attorneys. As the affidavits
are very strong, ‘‘I have concluded,” con-
tinues the judge, ‘‘after this expression of
the views of the court as a warning against
too much reliance by the bar upon the
Ieniency of the court, to open the default.”
As it must be upon terms, counsel for both
sides are ordered to appear before the court
on Friday, the 11th, at 10 o'clock, for the
settlement of the order to be made. The
opinion expressed by Judge Wilkin strikes
at a fault which has long been the subject
of complaint by court officials and others
interested in the proceedings of the general
terms of the distriet ccurt. It has been
frequently suggested that the judges should
adopt some method to enforce the attend-
ance of attorneys, as suitors are the ones
who suffer from their dereliction of duty.

STREEET SAYINGS.

Hon. E. W. Durant was in this city yes-
terday, in something of a hurry as usual,
but he had time to give a brief expression
on the late waterways convention. In an-
swer to a question if he were satisfied with
its results, he said: “Hardly. I think we
advertised the state of Minnesota too much.
‘We ought to have confined ourselves strictly
to the Mississippi river. The convention
began like a town meeting, went through
like a horse race and closed like a
circus, and we had the wall tents down be-
fore the clown got out of the ring.” And
Mr. Durant made a break to catch the Still-
water train.

The Jewish New Year.

The Jewish New Year’s day, for the year
5646, or Ras Hashannah, was celebrated
yesterday by religious servicesin each of
the synagogues.
