Matters of Importance to be Considered by
the Northwestern Traffic Asso-

ciation.

Equalizing of Grain and Coal Rates to
and from Lake Points to Re~
celve Attention.

Chicago Shippers Secking to Have the
Roads Wiihdraw Carload Rates
to St. Paul.

Northiwestern Traffic Association,
On Wednesday, Sept. 16, the Northwest-

ern Traflic association and the lines inter-
ested in lowa, Minnesota and Dakota busi-
ness will meet at the Ryan hotel to discuss
coal and wheat rates and take action on the
alliance formed by the Canadian Pacific |
and Manitoba roads, which shut them out
in the competition for Manitoba business. |
Whatever action they may decide to take
will cut a small ficure, as the Manitoba is

so fixed that it will be al-;
most impossible to hurt it, unless one
of the trafic lines decides upon

building into Manitoba territory, and this is |
very improbable owing to the intimate re- |
lations that will exist between the Manitoba |
and Chicago, Burlington & Northern roads, |
upon the latter’s entry into St. Paul. The |
combination of the Canadian Pacific and
Manitoba roads will prove advantageous to
the Grand Trunk road during the season of l
navigation, but will be ruinous to it in the |
winter. When the Manitoba and Canadian
Pacific made the agreement which takes
effect to-morrow, it was agreed that rates
from St. Paul, Duluth and Port
Arthur to Winnipeg should be the same
and that they should be maintained, The |
Grand Trunk this season has been meeting !
the competition of the Canadian Pacific on !
Manitoba business by the lakes from Sarnia |
to Duluth; by the St. Paul & Duluth road |
to Hinckley, and the Manitoba from thence |
to St. Vincent, whence the business was |
either forwarded to Winnipeg by the Red |
River boat line or by the Canadian Pacific
road. The Grand Trunk was able to make
the same rates to Duluth as the
Canadian Pacific was to Port Arthur,
but from these it could not because of three
different companies handling the business.
Now, however, the Canadian Pacific offers
to maintain the same rates from Port Ar-
thur as the Manitoba quotes from Duluth,
and the Grand Trunk will have equal ad-
vantages with the Canadian Pacitic. Of
course all the business destined to Mani-
,toba will take either one of these routes,
and the lines running from Chicago will be
left in the cold. This is what
troubles them so and they will dis-
cuss the Manitoba’s aetion at the
meeting. The next most important matter,
or rather the most difficult problem to solve,
will be what rates to make on coal ship-
ments to points in Dakota touched by the
Milwaukee & St. Paul, the Manitoba and
Northern Pacific roads. Shipments have
already been made from Duluth to Fargo by
the last two named companies. The Mil-
waukee & St, Paul is unable to compete
for this business, as it has no outlet to Lake
Superior points and would have to quote
rates from  Chicago as against.
those rates from Duluth to Fargo
by the Manitoba and Northern
Pacific, The Milwaukee & St. Paul has
at different times asked the two direct
Dakota roads to make the same rates fiom
Duluth to Fargo and Wahpeton as it does
from Chicago and Milwaukee, but by do-
ing this the Northern Pacitic and Manitoba
roads would be giving up their geographiecal
advantage to enable another road to take
a slice of their business, and, of course, they
will not consent. There is a probability
that if they do not the Milwaukee & St.
Paul will work some scheme to meet the

competition and land coal to Fargo
as cheaply as the other roads do.

It is greatly incensed at the recent action
of the Manitoba in joining hands with the
Canadian Pacitiec, and may map out some
plan to get gore. The rates from lake ports
to Minnesota and Iowa points were equal-
ized at a former meeting of the lines inter-
ested in the business to points in these
states at the Plankington house, Mil-
waulkee. Then the next interesting thing
on the program will be equalizing and
agreeing on wheat rates from Dakota, Min-
nesota, and pessibly Iowa points. The
lines forming the Northwestern Traffic as-
sociation are making a rate of 15 cents per
100 pounds from St. Paul and Minneapolis
to Chieago or Milwaukee. The rate from
St. Paul and Minneapolis to Duluth and
Washburn is 10 cents. The rate from
Fargo and Moorhead to Duluth and St
Paul and Minneapolis is 23 cents per 100
pounds. The present rates are in favor of
Duluth, but when the rates to seaboard
points are concerned the Chicago rate is the
most favorable to local shippers, while
shippers at Fargo and local points north
and west of there on the Manitoba and
Northern Pacific roads can do best by mar-
keting at Duluth. The rate from St. Paul
and Minneapolis to New York via
Chicago, at the present rates which are in
effect east from there, is from 23 to 25
cents per 100 pounds, while the rate via
Duluth and the lakes is, if the lake lines
adbere to the rates they quote, 35 cents per
100 pounds. 'The rate irom Fargo and
Moorhead to New York, via St. Paul. is 46
and 48 cents per 109 pounds, or via Duluth
and the lakes 46 cents. The rate from St.
Paul and Minneapolis to New York via
Duluth, should be about 5 cents iess, as a
difierential to a water route as against an
all-rail route, but with the rate war East
from Chieago, it puts grain rates to seaboard
points in bad shape, and there will be
an effort made at Wednesday's meeting to
equalize them. This will be a very difficult
thing to do. There is a probability of the
Manitoba and Northern Pacific companies
refusing to join the Association lines in
rates they may make, or in equalizing in
any way which will in the least take away
a part of the advantage they hold when the
rates from Chicago are upheld.

There is a rumor currentin railroad circles

that the Minnesota & Northwestern has ap-
plied to the commission for admission to |

the  Northwestern  Trailic associa- |
tion, and that its application |
will be considéred at the meet- |
ing. The Minnesota & Northwestern |

will open up its line for through business |
to Chicago Monday, and should it not get a
very large per cent. of the business, it |
eould easily make trouble for the other lines. |
But Mr. Littell, general freight agent of
this line, says there will be no cutting of
rates on the part of the Minnesota & North-
western, and that it does not intend to be a
disturbing element. It will adopt a con- |
servative policy from the beginning, and
will not abandon that course unless
compelled to for the protection of
its own interest against the other roads.
The association might consider it best,
however, not to admit the Minnesota &
Northwestern into the association before
Jan. 1, when it is expected the Wisconsin
Central will be doing business between St.
Paul and Minneapolis and Chicago, and
will. perhaps, ask for admission. This
meeting of the association will, perhaps,
be the most important one it ever held, as
thereare more matters requiring attention
which are all important ones of a compli-
cated nature.

Carload REates.

The Western joint classification com-
mittee will meet in St. Paul, at the Ryan
hotel, to-night. It has just developed that
Chieago dealers have been importuning the
railroad companies to abolish carload rates
to St. Paul and Minneapolis, and will in-
terest themselves largely at this meeting to
gain the desired point. Should this be
done, it will kill both these cities as jobbing
centers and do damage to the wnole North-
west in its development. Local jobbers do
not feel at all anxious, however, as the rail-
road companies would be working ruin to
themselves in granting to Chicago jobbers
what they ask.
