Among the beautiful fioral ex
hibits is that from the Oak Grove green
house of La Crosse, Wis., under the care
of Supt. P. E. Steves, consisting of palins
in rare varieties, begenas, geraniums, terns,
faney collections, ete. Smith & Darling of
Winona also have a fine exhibit. The
north side of the west wing is oceupied by
the fine art exhibit, which is unusually
fine. Here we find a colleetion of work
by Mrs. Long, Miss Nora Nelson, Miss
Josephine Bamber, Miss Lou But-
ler, Miss Anna Cross. Miss Mary
Evans, Miss Toplift, Miss Fatoule, Kate
Leonard. Bessie Fishback and Lizzie and
Minnie Jordan. 1In the center of this wing
is the display of textile fabries, consisti
of Keusington, crochet and repousse work
and embroidery, arranged in artistic order.
A. Nelson occupies the northwest corner of
the main building, in which he displays a
fine lot of goods from his upholstery and
carpet departments. He has an elegant
line of Madras curtains, imfprorted French
top curtains worth #75 a pair and spun silk
of the tinest quality. In carpets
his display consisis of a fine line
of Brussels, Bigeiow, Hartford and other
popular makes: also a full line of Milton
velvets, and a full line of top Brussels of
the best wake. The whole is tastefully
decorated with borders, faney curtains
and festoons of drapery. Among the re-
markable displs in floral hall is the
school exhibit, which is both interesting
and novel. 1t occupies the entire east wing
of the hall. The south side is the Winona
exhibit, and consists largely of
KINDERGARTEN WORK.

The east end hung with anatomicnal
charts and botanieal specimens from the
state normal school.

Prof. Phelps of Winona has been in the
city for some days, and has had the co-op-
eration of Supt. Love and a number of lady

teachers in getiing the exhibit in order.
Some of the designs of embroidery china
sets and  oil eloth work are very beautiful.
Among the village school exhibits are
Oronoco, ¥yota, Dover and Marion. In
the Eyota exhibit the principal point
of excellence is the Dbeauty of
he penmanship  and  kindergarten
work. Miss Mitchell, the primary

teacher. furnishes half of this exhibit from
her departinent. The Oronoco exhibit ad-
joins that of Eyota, and certainly reflects
eredit upon teachers and pupils. Prof.
Chapman of Marion also has a very fine
display of practical work in drawing and
penmanship, to which every one of his
pupils contributed. The largest coun-
try school exhibits are those of
C. A. Campbell, Districc No. 86;
Miss ida Blethen, District No. 28;
Ruby Cobb, District No. 27; Helen Myers,
Distriet No. 12; Nellie Hawmlin, District
30; I1da Pease, Distriect No. 19; Carrie Cop-
ley, District No. 3; Edith Jenks, District
No. 87; Luey Richards, District No. 4; Eva
Cooper of Pleasant Grove and Anne Sayles,
No. 110. This exhibit is one of the most
unique and  suggestive  features of
this exposition. It embraces the work
of bundreds of children in various de-
partments of literary and manual training,
ranging all the way from the lowest pri-
mary to the gramurar school. It is the re-
sult of an experiment begun in February
last, with a view especially to broaden the

work of the children in that grade. The
surprising thing about it is the
avidity with which the idea was
seized upon by the pupils  of

the higher grades, until the infection, so to
speak, reached the high school, and we
have here illustrated in a most foreible and
convincing manner the adaptation of tiis
work to the publie schools. The materials
used are as varied as the tastes and apti-
tudes of the childred.

Honey, formerly of the Fourth Wisconsin
cavalry: solo, ‘‘Marching Through Geor-
gia,” by Capt. W. V. Lucas, department
commander of Dakota; address of welcome
by Mayor McChesney, who, at the time of
the war, was a twaddling little Virginia

rebel, and now welcomed the Union sol-
diers to his city, and said to them: *“‘We
surrender; the ecity is yours.” His
address was  well received, and
he was followed by Capt. B.
K. Hutchinson receiver of the Aberdeen

land office. The response to the welcome
was ably delivered by that jolly good sol-
dier, Capt. W. V. Lucas, who, in eclosing,
conjured the boys to all be good here, so
when they wanted to come again, Aberdeen
would welcome them and let their chickens
roost low, and leave their bean bags open.
Ashton band then rendered the popular med-
ley, ““The Blue and the Gray,” when Hon.
C. G. Williams of Watertown, was intro-
duced and delivered one of the ablest ora-
tions ever delivered in Dakota. His subject
being the Life and Character of Gen. Grant,
and althongh oeccupying nearly one hour in
delivery, it was so interesting was his dis-
course, that the greatest attention was paid
him, and in closing he said:

“Soldiers, you have met in your grand re-
union to-day and have paused here to pay
tribute to your old commander, who is dead.
What civilian can fitly voice your feelings.
The past, with all its threonging incidents,
presses upon you—the final resolution, the
final farewell, the Jong march, the weary
songs, the anxious days, the awful nights,
empty homes and crowded graves. noble
cemrades and dying heroes, the shadow of
defeat and the sunburst of vietory—all these
press upon the chambers of your memory
until you almost wonder it life be real or
imaginary. You

of the South, you meet again to-day in the
far-off Dakota. You are older now than you
were then. You take each others’ hands,
look each other in the face, and the reminis-
cences of the past well up within you: the
lip quivers, the voice falters; you turn from
the subject, and as your old commander was
seen 1o drop a silent tear over the dead Gar-
field, so you to-day mourn his loss, in the ma-
jestie silence of a soldier. But let not your
grief be untinged by cheer—his work was
done. He sleeps well at last. He rests
by the great river; by the great
city, by the great sea. A fit resting place for
one himself so great, and when in after years
the sun of his fame shall rise to its fu { and
perfect day, then will have grown a colossal
commonwealth fit to greetit, and the sweetest
and proudest remembrances of your descend-
ant shall be he was a soldier of Grant, and
he was a son of Dakota.

