Devir’s Laxge, Sept. 19.—The Inter-
Ocean of this morning has the following in
regard to the Bell elaim: Attorney O’Brien
has received information from Washington
that Secretary Lamar has sustained the de-
cision of the general land office in the con-
test case of the Ward heirs against John J.
Bell. The land in dispute lies just east of
the platted portion of this city, and is the
claim on which the Ward tragedy occurred
on April 23, 1883. The deseription is as
follows: The west half of the northeast
quarter of section 35, township 154, range
64, and the west half of the northeast
quarter of section 2, towhship 153, range 64.

Secretary Lamar holds that Bell could ac-
quire no rights under the law by virtue of his
settlement prior to the filing of his declara-
tion of intention to become a eitizen, and
tinding that Ward initiated a valid settle-
ment prior to such declaration, and that by
reason of duress he was excused from resi-
dence on the land, and holds that under the
law the guardian has now the right to file
the declaratory statement and to perfect the
claim.

It does
its work so rapidly and effect-
ively that in twenty-four hours after
taking it the hog is ready for
the lard renderer. It etfects its victim in a
horrible manner; the joints become stiff,
the flanks hoilow, the hide shrivels up, and
rotten Aesh drops from about the head and
legs. The usual hog cholera remedies are
utterly ineffectual after the animal once
gets the disease. Prevention is the only
hope.

It has neverbeen known to
kill, but it has been a feast for the doctors,
as.the pains are ratber excruciating, like
those of ordinary rheumsatism, and gengf-
ally frighten the patients into demanding- a
physiclan.

1888. Flax was the only crop that suffered
to any extent. Corn was safe.
