WELCOMED IHOME.

The Surprise Banguet to Ald. A. C.
Haugan, Home from Europe.

Ald, A, C. ilaugan returned home from
a visit to his fatherland on Sunday, and
last evening his friends and admirers tend-
ered him a reception at Peterson’s hall. It
is not every member of the city eouncil who
enjoys such respeet and confidence as is re-
posed in Ald. A. C. Haugan by his cnus{xt-
uents. For eight years he has represented
the Sixth ward in the muuicipal legislature,
and for the same length of time he has usu-
ally been found on the right side of ques-
tions involving grave financial import.  As
ehairman he has proven an almost invaluable
member of the committee on ways and
means. Although conservative, he is in-
elined to be liberal when it is apparent that
the liberal is the proper side of the question.
While far from possessing oratorical pow-
ers, when necessary he discusses questions
1 a practical and argumentative way which
invariably carries convietion with him. He
is a gentleman of broad business iutegrity
and finaneial taet, and to that tact is doubt-
Jess owing his remarkable suceess. Ald.
ifaugan is a Republican and in testimony
of his popularity it is only sufiicient to
mention that he resides in a ward that fre-
quently elects a Democrat to the council.

And it is rumored that Mr. Haugan, whose
term of oflice expires next spring, expeets
to succeed himself. Indeed, it is faintly
suspected that his reception last night had
somewhat to do with next spring’s cam-
paign in the way of an aldermanic boom.
But be that as it may, the re-
ception was especially happy in  all
its essential elements and was a handsome
suecess in point of detail, although not
marked by such an elal te finish perhaps
as have been cother convivial gatherings of a
like wter.  Sidwell's orchestra fur-
nished the musie, playing at short intervals
during the evening a program composed of
popular selections from the light operas. 1%
seemed in good taste, albeit, that the selee-
tions were not of the first or heavy order.

Peterson’s hall wore a gala aspect. The
walls were neatly decorated and draped
with national flags and emblems, especially
to the rear of the raised platform, on which
was seated the orchestra, and the entire
hail was beautifully festooned with ever-
greens and decoratedwith greenhouse plants.

Sly was called out to respond to the
toast The City Council. His response was
in his happiest vein and kept the gather-
ing in constant laughter. This was es-
pecially the ease with his introduction. The
toast The Sixth Ward was appropriately
responded to by W. H. Johnson, and the
129,000 population was replied to by F. S.

THE FLYING WHEREL.

Some Inseresting Notes of To=Day’s
Great Bicycle Meet.

The weather at this writing promises fair
and should the promise be realized, to-day
will be the biggest day in the annals of bir
eyeling Minnesota ever saw. The gather-
ing of wheelmen will be the largest eve-
held west of Chicago, and there will be a
lowering of records that will be heralded
all over the United States. This wilibe the
third annual meet of Minnesota wheelmen
under the auspices of the Mercury Bicyele
club. Invitations have been extended to
every state organization to participate,
while the list of prizes is suflicient to have
induced bicyelists from other states to enter
the lists in competition. The one and two-
mile state championship, and the five-mile
Northwestern championship will be the
crack events of the meet. The Pope Man-
ufacturing company, by which the Colum-
bia bieycle is made, has offered its Pope cup
to be contested for, which is an acknowledg-
ment that Minneapolis is a great bieyele
center. The cup has already been desecribed
in the GropE: It is of solid silver,of exqui-
site workmanship, and is valued at $1,500.
It wiil become the property of the wheel-
man who shall first win it three times in
twenty-mile races, with direet ecrank
machines, under the conditions deseribed.
Van Sicklen of Chicago will have a
walkover for this heat, his being the only
entry. John Nicholson, who was to enter,
sprained his ankle, and Grant Bell, who
holds the rink championship of the United
States, rides a Star machine, which is
barred out as being not a direct crank.

THE DAY’S PROGRAM

opens with a business meeting at Armory
hall at 9 a.m. to be followed at 10 by the
grand parade. The racing will begin at
1:30 p.m. at the fair ground track, which is
in admirable condition for fast time. The
races include ten events, beginning with an
open mile contest and ending wich a eonso-
lation race for the benefit of the defeated
ones. Score cards have been printed and
spectators will have no difliculty in follow-
ing the events.

