TEMPERANCE WOMEN.

dpeuniug of the Ninth Annual Chris=
tian Temperance Convention.

The ninth annual convention of the
Women’s Christian Temperance union of
Minnesota convened yesterday morning in
Plymouth Cougregational chureh, St. Paul,
Mrs. 1. A. Hobart of Red Wing presiding.
After devotional exercises, the report from
the executive committee was made by Mrs.
tlobart. The committee in this report
recommends:

First—That each union make itself a cor-
porate body in order to stand more safely in
any financial matters that may be transacted.

Second—That the annuel membership dues
be increased from 50 to 60 cents per annum.

Third—That a German paper in the inter-
esis of temperance be established.

The proposition to increase the annual
dues provoked lively discussion, and the
president explained that the members of
the committee felt great delicacy regarding
this proposition, but the work among the
Scandinavians was costing a great .deal,
and this was the main reason for recom-
mending the increase.

The establishment of a German temper-
ance paper in the state was also considered
at great length* and a motion finally was
carried unanimously that the money con-
tributed by the state union for the publica-
tion of a German newspaper be placed at
interest, the interest to be expended in the
publication and distribution of German
literature and traects throughout the state.

Number of church
societles 300. Nearly all the English speak-
ing and foreign churches, except the Episco-
pal, Catholic and Lutheran, use unfermented
wine at sacramental services, and there are
& few exceptions in these. Twenty-four
unions report Sunday schools using regularly
the quarterly temperance lessons. In most
places where there are jails, gospel temper-
ance services are held with the prisoners and
good literature distributed.

In St. Cloud there is a model of a jail for
neatness and pleasant surroundings, and the
ladies have, in addition to holding services
with the prisoners, carrvied flowers to them,
adorned their walls with pictures that tend
to eievate. aud they propose to earry them
growing plants to care for. Twenty-seven
unions report temperance text bocks used in
one or more grades of their public schools.
Six unions use the national course of read-
ing. Nine have a loan library; 82.346 pages of
temperance literature have been distributed.
Seventeen unions . circulate the pledge at
public meetings, nineteen maintain a temper-
ance column in one or more local papers.
There are twelve Good Templars’ lodges
where unions exists.

REPORTS OF VICE PRESIDENTS.

The vice presidents, who are also presi-
dents of the local unions in the five con-
gressional districts of the state, then made
reports of the work done during the past
vear, the obstacles in their way, and the
prospeets before them for the ensuing year.

Mrs. Bixby of Minneapolis then addressed
the convention briefly in the interests of the
Temperance Review, the state organ ot the
union in Minnesota, and urged upon dele-
gates the necessity for working up interest
in the paper. She was followed by Miss
Eva Meclutyre in behaif of the Union Sig-
nal, the national organ of the association,
who briefly but pointedly presented the
claims of that periodical to the temperance
people of the state.

A VOICE FROM IOWA.

Mrs. Hinman, superintendent of the
Tenth district of Towa, was introduced to
the convenition and made a very fine ad-
dress, setting forth the work in lowa and
the necessity for perfect organization in
every state., There are scores of small
towns there where not a drop of intoxicat-
ing lignors is sold.  But the larger cities
openly defy the law. However, the pro-
hibition Iaw is not more frequently violated
than any other law on the statute books.
*We now have statutory prohibition,” said
Mrs. Hinman, “‘and are only waiting to
secure enough supreme judges to make it
constitutional.” She predicted the new law
would not be repealed, and gave an amus-
ing illustration of the manner in which can-
didates for the state legislature are button-
holed by the ladies all over the state and
questioned as to their attitude on the ques-
tion of repealing or enforcing the present

AN AMENDMENT.

Mrs. Furber of Cottage Grove submitted
an amendment to the constitution, notice of
which was given a year ago, changing
Artiele 7, so thatin future all amendments
to this document, instead of requiring a
vear's notice, shall be published in the state
organ two months before the annual meet-
ing, and be read on the first day of the
meeting.

