The
London Tunes has declared the expensive
machinery of Dublin castle must go, and
Mr. Vail went on to describe what this
meant and to show what a useless burden
on the Irish people this long list of courts
and dignitaries was. Chamberlain declared
that to accede to the wish of Ireland, with
her 4,000,000 people, as against the 30,000,-
--000 of England and Scotland, would be
ridiculous, but Mr. Vail recalled the time
when, before 1800, they did do it. until
bribery and corruption induced an alleged j
parliament topass the union act, of in-
famous memory.

For sometime it has been the dearest

•wish of the Irish-Americans of Minneapo-
lis to have a weekly paper, entirely devoted
to them and their interests, and a quiet
sentiment has been at work in this direc-
tion. The matter was brought up in the
league last night and a decided interest
manifested. Roger Vail said there was an
intention to publish such a paper as soon as
it was apparent the people were in earnest
about supporting it. it would be issued
in time, but he was opposed
to any such scheme unless the pa-
per could be made first-class
in every particular.

The opening of
the big museum, the regular week at the
Grand and the Coinique, with several ama-
teur and professional concerts, will fill up
the next six days.

One certain event of the week will be
the progress made on the permanent expo-
sition scheme. Meetings will be held of all
the committees appointed, and toward the
end of the week a general committee meet-
ing is probable.

and Cannon.

A STARBSNG AFFRAY.

Axel Peterson, a Sub-Railway Con*
tractor* Knifed.

At about 9 o'clock word was received
at police headquarters that a man was hurt
on North Second street last evening. The
patrol wagon was dispatched to the corner
of Second avenue north and First street,
where a big mob of people had congregated
over the prostrate form of a man on the
sidewalk. His clothing was saturated with
blood, and a large pool on the walk stood
out frightfully under the glare of the elec-
tric mast. The man was placed on a
stretcher and removed to the
First precinct station, where it was
ascertained that the man was Axel
Peterson, a sub-contractor on the Northern
Pacific railroad, employed, or, rather, in
charge of the camp about a mile and a half
below the state university. Although weak
and faint from loss of blood. Peterson was
able to give his statement, which was about
as follows: He was standing, in company
with a friend, in front of the Britania
house, when two strangers, also Swedes,
came along. One of the latter seized Pe-
terson's hat and made off with it. Peter-
son protested that he must have his hat,
and followed up the two retreating men.
Suddenly the one who had the hat threw it
into the street and Peterson went and got
it. Returning a few hot words were ex-
changed, and Peterson received two stun-
ning fist blows on the head followed quickly
by a savage stab in the side with one of
those large,'murderous knives peculiar to the
Swedes. The assassin at once ran toward
the railway bridge across the river and
escaped.

The wound is an ugly one. Dr. Van
Cleve was called. He made a cursory ex-
amination and had his patient removed to
St. Barnabas hospital before he began
treatment. There was no outward flowof
blood at the time, although the wounded
man had bled profusely at the spot of the
stabbing. The doctor was unable to form
a positive opinion regarding the probable
results, although he was inclined to believe
the wound was not fatal. The knife blade j
was evidently wide, and the aperture was
fully two inches wide.

There is another version to the case. A
Swede who claims to have been an eye-wit-
ness states that Peterson was very drunk
and that he stood on the street and made
insolent remarks to every passer-by. He
saluted two girls and a young Swede re-
sented the insult by hitting Peterson.
Blows were exchanged, .when the stranger
pulled a knife and stabbed Peterson just
above the left hip.

LIFE in CHINA.
Interesting Extracts from an Army

Officer's Letter.
The following interesting account was ab-

stracted from a private letter written to a
Minneapolis friend by the lieutenant on the
United States steamer Alert at Corea:

We got away from Canton during the
month ofMay and came directly here, stop-
ping only ten days at Nagasaki. We do
not know how long we are to remain here,
but probably until cold weather sets in at
least. We miss the

with their banks, papers and the comforts
of their easy chairs, to say nothing of the
cold drinks we could always secure there.
And we miss furthermore those disagree-
able Englishmen. We also miss the de-
lightful walks with the missionary girls,
Even missionary girls are preferable to
men as companions for a walk or a quiet
social chat. The treaty does not protect
the missionaries, consequently the few who
have the temerity to come here have come
against the laws of this country, and are
therefore living so quietly, necessarily, that
we usually see little of them.

