BEARERS IN DISCOUNTS.

Minneapolis Entertains the Delega-

tion ofVisitingBankers.

An informal reception was tendered by
the bankers of Minneapolis yesterday morn-
Ing to the members of the American Bank-
ers association. In fact, however, the hosts
of the occasion were the leading men of
Minneapolis regardless of their individual
commercial or professional pursuits. Some
eight or ten of the visiting bankers had
come over on Sunday, but the entire delega-
tion, numbering, with their wives, about
150, came over from St. Paul at 9:25
o'clock on the Milwaukee road. The
bankers' committee of this city had car-
riages in waiting at the depot and the party
was conveyed to the West hotel.

THE OETHODOS FEELIHG.

At 10 o'clock neany a half-hundred car-
Hages, containing the visitors and the
Minneapolitans who had been selected
h> act as escorts, left the
hotel and made a very thorough
tour of the city. The milling district, the
business portion and the choice residence
localities were visited and all points of in-
terest shown, at all of which the visitors
expressed their orthodox pleasure and sur-
prise. It is always a matter of the greatest
surprise to the Eastern visitor to note the,
wonderful growth of the Northwest, and
above all to see the constant evidences of
culture and refinement. This hitter was
the subject of more than one remark. A
Louisviile banker said, when the drive
ended: "1 have always expected to see the
wild Western ide:i exemplified in Minneap-
olis, and the greatest surprise to me in go-
ing about your beautiful city was to be con-
stantly reminded that 1 was among are-
fined, cultivated people. There is newness
on every side, but not a symptom of crud-
ity. 1 am simply delighted." This is
given as a specimen of the impressions al-
ways produced on utter strangers. The
drive ended about noon and the delegation
returned to the West hotel.

THE INEVITABLE TALK.
Here a banquet was spread, to which the

entire party devoted itself for the next
hour. It was not an elaborate collation,
but was served in perfect style and taste,
and was eaten to tiie music of the Danz
orchestra. President Lyinan J. (Jage of
Chicago occupied the head of the table,
while about him were seated Mayor I'ills-
bury, Bon. E. M. Wilson, lion. K. S. Lang-
don" Eon. Loren Fletcher, Judge Isaac
Atwater, J. K. Sidle, EL <J- Harrison and
other prominent filinneapolitans. When
the repast was ended. Mayor Pillsbury
presented Mr. Gage, who smiled, withdrew
and introduced Logan S. Root of Little
Rock, Ark., who simply said the associa-
tion had decided to go to Duluth at 1
o'clock, but alter such hospitable treatment
it could not think of rushing away, and
had determined to visit Minnetonka. He
paid a glowing compliment to the beauties
of Minneapolis as seen in the celebrated
Indian summer. J. F. It. Foss
then introduced Mayor Pillsbury,
who delivered a formal address. He was
particularly pleased at the presence of
banking capital in Minneapolis, as the city
was in ueed «»J and always after capital, to
which it owed so much. He concluded
with an array of Minneapolis statistics,
giving the population, banking capital,
manufacturing, jobbing and retailing figures
so familiar to all.

President Gage responded, expressing his
admiration of the golden Northwest and
predicting the time was not far distant
when the twincities would be a form id-
able rival t<> Chicago. Mr. L. S. Hoot,who
is the orator of the party, made a formal
return of thanks. His address was pointed,
witty and long, but of such interest that the
length was not noticed. .Judge Atwater,
Mr. Wilson and Mr. Fletcher each made a
short address and the banquet ended.

A FLYING TBIP.
The afternoon was devoted to a trip to

Minnetonka, Col. Small put on his fastest
train and the party was whirled otf to the
lake, the pride of Minnesota. The day was
perfeel and the •\u25a0great water was never
seen to better advantage. The party re-
turned at 0 o'clock, the greater number
going to Duluth, though eight or ten took
the Milwaukee road for their homes.

The Question of Underground "Wires
Ht'i'orc tlse Ordinance Committee.
The council committee on ordinances

met at the city hall yesterday afternoon
and took up the ordinance granting to
Charles P. Stevens and others an exclusive
franchise to lay concrete conduits for the
purpose <>f putting all electrical wires under
ground.

