Protection for Rirds and Yish.

S¥. Lowuis, Sept. 30.—The second day of
the risinen’s national conveation at
Elk’s hall showed an inerease in attend-
ance of delegates. The committee on pro-
tection and propagation of fish reported
that the cateh of ish should be prohibited
in public waters at the close of the season?
that the prohibition seasons in all the
states should be uniform so far as possible,
viz.: For spring spawns, from Feb. 15 to
Aug. 1; for fall .spawns from Sept.
1 to April 1; that the fish com-
missioners of the various states should
be the judges of what constituted
the proper time. A resolution wasadopted
calling on congress to pass a law for the
protection of fish in waters not controlled
by state legislation. The committee ad-
journed until 5 p., m., after a majority and
minority report had been supported by the
commuittee having in charge the closing sea-
son for same.

At the afternoon session the resolutions
relating to the protection of game, sub-
mitted by the committee on that subject,
were gken up, and, after a good deal of
discussion, adopted as they came
from the committee, although there
was a strong -effort made to modify the
linits of the close season as fixed by the
committee. The report recommends that
close and open seasous be adopted in all the
states and territories east of the Rocky
mountaius for deer, wild turkeys, and ail
the game birds, aiso rabbits, and that the
close of the season should z

COVER THE BRELDING PERIOD,
and such additional time as is necessary to
prevent the reduction of the present nnm-
ber of said animals and birds. They also

believe that hunting deer with
hounds should be prohibited at all
seasons . and in  all states; that
song and insectivorous birds should

he protected the year round: that the rob-
bing of nests of birds shounld be prohibited:
that catching of birds by night should be
forbidden by law; that no gun of larger

calibre than No. 10 should be used
in hunting -any kind of game; that
the twin interests of game and

fish should be blended, and to the duties of
fish eommissioners should be added the pre-
tection of game; that game and fish ward-
dens shovld be appointed by governors in
each congressional district and deputy
wardens in each county: that those
ofticers should be under the direction of the
game and fish commissioners and that they
should have authority to prosecute all per-
sons for the violation of the game and fish
laws. The clause prohibiting the hunting
of deer with hounds was stricken out
and also the one protecting rabbits. The
report of the committee on protecting fish
was amended by the adoption of elauses
prohibiting the nse of dynamite and other
explosives and poisons for the destruction
of fish and for the offering of bounties
for killing predatory fish, such as gars,
dog fish and hard shell turtles. The
committee of permanent organization
submitted a plan for the organization of the
natienal  association ior the protection
of game and fish, the object of which shall
be the bringing about of the enactment by
congress and the several states and territo-
ries of uniform game laws and their better
enforcement.

Those who have ad-
vised the withdrawal of the .seétional
issnes notified the Ohio leaders that a ean-
vass condueted on those issues to the
finish would ecertainly lose Hamiiton
county and other cities having a commer-
cial trade. What, however, has influenced
Sherman & Co. to take the back track was
the refusal of Eastern bnsiness men to con-
tribute any money to the Ohio canvass so
long as the campaign was waged upen is-
sues which struck at the very breast of
their commercial relations. It was here
the shoe pinched. Mr. Sherman is now to
yicld a further agitation of war issues, net
that he cares how mueh if may hurt buginess
at Cincinnati, but only because by so doing
he can get financial aid from the ecapitalists
of the East.

Coloved Men in Convention.

LyNcEBURGH, Va., Sept. 80.—Thestate
convention of colored men assembied here
to-day and J. B. Syphax of Alexandria was
elected temporary chairman, M. V, Brent-
ley of Richmond addressed the convention,
saving this convention had not assembled as
Republicans or Demoerats, but as  eitizens
of Virginia claiming the right of freemen.
He hoped their deliberations would demon-
strate they were worthy to be citizens. Con-
vention adjourned untii evening..

The convention reassembled at 8 p. m.
R. B. Beckley waselected permanent chair-
man and N. V. Backhus secretary. The
following address was presented amid great
cheering:

To tue colored people of Virginiz: Wheress,
We colored people of Virginia, believing as
we do, that the tims bas come for us to cell a
bait in the ungualified support we have given
the Republican party, do, here in convention
essembled, solemnly declare oarselves polit-
ically independent in all mattere which per-
tain to us as citizens and voters ef this com-
monwealth. For twenty-five years we have
adhered to our former political associates
with ueparalieled fidelity, because, in those
dark days of reconstruction, the Republican
party proved that it was thle only party to
which the colored man of the South could
consistently, ally himself. To that end
the culored voters nobly respomded, and
raised to power and place, men who grew
wealthy while administering the laws cf the
United States government iathe Southern
states. We feel ever gratéful for what has
been done, but now the time bas come ior us
to think, act, vote and speak for ourselves,
and especially sg, sinee the Republicans have
practically abandoned us in former cam-
paigns and in 2ll watters where the negro
ought to have his recognpition in proportion
to voting strength and intelligence: we
know. too, that maay of our race hitve been
murdered in the Southernfstates, but the cunses
wiiich ledto these sad occurrences, whick
have spilled our blood and created a hitter
race antagonismn which now _retards our
progzress and makes (¢t difficalt for us to  live
in the land of our birth, are largely traceable
{o the mismanagement of the federal office-
holders in our section. These foregoing rea-
sons lead us to adopt such methods and so to
denean ourselves as to make friends of those
whose interests are in every way inimiecal to
our oW, We, therefore, appeal
to the colored people of our
native state to look well to the altered
condition of affairs, and in the futyre to make
suck politieal alliances as will most advance
our interests educatiopally, financially and
politieally. We foel sure that there is through-
out the broad iimits of the commonwealth a
general disposition on the part of the white
people fo accord ug sll our rights before the
law, and to meet us heartily in every advance
we meake for the upholding of our people.
It behooves us then 1o so use our ballots in
that we may drive out all discordant elements
in Virginin, whether they be headed by
natives or aliens to the states. We
also condemn the raising of the race issie by
any class of men who essay to lead the
mas=3es, because it can do nothing but prove
detrimeuntal to our cause and our interests.
We therefore ask a hearty co-operation of
our people in Virginia to the sucecess of our
government. We have cause to be thankful
for the liberality of the present nationul ad-
ministration toour peopic in the South.We aiso
believe our relations to the state debt are such
as to justify us in hoping that Virginia will
be relieved fromw her presert financial embar-
rassments by aid from the federal govern-
meat, which will enable her better to provide
for ail fhe material interests of her citizens
and bring about that universal good fealing
which ought to exist between the two races.

