ST. PAUL MATTERS.

The Maturing City Bonds Will Not Be
Refunded, According to the
City Officers.

The Third Street Bridge—The City Council
and County Board—The Police
Patrol Extension.

The October Termm of the Supreme
Court Open--Death of an
Old Citizen.

An Tnthusiastic St. Paulite--Last

REFUNDING THE BCNDS,

The Proposition Does Not Secem 1o
Find Muck Favor.

Tersely stated, the reason in favor of re-
funding the city bonds of $62,000, which
fall due in January, is that it will lower the
tax levy of the present year; and the reason
for not refunding them is that it will injure
the city’s credit. Speaking on this point
iast night, Mr. S. J. Ahern, who formerly
lived in Elizabeth, N. J., a city which killed
itself by issuing bonds, said:

“Yes, I have had much to do with at
Jeast one city that was willing to issue
bonds.  Indeed, when any question was up
about money for so-called hmproveinents, a
half dozen voices in the city government
would cry, ‘issue bonds! issue bonds!’ But
pay-day comes with bonds. The discussion

of the payment of the bonds matur-
ing next year was a blunder
1t would, indeed, be needless to do any-

thing but pay them promptly as they ma-
ture. Of course, if the city had a block of
€1,000,000 at 6 per cent., and that you
could place a new bond at 4 per cent., it
might be policy to issue the new bond.
But with $£50,600 or 360,000 about to ma-
ture it is quite different. 'The amount is so
small that the city’s credit should not be
endangered by attempting to do anything
but pay tiem on the day. The taxation is
light in this city, and it is not kept so by
running up valuation, which is from 50 to
%5 per cent. of the values to-day. I own
pieces of property here and there over the
city and in the suburbs, and I know it is

also stated that he understood

but said t soine provision would be
pade tor payiug the bonds when they were
due.

FROM TI[E COMPTROLLER.
“Alr. Mann has made a mistake,” said

Comptroller Roach yesterday, *in saying
that the eity ecannot make a new loun to
pay old det {< without being authorized by
the legislature. The city charter provides

that bonds issued prior to 1574 may be re-
funded, and as the ones coming due in
January are 66 bonds running twenty years
they ean be refunded, but I don’t think that
they will. It is my opinion that the reve-
nues from taxes and other sources next
year will enable us to pay up the
£62,000. The sum is too small. It
would do for a hamlet or village
to taik about refunding $62,000 worth
of bonds, but it would hardly look well for
R city as large as St. Paul to do so. The
easiest vay to have settled the matter
would have been to have raised the taxlevy
1 miill. When I fixed the levy and sub-
mitied my report, T was told to raise the
liquor license {o $200, but I saw that that
wouldn’t do, and proposed to put the levyat
20 mills, which would have been a small
matter in the eyes of the people and en-
abled the city to pay off the bonds, but
Capt. Berkey advocated the refunding plan
and the levy went through at 19 mills.”
AMONG THE ALDERMEN.

Ald. Van Slyke said that there would be
no refunding of bonds. that they would be
paid on maturity. **You see,” said he, **a
twenty-mill tax will pay everything this
year, and next vear there will be a new as-
sessment and $20.000,000 added to taxable
property. The fire departinent is now in
shape to last for years to come, and the po-
lice department ought not to ecost inuch extra
next year, so that I would look for a tax
levy of uot over 13 or 14 mills next year.
The committee on ways and means are all
in favor of paying those bonds at maturity,
and it will undoubtedly be done.

Ald. Starkey: **They should be paid at
maturity, by all means, for the credit of the
city.  The sum is too small to necessitate
the issuing of bonds for its payment. The
payinent of them immediately will not work
a hardship on anyone.”

Ald. Sanborn: *‘I believe in paying debts
when they become due. That is the way
for a man to conduct business, and the same
ritle holds good in the case of public debt.
It is the only way to preserve credit.”

Ald. Dowlan: *‘I think the bonds should
be paid. I never wasin favor of refunding
them, and have always fought against it.
1 think we should injure the credit of the
city if we fail to do it. I think we shall be
able to pay them when they become due
without any trouble.”

Ald. Kerr: **I amn not in favor of refund-
ing the bonds. I understood when we held
the meeting in which the matier came up
that the bonds, when they become due,
were to be taken up by our bankers here
and carried over at a lower rate of inierest
until we could take them up. I think they
shouid be paid.”

