Joe Charbonneau Acguitted by the
Jury of the Charge of Embezzling
From the Omeha Road.

CHARBONNEAY ACQUITTED.

Found Not Guiity of Embezzlement
-=Closing ef the Case.

Yesterday morning the trial of Joseph
Charbonneau. indicted for embezzling 52,300
fromn the Omaha Railway company, was re-
sumed before Judge Koon. The evidence
being all in, County Attorney Davis
summed up for the state, making a vigor-
sus plea for convietion. The story of the
prosecution as he presented it, in brief,
was that about Jan. 1, 1884, Charbonuneau,
who had been employed as the Minneapolis
ticket agent for the Omaha Railroad com-
pany, confessed that there was a shortage
in his accounts of $4,5880, which he settled
by giving his notes for $2,000 and paying

E2,800 in eash. Charbonneau claimed the
amount of this shortage corresponded to
what was owed him by Kimball, the ticket
proker, for tickets advanced. If there was

any  further shortage it must have
peen oceasioned by embezzlement on
the part ot Charbonneau. The

defense claim that the 34,550 did not repre-
sent the whole amount of shortage: that
there was a further shortage of $2.200
which was earried forward from month to
month. The balance sheet for January
sontains an item of $2.500 as “*Eastern
rommissions,” which Charbonneau elaims
were mostly shortage. The state, how-
sver, introduced evidence to show that
this ecould not represent shortage, but cov-
sred Eastern commissions. 1f Charbonneau
was even with the company, by virtue of
nis January settlement, what lre had not
paid in money was represented by the
£2,000 notes. Consequently this shortage
of 32,300 carried along to July must have

peen inceurred after February., Mr. Da
then reviewed soine of the testizony in this
connection, endeavoring to link together
wcoutinuous chzin of evidence pointing to
the guilt of the defendent, and closed after
speaking nearly two Lours.

At 11 o'clock Judge Rea began his argu-
ment for

and occupied the remainder of the morning.
He claimed that Charbonneau had been
made the scapegoat for the faulis of others;
that Kimball who came into couzt bedecked

with diamonds, had made the money while
Charbom who had got into trouble for
obeving instructions, was now being made |
to suiTer the conscquences.  There appears
to have been over 38,600 of eommissions in
1855 which should have gone to Charbon-
nean, but which the company received.
During the 1 «¢ war the railroad had sold
tie s on credit to brokers, and now that |
Kimball did not pay for tickets which Char-

bonneau had given himm in accordance with
instructions, the eompany not only held
Charbonnean responsible,  but was
trying to send him  to the peni-
tentiary. All the money passed through
the hands of Jones, the eashier, after Oc-
tober, 1853, and it would have been impos-
sible for the defendant to have embezzled
funds if he had desired. As for the ip”?
system, by which Charbonneau was alleged
to have taken money from the drawer, this
was done in accordance with the custom of |
the oftice. The funds with which Char- ;
bonneau is charged with embezzling form :
an imaginery quantity representing a profit |
which the railroad should have made had it |
not been that, in order to get trade, the
brokers were allowed to gobble the profits.
THE CHARGE.

At the opening of court in the afternoon

Judge Koon began his charge to the jury.

embezzlement of any money, or sums of
monies, during a period of six months sub-
sequent to a certain time fixed in the indiet-
ment, shall constitute but one erime. Were
it not for this statute an embezzler could be
held for each theft separately. The
fixed is the 1st of January, and the different
charzes of embezzlement during the six
months thereafter shall be considered as one
crime. The judge next defined the meaning
of the word embezzlement, remarking
that the definition in the statutes
is not perhaps as clear as it should be. The
relationship of trust enters into every
branch of business, and the law compels
the faithful performance of these trusts. It
is when a man who is thus trusted appro-
priates fraudulently to his own use the !
money of his employer that he is guilty of |
embezzlement. If the prosecutor fails to ’
show that the money was appropriated by
the defendant to his own use, it has failed |
to make out a ease. If itis ever proven |
that he took it and failed to return it as he |
should, then he shall be undersiood :ls¥
having appropriated it to his own use. If|
it is found that there was a shortage this
does not necessary show that the defendant |
has embezzled.  He might have been guilty |
of a breach of trust, but could not be held |
criminally. After dwelling upon the fore- |
going points more fully, to make clear his |
meaning, the judge closed with the usual |
explanation as to the presumption of the |
law of the innocence of the accused until |
his guilt has been established beyond a |
reasonable doubt. e also said that if the
verdiet was guilty that the amount em-
bezzled should be fixed. The jury then re-
tired at 2:45 o'clock in charge of Deputy
Sherift Baxter.
NOT GUILTY.

Shortly after 4 o’clock the jury returned
a verdict of not guilty. The announcement
created a little bustle in the court room,
which was rapped down by the sheriff.
Charbonneau’s friends hastened to congrat-
ulate him, and when he left the court room
a smile of satisfaction was noticeable upon
his face. The verdiet was not much of a
surprise, although it was generally thought
that the jury would disagree.

CHILDREN AND AGED WOMEN.

Present Officers Re-elected==Grand
Reception at the West Hotel.

