Close of Jl»e Conference.

Rochester, Minn.. Oct. 6.—After the
opening exercises of the Methodist confer-
ence the following were admitted on trial in
the ministry: John -i. Edwards, Charles
V. Brown, John H. Buttehnan, Thomas W.
Butler, K. W. Powel, Edward P. Robert-
son. W. M. Bowdish and Rev. Dr. Hobart
were granted superanuated relasions. A
contribution of ?1G1).18 was taken for the
benefit of Rev. 'V. M. Bowdish, who had
lost his health. The amount reported as
raised for worn-out preachers and their
families was 52,358.70. The conference
voted '.<> hold its annual session next year at
Stillwater. A joint stock company was
formed for the purpose of publishing a his-
tory of Minnesota Methodism. Rev. Dr.
llobart is to write the history, which will
be published as soon as 81,000 of
tlie stock shall be subscribed. The
following trustees were elected for Ham
Ime university: G. 11. Bridgeinan, A. C.
Uickinan, J. F. Chaffee, C. D. Foss, C. D.
Strong, their terms to expire in 1830. In
place of W. 11. White, who had resigned,
Rev. Dr. John was elected, the term to ex-
pire in 1886.

During the rush of business the bishop
and his cabinet retired for the purpose of
fixing up some appointments that had hith-
erto hung lire. In the meantime Dr. Mc-
Jvinley presided. Bishop Andrews having
resumed the chair routine business pro-
ceeded. A committee of five was appointed
Dii the holding of a state camp meeting,
said committee to have discretionary
power. The following were elected such
somniittee: J. B. Hingely, J. W. Powell.
J. F. Chaffee, S. B. Warner and C. N.
Blowers. Aresolution was passed^ instruct;
hag said committee either not to hold the
samp meeting over Sunday or else to keep
the gates closed on that day. Resolutions
were passed thanking Bishop Andrews for
his wise and careful administration; also
Dr. Marshall and the citizens of Rochester
for the kind entertainment afforded the
members of theconference; also the trustees
of the Presbyterian church for the use of
their building. A long list of committees
were announced for the coming year. The
minutes were approved, and. after singing
the old hymn, "And l.< Our Bodies Part."'
Bisliop Andrews led the conference in al'er-
vent prayer for the Divine blessing upon
Ihe work of the coming year. Then, after
1 brief address, he read the ointments,
a:;<i the inference adjourned with the ben-
ediction.

Washington, Oct. G.—The Montana
Improvement company was organized a few !
years ago to cut timber on government land j
for railroad ties. The law permitted this \
and also permitted, under certain restric-
tions, the use of timber cut on government
lands for depots and other improvements
along the lines of railroads. After
doing all that the law al-
lowed it to do, this enterpris- j
ing company has gone ahead and
cut timber extensively on government land
for general commercial purposes, under a
permit, as represented, granted by Secre-
tary Teller, which was probably intended
only to cover such wood cutting as the act
of congress authorized. Officers of the in-
terior department are after the violators of
the law. they having construed too liberally
the provisions of the statute.

the murderer of Hewes, is in jailat Water-
town.

On \
account of the absence of Larrabee the ex-
amination to have taken place to-day of the
three men charged with assisting Irwin to
escape after killing Hewes at Moorhead,
was adjourned till the Bth.

Assaulted His Hlotlier-iii-la.lv,

The Northfield News says that as several
young ladies from Northfield were driving
past Elisha Graver's farm Tuesday on their
way.to Dundas, they found Mr. Grover
lying by the roadside in an unconscious
condition. They proceeded to C undas and
informed the marshal of what they had
seen. Marshal Shabino called Dr. Phillips
and they drove out to Graver's, picked him
up and took him home. Dr. Phillips found
that the man had received several severe
blows upon his head which rendered him
unconscious. It seems that Graver's mother-
in-law, Mrs. Gordon, lives upon the ad-
joining farm and had allowed Grover to
store some grain in her granary. Seeing
him pass her place, she called him and re-
quested him to remove the grain, he replied
by accusing her ofenticing his wife away
from home, which she promptly denied,
whereupon he struck her in the face. Mrs.
Gordon's son, a lad of 16 years, stood by,
and when he saw the attack upon his
mother he grasped a club and dealt Mr.
Grover the blows upon the head which
knocked him down and stopped the quarrel.
Mrs. Gordon soon after came to Northfield
and sent out Dr. Coon to look alter the
wounded man and returned with Justice
Pye, who remained with Mr. Grover all
night. The latest information from the
wounded man indicates that he is in a dan-
gerous condition.

A regular meeting of the city council was

held on Monday evening. A communica-
tion was received from George Bowan, who
has charge of the electric lights, recom-
mending the using of four lights on each
tower. The matter was referred to the
committee on public lightning. A number
of bills were allowed, among them one for
street labor amounting to 5^04. Aid. Pel-
lowski of the Fourth ward reported that he
had authorized the lighting of oil lamps in
the Fourth at $15 per month. His action
was approved. Complaint having been
made that employes of the city neglected to
pay up their personal accounts, the street
committee recommended that no employe
be kept on the pay rolls who does not pay
his bills. The recommendation was adopted.
The mayor and city attorney, to whom was
referred the ordinance of the Chicago. Mil-
waukee & St. Paul railroad, asking permis-
sion to use the tracks of the Chicago &
Northwestern railroad on the public levee,
reported another ordinance similar to that
introduced by the railroad company, but in
which the section relating to the council
acting as arbitrators, in case the two com-
panies couldn't agree, was omitted, and a
section added giving the council the riant
to amend. On motion the ordinance passed
and was adopted. On motion 8:25 was voted
for witness fees in the Gernes suit against
the city, and Mayor Snow was requested to
assist the city attorney in the city defense.
