Of these the
Central ofSt. Paul has given the largest
average per member and tlie West-
minster of Minneapolis t lie largest
total. The Second church of
Minneapolis was second in both particulars.
Fhe averages per number areasfolows:
Central, St Paul, 510.47: First, Minne-
apolis, 510.30; Westminster, Minneapolis,
88.50; Bouse of Hope, St. Paul, 85.63;
Dayton avenue, St. Paul, $4.72; Andrew.
Minneapolis, 54.62; Taylor's Falls. $3.25;
Bethlehem, Minneapolis, 52.82; Farming-
ton. 32.24; Ued Wing, 52.03; Hastings, S2;
Litchiield. 51.82; St. Croix,sL7o; Franklin
Avenue, Minneapolis, 81.69; St. Cloud,
Si.l7; Eden Prairie, 95 cents; Hope, Min-
neapolis, 4D cents. The contributions, in
total, arc greater than ever before, but the
committee was pained to say there were
several churches which hud contributed
nothing to any of the boards.

Tiu- committee on finance reported in
favor of an assessmeni of 2 cents per mem-
ber on each church for presbyterial pur-
poses, and ! j ceni per member formileage.

Bloomington
church will receive an appropriation of
8700 which had been voted, and $500 had
also been given to McNair church at North-
ern Pacific junction. Tin1 followingchurches
were recommended for aid: Westminster,
St. Paul, $800; Bloomington Avenue, $500
for the enlargement of the church. A
church building a! Tower, at the terminus
of the Duluth & [ron Range railroad, has
been completed at a cosi of SI,SOO, having
beeu donated by the railroad company and
the church now applies for SGOO. During
the year there has been contributed by
thirty two churches lor church erection.

A. Tiile of Two Wivrs-How Tttr.

Cove mi Acquitted.

The Gove bigamy case met with a speedy
termination in the district court yesterday.
A. jury was impaneled, the evidence for
the state received, a motion for dismissal
on the part of the defense heard and
granted—all within thirty minutes. The
dismissal was not due to the apparent in-
nocence of the accused, but to the peculiar
technicalities of the law which pre-
sented the prosecution from making
out a case. Oct. 10. ISS4. Maria Scripture
married a man by the name of Edward
Gove, who had come to Minneapolis some
months previous, and had engaged in the
business of selling wooden-ware for a Wis-
consin manufactory. Afterthey had lived
together about a week Gove disappeared.
The wife was lead to believe that he had
already been married to a woman at La
Crosse. Correspondence substautiated this,

and Gove having In the meantime been
traced to Houston, Minn., he was arrested
by Detective Quinlanand brought to.Minne-
apolis last summer. The case was set for
Monday, but owing to the length of the
Charbonneau trial was continued from day
to day. At 5 o'clock last evening the case
was called at last and Gove was brought
into court. Both ladies bristled up per-
ceptibly when they saw him, and their
heightened color ami Hashing eyes seemed
to say, "Oh, you villain !" County Attor-
ney Davis put in evidence the
certificate of the marriage of Ed-
ward Cove to Cecelia Miller at
La Crosse. Detective Quintan testified to
Gove'B arrest at Houston. Then wife No.
3 testified that her maiden name was Maria
Scripture aud that she was married to the
defendant Oct. 10, ISS4; they had lived to-
gether as man and wife about a week. She
also identified certain letters. The state
rested, and Attorney Boardman, for the de-
fense, moved a dismissal, on the ground
that the prosecution had failed to make out
a case. Judge Lochren granted the mo-
tion, saying there was not sufficient evi-
dence to identify tlie defendant with the
(iove named in the marriage certificate
issued at La Crosse. Gove \\.i< discharged
and wife Xo. 2 ran up to the county attor-
ney with:

"Oh. Mr. Davis, can't Istop him. Does
he get off?''

'"1 can't do anything more," answered
the eloquent prosecutor, "lor we haven't
any witnesses." This was the difficulty.
Wife No. 1 could not be put on the stand,
a> the law does noi allow a wile to testify
against her husband. No witness cm be
subpu-naed from outside the state, and one
man front Wisconsin acquainted with the
parties, who could be found in the city, had
skipped. Wife No. ".l was in a predicament.
"Here Iam married to him when he's got
another wife,"she said, looking as though
she"d half a mind to cry.

Gove left the court-room alone, not favor-
ing either wifewith his company. lie was
asked by a Globe reporter what he had to
say, and replied: "Never mind, I had a
-Hid defense; 1 was married to the woman
who testified (wife No. 2) all right. The
other one Iwas never married io and don't
know her."

It is said that the defense would have
tried to make out that this was a case ot
mistaken identity, a twin brother having
married the La Crosse lady.

TBEHOB DISTURBANCES.

Interference With Observatory
Work.

Yesterday the matter of taking testimony
in the case ofthe State University against the
St. Paul & Northern Pacific Railway com-
pany was resumed by Referee Hitchcock.
The first witness was Prof. E. S. Holden,
director of the Washburn observatory, and
professor of astronomy in the University of
Wisconsin. He had surveyed the campus
grounds at the request of the regents and
had selected three sites for the observatory,
each ofwhich would be rendered undesira-
ble if the Northern Pacific railway
tracks were laid and operated as proposed.
There would be no advantageous site left
on the grounds in his estimation on account
of the tremor from passing trains.

