At thai college there is no cut or
obstacle between the buildings and the
tracks. Befell certain that there were
more than live trains daily and that there
were probe.bly more than eighteen daily.
At the requesi of C. <'. Secombe he visited
the university grounds as a member of the
chamber of commerce committee appointed
for the specific purpose of making a com-
prehensive investigation of the affair.

i:. !'. Russell also testified to having
visited the university in company with the
above, and experienced about the same
conditions respecting the character of the
noise occasioned by passing trains. He en-
gaged in conversation with a student while
sitting at a window fronting the Manitoba
tracks, and experienced no inconveniences
arising from the noise of the train which
was passing at the time. He testified that
he resides within 500 feet of the Hastings
& Dakota tracks on iiennepin avenue. In
the open plain the trains make a great
noise, bui when they entered a cut which is
only from seven toeighi feet deep he likened

On cross-examination lie stated that he
had found the annoyance from iii<> trains
much less than !;>\u25a0 had anticipated. He
had therefore changed his mind since lie
engaged in appraising the damages to
adjacent property growing oat of the
Hastings & Dakota road.

A. C. A.bell testitii 1 that he had at-
tended the Normal school at Valparaiso,
Ind., and a railway track lies within 200
feet ofthe recitation room. No serious
trouble was occasioned on account of the
noise. Be could not recall an instance
where recitations were suspended on ac-
count >ii the noise.

THE AFTEBNOOX.

Testimonj was resumed at :'. p. in., when
Thomas l.ov.ry was the firsl witness, lie

G. \Y. Grove's testimony was corrobora-
tive of iiie statements made by the preced-
ing witness, he having been one of the
party of gentlemen who visited the Univer-
sity campus grounds for the purpose of
noting tin 1 effect of the noise and smoke
Ikmi the trains of the Manitoba Railway
company, lie iiail found that the noise did
not materially interfere with ordinary con-
versation on the campus. W. W. Wood-
ward followed and testified that he had
visited the grounds as a commissioner ap-
praising the damages <>n some land. Capt.
Merriniau and C. In. Lorhig were the other
commissioners. They took testimony respect-
ing damages, and witness thought that from
six to ten witnesses testified in a room in
the university on the side of the building
towards the Manitoba railway tracks. The
witnesses were sworn and testified in the
usual way. and the commission bad no dif-
ficulty in understanding the witnesses.
Witness could not recall the passing of a
train during the session.

iss-examination. witness said.
Have no positive recollection that a train

passed while taking testimony: do not
know whether or not the short line was in
operation at that time, but was of the opin-
ion that the road was running trains at that
time.

Mr. Gilfillan stated that certainly the

The first train passed
quickly, and for perhaps five min-
utes the sound was quite distinct,
bor ir would not interrupt conversation
longer than that Witness spent consider-
able time on the grounds. Went down to
the Northern Pacific cur. where the steam
shovel was being operated, and spent, per-
haps, fifteen minutes observing the work-
ing and speculating upon the probabie
amount of noise a train in the cut would
occasion. Witness had often observed the
effect of a cut as deadening the sounds pro-
duced by a train of car-. Had remarked
all his life that an embankment invariably
deadened sound. Witness would judge.
considering that the cut was to be about
eighteen feet deep, that the sound of pass-
ing trains on the Northern Pacific road
would oe very slight on the campus grounds
and in the buildings.

In the cross-examination he testified that
he had, during the passage of the two pas-
Bengertrains, kept up a continuous conver-
sation, and respecting the effect ot the
noise, he experienced no inconvenience
from the sound, and believed that had he
not been there for the express purpose of

noting the effects he would, perhaps, not
have noticed that a train had passed at all.

Adjourned until 9 o'clock this morning.

NEARING THE END.

Arguments (Join;: Heard, in the
Kisnt-off-Way Suit.

Yesterday was set for tlie final hearing
of tlie proceedings of the Minneapolis <&
St. Louis Railway company to acquire a
right of way across the tracks of the
Manitoba road on First street south.

