The annual meeting of the American
\u25a0Woman Suffragist association was begun i

yesterday aud two sessions were held in the
Church of the Redeemer. Quite a number
of the leaders, including Mrs. Julia Ward
Howe, did not arrive until evening, so that
the afternoon mcci::;- was of an informal
social character. fion. William Dudley
Foulke of Indiana, the president, was one
of t:ie fifty persons who gathered on time,

and Sirs. Lucj Stone of Boston was prom-
inent a::; ::._- i.>' I.ulies. President North-
rop of the university, Judge Hemiup, Drs.
Dorsett and Ripley, Rev. Ada C. Bowles of
Boston, Mrs. 11. E. Gallinger and Maj. and |
Mrs. J. A. Pickler of Dakota were among i
those present.

THE INFORMAL MEETING.

DOWN TO TALK.

Mrs. Lucy Stone was the tirst torespond,
and testified to her pleasure to be away out
here from Boston, where she edited the
Woman's Journal, and to see the noble
work in which the women were engaged.
She felt that it made good Fred Douglass'
assertion thai with God one was a majority
and the right would triumph in the end.
The question was an old one, what will be
the outcome ofthe cry for equal rights:'
The ridiculous assertion is still made that
women should stay at home and rock the
cradle, as thought ifa women was to take a
half hour to rote, the cradle would so uu-
rocked ! She paid a glowing compliment to
Wendell Phillips' words of encouragement.
The consent of the governed was at the
bottom of all good government, and how
could the consent of the governed be ob-
tained unless the women were consulted?
The victory of emancipation and equal
rights was abroad in the world. Xo longer
lid the wife in India suffer death on the
Funeral pyre of her husband, and in Scau-
dinavia and other lands the rights of
women were 1 oming respected.

Mrs. Tracy Cutler of Illinois followed
wi;h a five minutes' talk. She is a physi-
cian and devoted herself to impressing on
women the necessity of training their voices
for public speaking. They should prepare
to preside, to take the helm, in business or
iv state. Men laughed at this, but did not
Victoria, attheageof LB, uike herseaton
the throne of that realm on which the sun
never set-.

Mrs. AdaC. Bowles of Massachusetts, a
lady of fine rhetorical and oratorical pow-
ers, made a very impressive address, show-
ing th;it :he ea-i-e oi woman's rights grew
out of woman's wrongs and that it would
beonlj uecessary to make a clear exposi-
twii of woman's wrongs to obtain woman's
rights. Vividlyshe pointed the hardships
of women under certain Illinois laws, which
permitted their dissolute husbands to take
their earnings and bow the voice of women
had brought about the repeal of that law.

IN THE SfOBTHWEST.
Mr. Blaekwell said he was glad to speak

In Minnesota, which was the only state in
the world that had given women any rights
ofsuffrage by the vote of the men. The
great work, of woman's rights must com-
mence in those states bordering on the
Missouri and Mississippi rivers, because the
[•ream of eastern civilization comes there
and there would rights be given women.
Here Mrs. Stone Interrupted and objected.
asking the chair to allow no speaker to talk
of \u25a0,!' ing*' women their rights. The chair
said the speaker would consider himself
corrected by a higher authority than the
chair, whereupon Mr. Blaekwell amended
his phrase amid applause, and spoke
ofthe God-given, inalienable rights of wo-
men. lli~ concluding remarks were prin-
cipally addressed to men. advising them to i
vote for tlio<e. candidates for all legislative j
bodies who favored the principle ofwoman's i
suffrage, lie wound up by saying he would j
thank President Cleveland if he would re-
move Gov. Pierce of Dakota and appoint a
man who would favor woman's suffrage.
"1 iike my party." said he. "but I do not
like any member of my party who would
put his foot upon half of the people ofthe
territory."

Maj. J. A. Piekler of Dakota was called
out. and told of the strength iv the territory
last winter and of (iov. Pierces veto. This
last, he thought, was a blessing in disguise,
as it had strengthened the triends aud made
friends of the enemies of the measures. But
tlie good time was coming, and they were
not afraid to submit the question to the
men ot Dakota. lie was sorry Gov. Pierce
had not risen to the grandest opportunity
ever offered to a man since the time of
Abraham Lincoln. The speaker occupied
some little time in detailing the work of the
Sioux City convention in its relation to the
question of woman suffrage.

