The corn market is now alinost
wholly under the influence of the weather,
as that is about the only element which can
raise orlower prices. Withthe good weather
and good prospects for drying and moving
the new crop, the -market is weak for the
near options, but with a reversal of these
conditious the market becomes firmer and
higher. The shipping demand remains
steady and the receipts continue moderate.
Liverpool was easier on corn, but
not quotably lower. November was
a trifie firmer than October. On
account of the great discount prevailing, a
very light trade was again reported in oats,
and the market was without feature or in-
terest in the way of speculation. In pro-
vision cireles the duiiness of last week was
continued. The market was evidently weil
supported, but there was a general absence
of speculative orders on outside account,
and with room traders unwilling to branch
out, a slow day was witnessed. Prices,
however, underwent but little change, fiue-
tuations were limited. and at 1 o’clock the
produet rested at about Saturday’s final
fizures.

The
Grangers opened at an advance, but earn-

ings of the Northwestern were
not quite so favorable as had

been expected and at the top there was
large realizing which checked any notable
advance. It was reported that the bull
movement in Union Pacific was engineered
by Gould, whose object, it was stated, was
to force several heavy shorts to cover. The
stock was quickly put up two points and
held steady at the advance. It was re-
ported that a large block of this stock, which
had been loaned. was called. Later in the
day the eraze to buy stocks became more
pronounced. Buying orders on every active
stock ecame in rapidly. It was an out and
out bull market, and the iost active that
has been seen this year. During the last
half hour there was a general disposition to
realize, and the close was weak, most of
the active stocks declining from 34 to ¥
of a point.
