Chicago, Oct. 20.—The wheat bears

were in high feather again to-day. They
nad the upper hand of the deal from the
start, and as all of the influences and sur-
roundings were favorable, they were en-
ibled to make a stubborn and bold resist-
mce on every attempt of the bull element
to recover the ground lost. It was almost
irepetition of yesterday's doings on 'change
in everything. So great has been the
interest in wheat lately among all classes of
speculators that the other articles traded
in are commanding little or no attention,
and for the time being corn, oats and pro-
visions are decidely tame and featureless,
lost sight of, in fact, Grain receipts at
this point have been fair so far this
week, and the cash market has held
Its own very well, receivers having exper-
ienced no difficulty in disposing ofconsign-
ments of all kinds. The bears are taking
courage from the increase in receipts in the
Northwest, Lindblom figured that receipts
at the half-dozen points, not including New
York, were to-day several hundred bushels
larger than on the same day last week.
While this was in the. main a bear argu-
ment and is very smartly demonstrated to
the little processions which are marched up
to the blackboards, it is veryplain that
everybody who sells is very wary. This is
due very largely to the recent utterances
ofArmour and to the indecision of the
crowd as to what

HIS REAL ATTITUDE IS.
They don't believe his own avowal that he

is a bull and a very large owner of wheat,
for they prefer, they say. always to take the
position that Armour says just what he does
not mean, but Rt the same time they have
too little confidence in their own judgment
to sell wheat and get far awayfrom the pit.
One very clever broker said:

"I'm a bear on wheat, but I feel that the
market is going to decline slowly,and have
an appearance of strength all the time. It
Will not be a market that anybody will be able
to bet very heavily on."

Wheat in the speculative branch of trade
opened at i»o3^c for December, or %c below
last night's closing: prices, the feeling on the
curb in the morning being weak. A rapid
decline followed, December property selling
down to 29%cwith scarcely a rally. The
weakness was caused in part by unfavorable
reports by cable concerning foreign markets,
but official figures, giving an increase of
over 2,000,000 bushels in the visible, also
had a very depressing effect. About an hour
after opening private cables announced a de-
cline in consols of three points and the mar-
ket quickly reacted to Do%c and increased
offerings by bears and free selling of long
wheat

WEAKENED IT AGAIN
to S9%@9oc on the split, but there was a
recovery later to the opening prices under
good buying by the shorts. Ream's brokers,
it was said, taking a good deal. Winter
wheat points sent in good buying orders to-
day. The market was very ner.vous and
unsettled from the opening until the close.
A liberal aggregate amount of business was
transacted in wheat, though trading as on
the day before was largely of a local scalp-
ing character. A rumor that the
government's September report, in
printed form, makes the yield
150,000.000 bushels, or a little less than
appeared when the figures were first given
out, and talk about large exports at New
York infused considerable strength into the
market during the last hour of the morning
session.

Now if the bulk of the present crop and all
the old surplus are still lying back, when
these come forward, as they must
do sooner or later, the depression will be
very severe, unless in the meantime we can
export a good quantity. Hence it is be-
lieved the only salvation of the trade is to
depress prices to a point where export busi-
ness can be revived and some of this large
stock can be moved out. The foreign mar-
kets are now in a condition where they can
buy or not, as they think best, as they have
a large surplus of stock on hand as com-
pared with last year. Liverpool to-day
was easier, and cargoes were 6d lower for
California and American red winter, both
for near and future delivery. Were it not
for this immense visible supply, of old
wheat on hand the grain trade of this coun-

A MUCH HEALTHIER CONDITION
and prices would be higher, but no perma-
nent advance can now be established until
export business is revived at a lower range
of values. Corn was also weak and lower
under the influence of larger receipts and
lower cables. Liverpool was easier and %d
lower in corn, while our arrivals were quite
good. The visible supply also showed a
small increase in corn, and every week
brings us nearer to the new crop. The
higher freights now prevailing are also un-
favorable to as free shipments as have
been witnessed of late. If the new
corn ever gets dry and hard
enough to grade No. 2 it will be likely to
come into market at a rapid rate. Novem-
ber to-day sold down t039%c, and reacted a
little, while October was below 42c. The
close this afternoon was easy and lower,
in sympathy with wheat, at 41}^c forOcto-
ber, 39>£c for November, 37c for year,
S5Kc for January, 37Xc for May.

The market opened
quiet at a fractional decline from the best
prices prevalent yesterday. The volume of
trading was large, but there was a notable
absence of any attempt to boom anything,
and most , brokers wired customers
to take profits and prepare for a drop. Mr.
White, however, was still bullish and took
occasion to again express his belief in the
prosperity of the country and consequent
appreciation in value of stocks. lie said
that lie did not want to specify ,at what
time Lackawanna would sell at 125, but he
was willing to put himself on record that it
would sell up from current prices more than
down. The course of the market, however,
was. downward under heavy realizing in all
active specialties. The cheaper fancies were
fairlywell supported, but the Grangers were
sold off under an apprehension that earn-
ings would not make so favorable a show
for the third week as for the first two weeks
of the current month. The earnings of
Louisville & Nashville for the second week
of October decreased $22,290 and Canadian
Pacific increased 5553,000 during the same
period. Total sales to noon were 314,609
shares. Towards the close values firmed.
An advance of about four points was se-
cured In the Bee line stock on reports of a
close trafficarrangement between this road

WEEKLY REVIEW.

