A WINTER CARNIVAL.

A CURIOUS MAP.
A Building Inspvector’s Fiap That)|
Looks Like ni Crazy Quilt.

In the odice of Building Inspector John- |
son is a euriosity which represents an out-
lay of labor and as much patience as is t
called into action in the ceonstruetion of al
crazy quilt. It is a map of the city and the |
entire surtface is dotted with little seml- |
cireular tags of different colors.

the record. There are now 5,428 of those
tags on the map, and there are several more
to go on as soon as we get time to put them
there.”

The tags are white, yellow, blue, pink,
red and green. The color represent§ the
cost of the building erected on the lot to
which it is pinned. The basis of the cost
taken is $100, and the white tag indicates
the cost of a building from $100 to $999,
and so on, each color raising the value $999.

To the tag is attached a minute glass
bead. These beads are in three colors—
white, yellow and black—indicating the na-
ture of the building. The white bead
shows a frame structure, yellow, brick, and
black, stone. Through the center of each
pin is run a short pin that pierces the tag
and fixes the whole to the map. The piece
of word is a curiosity, and represents many
motions of the hand and careful calcula-
tion.

GEN. JO!INSOI\’S OPINION.

Eie Doesn’t Belleve Johmnson Wasa
Traitorto His Country.

Gen. R. W. Johnson was found at his
residence, No. 439 Laurel avenue, last
night, and briefly interviewed regarding the
alleged trouble between Andrew Johnson
and Gen. Grant.

*‘Were you acquainted with Mr. John-
son ?” inquired the reporter.

"Yes sir, intimately,” replied the gen-
eral

“Do yvou think he was a man who would
Harbor treasonable iutentions or treacherous
motives?”

“No sir, I do not; he was a strong-
beaded man, but not one of that sort.”

The general then,after saying that he had
no particular recollection of the alleged
trouble,expressed himself as follows:

““The original trouble between Gen.
Grant and President Johnson arose in re-
gard to the position of secretary of war,
held by Stanton. While my memory may
be at fault, not having the papers with me
of the history of that period, I think John-
son claimed that Grant had proved false to
him, that is, that he promised to hold the
office of secretary of war against Stanton,
but finally yielded and gave Stanton posses-
sion. The rupture occasioned by this was
never healed, and Johnson died an enemy
of Gen. Grant. It may be possible that the
charges brought by Chauncey M. Depew
may be true, but I do not believe them and
will never do so unless confronted with un-
doubted evidence. I knew Andrew John-
son, and while he was a stubborn man and
tried to reconstruet the South in his own
way in opposition to congress, yet I believe
he was a patriot. In my opinion the theory
advanced that he designed turning the gov-
ernment over to the rebels is the sheerest
nonsense. His patriotism had been tested,
and while he differed with congress, I can
never believe that he was a traitor, or that
he ever thought of yielding up the fruits
of the civil war, purchased at such a cost
and at such a sacrifice.”

THIS WINTER’S CHARITY.

The ¢Charity Organization?

More=-The Relief Society.

Last spring and summer a good deal was
heard of the Charity organization. a so-
ciety with a president, secretary, treasurer,
a superintendent and a room rented in
Union block, the object of it all being to
keep a record and registry of all cases of
charity to prevent duplication in the dis-
persing of gratuities. It was a good idea,
and one which has worked well in other
cities and is a suecess, but in St. Paul it
was not supported, and now the place
thereof knows it nomore. Investigation
about this yesterday showed that the so-
ciety had died, not because its theory was a
bad one, but because there is another or-
ganization, the Relief society, which ean
perform the functious of the Charity organ-
ization, and at less expense. The Relief
society is non-sectarian and even secular,
having on its board members of all creeds,
except possibiy the Catholic, and of no
creed. It now keeps an efficient register of
all cases of charity brought to its
notice, and only needs a slight en-
largement of its methods to embrace
all the objects projected by the Char-
ity organization. The Relief society
realizes the proximity of ahard winter, and
is already making its plans. It will
probably include something in the way of a
friendly inn with a woodyard attachment,
and a system of registration of all the char-
ity cases in the manner which has been at-
tended with such good results in other cit-
jes. In this latter measure it will expect
the co-operation of allthe other charitable
societies in the city. even the Catholies, who
would naturally refuse to join in the purely
charitable work of the Relief society. This
whole matter will come up for discussion at
the meeting of the Relief society to be held
next Tuesday afternoon.
