Fire at Wilson.

Baldwin Oct. 22.—The hotel at Wil-
son, a small village about ten miles east of
here, known as the Wilson house, owned
by the West Wisconsin Manufacturing
company, and occupied by Mrs. Viciorine
Wallace, was burned last night. The fire
was the work of an incendiary, who started
the flames in the cellar. Suspicion points
to a man of unsavory character in Wilson.
who was a long time in the employ of the
company. There were about thirty board,
er-in the house, many of whom escaped
with their lives only. Loss to the com-
pany, about 53, 100; insurance, £1,000.

To
the complaint Agent Armstrong has sent a
reply, in which lie says: 'Tt is true thai
Plenty Coos' band did demand and receive
three head of steers from three parties woo
were driving their cattle through this reser-
vation. in doing this, they (the Indians)
were guilty of highway robbery. 1 have
recommended the parties who have suffered
the'losses to hive Plenty Coos and a few
other Indians arrested and punished in due
form of Ihe law for the offense. They ought
to do it. and are wrong if they allow the
matter to drop. There is no reason in this
world why an Indian should not be punished
the same as a white man when he violates
the law. ami you will be doing the Indian
people an. the agent in charge a kindness
by proceeding in the same manner exactly
as if the guilty parties were white. I
warned Plenty Coos some time ago that he
was not to molest any party who was driv-
ing through, and he understood the matter
very well. I have punished his entire camp
of forty-eight lodges by depriving them of
twice as much beef as they took from
the people who were driving through.
Would have had a military force there to
protect them if I had thought it necessary
and had been informed of the date they
would drive"along. Think you will have
no more trouble with Plenty Coos, but if he
commits any more depredations i shall cer-
tainly arrest him and confine him at Fort
Custer. This ought not to keep the par-
ties he rolled from arresting him at
once."

St. Paid the Headquarters.

Washington, Oct. 22.— much-
talked-about removal of army headquarters
from Fort Snelliug to the new government
building in St. Paul willnot possibly occur
before nexf spring, as the season is now too
far advanced to permit of a change of
quarters. In the war department to-day
your correspondent learned from Adjt. Gen.
Drum that petitions for the change were
numerous, and, at the same time, there
were strong objections made to the proposed
removal. The objectors are people of Min-
neapolis and a few farmers in the vicinity
of Fort Snelling. Gen. Drum said that the
benefit arising from the change was incal-
culable, and it was likely that early next
spring twenty officers would be transferred
from Snelling to St. Paul. Instead of be-
ing a detriment to Snelling, the new ar-
rangement would add many men to the
present force at Fort Snelling. Those who
were objecting to the removal were under

a misunderstadding of the results. The
main purpose of the change is to facilitate
business.

An important Decision.

Dubuque, la., Oct. 22.—A decision of
general importance was rendered in the
lowa supreme court in a tax-title case to-
day. A ninety days' notice is required by
law to be given by the tax-title purchaser
to the owner of the property of which he
desires to take a tax-title deed at the end
of three years. The notice must be pub-
lished in the daily press, and the court held
that such notices must describe the prop-
erty in question and no other. This is a
hard blow on tax-title purchasers in Du-
buque and elsewhere who are wont to pub-
lish blanket notices describing two or more
pieces of property. Itwill be a bonanza
for the newspapers.

The experience of the Arctic steamer
Alert, which reached Halifax on her return
from Hudson bay a few days ago, practically
puts an end to the ambitious project of open-
inga new grain route for Montana and Mani-
toba through Hudson straits. The Hudson
bay will continue to be visited every year by
vessels engaged in whaling and fur trade and
the whole region is rich in fur bearing ani-
mals and fisheries, but it is only because
these local products can be got in no other
way that the ships attempt the straits. To
choose this route over existing ones tor the
grain of the Northwest would be a different
matter.

Chinese Assaulted.

The
only plausible theory as to the cause for the
act is that Whitely, newly married, found
himself out of employment and money,
became despondent and induced his wife to
join him in ending their troubles with mor-
phine. Only 50 cents was found in White-
ly's clothes, and it is known that he had
recently borrowed money of his acquaint-
ances.

•Huron*, Dak., Oct. 22.—It was nearly 2
o'clock this morning before the Republican
state convention adjourned. After nomi- '
nating candidates forsupreme judges, Capt.
Lucas of Chamberlain sprang upon a chair
and amid the wildest enthusiasm and cheek-
ing began singing "Marching Through
Georgia." The entire crowd joined in the
singing, and for . ten minutes there was a
general hurrah. The report ofthe commit-
tee on resolutions was unanimously adopted,
also one complimentary to Chairman
Smedley, the citizens of Huron, etc. After
adjournment all the delegates, except from
the Sixth judicial district, got together and
selected executive committeemen and judges
as follows:

F.rst—E. G. Smith, judge, and XV. S.
Bowen of Yankton committeeman.

