Now the same crowd
will Jisten to nothing but figures, reverences
the visible supply as if it settled everything
and believes because Europe is not taking
American wheat that the entire crop will
have to rot in the hands of the poor farmer
who raised it. Prices have been tossed up and
down unexpectedly in the wheat pit in times
past, bulls have over and over again been
just as bitterly disappointed as they are
just now and yet the pit has survived.
Prices have never been kept up contin-
nously in one direetion and the bulls have
invariably had their day if they have had
patience. There is, itis true, just now a
great array of figures on the side of the sell-
ers. But then in speculation they can be
twisted to serve the purpose of anybody and
it is an example of this that Lindbloom,
one of the most indefatigable figurers for
the **bears” during
THE PAST TEN DAYS

has been doing it all because he was dis-
gruntled that he sold his own *‘long”
wheat too soon and lost half the profit he
ought to have made. When Joseph of the
coat of many colors went ‘long” of his
wheat, he suffered obloquy, but he had his
reward. If there is a bull left who believes
that because of the failure in this year's
crop a better price will be gotten for what
there is of it. he will doubtless be made
happy if patient. Because there is
such an enourmous visible supply is
a good reason why an advance should be
very slow and econservative, but not a
reason why there should be no advance at
all.
