ANOTHER BATCH OF MAIL

Never Delivered--Still Shortof Help
in the Postoffice.

A GLOBE reporter yesterday ran aomss
another evidence of the “SImrln(‘Sfof help.. |
as Mr. Laraway terms it in the _\[mvnealioi'xs |
postoflice. Since the publication of the Cain
matter, ten days ago, a great many com-
plaints have been filed at tl_m GLoBE office,
showing that, real or imaginary. .there are ‘
many causes of dissatisfaction ‘.\.'nh the ad- |
ministration of the postoflice. Some of the
charges are trivial and .expl'znn:\blc.. and
others were without suflicient foundation to
warrant their publication, or the persons
preferring them wished to do so anony-
mously, as they “*did not ll}ce to go into
print.” ‘The case in point is a complaint
made by Hugo Brahl, a French hairdresser,
doinz business at 617 Nicollet avenue.
Brahl's attention was attracted to the Nicol-
Jet eclub party, and, thinking it
a good opportunity  to  advertise

his business. he prepared seventy-five
cirenlars and addressed them to the
prominerst iadies of the city, including the |
wives ol all the millowners and capitalists.
A one-cent stamp was affixed to each en-
velope, the letter bearing the imprint of the
Sendat Brahl had heard the fate of cer- |
tain circulars sent to our postoflice, and to
satisfy himself, addressed one of these to
his wife. The result showed his fears well
grounded, as this circular was never deliv-
red, and so far as he has been able to as-
certain, none of the number reached their
destination. Brahl was questioned by a
GLopg reporter yesterday and said: *'1
put a one-cent stamp on each of the seven-
ty-five cireulars and mailed them myself.
When I tound the one to my lady was not
delivered I went to the postofiice and saw
Mr. Hughes, the assistant postmaster. He
received me coldly and I got no satisfaction
out of him. Ie said if the ecirculars were
not properly addressed they went to the
waste-basket. I told him if I could get
nothing from him I would try on my own
responsibility.” It was developed that the

envelopes were simply addressed ““City,”
and Brah! supposes that on this account
they were dumped into the waste-basket.
even thougzh marked with the names of
wives of vrominent men, known to every

clerk and carrier in the office. The hair-
dresser is very indignant and says he is not

yet through with it.

INTO ’l‘il!? UNION DEPOT
Motor Trains Will Run==Electric
and Double Track Work.

There may have been persons who be-
lieved that all talk of electricity on the
motor line was a big bluff, meant to induce
council to exiend the steam linit of time,
and that now the time has been extended
nothing more would be heard of electricity.

This, however, is not only a mistake, but
there are several new developments in t'hc
“lightning line” that will be read with in-

ferest. In the first place, President Smail
has returned from Chicago, where he in-
spected the electric motor and ordered sev-
eral of them for use on the road. They
will not be ready until December. The

electrie cable will arrive and the work of
erecting it will begin on Friday. '!‘hc
next improvement is §to be the laying of an
additional  track. The sieel rails
are already en route, and the

work will begin on Monday. The double
tracks will start in at the Thirty-lirst street
junction and will be ]n!sh\:t_l th_is way as
rapidly as possible until the freezing (_\t the
ground puts an end to work for the winter.

The next and very important improve-
ment will be the running of trains straight
down First avenue south to the union depof,
where they will connect directly with all
Mauitoba trains. It is said to have for
some time been a dream of J. J. Hill's to
thus conneet, and the fact that work has
already begun on the track beyond Wash-
incton avenue, getting it in shape for use,
shows that no time will be lost in making a
econnection with the union depot,ia fact that
will be hailed with pleasure by many pa-
trons of both roads. It is said that the new
equipment will be exceedingly fine and com-
fortable. g

AN EASTLRN IRRON MAN

Talks of the Depressed Condition of
ihe Upper Ghio Valley.

The register of the West hotel yesterday
bore the names of George Wise, wife and
sister of Wheeling, W. Va. Mr. Wise is
the seeretary of the mew Association of
Western Nail Manufacturers, the successor
of the Western Nail association, which had
its headquarters at Pittsburg. His interest
is in tne Benwood Iron company of Wheel-
ing, which is the center of the prolonged
nailers’ strike, and its blast fnrnace is at
Martin's Ferry, O., just across the river,
where the riot occurred several weeks ago.
In conversation with a GLOBE reporter yes-
terday, Mr. Wise said the nail industry was
at present at a very low ebb, and the present
sirike seemed weary and interminable. The
efect is very disastrous to business in the
upper Ohio vaiiey, and the coming holiday
trade would not even approximate that of
former years. The population of Wheeling
is less than in 1880, and the outlook is far
from comforting.

