premeditated, but no motive has been dis-

covered. His disappearance has caused a

social sensation in La Crosse.

Heirs to a Vast Estate.

all agog in this city* as at least live of the
heirs of the Lawience-Townley estate are

known to reside here. The amounts In-
volved in the division ordered by act of
Parliament are £500,000.000 in money and
500,000 acres of land. The claimants are
Mrs. C. Tryon, the genial landlady of the
Arnold house, and her four children. All
are listed in the book of claimants ex-
cepting Brownie Tryon, aired 10 years, who
was not born at the date of making the list,
about twenty years ago, when the claim-
ants, through their attorneys, made an
effort to have the estate divided. A new
list willbo prepared and a move made to
have the division made immediately.

Hirick's Trial For murder.

\u25a0was asked to take the chair, and after be-
ing questioned regarding his opinion be was
excused. The special venire of fiftyhaving
been exhausted the Judge requested the
sheriff to select the one juryman wanting
from the bystanders, which was done and
the list completed at 12:20 p. m. The seven
names added this morning were as follows:

Grove; C. V- Merrill, Ramsey; T. W. Morton,
Anoka; I>. Laugbmon, Fridley; J. K.Dawson,
Bethel; Frank Clark, Burns, and S. W. Cur-
tiss of Ham Lake was selected in place of A.
Guild, excused.

After the list of jurymen was completed
the court adjourned until 2p. in. The
afternoon session was opened by the address
of County Attorney Morrill to the juryfor
the prosecution. C. G. Jackson was then
called to the stand as the lirst witness for
the prosecution. Jackson's statements
were substantially such as have been already
published. Fred Macomber was the next
•witness, followed by Charles Shappel, Dr.
Aldrich and Police Officers Clow and Dins-
more. Court then took a recess until to-
morrow morning at 9 o'clock.

!>ulull»*s New Telegraph Line.
Chicago, Oct. 27. —Edward S. Stokes of

New York, with William King of Minne-
apolis, ex-postmaster of the national hou.se
of representatives and ex-congressman from
the above state, are about to build a tele-
graph line from St. Louis to Duluth. It
willbe incorporated and known as the
North American Telegraph company. The
line will connect St. Louis with the united
lines. Mr. Stokes said that the Western
Union monopolizes telegraphic traffic be-
tween St. Louis and Duluth, and that his
company will regulate and cheapen the
traffic. He and Kins;, he says, are practi-
lally the originators and controllers of the
snterprise, but Mr. Kins will be here to-day
md arrangements willbe made for placing
& certain amount of stock, but how much he
is not prepared to figure on. The estimated
cost of the plant is placed at 8300,000, and
a portion of the construction is expected to
be done this year. Mr. Stokes said he
bought up the bankrupt Bankers' and Bro-
kers' telegraph plant, and he now con-
trolled the united lines, composed of the
board of trade lines and the Pacific and Pa-
cificMutual His proposed line between
St. Louis and Duluth would connect with
these united lines. Mr. Stokes said he had
just completed a line to Omaha, and when
all his arrangements wore completed lie
would have a line along the Union Pacific
from Omaha to Grand Island, Neb., twenty-
live miles south.

American Telegraph company, was Incorpo-

Itwas reported
at th« West hotel that Ed S. Stokes would be
in Minneapolis In a few days, which would
seem to give color to the belief that some
connection exists between the companies, ii
was learned that a meeting- of these
incorporators was held here on Satur-
day and the company organized, but
not a word further could be obtained. S. W.
Farnham said he had not attended the meet-
ing and could cay nothing in relatiou to the
company. Ho did not think Ed S. Stokes
owned any of the stock. J. K. Sidle said the
company was just organized and not ready to
tro tx'iore the public in any shape. George
A. Brackett and 0. M. Loiing refused to say
a word and Thomas Lowry and W. S. King
are both out of the city. The Globk pub-
lished on Saturday, Oct. 17, au outline of
what the company proposed to do, as given
by a gentleman entirely iamiliar with its in-
tentions.

