HOME FOR FOUNDLINGS.

The Movement for Establishing a
Jome Receiving Favor.

City Attorney Murray, Ald. St?.rkey,
Health Officer Jones, Isaac P. \Vngh? of
the board of control, Mrs. Edmund Rlcfa,
Jr., Mrs. Kelliher and Mrs. Murray met in
the council chamber yesterday afternoon to
consider the matter of establishing a found-
lings’ home in this city. The ladies who
reﬁmscntcd the St. Paul Foundlings’ Home
corporation reported that they had their
buildings in mind for the purpose to be
used until a sufficient sum of money could
be raised by subscription to erecta home
building on two lots given the corporation
by Edmund Rice. Jr., in East St. Paul. It
was thought that the home should be sgarted
with a minimum eapacity of sixty children
with three or four nurses. Dr. Jones
thought the physicians of the city would
offer their services gratuitously. 1t is pro-
posed that the revenue of the municipal

court paid in  under On!inance
iNOs- - 10, amounting  to $600 a
month, be equally divided between

the Catholic and Protestant inst@tutions for
the care of foundlings, and it is t_hought
with assistance from clmritab_ly-dlsposed
citizens this sum will be sufficient to sup-
port the home fora period of years at
least.

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SENTENCE DAY.

by Judge Wilkin.

Yesterday morning the distriet court was
crowded with people who had a curiosity
to see the prisoners and hear the sentences
pronounced against those that had been
convicted or who had pleaded guilty. As
soon as Judge Wilkin had taken his seat
and the deputy sheriff had opened the
court, County Attorney Egan moved that
sentence be pronounced upon Frank and
Emma Marshall. who had pleaded guilty to
stealing from C. A. Dibble’s store. Both
stood up together before the judgment
seat, with nothing special to characterize
either. The woman was collected, while he
appeared indifferent. Both seemed agree-
ably surprised at the light sentence, which
was that each pay a fine of $30 or in fail-
ing to do so each should go to the work-
house for thirty days. They paid.

The notorious Cornelius Cashman was
next caused to stand up. He was found
guilty of larceny from the person of Will-
iam Ziegler. In regard to this notorious
criminal County Attorney Egan informed
the court that Cashman when sober was not
particularly offensive, but when under the
influence of liquor, as he oftentimes was,
he was a very rough, reckless and danger-
ous man. On such occasions he had no re-
gard for human life and was ready for any
desperate deed. He called the attention of
the court to the fact that the jury had ree-
ommended the prisoner to the mercy of the
court, and in his opinion the mercy that
would be the most beneficial to him would
be the longest punishment possible. Cash-
man, on being asked if he had anything to
say, aflirmed his innocence. The court
then sentenced him to Stillwater for three
years and six months.

Miles Farwell entered the residence of C.
W. Griggs and stole several articles, and
when arrested had on a pair of shoes that
belonged to Col. Griggs. Farwell’s attor-
ney addressed a few words to the court in
regard to the prisoner caleulated to induce
the court to administer a light punishment.
He claimed that this was Farwell’s first
crime and asked the court to deal gently
with him.  The prisoner had nothing to
say and the court gave him two years and
two months in Stillwater.

John Bell and John Conway, who robbed
Edward Olin of a wateh and chain valued
at #4, inasmuch as they had been in jail five
mw onths each, were given three months each
n the workhouse.

THE FORGER.

Henry Eichhorn, who forged John
Matheis’ name to a number of small checks
aud put them into cirenlation last summer.
s a2 boy of 17.  When he was first arrested
fie said his father would not support him or
lake any care of him and he had been sleep-
ing around and living the best way he
could; but he now takes all this back. His
attorney said something in his behalf and
put in the usaal plea for a mild punishment.
‘I'he court spoke of the seriousness of the
offense and of the prevalence of forgery.
1t was caleulated to unsettle eonfidenece.
In his opinion the time had come when an
example should be made. He then sen-
tenced him to two years and six months at
Stillwater.

John Cogan, charged with larceny in
stealing a bolt of cloth from Powers, Dur-
kee & Co., valued at not less than 820 and
not more than $50, was sentenced to two
years at Stillwater.

James Carter and James Brown, for steal-
ing clothes from the residence of J. D. Le
Blane, were sentenced to three months in
the workhouse.

John Neiss, who was charged with an as-
sault with intent to commit rape, pleaded
guilty to the minor charge of simple assault,
which plea had been accepted by the state. |
Inregard to this prisoner, Mr. Egan said |
that under the circumstances he should ask |
that the full limit allowed by law for pun- |
ishiment be awarded to the prisoner. Since |
accepting the plea referred to he had |
come in  possession of other evidence
which wounid have gone a great way
towards convicting the prisoner of the
graver offense. The defendant’s attorney |
said that the defense had not urged the |
state to accept the plea. The defense had |
tendered it and the state had voluntarily ac- |
cepted it. He further arzued that the de- |
fendant had not attempted to commit rape. |
Both sides proposed to submit the case to |
Dr. Ancker. but as he was out of town the |
case was postponed till Saturday. {

The case in brief is
that the defendant met Pauline Bauer near
the Manitoba shops and madé indecent pro-
posals to her, and when the girl spurned
him he seized her and dragged her into the
pushes. when he tried to compel her to sub-
mit to his wishes, but not being able to in-
duce her he let her go.

