From this it
might be inferred that the condition of the
market is & little more bearish than for-
merly, but such a conclusion is not war-
ranted by actual facts. Thereal conditions
are very little, if any, different from those
existing last Saturday, while the changes
in price are not greater than could be made
in half an hour any time by an energetic lot
of bears. This is the present plan as
nearly as it can be stated in a few words:
Bulls are not bulling wheat, but, on the
contrary, are concentrating forces for the
purpose of breaking the market and again
loading up at lower prices. The action
may seem inconsistent with bullish prinei-
ples, but the tactic is recognized as entirely
legitimate in the trade, and will be remem-
bered as an old friend by many a trader on
the floor to-day. Not always does a bull
work the market up from principle, nor
does a bear hammer the stuff because he is
@ conscientious believer in lower prices.
Rentiment and conscience are unknown
qualities on the board of trade.

Dry Goods.

NEw YOREK, Oct. 31.—The market has
been quiet in demand, with the new business
very light, but more doing through deliveries
on goods sold to arrive. The imports of for-
eign dry goods for week have been $1,-
902,872, against $1,625,423 last week, and §1,-
519,896 the same week last year. For the
month of October the totalimy ye been
$7.865,269, compared with $6 in the
same month last year, against $
the same period in 1883, and $8,953,5:
October, 1882. The total of goods 1 <
during the month amounts to $7,788,094,
against £6,676,511 for October last year, and
$3,424,851 for the corresponding month in
1883. For the ten months ending herewith
the total imports have been $85,340,227, com-
pared with $101,438,937 for the same period
last year, against $106,067,148 for the corre-
sponding time in 1883, and $114,171,725 for
tbe like months in 1852, The goods thrown
on the market for the month ending herewith
amount to $8%,798,232, or mnearly $2,500,000
more than the imports.
