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THE TOULVAIIILLCASE.

The Jury Unexpectedly Kfiurns a

Verdict for Defendant.
The Mulvahilldamage suit before Judge

Soon in tile district court was yesterday
concluded, and, to the general surprise of
all who have watched the case, a verdict
for the defendant, John Burns, was re-
turned. The action lias attracted more than
ordinary notice, as involving certain ques-
tions as to the protection of life and limb,

which the laws of Minnesota are supposed
tocover. Fully a score of deaths have oc-
curred this year inMinneapolis from what
the workingmen of the city regard as negli-
gence. In this case the plaintiff,a common
laborer, was employed by a contractor upon
the work of excavating a public sewer. I
In order to expedite the work con- 1
siderable blasting was done. One
clay last summer four blasts were set, but
only three exploded, According to the
testimony Mulvahill was set to work by the j
contractor to remove the charge of powder j
from the supposed defective blast, and
while thus engaged an explosion occurred,
which burned his face and arms frightfully,t
and also totally destroyed his eyesignt. As!
the use of explosives lor excavating pur- j
poses is quite common, itis generally re-
garded that the lives of nearly all laboring
men employed upon this class of work are
jeopardized. Mulvahill's suit to recover I
530,000 damages has therefore been re- j
garded as a test case. The verdict for the
defendant will be taken as meaning
that the laws of the state do not compel the
contractor or master to become responsible
for the safety of his servants to a sufficient
degree, and it is understood that the labor
organizations of Minneapolis, through their

Trades and Labor (assembly, will endeavor
to secure the enactment by the next legisla-
ture of laws which will require contractors
and other employes to pay more careful at-
tention to the safety of the human beings
thai are compelled for a livelihood to work
under them.

THE TESTIMONY

for the plaintiff in the Mulvahillcase, sub-
mitted on Friday, has already appeared in
the Globe. Yesterday was de-
voted to the reception of evidence
from the defense, and the following
witnesses were examined: Edward Holes-
worth, Edgar Tolson, Peter Garvey, Joseph
Baxter, Joseph (i.Dewyre, Patrick Finn,
Harry Downs, Michael Buckley, E. F.
Wheeler. About '\u25a0> o'clock in the afternoon
the defense rested, and the argument was j
commenced. J. <;. Woolley for the defense
made an able argument, and was followed
by C. 11. Benton for the prosecution, who
presented the plaintiff's side in an able
manner. Judge Koon, in his charge, said
that ifthe accident resulted through negli-
gence on the part of the defendant
there was a foundation for liability. lie
gave the legal definition of negligence as
meaning a lack of ordinary care. He held
that an employer is bound to exercise rea-
sonable diligence and care in protecting
the lives of men working under him.
This case must be measured by the nature
of the work, the difficulties and responsi-
bilities. While not bound to keep abreast
with the latest improvements, still a con-
tractor should not use tools or appliances
whit iiare understood to carry with them a
degree of danger recognized as extraordi-
nary. If,also, by the exercise of ordinary
diligence he mignt know that these tools
are dangerous the law presumes that he
docs know this and holds him responsi-
ble to this degree. Insummarizing the case
be said the jury should determine whether
the defendant Burns was or was not guilty
of negligence; from which the accident re-
resulted; whether the fuse he used was such
that contractors ordinarily would regard as
liable to hang lire; whether the "tamping"
iron was a proper tool and whether he
waited a sufficient and proper
time for the blast to explode.
The jury after being out two hours re-
turned a verdict for the defendant. This
was quite a surprise for those who have
listened to the testimony and the argu-
ments. Attorneys and court attaches when
asked their opinion '"marked" the probable
verdict for the plaintiff all the way from
£5,000 to $15,000.

A FOK3SAL PItOTEST

To 15c Blade Against the Abolition of
Car-Load Rates.

The proposition made in Chicago to abol-
ish car-load rates on shipments west and
northwest of that city was the subject of
an important meeting of the board of
trade yesterday morning. This proposition,
defeated last summer at the meeting of the
general traffic managers at Denver, was
resurrected by Chicago and St. Louis mer-
chants, and to successfully combat it was
held to be necessary to the prosperity of the
entire jobbing Interests of the Northwest.
The result of the abolition of car-load rates
would be to enable Chicago merchants to
ship a barrel of sugar, for example, as
cheaply as a car load could be shipped, and
to effectually cripple the jobbing trade of
such cities as Minneapolis. .St. Paul and
Kansas City. The matter came before the
board in the form of letters and dispatches
from Kansas City and other points, urging
the board to take immediate action with the
chamber of commerce and Jobbers' asso-
ciation, and to have a strong delegation in
Chicago on the 4th inst., when the meeting
would be held. Mr. Byron of the Jobbers'
association read an urgent dispatch just re-
ceived, bearing on the same sub- 1
ject. An instrument, protesting against
such a change, had been drawn
inKansas City, and to it was officially at-
tached the signatures of the presidents,
respectively, of the board of trade, chamber j
of commerce and Jobbers' association. OnI
motion of CoL Kingthe chair was instructed j
to appoint a committee of the board to act
in connection with similar committees of
the other organizations named.

