The
basis of prices at Minneapolis is the Duluth
market, a large proportion of their wheat
coming from Manitoba and Northern Pa-
cific territory where the rates are the same
to Minneapolis as to Duluth. This in turn
forces up prices for some grades of wheat
on the Milwaukee & St. Paul aud Chicago
&Northwestern lines in Minnesota and Da-
kota. No road could obtain more than 3
cents per cwt. on any grade of milling
wheat as a rate of freight from Minneapolis
to Chicago or Milwaukee. Thus itwillbe
seen that no milling wheat will go to Chi-
cago and Milwaukee unless

and the market price reduced on the roads
at least 0 cents per bushel or the freight
rate reduced from 10 to 15 per cent.

There wasconsiderable activity, especially in
tho afternoon, in Texas &Pacific issues, and
a good business in the Atlantic & Pacific's
and inthe East Tennessee's, Virginia& Geor-
gia's most of the day. The stock market was
feverish, active and irregular at the open-
iing. First prices varied froma small decline
to an advance of %per cent, over Saturday's
closing figures, Lackawanna, Union Pacific
and Heading being the most prominent for
the gains established, while Missouri Pacific
and New York Central wore weak.
The market was extremely active inthe early
dealings, but the total sales for the day ag-
gregate 582,000 shares, about the same as on
Saturday. Of this amount seven stocks con-
tributed nearly 304,000 shares, the stocks re-
ferred to being Lake Shore, Western Union.
Missouri, Kansas & Texas, Northern Pacific
preferred, Erie, St. Paul and Reading, in the
order named, while the market was more or
less irregular. During the forenoon the gen-
eral tendency for a time was upward, fol-
lowed by a reaction, in which the early gains
were lost, and then another strong market,
that, with irregular and moderate fluctua-
tions, continued till nearly 2 o'clock, the
gains by that time ranging from fractions
to over 3 per cent.; however, there
were a good many exceptions to
this rulo. The strong stocks included
Western Union,Missouri, Kansas & Te xas,
Pacific Mail, St. Paul, Omaha, Northern Pao-
ificpreferred, Oregon Transcontinental, Can-
ada Southern, Canadian Pacific, Lake Shore
and Lackawanua. New Central was promi-
nent for its comparative weakness, and this
was true of Northwestern, Jersey Central.
Reading and Missouri Pacific. Erie and Lack-
awanna touched their highest quotations be-
fore midday. The announcement that the
Pennsylvania railroad had declared a divi-
dend ofonly 2per cent, instead of the usual
3 per cent., was the signal for a selling move-
ment that continued till the close of the
board, the deliveries at times being quite
rapid, especially for Western Union, which
fell 1 per cent, in the last three-quar-
ters ofan hour. The market closed irregular
and decidedly feverish, with only changes of
small fractions in most cases from Saturday
evening's final figures. The greatest losses
were inMissouri Pacific. Central of Mew Jer-
sey, Manitoba and New York Central, tne de-

for November contracts there was in-
creased checking and depositing by opera-

tors who were receiving anddelivering prop-
erty, and this, with the closing up oflast
month's transactions between merchants
and business men generally, materially en-
larged the volume of routine business at the
banks. Inother respects there were few,
ifany, features in financial circles. Money
was in very fair demand from borrowers,
representing about every branch of trade
and industry, including an average number
ofrequests from country bankers for redis-
counts, and rates were steady at 4 to 5 per
cent, oncall and sto 7per cent. For time
loans 5% to 6per cent, was generally paid
by makers of prime paper who wanted
large amounts, and §}{ and 7
were the ruling quotations to
small borrowers. Itis generally understood
that the bulk of grain and provisions de-
livered on this month's contracts were ar-
ranged for at 4@4>_' percent. Miscella-
neous lines of trade and industry have ab-
sorbed a liberal amount of fund, that have
not yet returned to banks through the
natural trade channels, and large amounts
have gone to New York, to be used as mar-
gins in stock speculations by Chicago par-
ties,1 who have been more largely engaged
in such operations during the time above
indicated than at any previous time in Chi-
cago's history. This money is now coming
back to some extent, but in many cases it
has been reinvested in stocks by those who
took their profits and bought back on the
recent break in the stock market. New
Yorkexchange was steady, and sales be-
tween city banks were at par. The clear-
ingsot the associated banks were 89,623,000.
