The unexpected
occurred again to-day. The crowd ex-
pected wheat to break Ie or more on ac-
count of the 2.000,000 bushels increase in
the visible supply, but the result proved that
the effect of the statement had been dis-
counted. Though not active, the market
\u25a0was linn. Neither the bull party nor the
bear party scored a decisive victory, but the
bulls had the best of it for the reason that
the decline they had been anticipating did
not eventuate. The market opened j?£@>£c
under yesterday, and it onlygotbelow that
figure "once, and then only for a brief
period. Prices fluctuated between the "put"
ami the "call" price ail the morning, and
the professionals tried to scalp an honest
dollar on

within extreme limits of%c. For some time
past November wheat has hung about 87c.
Whenever it got below that point good buy-
ing would put it up, and whenever it got

much above it would be hammered back.
The purpose of the carriers to take care of
cash property another month, and presum-
ably indefinitely, has relieved the bulls
ofa load of anxiety, and they are no longer
afraid the grain willbe thrown on the mar-
ket for them to take care of. They were
afraid of the Ist of November, but that turn
in the road having been passed in safety,
they again adjourn hopefully toward
to future, to be sure foreign demand that
was to have set in before this has not
come, and the prospect of export inquiry is
apparently as remote as it was three months
ago, but in spite of the discouraging out-
look it is true that present prices have a
great many friends who are picking itup.
The shorts feel this, and while looking for
lower prices they are less disposed to ex-
tend their lines. The bulls not being on
the rampage the market has fallen into a
rut.

Speculation was more
generally diffused than it has been for a
month. Wheat was less active perhaps,
but considerable business was done in corn
and provisions.

Corn developed great strength at the very
outset of business. Driver set the ball roll-
ingby bidding 41c for 50,000 bushels of
cash corn, when November was selling ten
feet away at S7Jic. He got what he
wanted ofMilinine. Bodinan & Co., and
bought more at a higher price. llutchin-
son wanted some, but findinghe could not
get it without bidding the market up he
withdrew. Alarge amount of cash wheat
changed hands at 41l-4C. and there was a
demand for more than could be obtained.
The stalwart demand above noted carried
the rest of the market up and an
advance of about y,c was established for
November, year and May. The decrease
in stocks had a good deal to do with the
eagerness of shippers to layhold of what
was in sight and that stimulated the shorts
to take themselves in out of the wet.
Altogether it was a busy day in the corn
pit.

Oats were dull at slightly better prices.
The statement of stocks of provisions on
the last day of October did not greatly sur-
prise the trade, though there was less lard
than had been generally figured. The light
receipts of hogs and the fairly satisfactory
showing of stocks caused the market to
linn up and prices advanced; an improve-
ment of 10@12%c .11 pork, s@7}£c in lard
»ml 5c in ribs was established. No after-
noon session on account of the election.

There was a fair vol-
ume of business at the banks, but no
changes of consequence in financial circles.
Money met a very satisfactory call from
borrowers, representing about every branch
of commerce and industry, but no interest
was largely represented, and the supply
was ample for the requirements of all who
presented satisfactory names or collaterals.
Grain and provision paper, backed by prop-
erty in store, was quoted at 4@5 per cent,

on call and s@s}£ for time paper. Other
paper ranged s@s>.< for gilt-edged up to 6
@7 for good to just fair names. Country
orders for money were rather light, and
some banks received more funds from that
source than they sent out. Foreign ex-
change was slow, bankers' sterling bills on
London were quoted §4.85@4.85^ forsight,
and 54.83@4.83K" for sixty days. Shippers'
sixty days documentary on Liverpool and
London were scarce, as very little property
is being shipped on through export bills of
lading, and rates were steady at S4.Bl}^@
4.81^. Nothing was reported in
continental bills. There was a
good demand for local corporation
and municipal securities from investors
and full rates were obtained. The bonds
of the leading Western railroads were also
freely called for, but the offerings were
small, holders as a rule regarding them
cheap at current rates, and business re-
stricted in consequence. Owing to the New
York state elections the stock exchange in
that city was closed and Chicago operators
being without news were idle. The feel-
ing, however, was strong and the best in-
formed operators predict that stocks of ail
good solvent roads will sell higher ere any
material reaction occurs. The shares of
weak and worthless concerns are also likely
to be liftedby strong ones, although cool
heads consider itfolly to buy the shares of
lines that never earned a dividend and are
not likely to do so in the near future, if
ever. New York exchange was firm and
the sales between city banks were at par.
The clearings of the associated banks were
§11,148,000 against 59.023,000 yesterday.

