An Onslaught on Randall.
Special to the Globe.

Washington, Nov. s.—Now that elec-

tions are over, attention begins to turn to-

wards the organization of the house. Of
course there is little doubt as to the selec-
tion of officers. It is generally conceded
that Mr. Carlisle willbe speaker, and that
the old officers willinnearly every case be
re-elected. The chief struggle seems to be
withreference to the committee organiza-
tion. The early arrival of Mr. Morrison
here is looked upon as an indication that a
vigorous fight is to be made on the Randall
wing of the Democracy. Mr. Morrison

does not want to see Mr.Randall at the
head of Hie appropriation committee again;

neither do any of Mr. Morrison's followers.
It is believed that the arrival of
Mr. Morrison, Mr. Springer and a number
of others of *fiat wing of the party
means a concert of action to fix up a com-
mittee slate by which Mr.Randall and Mr.
Ho! man willbe left off the important com-
mittees. What Mr. Carlisle will do in a
case of this sort nobody can tell. His
course last year was indicative of a desire
to give a fair representation to those who
did not agree with him in regard to these
important matters, but whether he willper-
mit himself this time to be overpowered by
those who desire to shut out Mr. Randall
and his followers cannot be guessed. They

are urging upon him the argument that
tariff revision last year wasdefeated bythe
element that they are now urging him to
shutout of important places. It is evi-
dently the plan of the tariff reformers to

weaken Mr.Randall's power as much as
possible.

AXealous First Comptroller.
Washington, Nov. s.—The annual re-

port of First Comptroller Durham calls at-

tention to the fact that in1868 the first
comptroller then in office certified balance
due to the United States from the several
states and territories respectively fordirect
taxes due and unpaid under the direct tax
of August 5, ISOG, and such states and ter-
ritories were accordingly debited on the
books in the office of the register of the
treasury, and says:
"Itmay be well doubted whether any cor-

porate state was properly so charged, but as
the then comptroller had jurisdiction of the
subject matter, the statements made byhim
of the accounts of the above named states

and territories i'.s to their indebtedness onac-
count of direct taxes are binding on the pres-
ent comptroller for the reasons indicated in

the opinion in the Mississippi direct tax case
recently; amounts bsivo been certified to this
office as due tosome ofthe states and territories
from the United States on account of com-
missions on the net proceeds of the sales of
publiclands within the states'and forother
causes. The amounts certified instead of
being paidhave been ordered to be credited
on said Indebtedness for the states and terri-
tories &\u25a0> stated against them by the former
comptroller. Other states, itis report el,will
present the same question as amounts may
become due to them from the sales oflands
or otherwise, and said amounts will be cred-

ited as above indicated unless congress inits
wisdom shnll direct that the money due and
to become due to said states, shall be paid to

them without reference to tho charges, as
stated heretofore, made against them by the
former comptroller.

Discussing tlie question of claims against
the government which are constantly being
presented for his action, the comptroller
suggests that some fixed period after the
right of the claimant accrues should be pre-
scribed by statute within which a claim
may be brought before tlie proper account-
ing officers for their action thereon.

Tlie President's message.
Special to the Globe.

"Washington, Nov.
—

The president
is settling down to some hard work on his
message. He recognizes the fact that his first
state document willbe a subject of a good
deal of criticism and he is anxions to make
ita creditable one. Itwillnot. itis under-
stood, be a very longone. The president is
not given to very lengthy essays. It will
be clear and to the point onsome pretty
important subjects; the silver question, the
proposed commercial treaties with our
neighbors, especially in the South,
civil service and perhaps a tariff
revision are to be among the
subjects treated. There seems little doubt
but that the repeal of the Bland act willbe
recommended, though whether Mr.War-
ner's scheme for silver certificates will find
favor with the president is very doubtful.
Secretary Manning is evidently planning
fora tariff revision. His letter to manu-
facturers regarding specific duties isbear-
ing fruit and he will make use of the 'in-
formation thus obtained in his report now
being prepared. Itis not improbable that
the president willbase some recommenda-
tions for tariff revisions upon this subject.

Alaskan Affairs.
Washington, Nov. Gov. A. P.

