THE ITASCA CLUB.

AMeeting- to be Held toCelebrate tho
Election Victories.

Tiie Itasca club met last evening with a

good attendance, John W. Willis iv the
chair, as usual. After the opening the
president stated that a rule of the club pro-
hibited the attendance of any persons not
members of the organization. Thereupon
the reporters withdrew. Considerable dis-
cussion of the propriety of the rule was had,

and a motion to suspend the rule excluding

outsiders having been made, the president
ruled that the motion was out of order, an
objection to the suspension having been
made by Mr. Severn. This decision, upon
appeal, was sustained by the club.

The committee appointed to invite Hon.
Ignatius Donnelly to address the club on
the 19th inst, reported that Mr.Donnelly's
engagements were such as to preclude his ac-
ceptance of the invitation, but that he
could deliver an address on the evening of
the 25th inst. As the club could not make
arrangements for a meeting on that date,

the committee was Instructed to notify Mr.
Donnelly that his address must be post-
poned.

The president having called ice Presi-
dent AlfredS. Hall to the chair, introdncd
a resolution admitting newspaper reporters
to all future sessions of the club. This was
voted down.

Mr. J. J. McCafferty moved as an ameud-
ment to the rules of procedure, that the by-

laws or standing regulations of the club
liiiiilith>>. suspended at any time by a two-
thirds vote. This motion was seconded by
Mr. Willis and prevailed.

In- invited to addressa special public meeting
of the <-lul> to be held at the club-rooms on
next Wednesday evening to celebrate the

appointed a committee to make arrange-
ments for the meeting. After discussing a
number of matters of minor importance the
meeting adjourned.

i-AVINSKY IS INSANE.

Sonic of the Hallucinations Under
Which He Labors.

In the probate court yesterday the exam-
ination of Frank Lavinsky as to hissanity
occupied the attention of Judge McGrorty

the greater part of the day. Lavinsky has
been confined in the county jail for several
months under an indictment charging him

with murdering Thomas J. Law. For the
past few weeks the sheriff and deputies
have noticed that the prisoner acted queerly,
and recently he has refused to eat or sleep
and has kept up a continual praying night

and day. At the examination yesterday he
gave no evidence that he knew there was
anything in which he was at all
concerned going on, and sat star-
ing at the wall during the en-
tire examination. Sheriff Kichter and
Turnkey Davis testified to the actions of
the prisoner and Dr. Craddock testified as
to his physical and mental condition.
Lavinsky's insanity dates back tobefore the
shooting a month or so, and was caused by
the drowning of his son, who was employed
on a barge owned by Law, whom Lavinsky
is charged with murdering. When his son's
body was recovered Lavinsky said his left
hand came in contact with the body and has
been paralyzed ever since. So firm is he in
ibis belief that he carries his hand in a
iling and has lost all use of the arm and
aand. The physician testified that his arm
lppeared to be paralyzed and the prisoner's
mental condition such as would justifyhis
being confined in an asylum. An order
was consequently made committing him to
the insane asylum at Rochester, to which
institution he willbe taken to-day.

THE FIKST BAI'TISTTROUBLES.

Rlessrs. Allenand Spencer's Letter--
C ( t-. .Sol Accepted.

As the unpleasantness in the First Bap-
tist church of this city is not yet settled, or,

apparently ina way to be settled, some of
the members of the church were sought out
yesterday and questioned as to the situation
but not a wordcould be obtained from them
as to the inner facts that are causing so
much disturbance in the congregation.
Messrs. Allen and Spencer positively de-
clined to be interviewed upon the subject,
while those embracing the other side of the
controversy also refuse to talk. It seems
that on Wednesday evening last Messrs.
Allen and Spencer, whom the church
had expelled and then taken back,
sent a letter to the congregation
which was duly considered butnot finally
disposed of. The congregation at a pre-
vious meeting passed a resolution calling
upon both these men to appear before the
church and explain why it is that they do
not "walk with the church." Both de-
clined to do so, and instead of going to the
church, sent the following letter. The
church refused to accede to the request,

.and expelled them again from the congre-
gation. It is difficult to state where the
matter willend. The letter reads as fol-
lows:

THE LETTER.
St. Pattli, Minn., Nov. 4, 1885.

