Lovell believed he was inclined
to think the prisoner insane. Each physi-
cian has made a separate report to the gov- j
ernment, so that Lovellis not certain which ;
way the third doctor has reported. He
says that the prisoner is far from being inI
possession of his senses. There is a I
strange light inhis eyes which betokens ad-

vanced stages of insanity, or as Kiel's law-
yers put it during the trial, magolonmania.

Lovell says Riel, during the presence of the
doctors! carried on conversations which no
justman could claim to emanate from a sane
individual. lie says if the government

hangs him itdeserves the condemnation of
ail just men, for the act could not be in-
terpreted as being more or less than
hanging a lunatic. It is under-
stood that the doctor has expressed
his opinion to Archbishop Tache, who
promised to make strong representations at
Ottawa on the question, as the prelate is
anxious to save the poor man's life. The
friends of the condemned man he.c realize
that ifanything is to be done to save Kiel.
prompt action is necessary, and with that
.n view, a secretly-appointed deputation
waited on Sir A.P. Caron, minister of

aiilitia. to-day, and urged that he use all
;he influence he possesses with the cabinet
itonce to save Riel from the gallows. As
the day fixed for the execution approaches,
the excitement here grows intense.

KIEL'S FATE STILL IN DOUBT.

Ottawa. Ont, Nov. 12.—The governor
general to-day signed warrants of execution
in the cases of the Indians, Bad Arrow,

Miserable Man. Ixta. Wandering Spirit,
Iron Body. Man-Without-Blood, Little
Pear and Charles Ducharme. alias Charle-
bois. The sentence of death passed upon
the runner and Lorrison Mongrain
has been commuted to imprisonment
for life. The fate of Kiel will
probably be announced semi-offieially to-
morrow. It'is generally thought that he
willbe executed on the same day as the In-
dians, the 29th inst, unless the premier is
pressed byOntario members of the cabinet
to fix the final act of the tragedy for Mon-
day next. The organs of the English-
speaking Conservatives are greatly in-

censed at the last respite, and one
of the most influential on the
list has stated that unless Riel
is hanged the English Conservative mem-
bers will vote a want of confidence inSir
John A. Macdonald. There is barely a
possibility of any such emergency arising,
forSir John knows that to allow Riel to
escape means utter annihilation of the
Conservative party in the English-speaking
provinces. He is too old not to be

able to understand the state of the
public rulers. John Macdonald stated
that nothing could be said, as the
governor general had the matter
under consideration.

Quebec, Nov. 12.—1t is learned from a
reliable quarter this evening that the privy
council has forwarded an official letter to
Sheriff Chapleau, ordering the execution of
Kiel Monday morning at 8 o'clock.

Montreal, Que., Nov.12.—1t is known
that a special messenger is on his way to
Regina with the official document from the
governor general, ordering Sheriff Chapleau
to proceed with the execution of Riel.
Meanwhile, according to a communication
received by Bishop Grandin, Rie' passes the
greater portion of his time inprayer and
meditation. He has written farewell epis-
tles to his wife and children and to a sister
who resides in this city. Within the last
few days extra precautions have been taken
to prevent any surprise. The guards have
been doubled, a mounted patrol is always
on duty and none but priests, commanding
officers of the mounted police and the sur-
geon are permitted within the cell. The
cell he occupies is six feet four by four, the
only articles of furniture being a small iron
bed and low chair. He is an early riser and
is invariably up and dressed befork 6 o'clock.
He scarcely completes his toilet when he
sinks down upon his knees beside his bed
and remains transfixed like a statue in
prayer for hours at a time.

Fitzpatrick, Riel's counsel, arrived here
to-day to urge commutation of Riel's sen-
tence.

The jury in
the case of A.L. Pound, on trial for killing

Jim Griffin at the last session of the state
legislature, this evening brought in a ver-
dict of manslaughter. Pound was a detect-
ive, employed in the city of Lincoln, and
policeman of many years' standing. He was
directed by the governor to ferret out an al-
leged plot to rob the state treasury. Pound
stationed himself in the treasurer's office,

where itwas understood the attempt would
be made. At the expected time Jim Griffin,
a hard character, accompanied by a pal, ap-
peared in the office of the treasurer, and,
presenting a revolver at that official, de-
manded a bundle of money. Pound stepped
out and a scuffle ensued, in which the de-
tective shot Griffin, killinghim almost in-
stantly. A great deal of interest has been
taken in Pound's trial, as Griffin's accom-
plice was acquitted when tried for robbery.

Inspecting Land Entries.

BigDiscoveries in the Black Hills.
Winona Republican: Mr. C. H. Wagner of

the Jewel house returned last evening from
a trip to the Black Hills and reports great

excitement over the recent discovery of im-
mense deposits of tin ore, which are mono
valuable than the goldor silver mines of that
famous region. The tin mines are situated
on the Nigger Hills, twenty miles southwest
of Deadwood, and the vein extends forsixty
miles in the easterly direction to a point
about midway between Custer and Rapid
City, the ledge being about thirty-five feet
wide by forty feet indepth. A company of
New York capitalists has been formed witha
capital of about $400,000 to put in extensive
machinery for the reduction of tin ore. The
discovery is deemed invaluable, as being the
largest deposit of tin ore ever found in the
United States. Locations of claims along
the ledge have been made by miners and a
great deal of speculation in them prevails in

tbe Hills. Mr. Wagner brought home samples
of the ore and bricks of tin, and is contem-
platingthe formation of a stock company to
engage in tin mining.• Rapid City, at the
root of the Black Hills,isgrowing very fast,

whole blocks of brick buildings are now in
the course of erection. The Northwestern
railroad willbe completed to this point by
the Ist of June next. Extensive water
works are now in course of construction for
supplying the city with pure spring water
from the hills. The town now has a popula-
tionof about two thousand. Deadwood. the
great mining center, is alive with business,
and itIs expected that next year willbe one
of great excitement in the Hills owingto the
recent discoveries of tin ore and carbonate
of silver. The Homestead company cleaned
up $300,000 on the Ist of November and de-
clared a dividend of 40 per cent.
