Alittle investigation yesterday
showed that this isa subject which is deeply j
interesting a number of St. Paul people. |
Deep wells have lately been attracting con-
siderable attention inPittsburg. They sup-
ply gas for lightand fuel. In Prairie dv j
Chien there are several of them. The city I
water works are supplied from this source !
with sufficient head for firepurposes; others ;
give an excellent flow ofmedicinal mineral j
water, and a flourmillis run by the power j
supplied by another. Artesian wells have j

been ofgreat benefit to the sanitary condi- •

tion ofDenyer, and In many places indiffer- .
ent parts of the West the experiment of i
sinking them is usually a success. Just ;

now near Bismarck they are reported to be !
going down after gas. Artesian wells for |
St. Paul is not a new idea, but the present ;

scheme is a new one. The city has already j
• let the contract forsinking wells in West St. j

Paul to a depth where flowingwater shall j
be found. j

Now the proposition is to "knock out the j
bottom" by sinking one of these wells a j
thousand feet or more down to find out |
what the substratum of West St. Paul j
really Is. Ifthey should only be able to \
finda good strong flow of water it would j
pay the cost of the experiment. If, how- !
ever, gas, salt or medicinal water is found
itwillbe a bonanza for West St. Paul and j
the whole city.

Several wealthy gentlemen are reported i
tobe taken with the idea and to be willing
to invest money in it. The West Side Citi-
zens' union will be expected to take the
matter up, and make efforts to collect the
necessary means.

LITTLEBUTTEBIXE.

Commissioner Howard Says There
it,NotITluchon the Market.

Dairy Commissioner Howard was at the
rooms of the commission yesterday after-
noon. He said to a Globe reporter that he
was finding comparatively littlebutterine
in the Minneapolis market. There were
some cases and ho proposed to prosecute
to the full extent of the law all whom
he could detect selling the stuff. When
once a man had paid the penalty it would
be no exemption, but he would be kept
track of and prosecuted the next day ifthe
offense was repeated. He believed the
moral effect of the law had been
good. In St. Paul he had not
discovered any of the stuff, and reliable
commission men had informed him that the |
market was free from it. Still he was on
the lookout for those who sold it,if there
are any.

Mr. Howard said there was no truth
whatever in the rumor that the dairy com-
missioners had or would ask the governor
lor an extra session of the legislature to
make certain changes in the law creating
the commission and prescribing its duties.
Mr.Howard said he had expected to meet
Commissioner Rice, recently home from the
convention in Chicago, fora conference on
some matters pertaining to their work, but
the latter gentleman did not appear at the
office.

A KEWIOEA.

A Sugrg'eutioii toRaise the Steamboat
Warehouse Another Story.

City Attorney Murray and Building In-
spector Johnson visited the levee yesterday

afternoon to further investigate the matter
ofenlarging the steamboat warehouse. The
report didn't approve of the scheme of
widening the warehouse, on the grounds
that twenty feet added to the north side
would leave too little space between the
house and the railroad tracks, and that an
extension of eight feet over the river on the
south side would interfere with boats land-
ing easily at the levee and wouldrender the
steamboat company liable to damages that
might result from boats coming in contact
with it. as the channel of the
river at that point bends to
the north and would run danger-
ously near to the building. Hereto-
fore the freight house, which is 300 feet
long, has been divided, giving the Diamond
Jo line 100 feet storage room and the St.
Louis &St. Paul Packet company 200 feet.
The suggestion of the committee in its
report was to divide the warehouse in the
center and give each company 150 feet
.storage room, and the entire basement of
the Milwaukee freight house, which In the
past has been occupied for that purpose by
the railroads. Below is given a diagram
showing the warehouse as it is, the dotted
lines indicating the additions asked for in
the petition.

THE 80.4UU OF HEALTH.

Ix Beidu a Lively Electing: With an
i.\c:r.ii\e Appendage.

The board of health met last night and
the meeting was an animated. one. The
Minnesota Transfer company., was repre-
sented by D. M. Bobbins, who asked' that a
sewer be cut from the transfer to the river,
in order to drain the cesspools, that as they
now stood they were a source of impure
air and offensive smells that caused a great
deal of complaint in that neighborhood. It
was the opinion of several members of the
board Unitas the Transfer company would
receive tlio greater part of the benefit from
the sir-in it should stand a large part of
the expense of its construction. The mat-
ter was discussed at length and finally re-
ferred to the city engineer forinvestigation
and an estimate of cost and to ascertain
what part of the expense the Transfer com-
pany was willingto pay.

Mr.Donaldson of the St. Paul Odorless
Excavating company was present and sev-
eral complaints were reported as having
been made at the health office of over-meas-
urement of vaults. Several of the plaintiffs
were mentioned and the health inspectors
were present and subjected to a severe
catechism by Dr. Jones and City Attorney
Murray. Mr. Donaldson averred that the
health inspectors were

MAKINGOVER-MEASUREMENTS
in the cases reported at the health office, as
they were prejudiced against him and wanted
to make trouble for him. He said, "There
are some of these men who are making a
toolof Dr. Jones, unknown to him, and I
can prove it." He claimed that he had dis-
covered cases where the men had made
over-measurement of vaults, and had noti-
fied them that hereafter when an error of
that kind was discovered the wages of the
men making it wouldbe subject to dockage,
and in several cases he had done so, but he
found that the order was reacting against
the company, as the men would make
uiuler-ineasurement, for fear ofgetting over
and having to pay the • penalty. He didn't
intend that the people should be taken ad-
vantage ofby his employes.

