The
market lacked vim and at times looked
strained and tired. Manhattan Elevated
dropped from 119}£ to 118 and at once re-
covered. The talk on it is rattier bullish.
Many of the large houses report very lisht
lines ofstocks on hand and no desire to in-
crease them until something in the way of
a decided break shall occur. The market
closed very heavy with all hands selling

stocks.
New York, Nov. 21.— Government bonds

No attempt has been
made to modify the clumsy methods of
earlier times. The country is but illpre-
pared to divide on the issues before it.

Neither the Liberals nor tiie Tories have
distinctly denned their policy.

The former assumes unexpected promi-
nence. Good judges say its influence on
the election is likely to be considerable,
as classes suffering from the depression of
business are ready to catch at any
plausible remedy. The church cry

still offers the Tories their best
chance. The Liberals console themselves
by saying that itwas started too soon. The
pendulum this week has been swinging back,
and 1 know of many otherwise safe Liberal
seats that are now in peril fromchurch hos-
tility and also of many boroughs where
every pulpit is turned into a Tory stump.
Ireland is naturally ignored by most of the
Tory orators. Lord Randolph Churchill,

whose courage is equal to almost any emer-
gency, found courage yesterday at Birming-
ham to declare he was satisfied with the
present experiment of allowing Mr.Parnell
to govern the country.

The declaration of war by Servia a week
ago against Bulgaria took Europe com-
pletely bysurprise. Neither the foreign of-
fice nor the foreign embassies in London
had ahint of what was coming. The

throughout Europe, Vienna exeepted, have
condemned as an outrage on public law the
act of King Milaninbeginning war on pre-
texts purely frivolous; but, as everybody
saw that Austria was behind Servia.nobody
perceived a public wayof escape for Bul-
garia from bitter defeat by the Servian
forces, numerically twice greater, and far
superior in discipline, munitions and expe-
rience. The early successes of
Servia, accepted as inevitable, con-
ciliated no good will. The sudden
check of the Servian advance and the de-
cisive repulse at Slivmtza on Tuesday were
received in Eagland with equal surprise
and pleasure. When Prince Alexander
took the offensive on Wednesday and de-
feated the center of the Servian army,
crushed Servia's center attack and appar-
ently broke up the plan of the offensive
campaign, England and Europe expressed
delight inno measured terms, and the Ser-
vians admit defeat. King Milan, who was
to spend Sunday at Sophia, returned to
Pirot inhis own territory, and is reported
already to have summoned his prime min-
ister to arrange terms of peace, an act of
humiliation of which he is believed capable
in spite of the contempt that he will justly
earn. Prince Alexander proved himself

as well as a brilliant soldier by coming to
terms with Turkey. Itseems likely to-day
that this change in the situation willenable
the conference to agree upon a basis of set-
tlement and give some practical effect to the
sympathies of Europe on behalf of Bul-
garia.