Northern Pacifie, J. F. Tarriter; Winona,
Rev. D. H. Bushnell. The reports show
an inereasing interest in church work and a
growing spirit of unity and mutual help
among the various- denominations. This
ended the morning session and the confer-
ence adjourned until 2 p. m.

At that hour, the assembly was opened
by devotional exercises, and the following
reports made:

Report on the Pilgrim, by Rev. M. W.
Montgomery, chairman; report on Recogni-
tion of Councils, by Rev. George Hunting-
ton, chairman; discussion, The Use of Lit-
urgetical Services in the Congregational
Churches. After the adjournment of the
afternoon session, the members spent a
very sociable time in the parlors, where the
local committee on entertainments had pre-
pared supper for all of them. The evening
exercises consisted of addresses by Rev.
Joseph B. Clark, secretary of the Ameri-
can Home Missionary socie y, New York,
and by Rev. Charles R. Bliss, Chicago,
secretary of the new West educational com-
mission.

Dakoia’s Division.

Stoux FaLLs, Sept. 16.—After prayer
by Rev. Mr. Jamieson, and the reading of
vesterday’s journal, a letter from Bishop
Hare, inviting the members of the conven-
tion to attend the dedication of All Saints
school in this city to-morrow afternoon, was
read, and a vote of thanks extended to the
bishop, but the convention is in the manu-
facturing business and will adjourn for
nothing. The judieiary committee reported
that the submission of clauses separate
from the constitution would -certainly be
legal, and the rules were suspended for the
unanimous adoption of the report. A
minority report was made, providing that
the legislature might extend the right of
suffrage in a generallaw. The committees
on elections and right of suffrage, compen-
sation of officers, banking and currency and
amendments and revision of the constitu-
tion reported. The following resolutions
were offered:

That premiums be made for a commission
of school lands; that no member of the con-
vention shall be ehgible to any office pro-
vided by the constitution until the first term
of the legislature under the same has expired;
that a residence of one year in the United

itates, six months in the state, sixty days in

the county and twenty days in the precinet,
shall be required to become a voter; that the
minimum price of school lands be $5 per'acre,
and only one-fourth be put on the market at
once; that the legislature shall not have
power to change the seat of government.

The convention then went into a com-
mittee of the whole and considered the re-
port of the legislative committee, but arose
without definlte action and adjourned till
2 p. m. During the recess a local artist
photographed the immortal ninety-two on
the sidewalk. lmnediately on reassem-
bling the convention went into committee
of the whole and spent the afternoon dis-
cussing the report of the legislative com-
mittee, but the work is not yet finished.
Three sessions a day will hereafter be held,
at 10 a. m. and 2 and 7 p. m.

At the Prohibition caucus held here last
night, the fact was developed that prohibi-
tion is to have control of the convention.
A resolution that the prohibition clause be
embodied in the constitution, but separ-
ately submitted for satisfaction at the same
time of the constitution, was adopted by a
vote of 38 to 3.

Poultry bids fair to hold a
prominent place in the exhibits, as coops of
handsome birds are fastarriving. In floral
hall is displayed the champion vegetables,
the fancy and substantial work of the house-
wives and maideuns and the exhibits of the
business houses.

Trymg the Marquis.

BisMARCK, Dak., Sept. 16.—Sheriff Har-
mon of Mason county, a witness for the de-
fense in the Marquis De Mores’ case, testi-
fied that the day of the killing of Luffsey
he went with a warrant for the arrest of
three men, O’Donnell, Wannegan and Luff-
sey. Before reaching the Little Mission
river a station man, Howard Eaton, came
aboard the train and told the sheriff that
the trails leading out of town were guarded.
On reaching the station he went to the
three men, who were on horseback with
their guns lying across their saddles, and
told them he had a warrant for their arrest,

but they turned and rode away.
The sheriffi then started to get
more assistance, and while doing so

he heard shots and soon after O’Donnell
and Wannegan returned and gave them-
selves up. Marguis de Mores and two other
men were behind them and Luffsey had
been shot. Walker testified that he left the
saloon at Little Missouri; heard the three
men make threats; heard O’Donnell say he
would kill the — —— —— mentioning
the marquis’ name, on sight; also heard the

men say no sheriff could arrest them. This
oceurred the night before the killing. The
marquis pays little attention to the case.
His extensive business enterprises bring
many men to see him on business and he
has much correspondence.

A Big Strike Feared.

Oyama, Neb,, Sept. 15.—It is currently
rumored here to-night that a general strike
along the entire line of the Union Pacific
railway will be ordered within the next
three days, as a result of the recent
troubles between the white laborers and
Chinamen at White Rock, Wyo. Should
this occur it will be from instruetions of
the Knights of Labor. Some days ago a
comumitiee was appointed at Rock Springs,
composed of miners and citizens to confer
with railway ofiicials here on the late trou-
bles. For unknown reasons the committee
{ailed to come and now it is said that the
failure is due to the intervention of the
Knights of Labor. Your correspondent
had an interview with Gen. Howard, com-
mander of the military troops in this sec-
tion, to-day, in which he stated that he
had just recewved a telegram from Gen.
Chittenden, in charge of the troops at
Rock Springs, saying the latter entertained
grave apprehension of a strike. Gen.
Howard has prepared to throw 3,000 truops
along the line. for, said he, ‘“‘The United
States government mails and property must
be protected at any cost.”