The Riverside and Minnehaha street car
lines will convey spectators to the ground,
and cars on the former line will be in
readiness after the sport is over. The
prizes are on exhibition at Eustis
Brothers’ jewelry store, and have attracted
a great deal of attention, besides having
been universally decided worth the struggle.

TEEE BALL SET ROLLING.

Initial Steps Toward a Permanent
Minneapolis Exposition.

Fifty representative Minneapolis men as-
sembled last night at the rooms of the pro-
duce exchange, and without a dissenting
voice decided that Minneapolis should have
a permanent annual exposition. The meet-
ing was an interesting one, and for a per-
fect understanding a little retrospection and
explanation are necessary. or some time
past, six months at least, the leading mem-
bers of the Jobbers’ association have
been diseussing the feasibility of a
Northwestern exposition at Minneapolis,
modeled after those so successtully held
at Chicago, St. Louws, Cincinmati and
Lonisville. The subject was discussed and
members of other bodies were approached
for opinions until finally, through the pro-
duee exchange, last night’s meeting was
called. It has been reported, evidently
through malice, that the exposition move
was in opposition to the state fair, but it
was distinetly and positively stated last
night that while Minneapolis feels that St,
Paul has in the fair matter come between
her sails and the wind, yet this proposed
exposition should be of a character as will
not interfere or compete with the fair, in
which, as a state institution, Minneapolis
toolk her share of pride.

LAST NIGHT'S MEETING

was presided over by E. G. Potter, presi-
dent of the produce exchange, and while
most of those present were members of that
body, there were enough outsiders to make
the gathering a representative one. Among
the gentiemen present wereJohn de Laittre,
T. B. Januey, H. M. Carpenter, George L.
Dale, A. M. Clerihew, A.J. Blethen, C.W.
Johmson, J. L. Lyman, W. M. Regan,
A. M. Merritt, W. R. Tillinghast, E. G.
Potter, Wesley Neill, John I. Black, C. B.
Heffellinger, George R. Newell, A. C. Lor-
ing and H. F. Lillibridge. The call was
read, and Mr. Regan gave a shoit resume
of the causes which led to it and which
have appeared in the Grose from time to
time. He followed it up with a few well-
worded arguments in favor of a permanent
exposition, and said the meeting would like
to hear from any gentleman present.

John de Laittre was called out and made
a ten minutes’ speech. He said that not
only should Minneapolis have an exposition
and would support it, but it could not afford
to be without it. Mur. Merritt seconded his
remarks with vigor and euthusiasm.

Mr. Blethen was called upon for a few re-
marks, and made a speech of about fifieen
minutes’ length. The substance of what
he said was that it was apparent that Min-
neapolis must do something for herself, as
the state fair had done nothing for her. It
was a purely St. Paul affair, and was done
to crush out the Minneapolis fair, as it was
patent that both fairs could not be held in
the same month and be suceessful. “Now,”
he said, ‘‘do we want to tear down or op-

pose that fair? Not at all. It is
a state affair, and your money will
pay for it in taxes. But let us

set up an exposition of our own that shall
rival the big shows of Chicago, Louisville,
St. Louis and Kansas City. Let the state
fair go on, but let it be a St. Paul show
entirely. Take oneof the big blocks of
this city. lease it for ten years, with the
privilege of buying it at a fair price: pay 6
per cent. interest: then cover it with a
building, every inch of 1t; it will cost $100,-
000, but organize yourselves; issue bonds at
5 per cent. and every one will be taken
within thirty days. Fill this buiiding up
with everything that grows in the North-
west, everything that is made, bought or
sold in Minneapolisand you will have an
exposition that will be worthy the city and
will soon pay fer itself.” He went on to
inveigh against railroads that had diserim-
inated against Minneapolis at the state fair

and weund up with a very pro-Minneapolis
speech.

Mr. Regan seconded everything that Mr!
Bl_:-theu said, and added that he thought
Minnesota was larger than Minneapolis,
and that the state fair was an institution of
Minnesota, “‘and we are all Minnesotians.”
He thought a Minuneapolis exposition would
never fail, and his idea was to have it close
Jjust before the state fair opened, so that
exhibitors could remove their exhibits from
one to the other.