Mrs. Carrie Knox of Red Wing was then
introdueced as the lady who had been chosen
to act as state organizer for the ensuing
vear, and gave the reasons why she had de-
cided to devote her time and talents to this
great work.

Adjourned till 7:30.

EVENING SERVICES.

Plymouth church was well filled last
evening to listen to the address of welcome
and other addresses announced for that
time. Rev. Dr. Dana conducted the devo-
tional exercises, upon the conclusion of
which Mrs. Frank Farwell in a neat ad-
dress welcomed the delegates to the capital
city. An appropriate response was made
on behalf of the delegates by Prof. Maria
L. Sanford of the state university. Muis.
Clara Hoffman, president of the W. C, T.
U. of Missouri, was to have delivered an
address on the work in that state, but as
she had not arrived Mrs. Hobart as presi-
dent of the Minnesota union delivered her
annual address in place thereof. After
reviewing the work of the year
Mrs. Hobart dealt some severe blows
upen both political parties because of their
attitnde on the lignor question, and charged
that the national government was the larg-
est partner in this legalized traftic in intoxi-
cants. She then called attention to the
fact that this year was the centennial anni-
versary of the commencement of temper-
ance work in the United States, it being
just one hundred years ago that Dr. Benja-
min Rush published and placed in circula-
tion his tract on the influence of alecohol on
the mind and body.

A contribution was then taken up to aid
the state work, after which Dr. Dana pro-
nounced the benediction and the audience
dispersed.

The musie last evening was rendered by
the quartet choir of Piymouth church, which
will have charge of all the musie at each
evening service during the continuance of
the meetings.

AN IVFPORTANT ARREST.

An Operator im Forged Checks
Placed Behind the RBars.
Early last evening a dark-complexioned,
well-built man, evidently about 30 vears of
| age, went into a elothing store on Fast Sev-
| enth street, between Xittson and Willis
streets, and selected an overcoat. The gar-
ment was valued at $40 and the man offered
the merehant a cheek upon the Second Na-
! tional bank of St. Paul for $62.40, payable
to the order of J. M. Woods and bearing as
a siznature the name of George I. Finch,
a member of the firm of Auerbach, Fineh &
Van Slyek. Suspeeting that the check
was a forgery, the dealer made an
| exeuse to step outside, saying that he
i wished to get some change, and called Ofli-
{ cer Myer, into whose custody he gave the
suspected stranger. The man was taken to
police headquarters, where he gave hisname
as Thomas Sweenie. He said he lived in
| Minneapolis and went there from Chicago.
In his pockets were found a check upon the
| same bank for $62.50, payable to T. M.
Sweenie, and bearing the same signature
as the other. Desides this there were sev-
eral letters addressed to Thomas M.
| Sweenie and a fragment of a See-
ond National bank check  book.
The letters referred chiefly to the
! matter of a ‘situation, which Sweenie
appeared to be seeking, and it would be
concluded that he was a cornicemaker. One
letter was from his sister, who was visiting
Niagara Falls. A couple of pawn tickets
and various articles of trifling value were
, also found about him.

Investigation showed that the checks
were forgeries, Mr. Finch having given no
such paper and the signature being nothing
like his. The police officials say thata man
answering Sweenie's description is wanted
at Hastings for a similar offense.

TEMPERANCE CELEBRATION.

The Father Mathew Society and
Crusaders Unite in a Public Meeting.

A public meeting of the Father Matthew
Total Abstinence society and the St. Paul
Crusaders was held in the hall of the former
organization last evening in commemora-
tion of the temperance centennial. Among
| those present were Rt. Rev. Bishop Ire-
land, Rev. Father Ostor, Rev. Father Shan-
ley and Mr. William Lewis Kelly. Mr. M.
Treacy presided. The exercises opened
with a piano selo by Miss Schley, which
| was loudly applanded. The chairman then
made a few remarks welcoming those pres-
| ent and referring to the success of the tem-
perance movement in St. Paul. He was
| able to speak from personal knowledge of
| the great good being done by the Father
| Mathew society since its organization in
| 1869. Over 3,000 persons had signed
| the membership roll during that per-
iod. At the conclusion of Mr.
Treacy’s remarks a song was
rendered by Miss Smith, the suecess of which
was proven by a hearty encore. An address
;:as then delivered by Mr. William Lewis

Celly.