This country is in great perturbation just
now, and the trouble grows deeper and
deeper day by day. The natives were com-
paratively happy as hermits, but as a civ-
ilized nation they come far from being a
success, and our country, which was the
means of opening wide the gates of civiliz-
ation and letting the foreigners in, sees this
fact as plainly as the natives do, and we are
now striving our best to drop them. Be-
fore the United States made an effective
movement, England had taken what few
benefits there were to be gathered from
opening up a new country, and now she
not only will do absolutely nothing to re-
lieve the people, but she helps herself to
what islands she wants and tells them to
whistle ifthey don't like it.
ili-'i)' THE PORT HAMILTONAFFAIR
is doubtless as disgraceful an affair as Eng-
land has had anything to do with for years,
and that is perhaps saying a deal. Corea
sees that between China, Japan and Russia
she cannot remain wholly independent or
entirely neutral. She is feeble and must
rest under some sheltering wing. In fact
she seems to think we should protect her.
They are about satisfied that we will not do
it, however, and it is now pretty authenti-
cally reported that Corea has offered her-
self to Russia. England, China and Japan
protest against such action; so what is the
poor country to do? The people have been
hermits so long that they are now nothing
more nor less than a nation of children
when brought into direct contact with the
outside world. Indeed, when they signed
the treaty with us they seem to have really
believed that we were going to send them
ships, loaded with merchants who would
pay them fabulous prices for their simple
and cheap wares, and articles of their prim-
itive production, and that every mothers
son of them would soon become immensely
wealthy. The ordinary question now daily
asked us is, When are the ships coming,
and when will its trade begin? During our
stay here there has been no perceptible im-
provement in the natives. They are still
the same dirty and poverty-stricken people
we found. In all likelihood it willbe years
before they fully realize the benefits of
opening up the country. So far, foreigners
have victimized the ignorant natives by tak-
ing out of the country everything of real
value that they could lay their hands on,
and they have brought nothing of worth in
return. The people have, itis said, written
Secretary Bayard to have the United States
organize a military patrol here for their pro-
tection, but no answer has been received, so
far as I can learn. Therefore Ido not
wonder that they are discouraged! and look
upon Americans with dissatisfaction, ifnot
distrust.

To-morrow Iam going to take a trip into
the interior. For a number of years the
Chinese and Japanese have had
soldiers stationed in the country. The
Chinese troops were withdrawn last week
and the Japs go early next month, and if
everything there is quiet we will go down
the coast for a few weeks. There is the
captain of a Japanese man-of-war in har-
bor here who attended the military acad-
emy with me.

WHILE AT CANTON
Iwrote a number of letters on China taken
from talks with the missionaries and from
books found in the club rooms' library,
and Idevoted a deal of time to studying
the religion of the Chinese and the Japanese.
It is particularly interesting to a stranger.
Americans are greatly mistaken in the idea
that fine articles, like silk and jewelry, are
common here. There is nothing nice. We
do not see anything of the first women,
and consequently do not know what they
wear. The Chinamen wear silks of gay
colors, but it is of the cheapest quality.
My waiter boy, for instance, looks like a
person gotten up for a fancy ball when he
goes on shore. He is dressed throughout
in silk and his jacket is fur-lined. His
favorite colors are lavender and yellow.
He has two wives, one living in Canton
and one in Hong Kong, and has to keep up
two establishments. His wages are 520
a month, and he sends to each
wife $4.50 a month. On Chinese
New Years he showed me some silk
dresses. They were quite elaborate and
beautiful, but an examination showed them
to be nothing but cheap cotton stuff trimmed
with silk. The whole suit could not have
cost over $5. This serves to illustrate
everything that is strictly Chinese. The
only really fine Chinese or Japanese articles
seen are those made for the foreign market,
made in patterns to sell. Of course, the
higher classes wear a better class of silk,
yet it is cheaper and poorer than the silk
exported. • The "away up" Chinese women
practice embroidery as a pastime. They
are not taught to read and are not allowed
to do laborious work, and they find relax-
ation in embroidery. They make very
elaborate costumes, which after wearing a
few times are sent to the pawn shops. Thus
all the fine garments you read about are
made.