Representatives of the various electrical
services of !h«* city were present to protest
against granting to outsiders an exclusive
franchise which the electrical concerns of
the city must eventually either buy at the
prices which the owners of the franchise
may fix, or pay heavy rentals for the use
of the same.

J. 11. Woolsey of the Union Electric
Light and Power company stated that it
would be lvst to allow the Eastern
cities to experiment first to establish be-
yond peradventure whether or not the prin-
ciple involved in the ordinance
is practical. If the wires can
be laid under ground it is
greatly to the interests of the electric com-
panies to avail themselves of that ad-
vantage, inasmuch as it would protect them
from great damages incases of conflagra-
tions. Every lire of any considerable ex-
t«':i! damages wires, breaks connections and
puts the companies to great cost inmaking
repairs. Ithas not yet been demonstrated
that tin 1 system is a success, and Mr. Wool-
Bey thought it the sheerest folly to compel
this city, with comparatively limited capi-
tal, and where a larger rate of interest has
to be paid for money than in New York, to
prosecute doubtful experiments. He re-
ferred to

THE INJUSTICES
Invariably worked upon the public by exclu-
sive franchises. He spoke of the exclusive
gas Franchise which has given the owners a
vast fortune, and to the hardships of the
patrons of the system, (las costs much more
here, or did up to the advent of the electric
liir'nt system, than in other cities where
there is no exclusive franchise to control the
supply.

T. S. King of the Brush Electric Light
Company staled that in Chicago there are a
number of isolated plants from which elec-
tric lights are supplied, but there is no gen-
eral or exclusive system. He asked, in case
the council committee intended to recom-
mend the adoption of the projected ordi-
nance, for the privilege of presenting an or-
dinance also. He said his company wanted
a siice of that cake —that they ure some-
what fond of meals, too. The Western
Union Telegraph company has expended a
handsome fortune in investigating the ques-
tion and has abandoned the underground
theory because of the tendency of the elec-
tric currents to seek the damp earth, leav-
ing the wires without suiiicient current to
effect the object of the wires.

CHABLES STEVENS
argued in favor of the ordinance. He
stated that in Chicago at the present time
Ihere are 400 miies of wire in successful
operation under ground, and that 510 more
miles are being laid. The objection having
been raised that the streets would have to
be torn up every few days, until they are
rendered almost impassable the year round,
because additional wires are continually
being laid, Mr. Stevens endeavored to dis-
prove the statement by showing that two or
.hree conduits would at once be laid, giving
%n almost endless capacity for wires.

Mr. King urged that in all fairness the
Vectrical companies, which have come here

and aided in building up the city, and at
great cost have put in public improve-
ments of incalculable value to the
city, should at least be given
equal rights with a few outside
speculators, who propose to get a sinch on
the companies through an exclusive fran-
chise. He read from the Electrical World
of Sept. 20 a statement of the question, of
which the following is an epitome: "In
Philadelphia six years ago an ordinance was
passed ordering all wires

TO HE PLACED VNDKK OROUXD
by January, 18S5. This order was ex-
tended one years, and yet at this very day,
only three months before the expiration of
the notice, the Western Union is still
knocking unanswered at the door of the
Philadelphia council, begging for permis-
sion to dig up the streets. That company's
last petition was dated June 11. but
no action has been taken upon it
thus far, and although the company has
already purchased considerable material for
underground purposes, it cannot lift a
single one of the Quaker City's abominable
cobble stones. This is tantamount to pass-
ing a law that a man shall swim a. river,
and then tying him hand and foot, sewing
him up in a sack and throwing him in. All
this goes to prove that most of the aerial
lines will stay longer than some people ex-
pect/

After the meeting had adjourned, Aid.
Cooley, who has taken a leading interest in
the subject in the council, stated that he
should go to Chicago to make- a searching
investigation of the question, and that the
city superintendent of the electric alarm
system would doubtless accompany him.
lie is of the opinion that the underground
system will soon be perfected until it is
made practicable, and that the wires in this
city must eventually go beneath the ground.

STILL, ANOTHER.

The Grocers Indorse the Industrial
Exposition--Licence Trouble.