The address was adopted and the conven-
tion adjourned sine die.

PLANNING FOR BATTLE.

The Porte Mobilizing the Forces and
Preparing for War.

Much Fxeitement in the Esast and
T'eace Thought Impossible.

A Skivmish.

CoNSTANTINGPLE, Sept. 30.—Yester-
day Turkish troops fired on the Roumelian
outposts at Mustopha Pasha, a town in
Roumelia, twenty miles northwest of Adri-
anople. The outpests were immediately
reinforeed and a skirmish ensued in which
the Turks were defeated and  toreed to re-
treat, earrying with them a number of
wounded.  The indieations point to active
war preparations. by the, porte.  Eighty
battaiions of the first-class reserves are be-
ing mobilized in the districts bordering on
the Black Sea, at points which will facili-
tate their transportation for duty in Rou-
melia in the event of the sultan being com-
pelied to order exireme 1neasures to settle
the Rounielian difficalty. The transporta-
tion department is actively engaged in fur-
nisihing means for the conceutration of
troops at the most available points for an
advance on Roumelia. Three batialians of
infantry and a company of artillery sta-
tioned on the Island of Crete have been or-
dered to Adrianople. Four iron clads are
actively preparing for sea, but there arve
ouly 600 tons of coal available and their
departure may possibly be delayed on that
account.

CONSIDERABLE CONSTEENATION
prevails in official cireles over an important
discovery just made by Alib Sahib Pasha,
the new minister of war. Immnediately on
being installed in his new position, Alib
Sahib Pasha ordered all the various depart-
ment conunanders o report the strength of
their respective commands and their present
coudition, and deialled several officers to
inspect the various posts. Their reports
have been received. and show that under
Ghazi Osman Pasha, the late minister of
war, who was dismissed on Sept. 25, the
army was almosi entirely neglected, and
the large sums of money voted ior military
purposes were used in other ways than
those for which they were designated. The
inquiry has revealed that the Adrianople
army, which was supposed to be 15,000
strong, contains not half that number of
men. The soldiers are but half uniformed
and shoeless. The cavalry is unable to
march, ovwing to a lack of horses and the
necessary accoutrements. Four handred
hotrses and 2,000 men, who have been fully
aquipped, are under orders to march at an
hour’s notice. -

THE AMBASSADORS.

The meeting of the ambassadors to con-
sider the Roumelian question is expected to
be held here to-morrow with Count Carti,
the Italian ambassador, presiding.

A BATTLE IN PROGRESS.

Loxvox, Oct. 1.—During the last two
days heavy artillery firing has been heard
in the direction of Pristina and Diakaro.
It is believed that a desperate fight hasbeen
raging between the Turks and the Arnents.
Bashi-Bazouks have sacked and burned
several villages in Eastern Roumelia.

WAR EXPECTED.

Chinese fmmigration,
YASHINGTON, Sept. 30.-—United States
Minister Merrill has sent to the department
of state copies of regnlations recently pro-
mulgated by the Hawaiian kingdom econ-
troling the immigration of Chinese. In
substance they are as follows: %o vessei
will be allowed to land more than twenty-
five Chinese passengers at any vort in the
Kingdom unless the passengers in excess of
that number are provided with passports
entitling them to enter. Passports entitling
the holders o retorn to the kingdom will
be granted to personsof Chinese nationality
now sesident, or who may hereafter become
residents on the islands, provided snch per-
sons have been engaged in trade or have
conducted some industrial enterprise during
ab least a year of their residence. No re-
furn passpofts will be given to Chinese la-
borers leaving the islands. Passports will
be granted at the foreign ofiice, also by his
majesty’s consular oflicers at Hong Kong,

Shanghai and San Franeizco to any Chinese
woman desiring to come to the island and
to Chinese children whose parents are re-
siding' in the kingdom or who may not be
of more than ten years of age. Passports
enfitling the holder to enter the kingdom
will also be granted at the {foreign office to
such persons of Chinese nationality as the
winister of foreign affairs may deem it
proper to admit to thekingdom. All orders
and instructions regulating the incoming of
Chinese into the kingdom heretofore made
and proclaimed are reseinded. .

Semi=Decennial Census Facts.,
Special to the Globe.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 50.—The results of
the semi-decennial census work are expected
to reach here in unofficial ways, and are
making a very gratifying showing. Itis
easy to see from the fragmentary statements
that have reached here, that the growth of
the past five years has been quite in keep-
ing with thai of the decade represented by
the eensus of 1850. Thereporis of increased
population justify the statistician in esti-
mating that the population of this eountry
is nearly or quite €0,000,000. The growth
of the population and wealth has been
especially encouraging in  the exirems
Northwest and Southeast. = It will probably
be developed that Florida and Dakota have
made greater progress in beth population
and wealth than any other part of their re-
spective sections.