President Barrett of the board of public
works: *‘I think the bonds should be paid.
A city ean ill-afford to menace its eredit
by issuing new bonds for the purpose of
paying old debts. They should be paid
when they become due.”

Ald. Petsch:  **I think it would be just
as well to refund the bonds and lower the
tax levy, as that seems to be what we need.
If this course is not pursued I fear it will
come rather hard on the people later on
when a much larger amount of bonds be-
come due. The only way I can see to avoid
this is to establish a sinking fund.”

THE ’l‘llll{l} STREET DRIDGE.

Flans for Pushing it as Rapidiy as
Possible.

A meeting was held yesterday morning
in P. IL. Kelly's oflice, which was attended
by J. J. Hill, the eity ofiicials and a com-
mittee from the Dayton’s Bluff Citizens’
union. The meeting was ealled to consider
the building of the Third street viaduet.

Mr. Hill said that plans and specifications
had been started and he would have them
completed as soon as possible, and he in-
tended to commence work on the substrue-
ture immediately, About the only conclu-
sion arrived at by the meeting was that the

plans and specifications should call
for a permanent structure and
not a temporary arrangement. |

City Engineer Rundlett, when interviewed !
on the subjeet, said: *1 am working for
the interest of the city and if there is to be
A bridgesbuilt there it oughit to be put
solidly, as the city is to take it off the
hands of the road and maintain it, and it
toesn’t want a weak, imperfect arrangement
that will be a constant bill of expense and
need rebuilding in five years.”

The city clerk was instructed to advertise
for bids for the erection of a city infirmary
in accordance with plans and specifications
on file in the oftice of the city engineer. A
conununication from Mayor Rice suggesting
that the couneil repeal the resolution in ref-
erence to the Milwaukee road running four
miles an hour in the city was referred to
the committee on streets. The communi-
cation of the mayor, inclosing the articles
of ineorporation of the foundling’s home,
was referred to a special committee consist-
ing of Ald. Starkey, Kerr and Bryant.
The council deelined to raise the
pay of the Odorless Excavating company
for removing night soil. The city comp-
troller sent back the resolution of the coun-
cil in regard to paying B. W. Armstrong
$766.24, declining to countersign the same,
and the resolution and communication were
referred to the committee on public ac-
counts. The same officer declined to coun-
tersign the claim of George Morton for $100
for aiding in capturing the murderers of
Police Ofileer O’Connell, and it was given
the same reference.

The board of public works reported that
the opening and extending of Sixth street,
from College avenne to Smmmit avenue, was
not necessary, and the council adopted the
report: an order is to be drawn in favor of
James M. Marshall for $2,700 for the cost
of the change to be mada in the new gov-
ernment building on Robert street, between
Second and Third streets. Emil Setzer had
his license to sell liquor restored. Mr.

tundlett] the city engineer, made a report
as to the eondition of the piers of the Rob-
ert street bridge, to the effect that the con-
tractor has the work on the piers well
along and can eomplete it in time if he puts
on additional foree, but otherwise it is
doubtful. The report was accepted and the
engineer is to continue to look after the
work. The Minnesota & Northwestern
road is to lay the necessary plank crossing
between the railroad tracks aecross Indiana
avenue; the St. Paul Gas Light company has
authority to run an electric wire across the
St. Paul bridge. The corporation attorney
was instrueted to commence legal proceed-
ings against Edward Langevin to compel
him to pay the city $1,075 for the old town
hall in West St. Paul. John L. Merriam

was allowed to grade Brewster avenue. A
resolution was passed authorizing the

$40 per month.

THE OCTOBER TERDML

Ovening Dav ot the Supreme Courte=
The Bend Case.

The October term of the supreme court
opened yesterday forenoon with all the
judges on the bench and with a goodly num-
ber of attorneys in attendance. The court
sat in the senate chamber at the capitol and
after the opening and a few orders
by the judges the calling of
the ealendar, and the setting of the cases
was taken up. K. M. Gutteau was named
as marshal for the court during the session,
and an order was passed by the bench mak-
ing the time for meeting of the court on the
first days of terms at 11 o'clock a. m., in-
stead of 10.