The annual meeting of the corporation of
the home for children and aged women was
held yesterday afternoon at the Guild hall
of St. Mark’s echurch, the attendance of
ladies being remarkably large. Reports
from the various home committees were
read and accepted, the information they
contained being of no special general inter-
est. Mrs. C. F. Hateh, secretary, read an
interesting report, showing the actual work-
inz of the home. At the last report there
were 31 children remaining, 68 having been
since admitied and 12 re-entered. During
the year 111 have been cared for, of whom
80 were half orphans, 6 orphans, § illegiti-
mate, 5 abandoned and 12 whose parents
could not support them. Since its organi-
zation the home has cared for 234 children.
The report detailed the sale of the old
home and the beginning of the work on
tlie new one, corner Stevens avenue and
Thirty-second street.

THE INTERESTING FEATURE
was that Col. West had donated the West
hotel aud everything necessary in the way
of detail for a grand reception on Oct. 28
for the benefit of the home.

The report of Mrs. O. A. Pray, secretary,
showed the receipts of the year to have
been $2,501.27 and the expenses $1,861.95,
leaving a balance of £639.22. This, of
course, did not include the sale of the old
house or the expenses of the new building,
which will cost 340,000. The reports of
both president and secretary were full of
praise of those who had so liberally con-
tributed both money and services. Among
the Iatter were Iodgson & Son, who do-
nated four-tifths of the cost of making
pians and superintending the construction.

Mrs. John S. Pillshury, president, de-
livered her annual address in the shape of
an interesting informal talk, after which
tho regular business was transacted. The

THE ARCHITECTS,

They Asscmble in Monilkly Session
and Discuss Pertinent Maiters.

The State Architects’ association met in
the building of the new Northwestern per-
manent exhibit of building materials yes-
ternay afternoon .and transacted business
purely of a routine character. President
Hodgson occupied the chair.

The committee on professional conduct
and charges had no report to make and was
discharged. The prices to be set upon profes-
sional services were discussed at some
length, when Mr. Goodwin moved that a
fee of 1 per cent. on the cost of plain ware-
The mo-
tion met with faver, and also with spirited
opposition. The feeling seemed to be that
the plan of making the cost of the sketches
on a basis with the cost of the structure is
not equitable, and the opinion was expressed
that the architeet does as much work on
cheaper structures as he does on buildings
that cost many thousands of dollars., 7The
motion was lost, on a tie vote.

The suggestion was ventured that if arch-
itects would desist from making voluntary
sketehes and urging them upon contem-
plated builders, much trouble to the profes-
sion generally would be obviated. J. I
Wilson, W. H. Hages, I. Kelly and Messrs.
Plunt and Trehern were apuointed a
new committee on professional rates, with
instruections to report at the next meeting
with the idea of submitting the plans
which it should decide upon to the conven-
tion of the Western association, which
meets in St. Louis on the 18th inst., so that
it may become general, if considered of
suflicient value, throughout the Western
states,

A voluminous ecommmnunication was read
from Fred S. Hunt, associate editor of the
Inland Architect, appealingz to the .state
association to attend the Wesiern associa-
tion convention. He felt quite sanguine,
stating that he expeected that the conven-
tion would be the largest and most repre-
sentative architectural gathering ever held
in the country, and that the best and most
important results would attend.

Another communication from the presi-
dent of the Western association to the saine
purport was read and placed on record. The
communication urged that at least fifty
architeets, accompanied by Iadies,
attend the convention, prom-
ising that it names be sent in at once or by
the 10th that reduced transportation rates
would be furnished them. President
Hodgson urged in earnest words that it is
the duty of every member of the State asso-
ciation to not only become bona fide mem-
bers of the Western assoeiation, but to at-
tend the convention. He then moved that
a committee of four be appointed, two from
Minneapolis and two from St. Paul, and
Messrs. Hodgson and Goodwin of Minne-
apolis and Messrs. Stevens and Ife of St.
Paul were appointed as such committee.

The members of the Western association
were made honory members of the State
association.

The secretary read in full the bill in con-
gress regulating the office of superintendent
of architecture and creating a board of pub-
lic buildings, and after an informal dis-
cussion the members partook of a ecold
lunch and dispatched a basket of cham-
pagne while the guests of Wiil H. Farn-
ham, manager of the permanent exhibit.

THE TEST CASE,

The District Court Peals With the
Social Evil Cffenders==First Case.

At the close of the Charbonneau trial
yvesterday afternoon, County Attorney Davis
called up the case of Jennie Jones, indieted
for keeping a house of prostitution at 228
First street south. J. G. Woolley in behalf
of the accused asked leave to change the
plea of not guilty to guilty, whereupon the
county attorney moved for sentence. Judge
Koon said that he desired to consult with
Judge Lochren before passing upon the
case. As the defendant was the first of
the First street madames appearing for trial
upen indietments returned by the Grand
jury the case has attracted a good deal of
interest as indicating both what course
would be followed in their defense and
what the penalty of the court would be in
case of conviction. The changing of the
plea was evidently done for the purpose of
making a test ease and was something of a
surprise, as it was thought that a strong
fight would be made upon the ground that
the madames having paid monthly fines
into the municipal court should not again
be placed in jeopardy for the same oifense.