The Washburn observatory, although re-
moved 1,200 feet from any railway, is an-
noyed by passing trains; and should twenty
or thirty trains pass daily, instead of eight
or twelve as now, the detriment would be

Being cross examined witness denned
fully the difference between university ob-
servatory work and scientific research. The
latter requires larger and more expensive
instruments, and for the instruction of pu-
pils the absolute absence of tremors is not
imperative. Witness believed that there is
no point on the campus grounds which is
not affected by the jar of the Manitoba
trains. The site selected on the campus is
about 1,300 feet from the Manitoba tracks.
He did not believe that an observatory of
thy highest class could be established on the
grounds. An observatory for original re-
search must be a mile or more removed
from any track: smoke from trains or fac-
tories would be detrimental to work in case
the wind should be in the right direction
and drive it upon the campus.

Prof. Downey, professor of mathematics
and astronomy, corroborated the last wit-

President Northrup testified that he
thought the campus a desirable location for
the state university, all things considered,
and preferred it to a removal. He regarded
the removal of the university as things now
are, as a serious calamity; it is near the
center of the population of the state, easy
of access from either city and from any
part of the state, and lias all the advan-
tages incident to a city and very few of th«
disadvantages; the campus is sufficiently
large to provide sites for buildings contem-
plated in appropriations; the removal of
the institution would stop all development,
and stop the purchase of apparatus for car-
rying on the scientific work, and the growth
and development would be retarded; he
should expect his lifeof activity to close
before the university could bo settled again;
it would require fifteen years.

Cross-examination—He thought he should
prefer to retain the university building on
the campus grounds rather than to remove
it, even ifthe Northern Pacific road was
actually built, although other points at
which he had looked were not objectionable
for university sites.

The plaintiff rested, and the defendant
will introduce testimony to-day.

Glory and Amid Sounds of
Sweet Music.

Over a Thousand Well-Dressed People
Prom Three Cities Partake of

its Hospitality.

The Nicollet Club Party.

The Nicollet club of Minneapolis was in
its glory last night. Itthrew open the hos-
pitable doors of its swell club house to a
large and admiring coterie offriends and at
the same time threw open the elegant West
hotel to piece out the hospitality. As a
general proposition, its latch-string hangs
on tlie inside and only members have the
mystic faculty of pulling it. But divers
glimpses of the interior beauty have reached
the street and bright glances from soft eyes
have so frequently attempted topierce those
tantalizing silken curtains, that iinally the
club determined to allow its fairy palace
to be invaded, or as one of the members
expressed it, "to allow the Jadies to
come in and look out." Besides, they
knew, those gilded youth of the Nicollet
club, that to longer monopolize so much
gorgeousness would be selfish indeed. So a
grand reception was decided upon and for
six weeks at least the beauty of the cityhas
been in preparation for the great event, and
not of alone, but St. Paul,
Stillwater, Fort Snelling and other near
localities tied together by the silken bands
of society. Last night was the time
selected and the realization of the event
actually exceeded any and every expecta-
tion, fond and highly colored as some of
them were. The club had resolved that its
name should be honored, not tarnished, by
this, its real debut, and the result showed
the resolution was not taken in vain.

THE EXTERIOR VIEW
gave fullpromise of what was to be seen
and enjoyed within. The club house is a
sightly mansion, occupying a high location
just back of the West hotel, on Fifth
street. The elegant grounds and spacious
lawns were revealed, as with, noonday
brightness, by gleaming strings of incan-
descent electric lights, stretciied from cor-
ner to corner, set off m places by larger
blazes, as a solitaire is circled by brilliants.
From the windows of club house and hotel
the lights streamed down to the streets and
showed large throngs gathered to see the
arrivals. Carriage after carriage rolled up
and the number of arrivals ran rapidly up
into the hundreds. The members of the
club entered by way of the club house,from
which a brilliant covered bridge, gorgeously
decorated and brilliantly illuminated, led to
the hotel. And all the while the soft
strains of music and the softer melody of
faint laughter floated out from the huge,
gleaming buildings, telling the multitude
below the scenes of gayety wore at their
height.

THE BEAUTIFUL INTERIORS
were well worthy the most minute descrip-
tion. The principal attraction lay in the
club house, which had donned its most win-
ning air for this occasion. The three par-
lors, including the smoking parlor, were
elaborately dressed with flowers, clusters,
wreaths and stands, appearing on every
hand. Sprays of sinilax and ivy were
gracefully depended on the walls and about
the chandeliers; huge pyramids of roses
adorned the tables; palms and tropical
plants peeped from every odd nook, anil
about the rooms floated a delicate and ex-
quisite aroma. In the lower hall a string
quartet rendered choicest music. On the
second floor the card, pool end billiard rooms
were dressed in a similar style, the upper
parlor forming the reception room. Here
the flowers were really exquisite, the strik-
ing feature being a huge pillow, on the
mantel, with the words "Nicollet Club"
appearing in pink on a white bed. From
this room the bridge, muslin-covered and
dressed with flags and flowers, led to the
dining hall of the West which was arranged
for the dancing hall. Heavy linen covered
the floor, and a combination of Danz' or-
chestra, stationed at the south end, fur-
nished the dancing music.

The
selections of music for the dancing were
made with Danz's well-known taste and
received mauy commendations. The danc-
ing cards, designed as souvenirs, were
beautifully gotten up and reflected great
credit on the taste of the committee. The
dances were twenty-three in number and
included all of the popular rigures, and
among the dancers were all of the best
known and most skillfulof the city's de-
votees of the Terpsichorean art.

TIIE BAXQUJET
was served soon after midnight in the
ladies' ordinary. The tables, suffice itto
say, were laid with that skill and taste
•which has made the chef of the West
hotel famous throughout the Northwest.
Itwas a feature of the entire reception.

To sura up the reception, it may be well
said that the Nicollet club has covered it-
self with glory, for its party was an event
that will be the gossip of society formonths
to come and wilfbe marked as a brilliant
epoch in the society annals of the neighbor-
hood.