A full bench was in attendance, and all
other court business was postponed to give
room. The entire morning, as well as the
major part of the afternoon, was consumed
in reviewing the testimony, which was ;
taken before Referee J. M. Miller. Shortly
after 3 o'clock Col. R. C. Benton coin-I
menoed the argument for the Manitoba !
road. It was agreed that the re-
spondent corporation should have four hours
for argument, and tlie petitioner two hours, j
Col. Benton'B argument did not brinu: out
any new objections. He claimed tirst that |
there must be an exact description of the '>land to be taken, whereas the petitioners
do not pretend to come within ten or twenty
feet in width, or to specify the beginning j
or the end. The testimony as to the de-
scription came in after everything was pre-
cluded by the court except for the purposes
of rebuttal. 11 the petitioners do not give
a definite location, tlie proceedings should
be dismissed. At any rate, the court must
have a more particular description

Secondly, tlie ground in question is al- j
ready subject to a prior public use, and |
cannot be taken without express and direct i
authority of the statute. Again, the Min-
neapolis & St. Louis can cross the Manitoba
without interfering with the connection of
the Manitoba with the Northern Pacific by
Simply going to the east and west up First
Street It is claimed that the Northern ;
Pacific does not desire connection with the
Manitoba. There is no proof of this Intro-
duced, but it cuts no liglire. There is a
contract between the two roads. The Min-
neapolis «& St. Louis is tlie one which must
hunt a connection, not the respondent.
If the alleged consolidation of the Min-
neapolis «fr Si. Louis comes under the spe-
cial acts of rT9 or ;61 it must be subject to
the

of the state and so before condemnation is
allowed the CQurt must be satisfied that the
public interests are to be served.
CoL Benton here asked "What ai'e the
public interests?'' and then proceeded to
answer in detail. The new short line to
St. Paul he did not consider of importance,
as this crossing is not wanted for passenger
business. The Manitoba short line
cost S.°»,000,000 and it will
take about 5200.000 a year to
maintain a similar line. Does the public
need, and can it bear the tax of another
such road? The real object, however, is to
divert certain carrying business of the
Northern Pacitic from the Manitoba to the
Minneapolis & St. Louis. The petitioner
does not desire to go upon the tracks of the
Northern Pacitic. but to have the business
of the Northern Paciiic come to it. Now
is the public interest to be served
by diverting business from one

I'HIVATECOKPOUATIOX
to another? But it is said that there is
coal and wheat to be transferred. For
years only 5,000 tons ofcoal went from the
Minneapolis & St. Louis to the Northern
Pacific, but this spring by a strange co-in-
cidence the Northern Paciiic made a pur-
chase of :;0.000 tons of lowa coal, which is
now being carried. During the last year
only 901 cars of wheat and 7 of perishable
freight went from the Northern Paciiic
to the Minneapolis & St. Louis. The
switching charge of S3 could be obviated by
going to the transfer at St. Anthony Park,
but they don't desire to get rid of it, and
would rather use it for the purposes of this
action. There is nothing in the statement
that the Northern Pacitic desires to bring
coal from lowa. The Duluth coal is far
better, and the Manitoba road, although
owning its coal iields in lowa, uses mostly
Duluth coal, having besides to carry it sev-
enty-eight miles further than the Northern
Pacific

The public interests will suffer rather
than be benefited. The equipment of the
Minneapolis & St. Louis does not warrant
its performing the work so satisfactorily,
and the danger at the crossing from col-
lision would become a public detriment. At
this point Col. Benton took occasion to re-
fer to the '"miserable insinuation" that in
his capacity as city attorney he had manip-
ulated matters with the city council in the
interest of the Manitoba road, when its
building of iron bridges and other improve-
ments were carried out under the direction
of tin? council.

During the remainder of the argument
the speaker dwelt particularly upon the
nature of the crossing, which lie claimed
was so located, under a bridge and in a cut,
as to make it extremely dangerous, espec-
iallyto the Manitoba, which has two trains
crossing daily to one ofthe petitioners.