Mr. Foulke made a short address telling
ot" the general earthquake with which the
Indiana legislature sat upon the bill he had
introduced. J. B. Campbell made a few
remarks on the general topic.

Judge Hemiup, in reply to a question. |
said the constitution of Minnesota would
permit the legislature to name the qualifica-
tions of voters, i. being not limited to age,
sex. or even mental condition. Mrs. Mar-
garet W. Campbell of lowa brieily told of
the situation in the Hawkeye state, aud at
tiie conclusion oi her interesting address
the convention took a recess uutii evening.

IN THE EVENING
the Church of the Redeemer was crowded
to its utmost capacity, every seat in the
gallery being taken and dozens being unable
to limi seats. The platform and pulpit
were very beautifully decorated with cut
flowers and terns and presented a beautiful
appearance. Alter prayer by ilev. Martha
J. Jones of lowa. Prof. James G. Clark
sang a suffrage song that so enthused the
audience that a repetition was loudly de-
manded and cheerfully given. At the
close, as Mrs. Julia Ward Howe had not
arrived. President Foulke made a brief ad-
dress, in the course of which Mrs. Howe
appeared with Mayor Pillsbury. At the
sight of that familiar face, crowned with
the silvery hair, the large audience broke

into great applause. Mayor Pillsbury led
the way to the platform and. when there,
made a verypleasinir little address of wel-
come. Mrs. Howe responded in iier charac-
teristic style. She has a most pleasing ad-
dress and happy delivery, and as she re-
sponded, thanking the city for the gracious
welcome it extended. In a few words she
outlined the hope of the suffragists and ex-
pressed the belief that much of the good to

come would date from the Minneapolis
convention.

TWO ADDRESSES
Hon. William Dudley Foulke. president

of the convention, made a very forcible ad-
dress and threw into it unanswerable argu-
ments. He was followed by Lucy Stone,
who is one of the brightest stellar lights in
the suffragist firmament. She said a wo-
man, from the time she was a girl baby in the
cradle until she made her last will, was un-
der the control oflaws she could never have
a word in making. The government is
based on the principles that the consent of
the governed must be obtained, and that
taxation without representation is insuffer-
able, yet iv the case of women, what be-
comes of both principles? Mrs. Stone
spoke for a half hour and ended amid great
applause.

THE STATE BAPTISTS.

Pastors Confer and Missions Dis-
cus*>"Opeiiiutr of the Convention.
The anniversary work of the Baptists of

Minnesota began yesterday and continued
all day. The pastors were in conference at
the First church, corner Tenth and Harmon
Place, all day, and the Women's Home and
Foreign Missionary societies occupied the
morning and afternoon, respectively, at the
Central church.

Rev. Roberts was appointed chairman
and Rev. W. A. Spinney secretary. The
sermon was preached by Rev. E. J. Brown-
son of Brainerd on The Ministry of the
Spirit, which evoked several little speeches.
The following committees were appointed:

Fuller, Lyman and Pal-
mer; nominations. Revs. Simpson, Sullivan
and Reed; arrangement, Keys. Mabie,
Rounds. Gilkes and House. The commit-
tee on nominations reported Rev. H. L.
House, Crookston, as moderator and Rev.
\V. A. Spinney, Owatonna. for secretary.

The afternoon session was devoted to
papers and discussions. Dr. Reed opened
the discussion on How to Conduct the
Church Prayer Meeting: Dr. Chase opened
the talk on How to Develop the Working
Forces of a Church; How to Develop the
Beuovelence of a Church was opened by
Rev. E. T. Hiscox. The discussions were
interesting in the extreme.