The past week was not noticeable for any
specially new feature. While some lines,
like the dry goods trade, which depend, in
some measure, upon a cold season, have been
slijrhtly retarded in their trade, the general
business of the city is somewhat more active
than the week before. A moderate hum-
drum order business tells the story in the dry
jroods trade during the week. A few near-by
merchants come in who purchased only just
what they had to have to keep their assort-
ments complete. Tho weather is too warm
for business and until a change takes place in
it our jobbers look for little improvement.
The market is without change. Everything
is firm, and while manufacturers have enough
goods to supply the current demands there is
little accumulation, and any unusual activity
would be followed by another scarcity and a
difficulty in fillingorders. The condition of
affairs in the manufacturing centers in New
England, New York and Pennsylvania is

\u25a0 peculiar.. Lubor insists on full prices and,
in many instauces, an increase. Raw mate-
rial is firm with daily advances. With this
state of affairs manufacturers are entitled to
higher prices, but hesitate to demand them,
fearing to check the demand. Ifa cold snap
should stimulate business sufficiently to create
a steady, healthy demand, manufacturers
would advance prices, for in the nature of
things they are entitled to remunerative fig-
ures they are certainly not getting at present.
The fact that goods are. not .remunerative
compels manufacturers to produce only, such
stuff as they have orders for. They refuse
to accumulate stock, not wishing to take the
risk of being 1 obliged to accept prices below
the cost ofmaking the fabrics. In hardware
thore has been a steady business without any
specially new feature, with perhaps a slight
increase in volume. Prices remain substan-
tially unchanged, with collections generally
fair. I Manufacturers are avoiding an accu-
mulation of stock, and," with the uncertainty
as to the future course of the market,
are in some close lines reluctant to take
heavy orders forfuture delivery. Inregard
'to nails it may be • aaid . ' that the situation in
the Western mills remains practically the
same, neither party in the strike having
made any substantial gains during the week.
The Eastern mills and the few Western works
running arc finding- it more difficult to sup-
ply the current demand, and stocks in manu-

i £acturers' hands and in stores are running so
low that the scarcity is approaching a fam-
ine. Outside agents report that they are con-
fining themselves exclusively to efforts to fill
the orders of their regular customers, and
are in many instances finding itdifficult to ac-
complish that. ..In barbed wire compara-
tively little is being done. Screws are held
very firmly, and the - probability of another
advance before long is estimated. Groceries
are very active indeed, and jobbers are hav-
ing all they can do to fill their orders. Dried

• fruits are steady. Canned goods and coffees
and teas are firm at quotations. Sugars that
were advanced a week ago are still firm at
the increased rates. Collections are steady
and satisfactory- The drug market still
maintains the same activity that has charac-
terized it for several months. -Camphor is a
shade lower, and turpentine is lc higher. The
lumber market still maintains a very firm
front. There is a good demand for all kinds
of buildingstuff at the prices quoted. Boots
and shoes are active and in such demand that
manufacturers are compelled to work full
hours to meet the requirements of the sea-
son. . All seasonable goods are in very active
request, and the same may be said of leather.
Finished iron and steel are without change.

Among: the Commission Men.
The commission dealers have, generally,

had a reasonably satisfactory week. The
market has been pretty steady throughout
and prices have not fluctuated in such a
sudden, spasmodic way as they have on some
previous occasions. They succeeded 'in
emerging from the flood of apples that over-
whelmed them during the two or three pre-
ceding weeks, and have at last got out into
plain sailing, where they will be likely to
have straight fruit to handle. This is a great
point gained. When the apple difficultywas
on hand no one knew what to roly upon.
Fruit that was culled over and picked out one
day became partially decayed the next and
comparatively worthless. • Now dealers are
reaching a point that is reliable. Whoa they
receive fruit they know that it is mcra likely
to keep, and generally more reliable. Trad-
ing has generally been for immediate use.
Wheat has been strong, firm and higher
nearly all the week, but during the last few
days ithas weakened a good deal and it looks
as though the squeezing process was going
on. The large increase of the visible supply
amounting to over 2,000.000, and the indica-
tion on the part of the Minneapolis millers to
shut down the mills on the Ist of November,
somewhat paralyzed business in the West
and dealers generally predict lower prices.
Buyers are holdingoffand plenty of wheat is
being offered at old prices with no takers.
The Chicago market shows more or less man-
ipulating, and prices in the future depend
largely upon the disposition of the. manipula-
tors of the market, and upon the disposition
of the Northwestern farmers to dispose of
their crop. In accordance with the out-
side markets prices here in St. . Paul
advanced till toward the last of the
week, when they weakened very seriously.
The demand here has been very light, and
really but little heavy trading has been done.
Corn has been strong and firm most of
the. time, and some grades have moved to
some extent, but there has been nothing that
could be termed active. There -has been • a
good demand for oats, but sellers are *more
inclined to sell to arrive than to be prepared
to sell o. t. : They figure itout that ifbuyers
know they have it here -on track they