Second—ll. H. Keith of Siiux Falls, judge;
W. B. Wait of Lincoln, committeeman.

Third C. Thomas ofCoddiugton, judge;
J. A. Owen of Kingsbury, committeeman.

FourthO. H. Dillon, judge; H. S. Preston
of Davison, committeeman.

Fifth—Seward Smith, judge; W. C. Allen.
committeeman.

Most of the delegates returned home this
afternoon, all being well pleased and fully
satisfied with the result of the convention.
Following is the preamble and resolutions
adopted:

We, the Republicans of tho new state of
Dakota, in convention assembled, affirming
our loyalty to the national government one
and undivided forever,do declare and resolve,

First That we affirm the doctrines amended
by the National Republican convention of
1885.

Second—That we fully indorse the action
of the last territorial legislature calling the
constitutional convention of South Dakota,
and that we are in hearty accord with the ac-
tion of that convention and recommend the
constitution framed thereat to the people of
the proposed new state of Dakota, and pledge
our hearty support to its adoption at the
polls.

Third— the people of the proposed
state of Dakota are firmly and unalterably
opposed to any and all schemes for admission
of the territory as a whole and pledge our
continued and loyal support to division of the
territory on the 4Uth Daraliel aud admission as
a state until recognized by congress, affirm-
ing that under former precedents of
congress in the case of thirteen states, includ- |
ing the states of Michigan, Florida, lowa,
Wisconsin, California aud Oregon, under
guarantees of Ordinance 1787. and of., the,
Louisiana treaty and under decision of the,,
supreme court of the United States, we htifth'
an undoubted and indefeasible right to form
a state government and bo admitted into the
union on equal terms of other states; that
this right, having been affirmed repeatedly by
congress and based upon compacts that are
irrevocable without theconsent of the people,
we have exorcised our lawful prerogative in
taking the necessary stops to form a state,
and now call upon the national government
to carry out the precedents and make good
guarantees to the loyal people.

Resolved, That while this convention is met
to put in nomination persons representing
the Republican party, the entire movement
to form and submit a constitution was non-
partisan in character, aud the question of
adoption is addressed to the people in their j
individual and aggregate capacity, wholly|
free from party interest and in no way obnox-
ious to party action, and we observe with re-
gret the action of the Democratic conclave of
this territory, recently held at Mitchell, con-
demning the action of the constitutional con-
vention at Sioux Falls, aud we charge
that its aims and purposes in
opposing the constitution and the
division of the territory and the admission of
-outh Dakota as a state are subversive of
our interests, that they trample upon the
rights of 260,000 people, solely for a selfish
purpose, hoping thereby to screen and keep
the patronage of the federal government
pertaining to the territory, and we shall hold
any party or auy people responsible who en-
courage these sentiments as directly con-
tributing to our continued disfranchisement.

Resolved, That we favor a government
close to the people, opposed to granting -any
more public lands for any purpose but for
actual settlement, but favor enlarging the
rights and privileges of soldiers who desire to
secure homes upon our public domain, and
that this convention invokes the immediate
action of congress by wise and humane legis-
lation opening to actual settlement the great
Sioux reservation now an unoccupied wilder-
ness, containing over 30,000 square miles
within £our borders, capable of furnishing
homes to over 1.000.000 people, securing first
to each Indian thereon land in severalty of
his own selection, grauting him full protec-
tion under our "laws and liberal appropri-
ations for his assistance, civilization and edu-
cation.

Brown of Beadle tried to
secure the adoption of a resolution favor-
ing the recommendation of the territorial
central committee not to vote on the ques-
tion of a constitution, but failed, and these
resolutions were passed by a small ma-
jority:

First—That it is the duty of Democrats to
oppose the partisan constitution framed at
Sioux Falls to be submitted to the vote of the
people of South Dakota, November 3, after
tho refusal of the Republican party to in-
corporate the minority representation into
the body of the constitution, aud becanse the
Republicans threaten to defeat the minority
representation at the polls.

Second That we consider it the duty of
every Democrat in South Dakota to vote for
the minority representation and against the
said constitution,

As the work of the convention becomes
known, the dissatisfaction among the more
prominent Democrats becomes apparent.
It is safe to say that four-fifths of the rank
and fileof the Democratic party of Beadle
county do not indorse the action of the few
assembled here yesterday, and willnot abide
or be influenced by the above resolutions,
but prefer sustaining the recommendation
of the central committee.