The iron industry of the Ohio valley,
looked at from a laboring standpoint, is
intensely discouraging. T'wo years ago,
when the demand for nails was good and
the thousands of mill-men were getting
steady employment, the steel nail was in-
troduced and seemed destined to entirely
supplant the soft iron nail. To maintain
her prestige as a nail center Wheeling took
up the manufacture of steel nails, the re-
sult being to throw forever out of employ-
ment all of the men in the forge depart-

ments. Right on the heels of this came the
strike, which began last June, when the
annual sliding scale of prices was sub-

mitted to the millowners by the Amalga-
mated association. The result was to
alienate trom the association the nailers,
who formed an organization of their own
known as the National Association of
Nailers, the president being John Wier of
Bellaire, who recently wrote to our board
of trade for information on the outlook for
a nill at Minneapolis. The manufacturers
undertook to teach the nail-feeders to take
the places of the nailers, which resulted, at
Martin's Ferry, in the recent riot.

Mr. Wise, being a manufacturer, natur-
ally looks at the situation from that stand-
point. He believes the present nail famine
will bring one of the recurrent booms in
iron which is not desirable. Four years
ago such a boom was experienced and the

JUDGE BAIRD’S DEMISE,

The Dose of Morphine Proves Fatal
==An Accidential Overdose.

Judge E. P. Baird died at an early hour
yesterday morning at his late residence cor-
ner of Eighth street and Fourteenth ave-
nue south. When a GLOBE reporter vis-
ited the residence shortly after midnight
life’s candle was still burning, and the at-
tending physician felt confident that the
most dangerous period had been passed and
that his patient would outlive the effects of
the morphine poison. He seemed improv-
ing with each breath, but from first to last
did not regain conseiousness. His friends
emphatically deny the theory that he sui-
cided. Judge Baird had been severely
aillicted with neuralgia and to relieve the
excruciating pains attending the Uread mal-

! ady he had, frequently, recourse to mor-

phia, and it is generally believed that the
fatal dose was taken accidentally—that it
was more powerful than the deceased had
anticipated.  The deceased was the
brother-in-law of Capt. J. C. Whitney,
and he had influential relatives in
New York state,who have been telegraphed
his untimely taking off. Arrangements for
the obsequies will not be consummated un-
til his relatives have been heard from.

The deceased, while far from being a
successful business man, possessed certain
marks of intelligence which entitled him to
a degree of respect and consideration in the
community. He had occupied the bench in
a justice court in New York, and hence his
title. Since coming to Minneapolis he met
with a series of unfortunate reverses. which
so harassed his sensitiveness that life was
to him more of a burden than a pleasure.
Yet he struggied bravely on, and because of
the perhaps questionable circumstances at-
tending his decease, there is no reason for
visiting upon his memory the ominous ex-
planation too frequently met in this world,
While not a particularly bril-
liant attorney, he was recognizedly able
and literate, having graduated with honors
at Jefferson coliege.

STILL THEY COME.

Damage Suits Until You Can’t Rest
==Hrstrict Court Briefs,

The trial of the $10,000 damage suit of
William Tuohey against the C. C. Wash-
burn estate was resumed yesterday morn-
ing before Judge. Koon. After the evidence
for the plaintiff was in, the defense moved
for dismissal, and the court granted the
motion. The plaintiff claimed that the fall
by which he was injured was occasioned by
the breaking of ropes by which a *‘breech-
ing” upon which he sat was snspended.
The evidence showed that the plaintiff and
the workmen with him had removed certain
props placed under the *‘*breeching” by the
defendants, and Judge Koon held that this
contributory negligence removed all re-
sponsibility from the defendants.

The suit of Richard Jones vs. Patrick
Egan to recover $125 damages for the loss
of a horse was next tried. A horse belong-
ing to the defendant entered the premises
of Mr. Jones and caused his horse to fall
down and break a leg. necessitating the
killing of the animal. The jury returned a
verdict of $50 for the plaintiff.

A jury was impaneled to try the suit of
Erick Barba against J. B, Bassets & Co. to
recover $2,000. The plaintiff, who was
employed in the defendant’s saw-mill, had
his hand crushed between cog-wheels, and
claims the accident was due to a lack of
proper safeguards about dangerous ma-
chinery.

The $5,000 damage suit of Sophronia La
France against this city was on trial all
day before Judge Lochren. The evidence
is all in, the arguments made, and the jury
will be charged this morning.