State Politics.

Owatoxxa, Oct. 27.—Politicians are
all agog over the cry for a call from the
governor for an extra session of the legisla-
ture. The northern and western part of
the state is clamoring for it on the grounds
that they are entitled to increased represen-
tation and want a new apportionment
made, Baying if it is not made now they
willreceive no practical benefit from it un-
til tin1 new apportionment after the census
of 1890, and that legislation Is needed on
many points arising in a new and growing
country. The eastern and southern part
of the state object to the session and claim
that no benefits arising from it would rec-
ompense them for the damage it would do,
claiming that the only gainers would be
St. Paul and Minneapolis, which would be
a detriment to the rest of the state. Gov.
Hubbard is in a quandary, as it is alleged
that he is an avowed candidate for the sen-
ate and his claims are being contested by
ex-Gov. Cush Davis, Commodore Davidson
and Senator McMillan himself. It is also
reported that ex-Senator Windom is making
the canvass for governor. His claim will
be contested by Hon. M. 11. Dunnell of
this place, botb/of whom wish to use the
place as a stepping-stone to the United
.States senate. The next political contest
promises to be a very lively one among the
Kepublicans. although the Democrats ex-
pect to make a good showing on account of
having control of the patronage, and on
account of the Kepublicans being divided
among themselves.

Horse Thieves on the Border.

Butte, Mont., Oct. 27.—Tw%nty-one
first-class brood mares have been stolen
from J. M. Uigh & Co., Blackfoot. After
lengthy searching: and inquiry the gentle-
men discovered that the stock had been
driven over into Idaho, thence into Wyom-
ing and through Wyoming into Montana,
in the neighborhood of Buffalo, where one

of the thieves was recently arrested, having
in his possession some ten or twelve mares.
Stockmen all through the territory are com-
plaining of horse thieves, and there seems
to be a well organized band of them abroad
and now plying their vocation on the bor-
ders of Wyoming, Idaho and Montana, and
that they have means is evidenced by the
fact that when any of them are arrested
legal talent is always secured to defend
them. The stockmen, who are tired of
being robbed, now talk of organizing a
strong protective association, and if they
do tiie thieves will have to move or get
hurt.

Said to be in Need of a Hotel.

Washington, Oct. 27.—The Evening
Critic has the following paragraph concern-
ing a hotel project: Mr. Dennis Ryan, the
proprietor of Hotel Ryan at St. Paul and
reported to be one of the richest men In
Minnesota, is at the Arlington. He has the
best rooms in the house and his companions,
comprising the political partnership ofKelly
cfc Doran, have the next best. The latter,
however, say that if they are going to have
to spend three-fourths of their time in
Washington for the next three years or
more they will try and induce Ryan to build
them a hotel of their own. Itis said that
Mr. Ryan is himself much taken with the
idea and is endeavoring to get up a joint
stock company for the purpose of earn ing
it out. He thinks that a thousand-room
hotel would be just about the thing for the
national capital. The project is said by
Messrs. Kelly and Ryan to !>e a fabrication.

and is said to be highly educated for his
years.

Young
Bole-in-the-Day has warm supporters in
his efforts to gee the cadetstaip. His father
is credited with keeping the Chippewas
from joining the Sioux in 1862 in their
murderous attacks. lie married a white
woman in this city, and his house on the
Minnesota reservation at Crow Wing was
furnished entirely with rocking chairs to de-
vote high notions of civilization.

Ho Says it Is the First Accident He

Ever Had ina Race.

Teemer Tendered a Reception at His
Ilonie—Exciting Races.