IN STATU QUO.

The First Baptist Church Question
' Still on the Decket.

It was not a very warm and interesting
business meeting that the members of the
First Baptist church held last night, and
reporters were Kkindly allowed to remain.
After the regular monthly covenant meeting
was over the business session was opened
and a report from the board of supervisors
read regarding the matter of grauting let-
ters of dismissal to Messrs. Allen and
Spencer, who at the previous meeting had
been reinstated, and had subsequently ap-
plied for letters of dismissal. The report,
as read, stated in substance that the board
of supervisors were not ready to report yet
on the request of the brothers, and asked
more time, and recommended the adoption
of a resolution to the effect that Messrs.
Allen and Spencer be asked to appear
before the church and state their
reasons for declining to walk with
the church and give them an op-
portunity to reconsider their action.
A motion was made and seconded that
the board be granted more time, and that
the resolution be adopted. One brother re-
marked that inasmuch as the church had
met the erring brothers more than half way
and reinstated them, he didn’t think letters
should be granted them, as it was quite evi-
dent that they didn’t love the church well
enough to walk with it. Another member
of the church thought they ought to deal
leniently with them, and give them an op-
portunity to once more enter into fellow-
ship with the church. He didn’t think
they should be harshly treated, but in a
loving and Christlike spirit. This ended
the debate and the question was called for,
and, upon the motion being put, it was car-
ried by a large majority.

WASHINGTON TERRITORY.

Interview With =a Distinguished
Citizen of Walla Walla.

Col. F. J. Parker, editor of the Walla
Walla (W. T.) Statesman, spent yesterday
in thecity. He is deeply interested in get-
ting the Northern Pacific railroad to build a
connecting link of thirty miles from Ains-
worth to Walla Walla in order that this im-
portant town and section of country may
have a good outlet to the markets of St.
Paul and Duluth. The railway from Walla
Walla to the junction with the Northern
Pacific at Wallula, thirty miles away,
charges $2.40 a ton for carrying wheat this
short distance, and for the 250 miles to
Portland the charge is $6 a ton, while the
Northern Pacific charges but $8 a ton for
the long haul of over 2,000 miles to St.
Paul or Duluth. If the Northern Pacific
ran directly to Walla Walla, or rather if the
thirty-mile gap between Ainsworth and that
town was closed, the wheat of this grand
wheat-growing section could be placed in
St. Paul or Duluth at a cost of 88
a ton, and would yield the ship-
per $3.30 a ton more than he received at

Portland. Washington Territory has
450,000 tons of wheat to export
this year, says Col. Parker, and

the desires of his people are to deal
directly with the East. He says that the
Scotch Fife wheat has recently been intro-
duced in that region with great success.

Col. Parker is on his way from the East,
where he has been hobnobbing with Presi-
dent Cleveland, Secretary Lamar, President
Harris of the Northern Pacific road, the
members of the Lotus club, New York, and
other celebreties. IHe represents President
Cleveland as being deeply interested in the
Northwest and in the building up and
strengthening of the Democratic party. He
is exceedingly anxious to make only good,
honest and popular appointments every-
where,and is severe upon those who deceive
him in recommending unfit men for official
positions. Col. Parker is deeply impressed
with the president’s honesty and his deter-
mination to most thoroughly reform the
civil service of the government. He had a
long and satisfactory interview with the
president, as well as with Secretary Lamar
and Land Commissioner Sparks, and is
pleased to know that many suggestions
made by him will have weight with these
high officials. Col. Parker has lived in
Washington Territory for twenty-five years,
has fought Indians, dug gold, edited news-
papers and been a useful man generally in
that far-west country. This is the first
time he was ever further East than St. Paul,
and he is naturally much pleased with the
attention he received in the great cities east
of the Rockies.

Training vs. Breaking Colts.

A correspondent of the Ohio Farmer
gives his experience in training colts so
that they will not require breaking, as fol-
lows:

‘1 have two Norman colts, one yearling
and one three-year-old. When the latter
was nine days old I made a halter for him,
bedded a stall by his mother and tied him
in it. He gave a long, steady pull, fell two
or three times, got up and shook himself
and that was the’end of it. He has never
tried to break away since. I petted him,
gave a little bran and oats, and never per-
mittedhim " to follow his mother when at
work. Inafew weeks he would go to his
mother foshis milk and then march back to
his stall to be haltered. I fed him
regularly as I did the other horses, and
he soon began to paw and ask for
food with the rest. I placed the feed sack
on his back and let him stand and eat. until
he grew accustomed to it. Next I put on
the saddle and next the harness. and by
the time he wasa year old he wasnot afraid
of anything. T tied him to the work horses
to go toand from water. When 20 months
old I hitched him with another horse to
the sled—good sleighing, no load, drove
moderately and he never scared. He was

that there was no trouble whatever. I now l
work him on the near side with checks. He
takes a fair, straight-forward pull, which I
regard as one of the highest qualities in a
work horse. I consider him a better worker
and more reliable at 8 than many that have
been in bad hands for ten years—under the
whip. half fed, half harnessed and poorly
trained. Do not let a colt run till 3 or 4
years old,,and then half kill him in break-
ing and perhaps ruin him for life.”