Upon the adjournment of the board.
Messrs. Phelps, Loring and Byron, re-
spectively representing the board of trade, •
chamber of commerce and Jobbers' associa- |
tion, held a conference, at which this mat- j
ter was discussed inits strongest light. The j
statement was made that the present rates
were the life of the jobbing trade of the |
Northwest and it would be simply ruinous
to abolish them. Itwas decided to send the j
committees at once to Cbicago representing
the board of trade, chamber of commerce !
and Jobbers' association.

THE POLICE COMMISSION.
Patrolmen Continued ana Other :• Matters Discussed.

At yesterday's meeting of the police j
commission the question of continuing in j
service the patrolmen appointed for three !

months by the mayor, and whose term i
of appointment expired on Saturday !
night, was brought up by the mayor lor j
consideration. He believed that they I
should be continued, as did Capt, j
Chase, but Aid. Lawrence counseled mod- i
eration and economy, and thought the |
force should be made as small as possible j
during the winter season. Capt. Chase i
stated that with the present force the de- j
partment is competent to preserve order j
and pretty satisfactorily protect the citizens
from the ravages of thieves, burglars and
footpads. He did not think that it would
be*wise to cut off a single man. Several
patrolmen had been detailed for special
duty, such as to watch the principal street
crossings, inspect sidewalks, and for duty at
the depots. As the weather gets cold the
mounted patrol will be brought in for
foot patrol work. One more or change
jailer is needed at the North side station,

and another patrol wagon driver must be
appointed for the Third precinct. The i
captain also urged that two patrolmen be j

stationed nights in the vicinityof the city
market, or from the bridge to Washington
avenue, which he chose tocall the "rough-
est beat in the city." •
, Aid. Lawrence moved, finally, that the
half-dozen policemen be continued, and
that a driver for the Third precinct station
be selected from the regular force, as well
as a jailer at the Fourth precinct. Aid.
Cooley moved an amendment that a new
man, whois especially fitted for the incum-
bent duties, be appointed to drive the patrol
wagon, and Aid. Clough voting in the af-
firmative, the amendment prevailed.

Capt. Chase reported that George Frenst,
one of the mounted patrol and who has
been an efficient and conscientious officer
for anumber of years, is losing health, and
he therefore recommended that Frenst bo
appointed as jailer at the Fourth precinct,
and his request was observed.

The commission then went into executive
session and discussed at length the candi-
dacy of several applicants forthe position of
patrol-wagon driver, resulting in referring
the whole matter, in deference to the ex-
pressed wish of conservative Aid. Law-
rence, to Capt. Chase and Aid.Clongh and
Lawrence to investigate to the end that a
proper and competent man be selected from
the regular force, in the interests of econ-
omy, to drive the wagon. In ease no man
can be agreed upon as fitand capable, a
new one willbe appointed.

«ASAM) ELECTRICITY.
TligElectric 'i.igiitCompany Wants

aContinuing Clause.

The committee from the city council on
gas had a session yesterday which held all
the afternoon. The perplexing contracts
\u25a0with the the Brush Electric Light company
and the Minneapolis Gas company were un-
der consideration. Thomas S. King, the
voluble secretary of the electric light com-
pany, was present to urge the interests he
held so dear. Mr. Kingasked that the fol-
lowing paragraph, which appears in the
gas contract, be inserted in the electric
light company's contract. He argued that
his company had not as good and equitable
rights for municipal recognition and fair
treatment as the gas company. This is the
desired paragraph:
Itis further agreed that this contract shall

continue in force for twoyears lrom the date
of this contract, at the expiration of which
time either party shall have the right to de-
mand anew contract, or. in case offailure
to agree on such new contract, then to have
the price oflightingfixed by arbitration, as
provided in said original ordinance; but in
case no such change is demanded the said
contract shall continue inforce untilchanged
by new contract or by arbitration. Nothing
inthis contract shall be considered as abro-
gating or changing any rights of either party
hereto contained in the original franchise
granted to said first party by its grantors by
said second party.