WEEKLY REVIEW.

Inalllines of trade business has been, dur-
ing the past week, quite satisfactory, not
varying a great deal from that of the week
before, except in dry goods. Inthis line the
demand has been more active. The cold
weather of the past few days proved a stim-
ulant, not only to the general trade, but has
awakened the lumbermen to the necessity of
preparing their men for the work. The de-
mand from .this source during the week has
been the principal feature, and this, added to
the regular trade, has aggregated a good busi-
ness. An improved demand is noticed for
heavy winter goods. Blankets, shawls, un-
derwear, hosiery,.gloves, yarn, scarfs, knit
goods, etc., were prominent inall the orders
received. While the bulk of the demand was
by orders, either direct from salesmen or
from the parties themselves, a fairpropor-
tion was done bydealers inperson, of which
there were a goodlynumber in town. As the
retail trace is reported better throughout all
sections tributary to this market, and mer-
chants look confidently fora veryactive trade
during November.; Merchants are in good
shape financially, while their stocks are only
moderately large, and a continuous, active
trade will necessitate liberal

-- buying
to replenish :them. jThe market ;'!is

steady with prices ' unchanged. The
volume of business In thn hardware lino has
somewhat increased, and the sales of October
willwithout doubt exceed the aggregate sales
of October a your ago. Most of the orders
are for small quantities, and there are many

indications that the stocks in dealers' hands
:are light. There is also in a few linos a

\u25a0 scarcity ofgoods, but as a rule the supply is
!ample, while at the same timemanufacturers
are careful not to accumulate heavy stocKS.
Innails there have been no changes of conse-
quence. The supply is so limited that there

]Isgreat scarcity, and assortments are badly
broken up. The demand Is only for small
lota, which, in fact, are all that sellers care to

or can quote on. The question is one more of
delivery than of price, though some of the
agents through the country report that the
urgency of buyers Is not as great as it lias

been. Barbed wire is quiet and without any
special features. At a meeting of the wire

inail manufacturers, held in Now York Oct.
I29, itwas decided to advance the price 5 per
icent. This was said to be deemed necessary
onaccount of the recent advance in wire,
and the fact that competition had forced
the prices unduly low. 'Hie present active
demand for the goods, owing to the scarcity

!ofcut nails, was regarded as a suitable occa-
ision for making an advance. It was not
deemed expedient to make a high price that
would encourage increased competition, and
which would not be so likelyto be adhered to,
but the slight advance announced above was
made in the expectation that it willbe main-
tained. Collections are reported to be very
satisfactory. Groceries are in good demand,'
and except inone or two minor points there

!have been no changes in quotations. Gener-
-1 allyspeaking, though prices are low.they are
firm and steady, withno indication of an ad-
vance or decline. Sugars, in which there
has been some fluctuation recently, are more
steady. Drugs have been active all tho sea-
son, and there is an upward tendency all
along the line. Oil lemon has advanced to
S3, while gum opium has declined to $3.75.
The usual activity in lumber prevails with a
good demand. Boots and shoes are active,

and there is abrisk demand for all kinds of
seasonable goods.

A Narrow Escape From Suffocation
byCoal Gas.

The Riff Identified.
Itturns out that the horse and wagon

left by the chicken thieves last Saturday

morning is from Minneapolis. Yesterday
morning a man named Carlson of Carlson
Bros., liverymen, in that city, came over
and identified the rig as theirs. He says
that two men hired itfrom them last Fri-
day, saying they would return on Saturday.
They did not return and he knew the
rig was theirs when he read the Sunday
papers. He knows the men and says they
often hired the same rig. He says they
would get itin the afternoon about 4o'clock
and return the next day, generally in the
morning. Sometimes they would have ita
little longer. He supposed they wanted it
forhunting and never thought anything of
the matter. He never inquired but once,
when they told him they were going out on
a littlehunt. They always paid for the
rigbefore they left aud appeared to have
lots of money. Chief of Police Shortall
did not know Carlson, and telegraphed to
the Minneapolis authorities. He ascer-
tained that he was a liveryman and that
the rig belonged to him, and cheerfully
turned itover to Carlson, who paid the bills
and returned to Minneapolis in good
spirits. He regrets that the other horse
was killed, as he was a valuable one, but
says that he doesn't think they can make
anything out of the fellows. He gave the
police a description of them which may
lead to their capture.