Swineford of Alaska has made his first an-
nual report to the secretary of the interior

on the condition of affairs in that district.
He arrived at Sitka Sept. 25, 1884, and was
cordially received save by a very few per-
sons, who, in the language of the governor,
'•preferred a continuance of the old order
of affairs under which presumably they had
persuaded themselves to believe they might
profit individuallymuch more largely at the
expense of the general government than un-
der the new.None of the appropriations made
for the support of the civil government or
for specific purposes appear to have reached
the bands of theex-officio treasurer, conse-
quently he has no record of the disburse-
ments, allof which, with a few exceptions,"
the governor says, "were made by the col-
lector of customs. An increased appropria-
tionfor schools is asked. The children are
said to manifest more than the average
aptitude in study and the aliews are espe-
cially anxious for the establishment of
English schools." Reference is made to the
disagreement between the general agent of
the schools and the people of Sitka, includ-
ing the late officials of the civil
government, but the governor says he
has not been in the territory
longenough to decide the merits of the case
impartially,still he feels constrained to say
that the general agent, notwithstanding his
recognized ability,is exceedingly unpopu-
lar (whether justly so or otherwise he is
not prepared to say), with the people
whose co-operation is essential to the suc-
cess of the schools. A careful estimate of
the population of Southwestern Alaska
places the number of whites at 1,900 and
natives at 7,000. The governor dwells at
length upon the great natural resources of
Alaska, and severely arraigns those govern-
ments which have represented the country
inclement to a degree that precludes
the cultivation of crops or the
keeping of domestic animals. The
gold mines on Douglass island,
opposite Juneau, are in fulloperation. The
deposit is represented to be truly phenome-
nal, and the governor says the mine prom-
ises to figure more largely in the mining
history of the world than any other on rec-
ord. The curing and canning ofcod and
salmon have assumed large proportions. The
Indian police system is highly commended.
Attention is also directed to the needs of
the territory inthe matter of mail facilities,
etc The law prohibiting liquortraffic is

said to have been disregarded. Defects in
the laws governing the territorial organiza-
tion are discussed at length.

Recommends New Guns.
Washington, Nov. s.— Adjt. Gen.

Drum, in his annual report to the secretary

of war, invites attention to the subject of
tlieobsolete arms and ammunition in the :
hands of the state militiaor stored in the
several armories. Itwould, he says, seem j
a most wise measure if,at the approaching

'

session of congress, a general act was
passed providing for tlie immediate ex-
change, when requested, of all obsolete j
arms now in the bands of the militia of the
several states for improved Springfield
rifles,calibre 4s,and appropriate ammunition
therefor. He recommends that proof bere-
quired with the application, for the detail of
a military professor at any military school
that has at least 150 male pupils above the
age of 15 years are usually present. He
finds that in some cases the number runs as
lowas sixty. He recommends that non-

] commissioned officers and privates on ths
retired listbe paid a gross sum in money in
lieuof the present pay and commutation' of
allowances and he submits a table embody-
ing a proposition to pay them at a rate
varying from 336.40 per month for chief
musicians to 823.90 for anti-lifers. He also
calls attention to the difficultyof securing

clerks acquainted with army forms and
recommends remedies. He calls special at-
tention to the value of the work done by
tiie prisoners in militaryprisons.

Proposed by Secretary- Whitney.

Navy officers

are awaiting the publication of Secretary
Whitney's report with the greatest interest.
Although no detailed features of the re-
port are known, it is well understood
by officers who are near the secretary
what the general features are. The
secretary intends to take very radical I
position regarding the organization of the J
department," as well as the management of
the service. It is believed he willurge the
abolition of the eisdit bureaus into which
the department is divided, and the substi-
tutionof some system that willbrim the
service into closer relations with the secre-
tary. This willprobably result in tlie sub-
stitution of three aides to the secretary for
the eight semi-independent bureau chiefs,
one side being a line officer, one a con-
structor, and one an engineer or ordnance
officer. One thing is quite certain, the sec-
retary will exert himself to have
an end to the present system of
maintaining two bureaus altogether
independent of each oilier, aud each
trying to be independent of tlie secretary,
one devoted to the construction of hulls and
the other to the construction of engines.
Aship's hull and engines constitute one
naval unit, and the worthless character
of most of our naval vessels
is due to the fact that
engines hays been built without reference
to the ships they were to go in, and boilers
have been built without reference either to
engines or hulls, and hulls have been de-
signed by men who had nothing to say

about the machinery that was to pro-
pel them. Each bureau has blocked the
other, and each bureau has laid on tiie
other the blame for every failure. It is
difficult to say which bureau is farthest
behind the times and the most hopelessly