—
To the

First Baptist church of St.Paul— Breth-
ren: We acknowledge tho receipt of your
communications of 28th ult., and prefer to
answer in writing1. Inreference to our con-
tinual declination to take up our walk with
the church, as you choose to state it, we wish
to say that wo desire to sever our relations
withyour organization in the regular and
usual manner, and under the rules of the
church wohave a perfect right to do so. In
view of the events of the past two years.tak-
Ingallthingsintoconsideration, webelieve that
itbo wouldbetter foryou and better forus that
we seek other church relations. We believe
we wouldbe more useful elsewhere, and that
it would bo more agreeable to us. Both duty
and inclination point to another field.

Hoping that you willaccede to our request
aud grant us letters, -which seems to us to lie
reasonable and proper, and thus end forever
this deplorable strife, we remain fraternally

Evening classes innumerous branches
ofstudy and music willbe opened to-night.

Following
this, refreshments were served in the class
and committee rooms, the audience depart-
ingat 11 o'clock.

TO HELP THE POOR.

A Wide Scope Outlined for the City
Uclict Society.

At a meeting of the St. Paul Relief So-
ciety held yesterday the .committee, con-
sisting of Key. Clay MacCauley. \V. L.
Wilson, S. B. Beals, ltev. M. McG. Dana
and J. D. Ludderi submitted a lengthy re-
port, of which the followingis an abstract:
The by-laws were recommended to be
changed in numbers and an additional ar-
ticle establishing adepartment fororganizing
charity adopted. The department is to be
conducted under the direction of the board
of managers by a general agent, appointed
by the board from its members, with such
assistants as may be deemed advisable.
The general agent is to render to the board
quarterly and special reports of his
work, and shall remain in office at
the pleasure of the board. The duties
of the agent shall be to make a complete
registration of all persons receiving aid
from charitable societies .once a month; to
investigate the needs of all applicants; to
become familiar with the causes and best
methods of dealing with.poverty; to seek
out and examine cases of destitution and
look for places of employment which
might diminish alms-giving; to put into
operation with the advice and co-operation
of the managers any adjudged expedient
for the relief and prevention of
poverty and its consequent sufferings. The
agent may also co-operate with the officers
of the society in soliciting funds and other
necessaries to carry on the work. The re-
port concluded by recommending that the
secretary carry into effect that part relating
to correspondence with charity bureaus, and
keeping on tile literature relating to the
charity problem; also that the secretary and
general agent attend, as soon as practi-
cable, to the employment bureau
scheme as outlined in the report.
The report and resolutions were adopted
and a committee consisting of Key. Clay
MacCauley, Itev. Dr. Dana and J. D.
Ludden were appointed to confer with the

managers and select a competent person to
act in the capacity of general agent as rec-
ommended. The agent so selected is to be
employed forsix months and is to receive
a salary not exceeding 875 per month.

WHO TOOK. THE GAS ?

Two Opinions of a Peculiar Casein
the Supreme Court.

In the supreme court yesterday two opin-
ions were rendered in the case of the State
vs. F. B. Wellman. The case in question
is a rather peculiar one. Mrs. Wilcox, the
proprietress of a boarding house at Minne-
apolis, had the gas meter removed fromher
house owing to non-payment of gas bills.
The appellant in the case was a boarder at
the house, and a week after the meter had
been removed he purchased apiece of lead
pipe and took it to the house. Amonth
after this the gas company discovered that
the gas was being burned in the house, and
an investigation showed that connection
had been made without the company's per-
mission. Wellraan, who purchased the
pipe, was arrested and arraigned in the
municipal court for larceny of 512.50 worth
ofgas. lie was convicted, and an appeal
taken to the supreme court on the grounds
that while he bought the pipe, brought it to
the house and suggested the scheme to
cheat the gas company, he did not make
the connection, and that gas could not be
made the subject of a larceny. According
to the decision riled, the order of the munic-
ipal court is confirmed. Judge Gilfillan.
however, filed a dissenting opinion.

STREET SAYINGS.