Dr. Jones said that he had heard rumors
that his inspectors were prejudiced against
Mr. Donaldson, and had told them repeat-
edly hot to try to pay off any personal
grudge through their connection with the
health department, and they had as often
denied that they had any personal feeling
against Mr. Donaldson. He thought it
would be a good idea for the citycouncil to
appoint one inspector to measure these
vaults together with an inspector employed
by the Odorless company; this would pre-
vent any difference of measurement be-
tween the health department and the Odor-
less company, and consequently

OBVIATE COMPLAINTS.

Mr. Donaldson agreed to the idea and the
plan seemed to meet the approval of the
board.

Mr. Murray expressed himself as be-
lieving that as winter was coming on the
force of inspectors should be cut down,
there not being work enough to keep them
busy. Dr. Jones objected to this, as sewer
connections were constantly being torced
during the winter, and the department was
now in good working order and the system
shouldn't be broken up.

On motion of Aid. Minea the matter was
laid over until the next meeting, and in the I
meantime the matters willbe considered.

Dr. Jones asked that Meat Inspector
Lamb be kept on the force during the
winter and everybody seemed to be in favor j
of so doing.

He Protests.
Mr. Mansfield, the jeweler who is now

disposing ofhis goods at auction, feels ag-
grieved by the action taken by the mayor

and council in revoking his license on the
charge that he is selling snide goods. Ac-
cording to the story of Moses Livermore,
his auctioneer, when Mr. Mansfield's part-
ner died recently he determined to go out
of business and dispose of his stock the
best way he could. The auction sale was
perfectly legitimate and he was doing so
well at it that it attracted the envious at-
tention of one or two of his competitors,
to whom he attributes the agitation which
resulted in the revocation of his license.
He was summoned before the mayor, and,
as he says the only, or at least the main,
evidence of illegitimate business he had to
confront was that he sold a watch for over
SIS, which cost him but $8.00. Mr. Liver-
more says that the revengeful competitor
bought the watch himself simply for the
purpose of prosecuting the case. The
mayor revoked the license and relief was
sought from and Granted by the supreme
court on the technicality that the mayor
did not report the revocation to the council.
He did this later, and the revocation was
confirmed without debate. Mr. Livermore
says that this has destroyed the business,
although the goods are still going off at pri-
vate sale. He claims that the campaign
against him was one of spite work.

H.FI. Montgomery's Will.
The willof the late Hugh B. Montgom-

ery was admitted to probate yesterday, and
letters were issued to his wife, Lizzie Mont-
gomery. The deceased gives to his mother,
Mrs. Emma Humphrey Montgomery of
Holland, Mich., an annuity of 8300 per an-
num, m quarterly installments. He re-
leases the mortgage he held on the property
of his adopted daughter, Jenny Ruby, and
her husband, in Prescott, Wis., without
mentioning the amount, and gives the
amount to his adopted daughter. His cattle
ranch in Montana, of which his adopted
son, William C. Montgomery, is now the
superintendent and manager, is referred to,
and he gives to the latter one-tenth of the
increase of the ranch annually, commencing
in the spring of 1886, so long as he contin-
ues in the management of it. All the
rest of his property, real and personal, he
gives to his wife, Lizzie E. Montgomery,
aud makes her his sole residuary legatee
and divisee under the will. He directs his
wife to leave the management of his inter-
est in the Contention mine at the Silver
Creek miningcamp, in Clarkson mountains,
Arizona Territory, to his brother, who is
now managing the same, and appoints his
wife sole executrix of the willand guardian
of the children, and at last advises his wife
in case of doubt as to what to do to con-
sult withMr. T. M. Newson.

The Manchester martyrs.

Ithas been decided by those in charge of
the meeting to be held on Monday night
next inhonor of the Manchester martyrs,
that the exercises shall be held in Pfeifer's
hall. The meeting willbe under the aus-
pices of the Hibernian rifles and willjbepar-
ticipated in by many prominent Irishmen
of the city.

Fathers Shanley and Golden, J. J. Mc-

MacCarthy. The meeting is to celebrate
the anniversary of the execution
of the three Fenians, Allen, Lar-
kin and O'Brien, who were hanged
at Manchester, England, in 1807.
Two Fenians

—
Captains Deasey and Kelly

—were arrested in that city, and while they
were being conveyed to prison a crowd sur-
rounded the van and took possession of it.
The two Fenians escaped and were never
recaptured. The British government im-
mediately arrested a number of Irishmen,
and a short while afterward, five of the
number

—Allen, Larkin, O'Brien, Condon
and Maguire

—
were tried before a special

commission and condemned to die. Ma-
guire was a British soldier and he was par-
doned. Condon claimed to be anAmerican
citizen, and his sentence was commuted to
Imprisonment for life, and he was after-
ward released. Allen, Larkin and O'Brien
were hanged.