Mr. Dale was called out and said he be-
lieved he reflected the sentiment of every
member of the Jobbers’ union when he
heartily indorsed the project of a North-
western exposition. Minneapolis could do
what any other city might, for what was
years elsewhere was only months here. All
that was necessary was to go into it with
the whole soul with which Minneapolis
went into everything.

Major Heflelfinger said that while he in-
dorsed the idea, he had not suiliciently
thought the matter over to express any new
ideas.

A. M. Clerihew said he had thought over
the exposition question within the past few
days and was heartily in favor of it. He
Lad looked at it from a business standpoint,
and thought it looked better the more he
looked at it. The Jobbers’ union would go
into a gnarantee fund, he was sure, and
his firm would go into a subseription for a
building fund.

Half a dozen short speeches followed, all
of the same general tenor. It was the
sense of fhe meeting that such an exposi-
tion as would be desirable must be owned
largely by the people, so as to disseminate
the interest as much as possible. Col.
Fairman made a very witty speech, and set
forth what Minneapolis could do in the in-
dustrial art line. adding that he had only
been here a short while. Mr. Carpenter
crossed over to him and said, **Shake! T've
been here years, and wish you had come
sooner.”

COMMITTEES APPOINTED.

Mr. Regan offered a resolution providing
for the appointment of a committee of five
from the produce exchange, with the presi-
dent, to act with similar committees from
the chamber of commerce, board of trade,
Jobbers’ union, Lumbermen’s exchange,
Groeers’ union and other bodies, in discuss-
ing the feasibility of such an exposition.
The number was changed to three and the
resolution was adopted, President Potter
appointing William M. Regan, T. B. Jan-
ney and H. K. Pratt on behalf of the pro-
duce exchange. The secretary was in-
structed to request the appointinent of sim-
ilar committees by the other bodies and the
meeting adjourned in  high humor with it-
self.

THYE GRAND JURY.

Dearing Down on the Social Evile=
District Court News.

The grand jury reassembled yesterday
and was in session all day long. No sound
came from behind the closed doors, and no
sign was given as to the probable result of
the investigation. 1t is rumored that the
jury had a regular parrot and monkey time
of it. At any rate, when discharged for the
evening by Judge Lochren at 5:30 o’clock
the faces of the members of the august
body bore evidence of fatigue. No report
was made, and it is understood that no re-
turn of indictinents will be made before
this evening. It came from near the throne
that ten indietments will be returned against
First street madames, charging them with
keeping houses of prostitution. o

THE CRIMINAL CASES.

Anna Murphy, indicted for stealing 3155
from Smith O’Brien, had her trial yester-
day. FKrom the evidence of the prosecution
it appeared that the prisoner came to
O’Brien’s home and taking up a vest con-
taining the money ran to her own dwelling
and locked herself in. When the polce
were summoned the money, all in gold, was
found under a carpet, and the buckles and
buttons of the vest in the ashes in the stove.
The defense was that Mrs. Murphy had ex-
actly that amount of money in gold of her
own, and that the money found was hers,
not O’Brien’s. The case against her was a
strong one, but her sex and appearance
with a little child in her arms evidently in-
fluenced the jurymen in her favor, for they
hung out all the afternoon and at 6 o’clock
had failed to agree.

William Scott, indicted for stealing a
harness valued at $3 from MecCallum & Co.,
314 Second avenue south, changed his plea
to guilty and was sentenced to three months
in the county jail.

Robert Keiler plead guilty to stealing a
horse valued at $100 from A. M. and S. W.
Fstes, and was sentenced to one year and
six months in the penitentiary.

John Clark, the young fellow indieted
with James McCarty for assaulting Patrick
Cairns with attempt to rob. had his trial
and was found guilty. He was sentenced
to one year. The case against McCarty was
nolled by the county attorney.

Matteson Coscar plead guilty to assault-
ing John Goss with a knife and was sen-
tenced to nine months in Stillwater.

Charles Wilson, the young colored man
found guilty last week of breaking into
Venstrum & Peterson’s store and stealing
clothing, was sentenced to one year.

John Collins, indicted for larceny,against
whom the jury failed to find an indictment,
was ordered discharged from custody.