*‘It makes no difference,” he said, ‘“‘when
the temperance movement started nor who
leads in the work. Itisa cause so noble,
so just, so elevating that all should be will-
ing to join it. The burning question of to-
day is the suppression of the liquor traffic.
This may be called fanaticism, but if to
plead for the manhood of my brethren, for
the protection of our homes and the welfare
of our youth is fanatacism, then I am a
fanatic. There are in St. Paul over 600
saloons, well organized and equipped, Tep-

resenting a disciplined and powerful force of

|

8,000 men, using money and all possible
political machinations in opposition to this
cause. The temperance question is the
vital issue in this land—not prohibition, but
the enactment of laws which will place
some restraint upon the liquor traffic. Isay
there is a slavery in the nation infinitely
worse than the slavery which
HELD THE BLACK MAN

of the South in chains—a slavery hedged
about him by law and upheld by politicians
and business men of all classes. To the

oung men I appeal; you who are to take
gour places in the halls of legislation and
in shaping the destinies of this nation; I
appeal to you to join these societies, forsake
the gilded halls of intemperance and save
your intellect and strength for the respon-
sibilities to which you are being raised up.”

At the conclusion of Mr. Kelly's address
a song by Mr. James Shay was announced.
Mr. Shay was also the recipient of an en-
core.

An address by Rev. Father Shanley came
next in order. He thought the occasion a
notable one. The action and views of Dr.
Rush, who started the discussion of the
temperance question in this country, should
be held as sacred. If the good whisky of
those days caused a scientific man to de-
nounce liquor drinking, how much more do
we need to denounce the evil of intemper-
ance to-day. Not a day passes without
bringing to notice the gigantic abuses of the
liguor trafiic. The reverend gentleman told
a number of anecdotes to illustrate the
need of sounding the warning.

Rev. Father Ostor of Swift county, but
formerly of St. Paul, was the next speaker.
He delivered a very impressive exhorta-
tion.

BISHOP IRELAND
followed, expressing great pleasure at see-
ing so large an attendance, and hoping that
those present would attend the series of
meetings of which this was the inaugural
one. He was especially glad to see so much
interest among the Catholics in the temper-
ance movement. I is right, he said, to
show an appreciation of all efforts in the
right direction, no matter what the source.
The people who have this cause at heart
need te combine their strength and their
operations. It is not a sectarian question;
it is moral, political and commercial, and
there should be a union of all forces in the
war upon the fearful vice.. Dr. Rush
showed that the use of alcoholic liquor is
not only unnecessary but really inju-
rious. A little may be taken
without perceptible injury, justas a little
Jaudanum may be taken without fatal re-
sults, but, recollect, it is a litile poison
nevertheless. Dr. Rush was a prominent
man in revolutionary times—influential in
the political and social affairs of his day—
but he is chiefly honored on account of his
bold and intelligent opposition to intemper-
ance. Theslavery of strong drink is worse
than any foreign slavery. Alcohol en-
slaves both body and mind. The greatest
slaveholder, the most detestible and abom-
inable slaveholder, is the propagator of
drunkenness. The Catholic
PLENARY COUNCIL,

recently held at Baltimore, denounced the
liquor traffic and said that if there was still
a Catholic in the liquor business he should
be persuaded to adopt a decent mode of
getting a living. I appeal to you as eiti-
zeuls to use the ballot against the drinking
evil.
the saloons advocate take a firm stand
against it. This is not the ticket for you.
There is one freedom for which I have
eagerly looked—the freedom of Ireland—
but freedom from those who would steal
away our brains and all that is noble in our
natures is a greater need than any other.
Set your faces directly against intemper-
ance! Never let intoxicating liguor be in-
troduced in your homes. It is only when
every well-meaning man has lifted up his
hand against the evil that we may look for
suceess in driving it from society.