The pawn shop in China is a queer in-
stitution. Itis quite different from any-
thing you ever saw. They are very large
and especially high stone buildings, and as
nearly fire and burglar proof as possible.
In fact they are usually twice as high as
other buildings. In the spring the women
send the winter clothing to the jpawn shop
for safe keeping, in the fall they take them
out and put the summer suits .in. A lady
with several elaborate costumes will have
them in pawn for safe keeping only. In
the morning she will say: "Precious dam-
sel whom the gods love to smile upon,"
which probably means Bridget iftranslated
to Irish, "go to the pawn shop and get my
No. 1 suit; Mrs. May-your-shadow-never-
grow-less," which is likely Mrs. Vun Lung
or Sour Kee in Chinese "is going
to call on me to-day." The precious one
willput her head out of ' the window and
say: "Adorable mistress of the four seas
alle thinkee catchee plenty lain to-day;
more better you wear no finee suite." But
the dresses willbe taken out of pawn, and
returned again after the visit. When the
owner becomes tired ofthe suit the shop-
keeper is instructed to sell it.

VERY LITTLE FIRST-CLASS TEA
finds its way to the American market. All
that is exported is fixed up expressly. Itis
colored and flavored. At the proper time
tea-tasters visit the tea-growing districts
and buy a large number of cases of black,
green or pressed tea. The buyer wants to
ship to a country where oolong is a favorite
tea, for instance. . The taster fixes up the
tea until the right color is obtained and the
tea is sent as oolong. - Even on ship-board
rig ht here in the harbor we cannot get good
tea. but when we go among the shop-
keepers looking for curiosities they often
bring us tea and a sort of sponge-

| cake. The tea is almost colorless, and has
a peculiar taste. 1 know of an officerwho
sent home a sample that cost at the rate of
$24 per pound, and his mother wrote that
she could get a great deal better article at
the grocery for 81.25 per pound. The best
tea is used in this country. Russia and
England get the next best.

Chinamen, when they travel in the
United States, say they raise better fruits
than we do, but in Canton they have pears
of a very poor quality, bad apples, excel-
lent cherries, oranges, bananas and occa-
sionally other tropical fruits, but I really
believe most of them came from the islands
further down the coast. In the way of
vegetables, we can get very little besides
green peas, string beans and cabbage. The
Chinese eat immense quantities of cabbage
and spinach. The cabbage appears to be a
cross between cabbage and lettuce, and
looks more like the latter.

The Chinese do an extensive business in
candied fruits. Ifyou are invited to take
a lunch, you willfind nothing but candied
fruit, cake and a glass of champagne, of
which Chinamen are very fond.

The gen-
tleman stopped for a few minutes to enter a
tobacco store at the corner of Third street
toreplenish his cigar case. He was not
gone long, and the lady walked leisurely
ahead. In the meantime a new- suit of
clothes, with nothing in it, yclept a
"dude," approached with the usual
uplifted hat and "Ah, there!" At
this juncture the gentleman, presumably
the lady's husband, emerged from the cigar
store and took in the situation at a glance.

EXPERIENCE WITH GHOSTS.