At the meeting of the Minneapolis Retail
Grocers' association last evening Messrs.
Major, Eowe and Mosher were apppinted a
committee to secure the enforcement of the
agreement between the grocers and the
wholesale and commission men. The
special policeman appointed to attend to
the enforcement of the peddlers' license re-
ported that the issuing of permits by
License Inspector Smith had interfered
seriously; further, that he found some diffi-
culty in persuading the city attorney to
prosecute the peddlers violating the ordi-
nance. The association instructed the officer
to go ahead with his work, and gave him
assurance that he willbe sustained.

The following resolutions were adopted
indorsing the movement to establish a
permanent industrial exposition in Minne-
apolis.

Whereas, At a meeting of representative
citizens held ut the West hotel a few clays
ago itwas unanimously resolved that an in-
dustrial exposition building be erected In the
cityof Minneapolis, and, believing that it will
be for the best interests of the city, and will
not injure but will be a benefit to the state
fair, by furnishing a pleasant ami instructive
place of entertainment for the visitors in the
evening- during: the time the said fair is held.
As such expositions have been eminently
successful in other cities, notably Louisville,

: St. Louis, Cincinnati, Chicago and Milwau-
kee, and believing that itwill be a grand suc-
cess in our city, morally, mentally
and as an investment eventually prof-
itable: also believing that right here
in the near future is to be a great city, we
recommend the securing of a tract of land,
either by purchase or long lease, sufficiently
large, while cheap and accessible, to accom-
modate the coming millions of our rapidly
growing Northwest; therfore,

Resolved, That it is the unanimous opinion
of this association that the establishing of an
industrial exposition in our faircityis timely,
feasible and can but result in great benefit to
the metropolis of the Northwest, and meets
with our hearty approval. We, as individuals,
will give the enterprise our financial support
according to our ability.

RAIL.AYCOMPLICATIONS.
Fourth Street Crossing: Bridge and

Northern Pacific matters.
The council committee on railroads took

up the matter of the decision of the dis-
trict court in the case of the City vs. the
St. Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba Railway
company, regarding the controversy over
the Fourth street crossing, in which the
court had granted, on technical grounds,
the motion of the railway company to
quash the writ. The court held that the

i city cannot compel the railway company to
build the approaches to the railway bridge
and hold them responsible to abutting prop-
erty owners for damages arising from the
abutments.

The city attorney appeared and stated
that it would be best for the interested
parties to have the case carried up to the
supreme court and have it definitely settled
there. The city can change the grade
without becoming liable for damages, but
the railway company cannot. The commit-
tee decided that the city attorney should
take the case to the supreme court.

IUGHT-OF-WAY PBOBLEBf.
Some time ago the Northern Pacific rail-

way company presented to the city council
an ordinance conveying to it the right
of way to cross the streets and avenues
from Nineteenth avenue south to the river,
which ordinance was referred to the com-
mittee on ordinances, but that committee
has never reported it back to the council
for passage. The railway company.it is re-
ported, has gone on without the right of
wa> and graded and laid its construction
track. The city attorney explained that
after the track has once been laid it is an
exceedingly diiiicult matter to get it re-
moved. The usual course is to open con-
demnation proceedings. He recommended
immediate action in the premises.

ST. ANTHONY PABK LINE.
The petition of the Northern Pacific

Railway company for a right of way to lay
tracks io St. Anthony Park was brought up.
It was explained that the railway company
had nearly completed the proposed work
before either notifying the council of the
same or before petitioning for a right of
way across streets. The matter was re-
ferred to the committee on roads and
bridges in conjunction with the railroads
committee.

In reaching the river bank the railway
company has made a fill across an alley
eight or ten feet above the grade, and prop-
erty owners have houses fronting on the
alley. Consequently the fillhas practically
obstructed the egress, etc.. of the residents.
It is surmised that the Northern Pacific
company has made the tillunder an assigned
right granted a long time ago to the St.
Louis Railway company, inasmuch as the
Northern Pacific company has no direct
right granted by the council. The city at-
torney gave the legal opinion that the "rail-
way company cannot obstruct the alley, and
that the company can be holden for dam-
ages. The committee will investigate
further.

DISTRICT COURT.

Ferjrerson in the Criminal Court—A
Dull Day's Record.