The calendar, as prepared by Chief Clerk
Samuel H. Nichols, is in the usual form
and contains 174 cases, some of which are
of eonsiderable interest. Among the list is
the one growing out of the Bend-MaeCarthy
court-martial, which is numbered 140 on the
calendar. It will be remembered that after
the court-martial had been in session two
days, on motion of Hon.J. N. Castle,
attorney for Col. Bend, an ‘ad-
journment was  taken to allow
Mr. Castle to attend to a suit in Chicago.
Meantime papers were made out by Mr.
Castle, asking from the supreme courta
writ of prohibition on all further proceed-
ings in the court-martial, and a temporary
writ,

RETURNABLE YESTERDAY,
was granted by the judges. Immediately
after the service of this writ on each mem-
ber of the eourt-martial. Gov. Hubbard was
notitied and promptly dissolved the court-

{ martial, and afterward deposed Col. Bend

from his command. When the case was
reached yesterday, J. M. Martin, represent-
ing Attorney General Hahn, said to the
court that Judge Advocate Tawney had
filed in the supreme court a return showing
that the court-martial was no longer in ex-

istenee, having been dissolved by
the governor, and Chief Justice Gil-
fillan at once stated that the

case would be passed. Judge Advocate
Tawney filed his answer yesterday morning
with the supreme court clerk. In this he
gives very briefly the history of the case as
it came before the court-martial, and the
document is simply a relation of informa-
tion. The case having been passed vester-
day, may or may not be taken up again, so
it was said, according to the feeling of the
parties to it. Another case is The State
against Thomas Hanley for the murder of
Ryan in St. Paul. The case comes from
the Hennepin district court, where Hanley
was given a life sentence at the Stillwater
penitentiary. C. D. O'Brien appeared for
the appellant. The hearing in the case was
set for Nov. 25. The court fixed Oct. 16 as
the day for the examination of candidates
for admission to the bar and named as the
committee on examination Gen. John B.
Sanborn, R. J. Reed and John B. Atwater.
The cases as set will be found in full in
another columun. Their disposition oceu-
pied nearly all day and at the close court
adjourned until 9 o’clock this morning.

AnOld and Honored Citizen’s Death,

Charles T. Rouleau, a worthy gentleman
who came to St. Paul in 1845, or forty years
ago, died at the residence of his daughter
in West St. Paul. on Monday, the 5th, aged
77 years. Maj. Newson, in his Pen Pic-
tures, thus spoke of him d@bout one year
ago: “‘Mr. Rouleau was born in Canadain
1807, and is consequently 75 yvears old. He
came West in 1829, or fifty-five years ago,
and was in the employ of the American
Fur company for nine years, or three terins;
was mail carrier from DIoint Douglas to
Taylor's Falls in 1844; lived at St. Croix
and removed to St. Paul in 1845. His fam-
ily consisted of fourteen children, eight of
whom are still living. A carpenter by
trade, he was the first cooper in the city;
made casks for the government; hewed the
logs for the first hotel—'The St. Paul
house,’—later worked for the Lamb broth-
ers, but is now living on the weight of his
vears. He also built the first ferry boat at
Anoka, and also the old ferry house at
Fort Snelling; made the first barrels in the
state, and labored in the saw mill of John S.
Prince. We visited Mr. Rouleau on Wednes-
day last. Heis a bright, cheery old man,
about medium height, clear eyes, thin face,
vet sprightly and polite. He is pleasantin
conversation and philesophical in his con-
clusions. Of course he has endured many
hardships and has seen many changes.
Last year he visited Montreal for the first
time in fifty-four years, and in response to
our question—'How many old friends did
you meet there?—he responded—‘Three!
all the rest are dead.” While absent on
his visit he met a sister 102 years old. She

~)

was blind, and deaf, and bent over. Yet
she could sing well, and did sing for him,
‘Oh, I don’t want to live so long!” he said,
with a sorrowful tone; ‘we be so much
trouble.” This aged sister has since died.
One of his daughters, aged 40 years, now
the mother of a family, said she could
scarcely realize that when a little girl she
used to attend school in the little log hut
which then stood on Beneh street, and yet
such was the fact. Mr. Roulean is a pleas-
ant man and a good deal of a philosopher.
Judging from what I saw of him, he throws
out rays of sunshine wherever he goes, and
1 trust he may live long and enjoy a longer
serene and genial old age.”