A little later Judge Lochren appeared
and took his seat upon the bench. The
trial of Barden and Miller,then in progress,
was suspended and Mr. Wooliey stepping
forward, and in behalf of the defendant,
said:

I know this woman who has just pleaded
guilty of this offense knows that because of
the life she has led and the crime she has
committed she has cut herself off from the
ordinary tenderness which it is the habit of

men, and courts as well, to exercise towards
a woinan. Hence I make no appeal in her
behalf for merey. Buat I do appeal in
BEHALF OF JUSTICE.
*‘I am prepared to show that by the con-
nivence and consent of the city government,
and by the good sense of all men, amount-

ing to an express permision, she has been

allowed to commit the crime to which she
pleads guilty. Irom month to month,
sometimes onece in three weeks, and some-
times in two weeks, she has paid a fine of
850 for this same ofiense. Not upon a
warrant, but by and at a call from the clerk
of the police department—the fine amount-
ing to an agreed-upon license fee. The
city governiment, a judieial body of the city
and state, has been particeps criminis with
this woman.  Inasmuch as your honors
cannot rebuke the principal, I ask you to
mitigate the sentence to a fine, and to miti-
gate the fine as much as possible.”

Judge Koon turned to County Attorney
Davis and asked:

**Have you anything to say in this con-
nection?”

“*Nothing, I believe,” returned Mr.
Davis, “‘the defendant has plead guilty—1
don’t see as there is anything more for me
to do.”

The woman then stepped forward and
stood before the bar to receive sentence.
She proved to be a rather prepossessing
blonde, about 30 years of age, and was
richly dressed. For fully five minutes she
stood in the center of the room with her
head bowed and eyes upon the floor, while
the judges consulted.

THE SENTENCE.

Having learned that the defendant had
never been in the court before upon the same
charge, Judge Koon said:

*Without stating what reasons have in-
duced the court to come to its decision, it
suflices to say that circumstances lead us to
think that justice will be served by the
mitigation of the sentence to a fine, inas-
much as it appears that the erime to which
you plead guilty was committed under some
shadow of a tacit license. The sentence of
the court is that you shall pay a fine of
$250, and stand committed until it is paid.”

As she turned to go back to her seat the
judge added, ‘I want {o say to the attorney
and to this woman that the action of the
court shall not be construed as establishing
a precedent which will be followed after
this term of court.”

It is likely that the other keepers who
have left the city will return and plead
guilty to their indietments now that the
court has seen fit to mitigate the sentence
to a fine. The penalty which the law pre-
seribes is from  six months to one year in
the penitentiary, or a fine of $100 to $300,
at the option of the court.

DISTRICT COURT BRIEFS.

Seme of the Miner Cases Disposed
of Yesierday-=Notes.

The suit of Todd & Co. vs. ex-Sheriff
Stoddard and Merrill, Ryan & Keogh con-
sumed nearly all vesterday betore Judge
Lochren. The plaintiffs about a year ago
purchased the stock of goods in Atwood’s
drug store, on Hennepin avenue between
Seventh and Eighth sireets. Shortly after-
wards the stock was seized by the sheriff
upon an attachment issued at the instance
of Merrill, Ryan & XKeogh, wholesale
druggists of St. Paul, and
the goods were sold. The action
wasd to recover $1,450, the value of
the goods, The defense was that the sale
to the plaintiils was simply a subterfuge to
defraud the creditors of Atwood. The
jury returned a verdict for the plaintiffs for
$000, with interest from Sept. 5, 1884,

John Barden and Charles Miller, two
voung men, were tried and convicted of
larceny from a dwelling yesterday, before
Judge Koon. Sept. 10 a section house of
the Manitoba road at Minnetonka mills was
broken into and some articles of jewelry
belonging to a man named Olson carried
away. The defendantsa few days after-
wards tried to cash a certificate of deposit,
which was among the missing property and
when arrested had some of the jewelry on
their persons. They told a very fishy story
in court about the manner in which they
got the certificate, and it only took the jury
a few minutes to decide upon a verdict of
guilty. Judge Koon sentenced them to
one yearin the penitentiary, the lightest
sentence possible, in view of the fact that
this was their first offense.

Reoecks and Fossils.

At the monthly meeting of the academy
of sciences last evening, Prof. Warren, who
has recently visited Red Lake, gave an in-
teresting talk on the fiora, mineralogy and
geological formations, which he made an es-
pecial study. His talk was followed by a
discussion, after which a paper by
Prof. N. H. Winchill, state geologist,
was read by Prof. Hall, the paper giving the
resuits of explorations in Pipestone in
Southern Minnesota. It contained an ac-
count of the finding of supposed lingula
and paradoxides, a sort of cast, in the pipe-
stone of a variety of shell fish. These were
described at some length. This discovery
was especially notewonthy in determining
the age of the stratumn where they occur.
Among other topics the paper discussed
copper from Lake Superior, and it was
stated a specimen of Minnesota copper had
attracted considerable attention at the Vi-
enna exposition.