At 5 o'clock the court adjourned to 9
o'clock this morning, when Judge Young
of St. Paul will occupy the remaining two
hours for the respondents. The other side
will take up the balance of the morning
session.

THAT CROWCEY CASE.

The Superintendent of the Poor In-
vestiY&ted and Exonora.tetl.

The board of supervisors ot the poor iret
in secret session yesterday. The main and
most important matter considered was the
Crowley case, well known and understood
by the Globe readers. Mr. Crowley's
family were all sick with typhoid fever,
superinduced by starvation. The family
had been supported by neighbors, and
when Crowley made application to the
superintendent for relief, it was refused on
the ground that he had competent re-
sources of his own.

A communication was received from the
Wisconsin Central Railroad company, offer-
ing to transport persons on city account at
half-fare rates, upon the order of the su-
perintendent. Placed on tile without ac-
tion.

THE CROWLEY INVESTIGATION*.

The special committee appointed to inves-
tigate the charges brought against the su-
perintendent for an alleged dereliction in
allowingthe Crowley family to suffer for
food, etc., submitted a majority report,
which was adopted, as follows:

Your committee, to whom was referred the
complaints of the action of the superintend-
ent of the poor in the Daniel Crowley case,
having- had the subject under consideration,
would respectfully repcrt that in their judg-
ment the superintendent was justified in re-
fusing aid in their cuse, as presented by a
strong man who asked assistance on
account of the sickness of his
wife. but who said he was
earning (1.85 per day and had no rent to pay.
The superintendent not knowing- of the sick-
ness of 'he other members of the family later,
of course, had no responsibility in the mat-
ter. Yourcommittee therefore fully exon-
erate the superintendent. The attention of
the committee was called to the long- time
which elapsed between the time of applica-
tion of the superintendent that the services
of the city physician were required and the
reporting'of the case by the city physician
for the further action of the superintendent,
and would recommend that the office hours
of the cityphysician be tixed at from 10:30 a.
m. to 12 m., and that all cases of the day, so
far a* possible, be reported upon not later
than 3 o'ctock p. m. each day, aud that cases
reported urgent shall demand the immediate
attention of the superintendent.

This was signed by Robert Pratt and
Thomas Downs. The report was discussed
at length, pro and con, and finallyadopted.
Aid. Lars Swanson presented a minority
report, which received his vote alone. He
censured the superintendent for failing to
furnish immediate aid to the family upon
the application of Mr. Crowley. and again
upon the report of the city physician
and various other physicians and neigh-

bors who had interested themselves in the
case.

It wss shown that Mr. Crowley had
owned two houses, in which he had a total
equity of .«2,000. One house he lived in
and the other he rented, and besides he was
employed at SL.oD per day. Everything
considered, the board exonerated the
superintendent.

Judge Koon yesterday in the district court
filed a decision in the appeal of Malchen
Deutsch from the disallowance of her claim
against the estate of her husband, Jacob
Deutsch, by the assignee. The claim was
for §17,031 for services. It was alleged
that Mr. Deutsch years ago entered into a
contract to pay his wife SI,OOO a year for
her services inQ his wholesale and manufac-
turing millinery establishment. This was
afterwards increased to $1,500 per annum,
and he gave her notes each year. Of these
notes a portion, amounting to §7,800, would
be invalid, the judge holds, by the statute
of limitations. He, however, disallowed
the entire claim, remarking that if lie
should do otherwise that it would be
"greatly facilitating, if not inviting the
perpetration offrauds upon creditors, by
allowing wives to secure possession of all
of their husband's property for services
rendered upon secret and unknown con-
tracts.

NEW CASES

Inthe District Court—A Real Estate
Suit, Assignment and Divorce.

The arguments in the Minneapolis & St.
Louis Railway company vs. St. Paul, Min-
neapolis & Manitoba Railway company will
occupy this morning in the district court.

In the afternoon a special term calendar of
fifty-seven cases willbe disposed of.