THE MISSIONARY SOCIETY.
The Women's Foreign Missionary society

met in the morning at the Central church,
Mrs. Randall, state vice president, in the
chair and Mrs. S. F. Hance as secretary.
After devotional exercises, several addresses
were made on the subject of foreign mis-
sions. Rev. C. F. Tolman made an exten-
sive address, and Dr. Gushing, who has
just returned from India, spoke of the work
in that country. The afternoon opened
with devotions, and was devoted largely to
an address by Mrs. Crouse ar.d a paper by
Mrs. H. C. Woods on the demand of the
hour. The board report was not ready and
its reading was postponed until evening.

CONVENTION OPENING.
The Central church was crowded last

night, with not a vacant seat visible, by the
people who came to witness the formal
opening of the convention. The clergy
occupied front seats and lent their voices I
with enthusiasm to the opening hymn. |
When it was concluded the Rev. Fred T.
Gates, rector of the church, made the for-
mal address of welcome, which was briefly
responded to by Mayor George A. Pills-
bury, president of the society. Rev. E.
T. Hiscox then preached the annual ser-
mon, which was a comparison of the
religious methods and faith of to-day with I
those of the past. The simplicity of heart I
and singleness of purpose of apostolic times
were contrasted with the present age of
policy, and the minister inveighed a little
against some of the methods of modern re-
ligion.

Mr. Johusen moved that another meeting

| movement an important impetus, and that
another meeting would lend additional iv-

I terest Mr. Phelps thought it should be
postponed until Thursday night; the amend-
ment was accepted.

Mr. Brackett stated that Thursday nisht
was prayer meeting night, and furthermore
that many of our heaviest capitalists are
church-going people. Therefore he thought
Friday night would be more opportune.
Besides it wouid give the committee an ex-
tended opportunity.

Capt Gilmore interrupted to express his
regrets that certain of the financial men
who had. he had been incidentally informed,
taken umbrage because they had not been
personally invited to attend. He felt that
no one should be shut out.

After some further dissultory discussion,
in which it was suggested that a series of
meetings be held by wards, it was voted
to hold another citizens" meeting on Friday
night.

Mr. Phelps had faith in ward organiza-
tions. He believed each ward would be
stimulated to a rivalry which must give the
work rapid progress. He thought the alder-
men of th« wards would be the proper men
to compose the ward committees who shall
perfect ward organizations.

finally consented and Mr. Potter was placed
on in the stead of Mr. Regan, and Capt.
Gilraore was added. The secretary was
authorized to defray all necessary expenses
incurred by the committee and $100 was'
raised, and C. W. Johnson started the sub-
scription to the SIOO, the secretary to keep
an account and credit the respective amounts
on the stock subscribed.

Mr. Johnson moved that after Friday
night the secretary be requested to notify
all stockholders to meet on Monday night
to elect officers and consummate a perma-
nent organization and the motion prevailed.
Those who subscribe up to the hour of the
meeting will participate.

The discussion which followed was quite
informal and developed no new ideas.

DO TRAINS .HAKE MUSE?

The Experts Say They do Hot in
Railway*Cuts.

Mr. Wheeler, the assistant engineer of
the Northern Pacific Railway, was recalled
for the defense yesterday morning in the
case of the University against the Northern
Pacific Railway company and testified re-
specting drafts and profiles of the defend-
ants and the Manitoba Railway company
and the topography of the University
campus grounds.

CHARLES F. HATCH,
the president of the Wisconsin, Minnesota
& Pacific Railway company, testified that
he was familiar with railways and had
taken minute observations regarding the
sounds arising from railway trains while
passing through cuts. They make much
less noise in cuts than on fills or on grade,
He was familiar with the campus grounds
and with defendant's proposed line as well
as the tracks of the Manitoba railway.
Comparatively speaking the Northern
Pacific trains will make a deal less noise
than the Manitoba. The cut is deeper, and
owing. to the crossing and the bridge must
run much at lower rate of speed, therefore
making less noise.

George MeMullen testified that the stone
quarry along the east side of the river will
be brought into the market'when the city's
bridge across the river at the foot of Wash-
ington avenue is completed and that blast-
ing and drilling will be frequent, and fur-
ther that the quarry is near the campus.
After W. 0. Marion gave his opinion that
cuts materially deadened the sound Mr.
Secombe gave notice that he would ask Mr.
Gilfillan to produce a letter written to ex-
Gov. Pillsbury by Engineer Kendrick May
IS.