New York, Oct. 27.—Speaking to-day
of his defeat Saturday, Hanlan said:
''Teenier beat me as far as Iwent. I did
did not get into the water at the turn, but
as my boat was sinking I jumped into
the stake boat. Itwas the lirst accident I
ever had in a match race. Ifeel sorry it
occurred. Iwould not feel badly ifI had
continued to the end and had been beaten
after a contest to a finish. In that case I
would have acknowledged a fair defeat. I
have rowed 100 races and lost only 6, and
that of Saturday was the hrst accident. I
beat Teemer four times. Teenier won a
regatta in which 1 was one of the contest-
ants on Fall river in 1883. I will, before
the week is out, issue a challenge to row
Teemer on lake water next spring. Icare
not what the papers say or accuse me of, as
Iacted fairly and will always do so. Ihave
a regard for my profession. Ihave rowed
all over the world and my record is clean.
It seems to me that a thief can get along as
well as an honest man, judging from the
manner in which Courtney has succeeded
in getting praise. Itcannot be said of me
that I lost races when I could win.
Teemer lost four or five races at Pittsburg
when his backers had all their money up on
him, and he was accused, not without
cause, of crookedness. I think Ican beat
Teemer on lake water. Iwill row him or
any other man in the world for Si.ooo or
•52,000 on lake water, or where no man can
have the advantage over the other. It is
my intention shortly to publish a let-
ter of explanation in regard to Saturday's
race, in which Iwill simply defend myself
without taking any of Mr. Teemer's honor
from him."

Railroad Commissioners' Stand.
Special to the G lone

Fargo, Dak.. Oct. 27.—The Dakota
board ofrailroad commissioners met at the
office of Secretary West in this city to-day.
Allwere present except W. 11. McVay of
Yankton. A letter was received from
Senator Cullom, chairman of the committee
on interstate commerce of the United
States senate, asking in regard to railroad
and transportation laws, and requesting
suggestions for the commission. A lengthy
reply was prepared and forwarded. Further
action was taken in regard to the construc-
tion ofthe "V"at Aberdeen, between the
Northwestern and the Milwaukee lines,
looking to the hurrying up of this work.
Another letter was forwarded to the North-
ern Pacific enforcing the necessity of depot
accommodations at Sykeston, Secretary
West announced that Assistant General
Manager Odell had promised to stop all
complaints of discrimination at Lisbon by
furnishing cars to the elevator and
warehouses there proportionately to their
needs and capacity. Some time
was SDent on the sketch for the preliminary
report to the governor. Itwas decided to
recommend laws whereby railroad com-
panies might be compelled to put a "V"at all
junctions; taxing of gross earnings of sleep-
ing cars, telegraph, telephone and express
companies, compelling railroads to put in
crossings in cities where ordered by the
commission; against elevator pooling, and
giving them power to make railroads put in
stations and depots where the demand is
necessary. The commission adjourned to
meet next Monday in South Dakota and
willprobably then inspect the line of the
Chicago &, Northwestern, hearing any com-
plaints which may be made.

Mandajt, Dak., Oct. 27.—A dispatch
from Glenullen, forty miles west of this
point, says: News is just received that
James Gray, living alone four miles north
of Glenullen, was attacked Thursday night
by two Indians who came to the house and
asked for food. Having eaten all they de-
sired, one ofthe Indians, large and power-
ful, took down Gray's repeating Winches-
ter rifle, placed the muzzle to Gray's breast
and pulled the trigger. There was no car-
tridge in the barrel. The Indian then put
a cartridge in, whereupon Gray seized a
whiffletree and before the gun could be
brought to bear upon him struck the Indian
on the head and the gun was discharged
into the side of the house. The rifle was
dropped in the scrimmage, when commenced
a rough-and-tumble light, both Indians
taking part. Gray lost his hold of the
whiffletree, caught up a carpenter's hatchet
and struck the Indian nearest to him on the
head, which felled him .to the floor. The
other Indian fled. Gray seized the fallen
Indian by the heels and dragged him out
and fastened the door. Whether the Indian
was dead or not Gray was unable to say.
Friday morning a settler happened to go to
Gray's house and found him in bed and
badly bruised, scratched and scarcely able
to raise himself. Gray says that the Indian
that tied came back during the night and
carried away the other.