A general discussion ensued in which
Aid. Pratt assumed that the gas company
and the electric light company should be
given quite different considerations by the
city government. The gas company has
an exclusive franchise for manufacturing
gas in the city, whereas the electric light
company is open to general competi-
tion. Therefore it is right to
throw around the gas company certain pro-
tection which the electric light company
cannot claim. Mr. King could not see the
consistency of the position. lie showed
that the electric light company had had the
effect to reduce the price of gas from §36
per lamp post to $15, and, in addition, said
that his company had already expended
from 675,000 to 8100,000 in Minneapolis,
and that it had not yet reaped 1
cent profit; that the company is one
of the fixed and permanent enterprises
of the city and for that, if nothing else,
should be given at least a fair recognition.
Capt. Cross, the city attorney, had decided
that the paragraph asked for was unconsti-
tutional and therefore amounts to nothing.
Yet Mr. Kingwanted it for what itwas j
worth. Aid. Gibson thought it sheer non- !
sense to claim that it was of no value, but
he was willingto treat both companies in-
terested with the same consideration. If
one had the right of perpetuation, cer-
tainly the other should also enjoy it. The
majority, however, was against him. Aid.
Pratt thought that possibly the perpetuating
clause is wrong, and he argued that two
wrongs do not make a right. Aid. Gibson
moved that the time of the contract be ex-
tended for five years, but he found himself
alone again, and the electric lightcompany
appears to be in hard luck.

IS ITFEASIBLE?

Col. King's Idea of a Location for
the Exposition.

Col. W. S. King was quite actively en-
gaged yesterday in talking up a scheme for
the proposed exposition building, which, so
far as known, seemed to meet with general !
favor. Inbrief the plan is this: The east !
branch of the Mississippi, between Nicollet j
island and the East side, is 500 feet wide, j
and is used only for the floating of logs to
the mill. Between the Central avenue !
bridge and the covered bridge of the Mani-
toba road the distance is 800 feet. Col.
King's plan is to erect piers and build the
exposition building directly over the river,
making a structure 800x500 feet. The
main point is the economy, as itwoutd save
the company 8100,000 it must pay fora
block of land. The cost of the spiles or
piers would be no more than for a founda-
tion of an ordinary building. Another
point is that it would be the most central
point for a location that could be selected,
and wouldbe the only \u25a0 point that would
satisfy the West side and please the East
side.

The idea was only given out last night,
and created no little talk. Col. Kinghas a
number of points concerning it in addition
to those given above, and is said to be quite
inbued withits feasibility.

THATCONDUIT.

The Investigators Declare That It
Maybe a Success. -

The much-mooted question as to whether
or not an ordinance shall be passed placing
all electrical wires beneath the streets was
the most important matter before the coun-
cil committee on ordinances yesterdaj.
Aid. Cooley and Supt. Morrison of the city

electric alarm service made verbal reports
respectinsr their investigations in Chicago,
and stated that they proposed soon to take
a trip to other Eastern cities for the same
purpose. They stated that they had found I
that the conduit system is a demonstrated j
success in Chicago, where there are now
2,000 miles of wire under ground inhighly
satisfactory operation. They had speci-
mens, which they exhibited, of cables
which are extensively used in Chicago. One
is a neat cable containing 100 telephone
wires. This is put in the conduit, but they
had a specimen of okenite cable
which is put in the ground without
the necessity of the protecting
influence of a conduit. It contains 100
wires, and is wound first by a long coil of
wire and then by a short coil, and is said
to be absolutely free from induction, and
not expensive. Ifitis a success there is
a striking probability that it willbe adopted
inpreference to the conduit system, owing
to the expense attending the latter. In
Chicago the rental is $500 per mile foreach
two-inch hole.

Inthis connection itis suggested, by one
who has taken a livelyinterest in the con-
duit project, that in order to harmonize all
the conflicting interests it would be well
for the city to put down the conduits and
then rent to the owners of electrical wires
at a fair price. At all events itnow looks
much as though an ordinance will be
adopted, and that the wires must go under-
ground, and before long. too.

MAKE ISOHE HAPPY,

Ana Christianity Will Flourish—
The Pastors' Weekly Discussion.
Yesterday's meeting of the city pastors

was an unusually interesting one. The
regular paper was by Dr. Enos Campbell I
of the Church ofChrist on Christianity and
Popular Amusements. The essayist main-
tained that the average Christian path was
made too narrow and monotonous, but that
otherwise Christianity needed no adjunct to
keep its adherents from the ways of the
world. The entire difficulty layin the fact
that people thought toolittle of their own
friends. Home is the center of all that is
good and loving, and the possessor of as
well as dwellers inhappy homes avoid fall-
ing into temptation. Christianity, properly
exemplified, has all the variety that man-
kind needs, and ifhis Christianity does not
give it to him, he willseek that variety
elsewhere. The speaker censured some of

the church methods as uselessly consuming
time and compelling parents to neglect their
homes and their duties. He condemned
theaters as being too near to bar rooms, and
declared skating rinks were simply places
of allurement to sin, where some went to
undo and others to be undone. The entire
remedy lay in happy, cheerful and Chris-
tian homes, in making the fireside so en-
joyable that there could be no temptation to
wander. .