circumscribed by its own traditions and an-
tideluvian customs. Other secretaries have
seen what the state of things is, but then
have been unable to suggest a remedy.
Mr. Whitney willpress on congress a defi-
nite and intelligible,as well as a compre-
hensive scheme, of improvement. The
bureau system, which prevails in the de-
partments, is carried out in evdry navy
yard, resulting in the employment
of more officers than are needed,
and an endless amount of red tape.
The abolition of the bureau system will al-
low the duties of various navy yard officers
to be consolidated with the result of in-
creasing the efficiency and reducing the ex-
pense of the navy yard staffs. For years
the policy of the heads of the bureaus
has been to keep the secretary
as ignorant of the departments, and as de-
pendent upon them as possible, and the
consequence is that the secretary has been a
mere dummy for the admiral of the navy,
or two or three of the bureau chiefs who
have managed the departments
because tiie secretary could not
do anything without consulting
them. For the technical details the secre-
tary willalways be dependent on the naval
officers, but the abolition of the bureau
system will make itmuch easier for him
and the navy itself to come into contact,
and for the secretary to make himself felt
in the service.

A Proposed Postal Guide.

Washington, Nov. 5.
—

Two or throe

weeks ago the postoffice department, acting

ona suggestion from Postmaster Pearson,

invited proposals from New York publish-
ers for the publication of a bi-weekly post-
office guide for New York and vicinity. It
was to contain thirty-two pages of
matter to be furnished by the
postmaster of New York, _

and not
over fifty pages of irreproachable
advertisements. Acertain number ofcopies
were to be delivered to the postmasters of
New York and Brooklyn, and the bidders
were invited to name the lowest terms on
which they would supply the guides to an-
nual subscribers and occasional purchasers.

Twobids have been received, but the post-
master general has been too busy
with his annual report to' take any
action. If either of the bids is
low enough to make it worth while the
contract will be let and the experiment
tried. Ifsuccessful inNew York, the pub-
lication of weeklyguides willbe attempted
in Chicago and other large cities. The de-
partment officials believe that if these
guides can bo made to pay they would re-
sult in great benefit to the postal service
and the public.

Revenue marine Report.
Washington, Nov. 5.

—
The report of

the chief of the revenue marine service
shows that in enforcing the provision of
the law and the protection of the revenue
24,481 merchant vessels were found violat-
ing the law and were either seized orre-
ported to the proper authorities. These
vessels incurred liability to fines, penalties
or forfeitures amounting to 5604.515,

about two-thirds the cost of maintaining
the service. Tlie number of vessels
in distress assisted, 274. They had on
board 3,543 persons, and the value
of the vessels and cargoes was §5.568,043.
Sixty persons were picked out of the water
and "saved from drawing. The Alaskan
cruise of the Corwin, an account of whose
voyage and discoveries was published, upon
the return ofthe vessel to San Francisco, is
commented onat some length. The report

further states that the revenue cutters have
co-operated beneficially with the state
national quarantine system on our Atlantic
and lake coasts in preventing the introduc-
tion of cholera, yellow fever and small-pox.
The cost of conducting the service for the
fiscal year was 8519,597.

Capital HotelTalk.

Washington, Nov. s.—Tne hotels are
already verybusy. They are fillingup for
winter. New statesmen and old ones, too,
are busy selecting their winter quarters.
The hotels seem to grow more popular
every year with this class of people. They
find that they can get more for their money
at a hotel than in any other way. Of
course they can live "for less money in
boarding houses, but at ahotel those who
are ambitious of social surroundings find
greater satisfaction than they can possibly
obtain for the expenditure in any other
way. Mr.Ryan, St. Paul's hotel king, who
was here the other day, was suspected of
having a desire to build a first-class hotel in
Washington. Certainly there is room for
one. Inall the hotels here, there is not a
single one that can rank alongside of the

best hotels of a dozen of the leading cities
of the country.

Then, as experience dictates,
there may be changes in the system which
willmaterially improve it."

"Ton ore a:firma believer, then, as a pri-
vato citizen incivilservice as you were when
a civilservice commissioner?"

Ibelieve not
only intho theory but in the practice of civil
service, and believe it willprove of great
advantage to the governmental servica of
this country."

Paymaster General's Report.

Paymaster Gen-

eral Rochester, in his annual report to the
secretary of war, recommends that congress
be asked to enact legislation allowing an
officer who may be traveling under orders
his actual fare and a certain rate of mileage
over the shortest usually traveled route
over-sufficient to meet incidental expenses.
Such a custom, he said, would be more
equitable, both to the officer and the gov-
ernment, than the present system. Ninety-
two non-commissioned officers and privates
have been placed upon the retired list.
Gen. Rochester recommends legislation to
authorize the payment to these men of S9 a
month in lieuof tho allowance for clothing

jand rations. The paymaster general re-
ports that the diminished operations of his
bureau make it possible to drop six clerks
from the present force.