Comptroller Roche said yesterday: "The
court house bonds that are to be issued un-
der the order of the city council willbe
issued at 4% per cent, instead of5 and will
run thirty years from date. St. Paul
securities are now in such demand that
they can be readily placed at 41

..j per cent.
The conclusion to issue 6300.000 worth of
court house bonds willbe reconsidered and
only $200. 000 issued, as that willbe enough
tocarry the contracts through for a, year,
and itis useless to have 8100,000 lying idle
in the treasury when wedon't need them."* \u25a0*

"Iremember," said Comptroller Roche,
"that Col. Hewitt used to get up excursions
on the Mississippi river only a few years
ago. To be sure, the weather wasn't tor-
rid,but a sail was usually taken in a side-
wheel steamboat and a good time had. In
1877 inDecember there was no snow at all,
and on Christmas night it rained heavily.
An excursion was given that day and was a
bigsuccess. 1 remember on Christmas in
ISG4, the day that Savannah was taken, we
had a great time; it was .so warm' people
were out in their shirt sleeves, and the ex-
cursion that day was a jollyone. Col.
Hewittone year advertised an excursion
for the Ist day of January, and he had it,
but the steamboat was able to sail only a
short distance, as she had to break through
the ice, but itwas called an excusion just
tha same, and the band played and a good
time was had. Every man on board wore
a linen duster, but he took good care to put
an overcoat on under it."

BullDoe Kelly'sCase.
Edward Kelly, who was held by United

Scates Commissioner Ives ofCrookston on
the charge of murdering, in November,
1884, Robert McGregor Baird near the Co-
lumbia river inBritish America, and who
was committed to the Ramsey county jail,
was brought before Judge Nelson of the
United States court at 3 o'clock yesterday
afternoon on a writ of habeas corpus. The
basis upon which this writ is expected to
rest consists, generally speaking, of the
alleged errors of law on the part of the
commissioner that held the petitioner and
the assumption of jurisdiction by the same
officer. The petitioner is represented by
Senator Steenerson of Polk county and J.
W. Cathcart of St. Paul, while the other
side is represented by Mr. Congdon, assist-
ant United States district attorney, and Mr.
Stewart of the Dominion of Canada.

The counsel for the prisoner argued that
the commission had no authority to act un-
less specially authorized by the United
States circuit court to hear such an exam-
ination; that the extradition treaty must be
pleaded; that the application for the pris-
oner should have been made, first to the
president of the United States government,
and that until that has been done the judi-
ciary cannot take hold of the matter; that
the complaint made byJohn Lee Johnson
was not sufficient, he being not the proper
person to make it, as itis not shown that he
was appointed by the government to make
such complaint, and that the defendant was
not allowed to make any defense before the
commissioner on his own behalf. This last
point Judge Nelson considered good, and
the counsel for the Canadian authorities |
then admitted that such was the case, and
stated further that they onlyasked that the
prisoner be remanded and the case be re-
opened to allow the petitioner to produce !
evidence inhis own behalf. This, however, I
is just what the petitioner does not want. !
Atthis point the hearing was adjourned till
to-day at 10 a. m.

Funeral of James M. TVinslow.
About thirty old settlers accompanied the

remains of the late James M. Winslow to
the mortuary chapel in Oakland cemetery, !
where services were held. Rev. E. D.Neill j
making some appropriate and excellent re- j
marks, and then all that remained ofone of!
St. Paul's oldest and best-known citizens j
was consigned to the tomb.

Mr. Winslow was born in Vermont inI
ISIO, came to St. Paul in 1858, built the j
Winslow mill, six or seven hotel buildings •
and the first telegraph line; died iv Califor-
nia in 18S5 of Brighc"s disease of the kid- j
neys, aged 75 years. Those who attended !
his funeral were representative men, among
them Gen. Sibley, Mayor Rice, D. W. In-
gersoll and others.

General Missionary Conference.
The first general conference oimission- j

aries of the American .S. S. union in the
Northwest willbe held in this city, begin- !
ning to-day, and extending over Saturday j
and Monday. This union has been for
more than sixtyyears engaged in the unde- \
nominational work of establishing Sunday i
schools on the frontiers and indestitute I
places, many of which have grown into i
Christian churches.

THEY PIPED TO US.
The Water Board Laid Within Nine Feet• of Twenty-Pour Miles of Mains

Last Year.

The Report -of Superintendent Overton
Showing the Location and Size of

Each Main.

Great ActivityinExtending the High
Service System- -Plans for

Next Year.

Exposure of the Method ofManufac-
turing; Annual Reviews by an

Unreliable Sheet.

Concerning the Water Report.