COUNCIL COMMITTEES

West to be Chief De Facto Here=
after—The Steam Heating.
Yesterday was a day for council commit-
tee meetings. 'They were pretty important
meetings, too. Especially so was that of
the police commission. The first business
it took was confirming the action of the
chairman of the committee on police, re-
gardin g erection of a barn for the Third
precinct station patrol wagon. The charges
against Officers Hurdy and Ryan, sus-
pended, were investigated,and the commis-
sion decided that the charges were not
sustained. Consequently the officers named
were ordered to report for duty to-day.

1t was decided that Chief West detail a

driver for the new patrol wagon from the
regular police, rather than to appoint a new
man.

Then came up the important question of
the meeting. No specific charges had been
preferred against Sergt. Kirkham, although
a general complaint had been made by
prominent citizens to members of the com-
mission. The statements so made were re-
ceived in an informal way, and the com-
mission was unanimous in the opinion that
a sergeant’s duties were only to act
in the capacity of a roundsman,
never to give orders unless they were the
specific orders of his superior officers. and
to only generally see that the patrolmen
were on their respective beats, rather than
to take them off their beats to aid him in
unauthorized work. Consequently Ald.
Cooley presented the following, which was
unanimously adopted: :

That all officers of the police force be and
they are hereby ordered to act only under the
orders of the chief of police, and to report to
him only, subject only to contiary instruc-
tions from his honor, the mayor; and that a
disobedience of this order shall subject the
offending ofiicer 10 suspension and discharge;
and that all inferior ofificers shall be subject
to the orders of their immediate superiors,
and shall be liable for any disrespect to them.

The committee on roads and bridges de-
cided to recommend the adoption of the
commissioner’s report in the matter of
opening and extending Fourteenth avenue
northeast, from Marshall to Main street,
and also to recommend the opening of
Washington strect, between Fifth street
and Thirteenth avenue northeast. They
also decided to take the small triangular
tract bounded by Sixth street, Eighth
avenue northeast and Washington street;
and to open an alley through block 13,
from Plymouth avenue to Fourteenth ave-
nue north, y

All the members of the workhouse com-
mittee were promptly on hand when the
chairman called the meeting to order yes-
terday. 'The object of the session was to
discuss the matter of awarding a contract
for puiting in the steam-heating apparatus
at the workhouse. Col. M. W. Glenn had
charged the committee with having acted
with surprising partiality in the matter of
receiving proposals. He had not been
given an opportunity to iigure on the steam
boilers, and he knew of several firms who
had been treated with silent contempt, as it
were, Therefore it was expected that the
meeting yesterday would develop at least
an exciting contest. Soitdid. Mr. Camp-
bell, Col. Glenn’s foreman, appeared and
spoke for a haif hour. He dwelt upon the
importance of competitive bidding, and
asked an opportunity to submit a proposal
for furnishing the boilers.

Afterwards the committee considered the
three bids which had already been re-
ceived, as follows; Martin & Taft, $3,758;
E. T. Sykes & Co., $3,988; E. C. Cauvet &
Co., $3,085. The different systems of
heating specified in the proposals were
carefully weighed, and the coneclusion ar-
nived at that Martin & Taft’s was the most
advantageous proposition, all things con-
sidered, and the committee voted to award
the contract to that firm.

The Plan of an Interesting Venture
==fiow the Business wili be Rumn.

A meeting was held Saturday evening of
the stockholders in the co-operative store
which is to be started by the Minneapolis
Mercantile company. The constitution and
by-laws were adopted, and a movement
made for securing subscriptions to the
stock.

The constitution sets forth the object of
the company as follows:

First. The establishment of a store to con-
duct the business of geuneral decalers, whole-
sale and retail, in food, clothing and other
commodities, and to manufacture the same
whenever practicable.

Second. Thebuying and holding of land,and
the erection of buildings thereon for the uses
of the company.

Third. And to proceed, as soon as practi-
cable, to the establishment of a self-support-
ing home colony, or to assist other societies
in establishing such colonies, wherein may be
exemplified, in a practical way, the co-opera-
tive idea of preduction, distribution, educa-
tion and government. The principal place of
business shall be in the city of Minneapolis,
Minn.