ALLEGED DISCRIMINATION.

Complaint Against the NManitoba
Made.

The committee on transportation from the
Minneapolis chamber of commerce was in
session with the railroad commissioners
yesterday afternoon, entering a complaint
against discrimination on the part of the
Manitoba road in favor of tne Millers’ asso-
ciation. The committee represented the
commission men and millers not included in
the association. The grievance of the com-
mittee, as statad by the latter, lay in the
fact that the Manitoba refuses to deliver
grain shipped from points along its lines,
at mills other than those in the association,
without putting it through an elevator,

which practically adds to the cost of
the wheat, delivered. 14 to 2
cents. The committee said that

the Manitoba sent 1ts cars direct to the
millsin the association, but refused this to
outside mills. The alleged reason for this
was that they were unable to do it for lack
of cars. This, the committee said, would
hardly be sustained by a glance at the move-
ment of wheat, which had been unusually
light this season. The committee said that
sometimes the road unloaded its cars to
Elevator A and then reloaded the wheat
into other ears of its own, so that it looked
like a clear case of a desire to put the
wheat through the elevator and pile up the
charges. The Manitoba was the only road
running to Minneapoiis that did this and
when this road only did it in the cases of
non-association mills it looked like

PLAIN DISCRIMINATION.

All the committee wanted was an equal
chance with the rest—either let all wheat
zo through elevators or let cars be provided
for all the mills. The commissioners re-
marked that it looked like diserimination,
which was clearly and plainly forbidden by
law.

Along with this charge the committee
said that objection was made to the double
weighing, both in and out of the elevators,
where wheat was bound for the mills, as it
was unnecessary, as the wheat was weighed
at the mills, making three weighings to be
paid for. This, the commissioners ex-
piained, would be done away with if the
wheat going to the mills did not go through
the elevators, so that if the first grievance
was remedied the second would drop out of
sight. The commissioners will bring the
matter to the attention of Manitoba ofticials.

Business of the Fair.

The board of managers of the State Agri-
cultural society held a meeting yesterday
on the grounds for the purpose of settling
up business connected with the recent state
fair. Some of the members of the board
were late in getting to the grounds which
delayed the business a good deal. After
doing what they could at the grounds, they
returned to St. Paul, and in the evening
held another meeting. It was utterly im-
possible to obtain any information of any
importance from the members of the board
further than the statement that they had
not accomplished anything of any conse-
quence, more than to go over a few of the
bills. The president, Mr. Clarke, expressed
the hope that by noon to-day they would be
through, and that they could probably be
able to give some definite information as to
results by that time. The treasurer, F. J.
Wilcox, stated that the total receipts so far
as figured are $47,000.

Information Wanted.

The committee from the chamber of com-
merce named to confer with the board of
education as to the advisability of shorter
terms of school in St. Paul, have taken
steps to learn the general sentiments of the
city on the questions at issue. A circular
has been issued and forwarded to the lead-
ing physicians asking opinions as to the ef-
fect on the health of the child of the pres-
ent length of terms; if enough attention is
given to outdoor exercise, and if any injury
to the health of children arising from their
connection with the schools has been no-
ticed in practice. The same committee has
also sent 5,000 circulars to patrons of the
schools asking questions with a direct bear-
ing on the issue at hand. The committee
will meet the board of education as soon as
answers can be obtained on which to base
opinions.

Death of Mr. John Bowers.

John Bowers, a pioneer of Ramsey
county, died at the residence of his son-in-
law, Mr. J. V. Wilson, of this eity, after a
short illness, at the age of 76 years.

Mr. Bowers wasborn in Pennsylvania in
1809 and was a resident of Wheeling, W.
Va., for twenty years, whence he emi-
grated to Minnesota in 1854 and settled in
Rose township, in this county, where he
has resided ever since, with the exception
of afew short intervals. Mr. Bowers leaves