S. X. Aspinwall Tells Why He Be-
came a Spiritualist.

Atthe Leland rink yesterday afternoon
about one hundred people gathered to hear
Mr. S. N. Aspinwall, the manager of the
Spiritualist society in this city,relate his ex-
periences at the E astern camp meetings.
The gentleman opened his lecture by apolo-
gizing for prospective imperfections in his
address, as the present was his maiden of-
fort at public speaking. He had often been
asked the reason for his belief in the spirit-
ual philosophy, and he hoped to answer that
question. Three years ago he had a bright-
eyed boy about 9 years of age, who went
out after dinner one day and was never aft-
erward seen alive. The loss of her boy so
preyed on the mind of his wife that a change
of scene was ordered by the physicians, and
he took her to New York. While there he
was importuned by friends to visit a clair-
voyant, and at last consented to do so. Re-
questing the clairvoyant to tell them some-
thing that they didn't know, she answered
by giving a description of their boy, accom-
panied by his name, and the peculiar man-
ner used by him in spelling it; said he
didn't want his mother to mourn for him;
he wasn't in the cemetery, but thoroughly
alive. During the past summer the speaker
had visited the Spiritualist camp meetings
in the East, and had a wonderful experi-
ence. He had paid a visit to Dr. Mansfield,
the "spirit postmaster," and while in his
presence wrote a message to his dead grand-
father, carefully folding the paper so that
the medium could not see anything written
and in answer received a long personal let-
ter signed with his grandfather's name, of
which the medium was totally ignorant.
He related quite a wonderful experience
with materializing mediums.

CHINESE MUST GO.

The War Upon the Monsrolians As-
sumes a Threatening 1 Aspect.

Correspondence of the Globe.
Seattle, W. T.. Sept. 24.—Since the

Squak massacre, which took place a few
days ago but twenty miles distant from this
city, there has been an uneasy feeling man-
ifested in this city, particularly among the
middle classes. For the past week there
have been many idle men standing on the
crossings of the principal thoroughfares.
Whether this be due to men thrown out of
employment in consequence of the mills be-
ing shut down, naturally incident to times
ofexcitement, or of rough characters con-
gregating from other places forspecific pur-
poses, it is difficult to determine. There
seems tobe a perfect clamor by the Knights
of Labor for the blood of the Mongolian.
They say that the decree has gone forth
that the "Chinese must go." But a few
days before the outbreak your correspond-
ent was told byone of the supposed Knights
of Labor that there is more socialism on
this coast than most folks are aware of.
The real difficultywas expressed by one of
the speakers at the anti-Chinese mass meet-
ing held at Tester's hall when he said:
"Russia has her nihilists;. Prussia and Aus-
tria their socialists; France and Spain their
internationalists; England her Republicans
and Fenians; America her monopolies,
whose exactions from the laboring classes
would in the course oftime cause the down-
fall of the government. The real issue is

against capital and the Chinese problem
merely a sideshow. Men of property
are uneasy for fear that the
exit of the Chinese will not end the dis-
turbance. The mills and mines have dis-
charged their Chinese help and have offered
the same positions at the same wages to
white men, but they have refused. The
Chinese laborer received but 51.25 per day;-
the American laborer demands 52.50 to

I supply his place. There is where the great-
est trouble begins. The proprietors of our
mills say they cannot pay 52.50 per day for
unskilled labor andc ompete with other mills
on the coast, where the Chinese are hired at
81.25 per day for the same kind of work.
Consequently the mills will be compelled
to shut down. The Chinese who have prop-

j erty here are in great distress, as they fully
realize that they will have to sacrifice much
ifthe edict is enforced. Those who have
not money enough to pay their way back to
China are not much better off. One poor
Chinese vegetable vender was seen weeping
this morning, and said to one of his patrons
in a most pitiful tone, "Nobody no buy of
me. Ino selle anything this morning."
One of the more intelligent Chinese yester-
day said: "No good man wan to hurte me,
itbad men, roughs. They shoot me dead
that no stop Chinamen. They come in all
same." He further argued very sensibly
that there were more men in China from
this country than there are Chinamen in
America. . His plan was to send back to
China ail Chinese day laborers and poor
men, but to allow those who had bought
property to remain. Trade is very much
depressed and sluggish on the *sound, and
there are numbers of men out of employ-
ment. Ifthey do not succeed in driving
out their Mongolian brother it is openly and
publicly stated by the Knights of Labor that
there willbe riots and bloodshed before the

'. winter is over. Last Saturday evening,
after the Chinese were discharged and paid
offat the Black Diamond mine and were
packing to come to Seattle, they were at-
tacked by a party of masked white men and
almost frightened out of their wits. The
masked men burned all of their property
that they could find, but did not kill any, so
far as learned. X.