Yesterday's business in the district court
was rather uninteresting. The case of the
State vs. William Fergerson, charged with
obstructing a public highway, occupied
nearly the entire day before Judge Koon.
The action grows out of a dispute concerning
a road at Fergersoivs point, Lake Minne-
tonka. Lydia D. Holtz, the defendant's
mother, owns certain property over which
passes, what the prosecution claims is, a
public highway. The defendant and his
mother claim that the road runs upon their
land and so have repeatedly built barriers
to prevent travel upon it. Several civil
suits have before grown out of the quarrel
and at the instance of the county commis-
sioners criminal proceedings were begun in
behalf of the state. About twenty wit-
nesses were examined, and the tedious case
dragged along until tiie adjournment of
court, the evidence being only partially in.

Judge Young yesterday heard an action
brought by Emily Olson against the St.
Paul Fire and Marine Insurance company,
to recover 51.135.50, the amount for which
a certain dwelliug house was insured. The
defense claim that certain conditions of
the policy were violated by the plaintiif,
who thereby forfeited payment of the loss.
The case was submitted.

In the suits of J. P. Rea and A. B.
Jackson vs. the St. Paul, Minneapolis «fc
Mauitoba Railway company, and Colemau
Bridgeman vs. Henry Webster, jury trials,
were yesterday waived. The suit of Dan-
iel Burton against the same defendant cor-
poration was continued.

Judge Lochren yesterday left to hold
court in Isanti county, and until he returns

The council committee on ordinances
failed to arrive at any definite conclusion
regarding the proposed ordinance granting
an extension of franchise to Charles P.
Stevens and others to lay conduits beneath
the surface of the streets in which to lay all
electrical wires. The committee will make
further investigations respecting the work-
ings of the conduit system in Eastern cities.

***Thomas S. King, the secretary of the
Brush Electric Light company, is among
the shrewdest. He will draft an ordinance
granting his company the right to lay its
own wires beneath the streets in the event
that the council ever orders the wire so
laid. He does not propose to permit
schemers to get the best of him by catching
him napping.

The city council is in a sort of a quandary.
It wants to know whether or not the right
of way once granted the Minneapolis & St.
Louis Railway company has been formally
tra-.isferred by thatjeompany co|the Northern
Pacific Railway company. The right of
way referred to is across certain streets and
avenues in the Sixth ward. Ifthey have
not acquired that right, then the Northern
Pacific people have gone on without any
municipal authority whatever, and made
grades aud laid tracks.

P. J. Donahue is unfortunate in court ex-
periences. Afew days ago he endeavored
to airi a friend to nis home. The friend had
drunk too much hot Scotch. Sergt. Kirk-
ham would not allow him so to do, and be-
cause he insisted upon being granted that
privilege he was arrested.

Ole Steen purchased a piano from the

Century Piano company about two months
ago, paying down thereon §50 and giving
his notes for the balance of §250. Shortly
after a man called on the pretext that the
Century company wanted to make certain
necessary changes to the piano and took it
away. A note fell due and the collector
called for the money. Mr. Steen remarked
that he should not pay another cent until
the piano was delivered to him. The col-
lector was astonished, and demanded an ex-
planation, which was given him. He
explained that his house knew nothing of
taking the piano away. Mr. Steen was
obliged to pay the note. The case was then
placed in the hands of Detective Quinlan,
who found the piano in question in a North
Minneapolis house, and George Crist, as he
gives his name, was arrested for stealing it.

The question of alleged discrimination of
the Manitoba road in favor of the Millers'
association as against millers not of the as-
sociation and commission men, in allowing
wheat of the former to go direct to mills
and refusing to do so for the latter, termi-
nated yesterday by an agreement on the
part of General Manager Manvel of the
Manitoba road to pay the transfer charge of
lc a bushel to the elevators on all wheat
destined to local mills. This agreement is
to go into effect Oct. 1, and takes the place
of a former agreement by Mr. Manvel to
send wheat for outside millers to the
mills without going into the elevator. The
question of the lc elevator cost, that all
others than the association had to pay was
the real point in dispute. F. W. Commons
of the chamber of commerce committee has
taken the lead in working this matter to a
successful issue and formulated the first
proposition that Mr. Manvel agreed to, and
later, finding out that the Manitoba road
would not carry out its first agreement,sug-
gested that the Manitoba road pay the lc
elevator charge, which has finally been
agreed to.

HIIIVNEAPOJLIS GLOBULES.

The new Third precinct patrol wagon is
now in active service.