Peter G. Lamareaux yesterday com-
menced an action against Charles L. and
Mary Byam to compel the reconveyance to
kiin of lot 19, block 6, Baker's Second ad-
dition, valued at $7,000. He alleges that
he conveyed this property Oct. 8 to de-
fendants in exchange for real estate in
Fairbanks, Sulley county, Dakota, for
which the defendants gave a deed. He
claims to have discovered that the de-
fendants did not own and have no title to
the Dakota land.

Sarah E. Mayer yesterday commenced an
action to secure divorce from Ferdinand
Mayer, to whom she was married at Sioux
City, la., Aug. 16, 1877. She alleges
habitual drunkenness, inhumanity and neg-
lect to both herself and infant child. Judge
Lochren granted an order for the defendant
to show cause at to-day's special term as to
why he should not pay $10 per week for
support pending the action and §50 for
attorney's fee to the plaintiff.

Magnus Olson, a contractor, yesterday
made an assignment for the benefit of cred-
itors to Lewis Peterson, who gave bonds in
53.000 for the faithful performance of his
duty as assignee, it being alleged that the
value of the property assigned does not ex-
ceed Si,500.

CURRENCY OF THE CIKB.

"Iwant to see one of the papers get up
a whine about Minnesota stone when the
lime comes for letting the contract for the
superstructure of the new government
building in Minneapolis," said a prominent
architect yesterday. "I like loyalty and
all that, but it makes me weak to see the
papers whining about home material when
they don't know anything about it. There
is only one stone in Minnesota that could
be used for a monumental structure, like
that is to be, and that is granite. To build
it of granite would cost more for the super-
structure alone than the whole building is
to eosi. so it can't be done; and there is no
other stone in Minnesota that can be used.
Look at the north side of the Boston block
and see how the weather has changed that
stone. Then go and see some of the Kasota
stone in the Plymouth church and see how
the tool marks are all worn off already an d
then talk of Minnesota stone for such a
structure as that postoflice is going to be.
Ido hope it wont be Indiana stone, either,
but Ican tell you the appointment of the
architect to succeed Mr. Bell will have a
great deal to do with it."

***The Northwestern Chronicle, the official!
organ of Bishop Ireland, cautions its read- ,
ers against giving money to any strangers
soliciting forcharitable purposes unless he
can produce a written permission from the
bishop. Special mention is made of John
J. Hoe, who is now in this city collecting
fora charitable institution in Dublin, and
the Chronicle charges him with disobedience
for persisting in his work contrary to the
will of the bishop of this diocese notwith-
standing the fact that he may have in his
possession the proper credentials from the
clerical authorities in Ireland.

A porter at one of the Washington ave-
nue produce commission houses got a fright
and had a narrow escape from death yester-
day morning. The house received a car-
load of bananas, and the porter was en-
gaged in carrying them in. He had a
bunch on his shoulder, when he felt some-
thing crawling on his neck.

A Wife Beater.

that he had then satisfied his anger by ply-
ing a cruel blacksnake whip until her flesh
was lacerated, and blood flowed freely.
The court on sentencing him said: "Ihave
sometimes a little sympathy for a burglar
or thief, but I have none for a man that
will strike his wife and abuse his family.
You ought to be sent to state's prison, and
1 would send you there if it was in my
power. I will give you sixty days at the
workhouse, and that is too good a place
for you, for you are not lit. to be even
with thieves and burglars."

Harry Pierson, a young man from Boston,
and supposed to be highly connected and
who was in the employ of S. E. Mercer in
in the capacity of bookkeeper. He was
charged with stealing a diamond pin from
Will Curtiss which he pawned for $50, and
when confronted made a full confession.
He has decamped for parts unknown owing
some $300 or more. He came to Minneapo-
lis about a year ago and at tirst entered the
employ ofE. S. Corser. He lived iv style
and humored profligate and expensive
habits.

John Henderson and Frank Myers, who
were arrested by Officer Lawrence iv Tru-
man's grocery store yesterday morning
about 1 o'clock, were arraigned in the mu-
nicipal court yesterday and sentenced to the
reform school.