JOHN W. KENDRICK,
chief engineer of the Northern Pacific road,
had also experimented with a view to de-
termining the strength and effect of sounds
from trains passing through cuts. He ad-
vanced the theory that trees on the campus
grounds could not interrupt the noise made
by trains on the Manitoba tracks. As an
instance in point he said that a man chop-
ping in the woods can be heard great dis-
tances, whereas on an open plain he could
be heard only a short way.

A. T. Clark, superintendent of the Min-
neapolis & St. Louis railway, testified that
he had observed the effect of cuts in regard
to their deadening sound. He had missed
trains because he could not hear them while
passing through cuts. He had made obser-
vations at the campus grounds. He could
hear the train only ten seconds. He could
hear the ringing of the locomotive bell more
distinctly than the rumbling of the train
as it passed in the cut. Had seen the de-
fendant's excavation, and judged it to be
eighteen feet deep, and assuming that it is
to be eighteen feet deep at the easterly end
and thirty feet at the westerly end, and
also that at the westerly end the trains
would have to cross the Minnesota transfer
tracks and at the other end pass upon a
bridge, he would not judge that the motion
of trains would have any effect whatever
ou the campus grounds, and he thought a
building erected upon the very bank of the
cut would not suffer any inconvenience or
annoyance from passing trains.
. C. L. Grace, a civil engineer, gave testi-
mony which did not materially differ from
that given at.previous periods in taking evi-
dence of other engineers respecting the ef-
fect of the noise of trains passing through
cuts. He noticed that the principal noise
is made by the exhaust and not the wheels.
At the conclusion of Mr. Grace's deposition
the defendant rested. At 9 o'clock this
morning the plaintiff will introduce testi-
mony in rebuttal.

DISTRICT COURT BRIEFS.

The Gastrow Jury Disagrees—A Big
Grist of CivilCases.

The weary grind of the district court con-
tinues, and yesterday's session was without
a single enlivening incident. The three
judges have gone at the civil cases with a
rush, and yesterday several causes were dis-
misses because of the non-appearance of
parties who probably thought their cases
would not be reached.

The jury in the case of Helena Gastrow,
charged with keeping a house of ill-fame,
hung out all day and when called by the
judge at 6 o'clock asserted their unaaimous
belief that an agreement was not possible.
Judge Lochren discharged the tired and dis-
gusted jurors and ordered the defendant to

i appear for trial Oct. 25. The jury was out
nearly thirty hours.

POLITICAL SCIENCE.

Prof. Folivell Discourses Intelli-
gently on the Nature of Money.

Prof. Folwell delivered an entertaining
and instructive lecture yesterday, at the
state university on Political Science. The
information he disseminated is based upon
a thorough and searching study of the
topic. He divided the subject primarily
into three heads— paper money and
money paper. Again, paper money was
subdivided into three specific kinds—fully
insured, partially insured and uninsured.
The first kind is issued in the cities of
Europe. Amsterdam, for instance; as an
illustration of the second kind, he cited the
currency issued by the Bank of England,
and the third as promissory notes. He ad-
vanced the theory that there is no question
but that coin is money. Moreover, it is
wealth. Itis a common measure or stand-
ard of value, because it changes so slowly
that it is more nearly stable than any other
purchasing commodity. While paper money
is largely representation it is also promisory
to a large extent. Representation alone
and fully secured as in gold and silver cer-
tificates; promissory alone a ndunsound as
in the greenback prior to 1579; representa-
tive and promissory and partly secured as
in the United States bank and the old state
banks.

The professor stated that in England the
loss of coin, etc.. amounts to % as 1 per
cent, per year, and that the loss on paper
money is much less. Yet it is absolutely
necessary to have the coin as a basis on
which to establish paper money, or to per-
petuate the standard valve. Attempts have
been made to found paper money upon
other species ofproperty than coin, yet it
has ever proven an abject failure, except,
perhaps, in China.

The professor closed by advancing the
theory that gold and silver are the only
things that would serve both as a basis and
a medium.