Dr. Sample seemed to take a very gloomy
viewof the situation. Morals were on the
retrograde and alleged good Christians were
more and more of them every year attend-
ing the, theater, playing cards, dancing and
indulgingin other fashionable dissipation.
Ayoung girlhad confessed to him her first
step to ruin was taken at a parlor dance.

THE B£GtILAUGRIND.

Appeal Cases and Litigations inthe
District Court.

The appeal from the award of the com-
missioner in the proceeding instituted by
the St. Paul &Northern Pacific Railway
company for the condemnation of property
of Zilpah P. Carlisle was resumed before
Judge Lochren in the district court. The
award of the commissioners was 8175, and
the jury brought in a verdict for SSSO. The
land taken was in Demmon's addition,
North Minneapolis. The appeal of Daniel
Hays from an award of 51,400, for land
taken in Bottineau's and Northrop's addi-
tions, was also tried, but the jury failed to
agree up to the adjournment of court, and
was instructed to return a sealed verdict.

Judge Young yesterday continued the
suits of W. L. Kilbourn vs. Frank J.
Maekey et al., and Charles B. Lang vs.
George B. Shepherd al., and dismissed
the action brought by J. G. Jackson et al.
vs. EmilyR. Hoibrook.

Judge Lochreu, in the suit of B. W.
Smith vs. G. A. Carlson et al., allowed a
motion to amend proceedings, but denied a
request to attach notary's certificates to de-
positions in the case.

ANINSURANCE DECISION.
In the suit of Emily Olson brought

against the St. Paul Fireand Marine Insur-
ance company to recover 61,195.60 insurance
ona house burned last January, Judge
Young yesterday filed a decision for the
plaintiff. The plaintiffpurchased the prop-
erty of Fransavelia V. Phelps, and after
the purchase was made the insurance pol- i
icy was transferred to her. Soon after a
cooper shop was erected close by, which
burned in January, and which was the
direct cause ofthe burning of the plaintiff's
house and contents. The policy contains a
clause to the effect that "if the risk shall
be increased by the erection of any build-
ing contigious thereto * * *

this pol-
icy shall be null and void." Ina great
measure the result of the case hinged on
the meaning ofthe word "contiguous." In
his decision. Judge Young holds that "the j
word contiguous in the connection in which
itis used in said policy as specifying the
condition upon which the policy should be-
come null and voidcannot be held to ex-
tend to property twenty-five feet distant
from the insured property. Itmust be con-
sidered as meaning that which persons
would certainly understand it to mean when
used ina similar conversation; that is, 'ad-

i jacent or near to' the property which was
the subject of the contract," and under con-
clusions oflawhe renders a decision infavor
of the plaintiff of Si,186.26, with interest
at 7 per cent, from April24, 1885.

CI'BBENT COMMENT.

north.

The Stone-Arch Bridge.
Yesterday Engineer Rinker opened the

proposals for constructing the stone-arch
bridge across the Mississippi river. There
were five of them, but for perhaps pruden-
tialreasons the engineer refuses to give the
amounts for which itis proposed to do the
work. To a Globe reporter he explained
that the masonry is quite complicated, and
in order to arrive at definite conclusions re-
garding the relative merits of the proposals,
a vast number of mathematical problems
willhave to be solved. Itwillrequire con-
siderable time, but he promises to make a
report covering the whole business at the
next meeting of the council, and will show
whois the lowest bidder.

The Building-Ordinance.

The ordinance was re-
vised from end to end, and when it is
presented to the council to-morrow night
the original framer will scarcely recognize
it. One of the more important amend-
ments will be that all who wish to make
anT repairs to builditjgs must first get a

j permit. This willgive the inspector a com-
petent record, and he can keep a system-
atic control of such improvements.

The County Commissioners.
The meeting of the county commissioners

yesterday did not develop anything of
especial interest. A fullboard was pres-
ent, with the exception of Commissioner
Chowen. The monthly budget of bills was
ordered paid, and the reports of the sheriff
and superintendent of the poor farm re-
ceived. The committee on roads and
bridges reported in favor of accepting
bridges recently built over Crow river and
Nine Mile creek, and the board authorized
the payment of the balance due the
Wrought IronBridge company of Canton,
0., for the work. Two committees were
appointed to examine changes in public
highways as petitioned for.