Reorganizing- (he Naval Board.

P. McCann has been appointed president of
the naval advisory board to succeed Ad-
miral Simpson. Commander Crownin-
shield, who was recently detached from the
lighthouse board, has been ordered as a
member of the advisory board to succeed
Lieutenant Commander F. M. Barber. The
board organized yesterday and to-day be-
gan the work of arranging to complete the
steel cruisers Chicago, Boston and Atlanta.

The President Explains.
Washington, D. C, Nov. Presi-

dent Cleveland to-day expressed himselt as
follows to a member of the editorial staff
Post in regard to the reorganization of the
civilservice commission:

The reorganization of the civil service
commisfion was made necessary by the resig-
nation of the members of the old board, , In
such reorganization it seemed to [me

that friends for , the cause con[d be
made in tho party to which Iboiong.
and whichis at present to a;large extent
charged withthe enforcement \of the law by
changing the political complexion of the
commission. This view,Ithink, was shared
byall the old commissioners and tho change
has thus far progressed with notlinsr but the
best feeling as far asIknow on their part.
Inthe selection of the new commissioners
there were so many different 2 qualifications
whichIdeemed desirable thatIhave bound
itis no easy matter to fillthe position which
would combine elements which Iconsider
most useful to tho fact, honest and success-
fulenforcement of the law. Prominent lead-
ers of the civilservice movement strongly ad-
vised me to select one of the commissioners
from the South. This Ihave done, and the
person selected from that locality,Iam quite
certain, possesses all tho qualifications for
an efficient officer. Mr. Edgerton, I
never saw tillyesterday. Idon't remember
that Iever heard of him tillChief Justice
Waite urged him upon myattention

AS A MOST EXCELLENT MAN
for the place. From my impression of him
on a Dersonal interview and from representa-
tions made by his friends, Iam en-
tirely satisfied that no mistake has
been made in his appointment.
Icannot rid myself of this
idea that this civil service reform is some-
thing intended to do practical work, and not
a mere sentiment, invented for the purpose
of affecting an opportunity to ventilate
high-sounding notions and fine phrases. My
plan of giving it the greatest influence in-
volves the removal of stumbling blocks from
the way ofgood, honest men who are inclined
to its support, and demonstrate inevery pub-
lic manner its value as adapted to the
every-day affairs of the government. Thus
twoDemocrats were selected and Icertainly
intend to select them for the two prominent
positions in the commission, and this was
done largely in deference to the sentiment
and opinions held bygood men in the Demo-
cratic party, and it has also occurred
to me that it was \u25a0 a plain dictate
of common senso that one of the
old commissioners should, if possible,
remain for a time and aid the now ones. Tho
preparation of the report of the commission
is a most important matter, affording an oc-
casion to commend the reform to the people,
byexhibiting to them

ALL THATIT HAS ACCOMPLISHED

and the report ought to be very useful
too, in removing misapprehensions
and objections. During the experience of
one who has been in the commission during

tho time to which the report will relate of
the utmost value in,. to preparation, and
fullyconvinced that the knowledge gained
by a connection with the administration of
the law would be a great help to the new
commission. Iobtained the consent of Mr.
Eaton to remain temporarily in the commis-
sion, and Ihave to-day appointed him in the
place ofMr. Thoman, the former Democratic
member. When Mr. Eaton finally retires I
shall appoint a Republican, whose selection
will,Ihope, detract nothing from the strength
and efficiency of the new commission. My
attention has been called toa statement in
some newspapers relative to Mr. Sterling. I
have heard that he has applied for an
examination as a weigher. Ihave
no information whether ho has
passed or not, butIjudge from something
appearing in the papers that certain people
fear that he has, and already lashing them-
selves into a dread of apprehension lest he
should be appointed after examination to
fillthe place to which he was appointed with-
out examination, and from which he was sus-
pended. When the civilservice commission
consulted with me as to the status of Mr.
Sterling and the true construction of the rule
bearing on the subject.

in their second opinion that the position of
weigher was subject to an examination and
should be fixed•by one who bymeans of a
proper examination under tho law proved
himself competent and eligible.Butitseemed
to me that the good of the service required
that the person to be appointed should
be possessed ofcertain traits and qualifica-
tions which no-theoretical examination would
develop, one having in charge 200 or 300 men
of the class which the weigher has to deal
with, should possess personal courage, en-
ergy, decision and firmness of char-
acter. It is entirely certain that the
possession of .such qualifications could
not in the least be determined
by tho result of an examination for the pur,

pose of testing an applicant's knowledge and
education. Isuggested that the examination
for this be non-competitive, but findingthat
the law and rules did not permit that in such
a case, it was proposed that instead of
sending to the appointing

four names from those who had
proved themselves eligibleupon examination
and obliginghim to select from them the
whole number who successfully passed should
be sent up. This permitted an opportunity
to judgeof the qualifications not developed
by the examination. This, asIunderstood it.
was