Ou yesterday the superintendent of tne
water department gave to the public the
record of the work done under his direction
during the last twelve months. Inthe ag-
gregate it shows that about twenty-four
miles of water pipe were laid during the
year, of which fifteen miles were ou St.
Anthony hill, and the remainder divided
about equally between Dayton's bluff and
tne low service, or that on the two lower
plateaus. Itis an old story, and need not
be repeated, that practically two systems of
water service supply St. Paul, one. the old,
which comes from Lake Phalen by direct
pressure without the use of pumps; the
other, coming by a brick aqueduct 2,300
feet longand o'./xO feet in dimensions,
from . Lake Vadnais, coming into the city
on Dale street, Como avenue, Western
avenue, University avenue, Fifteeth street,
Broadway, Thirteenth street, De Bow
street, Grove street and East and West
Seventh street. The pressure on this sys-
tem is supplied by pumps. The former
system supplies the two lower plateaus, and
the latter the higher, includingDayton's
bluffon one side and St. Anthony hill on
the other. Although the latter belong to the
same system and are fed from the same
pumps and pipes they are classified differ-
ently for the sake of convenience. Aglance
at the report willshow that St. Anthony hill
received the most attention from the water
board last year. It was at first
proposed to lay but eleven and a halfmiles
ofpipingon that street, but owing to the
great demand for water in that section of
the city, this figure was increased about
one-half, mainly in six-inch pipe, giving
that corner of God's county nearly fifteen
miles of new pipe, giving them now about
twenty-four miles of mains. On Dayton's
bluff the work is slower, and less than live
miles were laid, the original estimates of
the engineer being more strictly adhered to.
This is also true of the lower plateaus, where
the need for new mains is less pressing
than in the new parts of the city.

Dec. 1, 1884, showed that there were in
service a little over forty-live miles of
mains, of which nine and two-thirds
were on high service for St.
Anthony hill, and thirty-fiveand one-third
on the low service. The pipe laid during
1884 amounts to something over eighteen
miles, and the advance of nearly seven
miles beyond that last year is one indica-
tion of the city's phenomenal growth.

There are now about sixty-nine miles of
pipe inuse.
Inaddition to the other figures itshould

be mentioned that 174 hydrants were
added, making a total of485.

Regarding the cost of the extensions and
maintenance of the system the figures given
below are self explanatory.

Concerning the work of next year, the
superintendent ofthe department has not
yet made up his recommendations. In a
general way, it may be said that they will
include something over twenty miles of
piping, of which nearly eighteen miles will
be on the high-pressure service. An at-
tempt willbe made next year to extend the
benefits of the water service into West St.
Paul. How itwill cross the river has not
been determined, but in some way it is
probable itwillbe done.

There are still portions of the city that
need water service- badly. \u25a0 but willnot be
able to receive the benefits of it for more
than a year yet. One of these is the dis-
trict across the Manitoba track?, opposite
elevator B. Here are hundreds of frame
houses grouped together, and not a drop of
water to put out a fire

—
standing menace

to the city. This untoward condition of
things cannot be remedied next year even,
as the nature of the soil makes itimpos-
sible to lay mains there until it is drained
by an efficient system ofsewerage.

ABogus ''Review."
The Pioneer Press, with more zeal than

udgment, made an attempt on yesterday to
;ive to its readers the information con-
ained in the above. To show how far
from accurate this '"review" was, it is only
lecessary to point out that it was taken
>odily from the list of the mains which the
superintendent recommended to be laid last
year. As that was only the estimate of
the engineer, and not acted onby the water
>oard at that time, it is not to be
supposed that it would be accu-
rate, and as a matter of fact,
the plan of work has been very much en-
larged since those estimates were made. In
consequence of this fact the Pioneer Press
gives St. Paul the credit of laying but
nineteen and two thirds miles of water-pipe
during the year, when the fact is itlaid
within nine feet of twenty-four miles, or
more than fivemiles more than the Pioneer
Press gave itcredit for. Lifeis too short
to analyze the "review" and point out its
errors, as every line in the "review" is an
error. Many of the mains estimated for
were not touched, many more changed,
and many more added of which
no mention was made. Suffice
it to say that there were 129 different mains
laid, of which the Pioneer Press hints at 04.
leaving 65 out in the cold, and of the M
mentioned, fully60 are erroneous in some
particular.

In the recapitulation occurs a character-
istic blunder, in which the St. Anthony
bill service is given four and one-half miles
ofnew pipe, when the correct number is
within a few feet of fifteen miles.