The capitalstock is to be $25,000 in
shares of $10 each, and the limit of indebt-
edness is placed at $8,000. The regular
meetings of the company will be held on
the second Wednesday after the first Satur-
day of the months of October, January,
April and July of each year. The meeting
in October shall be called the annual meet-
ing; the meeting in April the semi-annual
meeting, and the meetings in  January and
July the quarterly meetings. No member
shall be allowed to hoid less than three ner
more than five shares inthe funds of the
company. After paying or providing for
expenses of management, and for interest
on shares, and setting aside at the rate of
10 per cent. per annuin to repair the deter-
ioration on fixed stock, the net proceeds of
all business shall be divided quarterly
among the members of the company in pro-
portion to the amount of their purchases at
the stere during the quarter, but the quar-
terly meeting shall determine what distine-
tion, if any, shall be made in this respect
between the percentage paid to members
and non-members. IFor the purpose of as-
suring to each member the full value of his
investment. all undivided balance of profits
shall be paid into a reserve filnd. the same
to be invested in the working capital. The
officers are a nresident, secretary, treasurer,
boards of managers and auditors. All offices
having receipt and expenditure of money
are required to give satisfactory security.

Everybody who has the interests of
the city at heart attend the mass meeting to
protest against the introduction of convict
labor, at Bridge square, Tuesday eveniag,
Sept. 22, at 8 o’clock. Able speakers repre-
senting the different interests of the city will
be present. All organized labor societies and
others interested ia the movement are re-
quested to join the procession, which will be
formed &t 7:30 o’clock sharp on Second ave-
nue south with right resting on Third street.
Musie, speeches, fireworks.””

Mayor Pillsbury will preside and short
addresses will be delivered by Ald. H. C.
Morse and Matt Walsh, Dr. A. A. Ames,
Col. M. W. Glenn, F. L. Morse, W. H.

WONDERFUL MINES

Of Rich Resources in Whichh Min=
neapolis Capiial is Invested.

Yesterday articles were filed with the reg-
ister of deeds incorporating the Stillwater
Mining company and the Minneapolis Min-
ing and Smelting company. The capital
stoclc of each company is $800,000, and the
incorporators are the same: P. W. McAdow
of Billings, Mont.; J. V. Nye, Stillwater,
Mont.; J. R. Anderson, Maiden, Mont.; E.
J. Davenport, G. D. Emery and C. P.
Chapman of Minneapolis; E. S. Case, Wa-
dena, Minn.

The companies are formed for the pur-
pose of operating copper mines situated on
the Stillwater river. about twelve miles
from Cook City, Gallatine county, Mont.,
which are said to be teeming with ore
which assays from 60 to 65 per cent. of
copper of a superior quality. 'The Minne-
apolis stockholders who have organized the
companies learned of the marvelous rich-
ness of the mines some time ago and last

summer visited the place personally,
accompanied by an experienced

miner and metallurgist. A careful exami-
nation was made, the results of which ex-
ceeded the wildest expectations. The cele-
brated mines in the vicinity of Butte only
assay from 12 to 16 and 20 per cent., but
the ore in these fields was found to be four
times as valuable. Arrangements for the
purchasing of a fract of land upon which
eleven of the mines were lccated were
made, and upon their return home the
Minneapolis party at once set to work to
organize the companies which are now in-
corporated. Plenty of capital- has been se-
cured, and within ten days the work of im-
proving four of the mines will be com-
menced, involving an expenditure of $30,-
000.

A Brutal Assault.

On Sunday afternoon several little chil-
dren in a North side neighborhood got into
a quarrel, as children frequently do. Prin-
eipal in the trouble were the scions of John
Meyers and Louis Dorkman. Meyers be-
came greatly enraged because his child had
got the worst of the quarrel, and he called
upon Dorkman and assaulted him with a
heavy cane. Terrific blows rained down
upon the vietim’s head, fast and furious,
until Dorkman fell to the ground insensible.
Then when the man had been dangerously
wounded the enraged assailant desisted.
Bleeding and insensible, Dorkman was
picked up and conveyed to his bed. Yes-
terday Meyers was arrested and lodged in
the First precinet station. As the grand
jury isnow in session. the municipal court
will not hold an examination. Last even-
ing the victim of the murderous assault was
still unconscious aud his life is nearly de-
spaired of.

The game of base ball between the Wash-
burn-Crosby nine and the TUnions, both of
Minneapolis, was a rattler, and required the
services of two umpires, both of whom evi-
dently “even wished they were dead’” before
the game was finished.