AGREED TO AMONG US,

and Ihave ever since supposed that course
would be followed. Ithink it certainly
should be. Imight perhaps add that at the
time it was, as Isupposed, settled upon. I
had not, and Iam quite sure that no
member of the commission had the
slightest idea that Mr. Sterling would
appear as an applicant for examination.
Now, if Mr. Sterling has submitted to the
conditions imposed by the civil service law
and ifhe has passed the examination pro-
scribed, he should be treated justly and
fairly. Ido not mean to say that
the appointing power should be unjust
and unfair to others by appointing
Mr.Sterling over the heads of those who
have passed a better examination than his
and whoare found on inspection to possess
qualifications essential to an effective per-
formance of the duties pertaining to the
office. But 1 think all who have passed
should be certfied, and if,under a fair ap-
plication of the rules and in
the exercise justly in good faith of
the selection thus afforded, Mr.
Sterling should be chosen, no friendof civil
service reform has any right to complain.
Nocause can gain byinjustice orbya twist-
ingofits purposes to particular tastes, and
when a result is fairly reached through the
proper operation of methods adopted to fur-
ther reform, should be accepted, especially
by the

They should not permit those of whom they

require submission to say withany semblance
of truth that they themselves submit only
when the result accords with their views.

The personal recollections of Gen. McClel-
lan were nearly all burned, but he succeeded
in reproducing them, and bad he lived he
would have rewritten the whole book. The
papers and records were allsaved, and only a
few weeks ago he wasengaged onadescription
of the peninsular campaign. So far as the
book creating a stir Ido not know,
but it will be different from the
Grant-Johnson controversy. Mr. Depew's
statements were not proven. In Gen.
McClellan's case every statement is conclu-
sively proven. Tho publication of the book
is necessary to Gen. McClellau's reputation,
and furthermore itwillset right many errors
in history and do away with many apprehen-
sions.

Russian rifle battallion, to which he was
appointed by the czar.

GEN. GRANT'S LETTER.

What He Wrote That Caused Dr.
Sands to be <luieklySummoned.
New York,Nov. 5.

—
The current num-

ber of the Century magazine has in part a
reproduction of a letter written by Gen.
Grant to Dr. J. Douglass while at Mt.
McGregor, and in the text of this partially
reproduced letter the general made refer-
ence to aprevious letter in like strain. The
prompting cause of this previous letter and
the letter itself follow: Gen. Grant reached
Mt.McGregor June 16, and that night he
slept ten fullhours and well. The next af-
ternoon, day of the I7th, the geueral sat
upon the cottage piazza alone and in
deep thought. Suddenly, as though
after mature reflection he had
formed a resolution, the general
summoned his servant and started down
the steps and walked to the bluff of the
mountain, and there sat upon a rustic chair
with eyes bent to the earth, his features
drawn and tense and an expression ofsad-
ness on his face. He had set himself to a
test ofhis strength. He wanted abasis for
personal judgment ofhis condition, and he
found himself weak beyond his expectation.
He went slowly back to the cottage and
reached his room discouraged and disheart-
ened, and wrote a statement of his convic-
tions as to his own condition. This he
handed to Dr.Douglass, and it was the pre-
vious letter referred to in the general's re-
producted letter in the Century. Itis here
given: ',

"Doctor, since coming to this beautiful
climate and getting complete sleep for about
ten hours,Ihave watched mypains and com-
pared them with those of the last few weeks.
Ican feel plainlythatmysystem is preparing
fordissolution in three ways:By hemorrhage,
one by strangulation and the third by ex-
haustion. The first and second are liable to
come at any moment to relieve mo from my
earthly suffering. The time for the last can
be computed with almost mathematical cer-
tainty. With an increase of . daily
food Ihave fallen off in. ' weight
and strength very rapidly for the
last two weeks. There cannot be a hope of
going beyond this time. All any physician
or any number of them can do for me is to

make my burden of pain as lightas possible.
Ido not want any physician but yourself, but
Itellyou so so that if you are unwillingto
have me go without consultation with other
professional men you can send for them. I
dread them, however, knowing that itmeans
another desperate effort to save me and more
suffering.

Dr. Douglas that night sent forDr. Sands,
who came next day.
